MORE OPINIONS ON IRISH HOME RULE.

The French Clean Up Madagascar—Peruvians
Conclude to be Peaceful—Minister Curry
Meets the Spanish Queen.

THE HOME RULE SURBJECT,

MR. SULLIVAN SHOUTS.
Dusrin, Dec. 22.—Mr. T. G. Sullivan,

rLord Mayor-elect of Dublin, addressing a

meeting of the Irish National League in this

| city to-day, denounced the Orangemen and

others who clamor against home rule as big-
ots and fanatics. He said: The iand question
must be settled soon, and must be settled
according to the inexorable laws of supply
and demand. It was impossible to guarantee
to landlords the ancient value or the
ancient rental of their property in the face
of competition offered by the cheap lands
and the free lands of America and Austra-
lia. He warned the Ulster braggarts that
resistence to home rule, when that measure
was once passed, would mean nothing less
than treason, and would speedily involve
them in fighting enough to satify them, but
the fighting would be not with the National
League, but with the Queen’s troops. He
expressed the hope and belief that Mr.
Gladstone would persevere in passing his
scheme for home rule for Ireland, disre-
garding the clamors of a feeble, unpatriotic
and unr epresentative minority.
A ENOW NOTHING.

Lonpon, Dec. 22.—Lord Richard Grosve-
nor, who was the Liberal whip in the last
Parliament, and who is a close friend of Mr.
Gladstone and Lord Roseberry, recently
made a hurried visit to Ireland, and it
was reported that he had been sent
to arrange terms for ' united action on
the subject of home rule by the Parnellites
and Liberals. Lord Grosvenor returned to
London to-day and was seen by a corre-
spondent of the United Press. His Lord-
ship declared that he went to Ireland
me:ely for a week’s shooting, with no po-
litical end in view, saw neither Mr. Parnell
nor any of his colleagues and did not speak
to any one on the subject of home rule
while he was away.

; OTHER OPINIONS.

Mr. Herbert Gladstone writes to the Unit-
ed Press that he fears the Tories will try to
wash their hands of Parnell, now that they
have had the benefits of the Irish vote in
the elections. He believes that an active
continuance of party warfare is the only
imethod of getting justice for Ireland.

Lord Roseberry, Mr. Gladstone’s chief
lieutenant in Scotland, writes to the United
Press that he is willing to concede home
rule to Ireland on the condition that the
unity of the Empire is maintained.

Mr. Parnell has informed his colleagues
that it would be unwise at present to formu-
Jate their demands on behalf of Ireland.
He believes the proper policy is to play a
waiting game; in the meantime to keep
careful watch and study all political events

saffecting the cause.

In an interview to-day Mr. James O’Kel-
ly, one of Mr. Parneil’s most trusted lieu-
tenants, said Mr. Gladstone now had a good
opportunity of settling the Irish home rule
question to the enormous benefit of both
Ireland and England, and that no one was
more competent to settle this question
which has vexed both nations for centuries.
Mr. O’Kelly added that the Irish parlia-
mentary party would meet next month to
decide upon the policy to be pursued at the
opening of Parliament in February.

"The Rt. Hon. W. E. Forster, who was
Chief Secretary of Ireland in Mr. Glad-
stone’s Cabinet, denounces the scheme for
the concesgion of home ruleor a Parliament
for Ireland. He says that Irish independ-
ence in any form would fail to solve the
difficulty and would be fraught with danger
to both Great Britain and Ireland.

MADAGASCAR.

VIRTUALLY A FRENCH COLONY.

LoNDON, Dec. 22.—The long standing war-
fare between France and the Hovas of
Madagascar is announced as having termi-
nated by the conclusion of a treaty of peace
being signed at Antanorivo. Such terms of
the agreement as have been cabled to Paris
give the following particulars: France as-
sumes a protectorate over the island, and
will retain the troops now there pending
the settlement of a war indemnity amount-
ing to 10,000,000 francs, which has been
exacted from the Madagascans. The
Queen of the Hovas, the ruling race of
natives, retains her sovereignty of the
entire islands, in name at least, but France
appoints a president of the council of
state who may select a cabinet and will
have the direction of foreign affairs. He
will be protected by a permanent guard of
French officers. It will thus be seen that
French influence is to be supreme, and that
France has gained practically all that she

sought during the protracted and san-
guinary conflict ~with the  patriotic
people of the islands. It 1is pro-
bable that some savage coast leaders,

whose submission to the Hovas has hardly
been more than nominal, will vet require to
be subdued by a vigorous campaign before
the French gain complete control of the
coast and prevent smuggling and piracy
and enjoy the benefit of the rich trade of the
marvellously productive domain. While
the news of the signing is official, the
particulars are too meager to form a

basis of opinion as to whether or
not Great Britain can consistently
permit its ratification. In views of
these governments’ previous protests

against France for enforcing a war of in-
vasion upon the inoffensive Hovas, Great
Britain’s interests in Madagascar, while not
so ancient by two centuries as those of
France, are more tangible and definite. Tt
was under the influence of English agents
and missionaries in 1810 that Madagascar
first became a factor in commerce and be-
gan to emerge from paganism, and there
will be a strong public opposition to allow-
ing this rich is%and, second in size only to
Australia, to slip entirely out of England’s
jurisdiction. e

MEXICO.

MEMORIAL SERVICES FOR ALFONSO.
City or MEXICO, via Galveston, Dec. 22.—
Imposing memorial services for King Al-
fonso were held this morningat the fashion-
able Profosa Church. Bishop Camacho, of
Quertaro, officiated. The entire diplomatic
corps, including the Cuevieau Ministers,
were present. The balconies of the Spanish
Club were draped with the red and yellow
of Spain and festoonad with black.

United States Minister to Spain, to-day pre-

sented his credentials to Queen Christina.
He expressed the hope that the
commercial relations between the two
countries would speedily be placed on a
mutually satisfactory basis. The Queen
Regent expressed her earnest wish for a
closer business friendship between Spain
and the United States. The general impres-
sion here .is that the commercial treaty
which has been so long delayed can be
perfected with little difficulty.

PERU,
TROOPS DISBANDING.

Lima, via Galveston, Dec. 22.—Col. Rel-
ayse has acceded to the government’s pro-
posal, and all fears of hostilities are now
averted.

The
squaws have cut their faces and bodies until
they have bled profusely, as is their custom
in mourning, and the men have cut off their
hair. Their wailing could be heard for
miles while they were coming into town.
Quana is still very feeble and will not be
entirely well for some time.
THE DEPARTURE FROM FORT WORTH.

Fort WoRrTH, Dec. 22.—This morning
Quanah Parker, the Comanche chief, in
company with Capt. Lee Hall and Capt.
E. F. Ikard, left on the Fort Worth and
Denver Railroad for the Indian Territory
with the remains of Yellow Bear. Quanah
is now perfectly well and suffers no incon-
venience  from his tussle with the gas, but
was this morning very much cast down
over his father-in-law’s death. He fears
his people will hold him responsible for
Yellow Bear’s death, but Capt. Hall says it
can be easily and satisfactorily explained
to the Indians. Word has been sent to the
Comanches . of the chietf’s death, and it is
supposed that a big funeral will take place
upon the arrival of the remains.

COMPLEXION OF COMMITTEES

WHO ARE LIKELY TO HOLD HIGH PLACES.

Old Appropriation Members Claim Undiminished
Power—Chenoweth Considered Safe—Lan-
ham’s Cattle Bill—General News.

Curtin will have the chairmanship
of foreign or military affairs.

Mr. Reagan, of commerce.

Mr. Hewitt, of naval affairs.

Mr. Wellborn, of Indian affairs.

Mr. Willis, of rivers and harbors.

Of course, Mr. Morrison will be chairman
of the committee of ways and means, and
Mr. Mills second on the same committee.

It is said that Mr. Mills' could have a
chairmanship, but he prefers the place he
has, which is equal in point of dignity to
being at the head of most of the other com-
mittees.

Gov. Throckmorton is prominently spoken
of for the chairmanship of the committee
on Pacific railroads, and the report to-day
is that Mr. Culberson will be placed at the
head of the committee on banking and cur-
rency. Judge Miller was a member of the
latter committee in the last Congress. Itis
more probable that he will be given that
place, though it 18 doubtful if it will be of-
fered to either.

NOT SHORN OF ITS STRENGTH.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 22.—Members of the
old House committee on appropriations

deny that the committeee has been stripped
of any of its powers by the distribution to’
other committees of a number of bills which
have heretofore been considered by the ap-
propriations committee. They say that the
bills which have been taken from the com-
mittee were made up solely from estimates
submitted by cabinet officers; that they
were simply to provise for the expenses of
the government, and which have long been
established, and” gave those who com-
piled the bills no influence whatso-
ever. The bills which really carry power
with them for their compilers are the
legislative, e xecutive and judicial, and the
sundry civil and general deficiency. These
bills contain about all the new legislation
and provisions for private individuals and
corporations. The gentlemen who have
long held positions on the committee on
appropriations state further to the United
Press reporter that it is not expected
that the mnew order o% things will ma-

terially ochange the personnel of the
new committee from what it would
otherwise =~ have been. Mr. Randall

is expected to go to the head of it, and
Messrs. Burns, of Missouri; Ryan, of Kan-
sas; Cannon, of Illinois, and probably Hol
man, of Indiana, will be retained upon it;
while Townsend, of Illinois, it is thought,
will go to the committee on postoffices an
postroads.

Interest in the Approaching Gainesville Race.
A Sentence for Perjury and Petition for
Pardon—Death at the Almshouse.

SHERMAN, Dec. 22.—The case of the State
of Texas vs. W. P. McDowell, charged with
perjury in false swearing to a young lady’s
age, was called in the Distriet Court this
morning.

Ireland in McDowell’s be-
half.

A DISTRESSING ACCIDENT
occurred at the northeast cormer of the
courthouse square to-day at noon. Johnnie
Wilson, a widow’s son, living on East Cherry
street, was crossing Houston street in a
walk when, inadvertently, he ran against
the tongue of an approaching wagon and
was knocked down.

SUING A SAVINGS BANK.

Depositors Who Were Not Satisfied With the
Compromise.
Special to The News.

GALVESTON, Dec. 22.—The history of the
trouble of the Island City Savings Bank, which
occurred nearly a year ago, is still fresh in the
minds of the readers of THr NuwSs, and the
subsequent compromise by which the trouble
was gettled in depesitors receiving 74 cents on
the dollar. At the time that the offer was
made it was very generally accepted by the de-
pesitors as being' the best compromise that

could be made. Some few, however, lield out
with #he probable view of testing - their
rights before the courts, and recently several
suits have been filed involving the validity of
the compromise and the extent to which it
effects those declining to become a partyto
the contract. Those acecepting the compro-
mise, by the mere fact of the acceptance, for-

feited what legal remedy they may have
had, save in some instances where
the depositors were minors, not

gualified under the law to make a contraet.
One case of this character is docketed in the
County Court for to-morrow, the case of Wm.
Wales vs. the Island City Savings Bank.

Wales is a little colored bootblack
who “shines ‘et s Up on Market
street, between Twenty-first and Twen-
ty-second streets, and who, ' - by

dint of his industry, and a faculty for saving
his earnings, had deposited in the bank at the
time of the trouble $1824. He accepted the
compromise of 74 cents on the $1, by which

his savings were = curtailed about §480,
which 'amount. he mnow brings suit to
recover. He brings the suit through his

next friend and the plea in his petition is that,
being a minor,any contract he may have made
is invalid.

This suit is being prosecuted by Mr., S. S.
Hanscom, who also instituted a similar
suit,  in which Miss Augusta Goettinger
was plaintiff for $198, she also being a minor,
the only difference being that she declined to
ascopt theo compromise from the beginning.
Thig suit has been compromised by the defend-
ant on the ground of its being too small an
amount to ipveolve a controversy. A similar
suit has alse been compromised, in which Mz.
plaintiff for a small amount,
nscom has brought another itin the
Court, in which Mr. Angust Sachtben
is plaintiff for $4152 15 claimed as actual deposit
and $5000 damages. The plaintiff in this case
refused to accept the compromise of 74 cents
on the dollar, and is bringing the suit for the
enbire amount:

The defendants’ answer to all these suits,
where they have not dismissed the proceed-
ings by compromise, is, in effect, that the
Island Oity Savings Bank is now aseparate and
distinet corporation from the old concern and
not liable for obligations antedating the for-
mation of the new company.

DISCORDANT MEETING OF DEPOSITORS.

i

Two Sets of Resolutions Cffered—The Chair-
man ‘Resigns Pending Final Action.
Joint Receiver Demanded.

HOUSTON, Dee. 22.—This morning, before the
hour appointed at & meeting yesterday, a large
number of the depositors in the City Bank

assembled in the room of the District
Court in furtherance of the movement
set .on foot the day previous. The

meeting was called to order at 10 o’cloek
sharp, and Col. J. W. Jones stated the objéet
of the call and meeting, which was to bring the
citizens together to get from them the expres-
sion of opinion as to what course they desired
to pursue in an effort to get their dues from
the bank. He closed by nominating My, S. L.
Allen for the position of chairman, and he was
Mr, Adam Clay was
elected secretary.

After the meeting was regularly called to or-
der, M. W. Garnett proposed that & co-receiver
with Mr, B. ¥. Weems be appointed. Others
wanted g new receiver entirely. Mr, Garnett
named Mr, H. S. Fox as a suitable man for the
place.

After the speaker took his seat Mr. W. P.
Hamblen took tie floor and oceupied several
minutes in giving some very positive views on
the failure and those who were connected with
it. He concluded by stating that he
had some resolutions to introduce.

WHO SHOULD VOTE.

This brought up the guestion of who should
vote, whether in proportion to amocunt of de-
posit or each depositor to have one vote.

J. W. Jones opposed the proportion plan.

L. M. Richthought every man should have
one vote.

J. W. Mitchell’s remarks indorsed this plan.

U. A. Jones thought a list of names and
amounts should be made out.

Finally it was decided that every man have
one vote. The chaiy then called all depositers
ingide the railing and requested others to re-
tirve, so as to separate them for worklng pur-
poses.

W. P. Hamblen meved that & committee of
ten be appointed to present resolutions, and
the chair appointed the followlng: W. P.
Hamblen, chairman; T. W. Archep, W, H.
Coyle, B. F. Ring, R. Harding, J. J, Settegast,
L. M. Rich, E. F. Heimer, S. O. Flynu and 3. L.
Sam.

A reecess ‘of thirty minutes was granted, to
give the committee time to report the resolu-
tions.

COMMITTEES’S . REPORT.

In due time the committee made the follow-
ing report:

Whereas, The City Bank closed its--doors -en
the 19th of December, and thereafter refused
to pay its depositors, and

Whereas, The depositors have seen the
statement through the public press, made by
its principal officers, and have also learned
through many sources of the deeds of trust ex-
ecuted by the directors of said bank to them-
selves; now therefore be it

Resolved, That we deem the conduct of the
officers of said bank, who received deposits
when it was known by them that said bank
was insolvent and had no capital to serve as a
guarantee to depositors, as frandulent and
void.

2, That the deeds of trust executed by said
bank in favor of its ofticers and directors when
they knew of 1ts ingolvent condition were
fraudulent and void.

3. Considering all that has taken place in
connection with the officers of the City Bank,
we deem that confidence will be inspired by
the appointment of a co-receiver to act with B.
¥, Weems, and we suggest the name of Henry
S. Fox.

4, That we all will unite in resisting the
said mortgage and deeds of trustand use our
utmost endeavors to have them set gside and
the depositors paid.

A SUBSTITUTE.

As soon as Mr. Hamblen, the chairman of the
committee, finished reading the report, J. W.
Mitohell obtained the floor and read the follow-
ing substitute:

Resolved, That it is the opinion of the credi-
tors of the Oity Bank of Houston, at this meet-
ing, that a due regard for the interest of all
creditors reguires that the. creditors should
proceed in such a manner as may be
legal, to have a joint receiver appointed
to act with Capt. B. F. Weems,
such joint receiver to be an experienced book-
keeper and an expert in the business of bank-
ing, and one who has had no former conpneg-
tion with the Oity Bank; and further, the cred-
itors here present recommend as one in_every
respect suitable for the position, Henry Fox, of
Houston.

This brought up a heated debate between
J. W. Jones for the substitute and W. P.
Hamblen for the report, both making very
strong talks.. There was some confusion and
many efforts made to modify the tone of the
report. Willful parliamentary tactics were
used by the supporters of the substitute, and
Judge €. A. Jones made a cool but
powerful speech in #s behalf. Pending
tiiis work, Mr. Sam Allen, after having vacated
the chair and made a short address, tendered
his resignation as chairman, because he was
not in sympathy with the prospective action of
the meeting, He then tendered his regigna-
tion and Mr. J. J. Settegast was put in the
chair. The report of the commitiee was finally
adopted and the meeting adjourned.

A very full and fair expression of the
opinions of the several delegations sent to
Dallas from the localities interested in se-
curing the extension of the Gulf, Colorado
and Santa Fe through their particular
neighborhoods was had yesterday, and the
convention adjourned with the best under-
standing possible all around and a deter-
mination on the part of its constituent ele-

ments to return to their several
homes and work with a will for the
successful carrying oub of the

enterprise which promises so much for Dal-
las, for the Santa Fe and for the inhabi-
tants of the tier of counties through which
the projected road is destined to pass.

‘While the delegates who came from the
various points were not prepared to make a
definite proposition to the executive com-
mittee of the recent citizens’ meeting of
Dallas, guaranteeing the exact propor-
tion of the $200,000 subsidy which the
several constituencies they represented
were prepared to obligate themselves to
pay, they gave unequivocal assurances that
every section was ready to give every
dollar in their power. <

The rival routes via Farmersville and
Greensville respectively were canvassed by
the delegates favoring each in the presence
of the executive ‘committee in the offices of
the Dallas and Northwestern Rail-
road Company yesterday even-
ing, a; i was generally
agreed that the delegates shoa.d return
home and call mass meetings of the prop-
erty owners along the route, who would
agree upon the amount of pecuniary induce-
ment to be guarenteed, and who would send

delegates to meet here on Jan. 10, with full

authority to place before the Dallas com-
mittee, the size of the amount they are will-
ing to give in cold dollars and cents.

At that meeting the different propositions
of the interested localities will be formu-
lated and received, and these propositions
will then be placed before the Santa Fe di-
rectory, at Galveston, by a committee sent
out from Dallas for the purpose, and the
directory will adopt one of the several
routes which may be proposed, and pro-
ceed to build in the direction of the Indian
Territory as soon thereafter as practicable.

In the furtherance of all great enterprises
for the building up of cities and adding to
the wealth producing power of countries,
enthusiasm does much, but business prin-
ciples more.

A CHAT WITH GOV. BROWN.

Gov. Brown was busy with his secretary
when the Rumbler dropped in on him Mon-
day afternoon, but he gave his visitor a cor-
dial “howdy do’”” and waved him to a chair.
Presently he came across the room, and, in
reply to an inquiry, said:

“I don’t think there was the slightest
foundation in the rumored unpleasantness,

. reported in a St. Louis paper, existing be-
' tween Mr. Gould and Mr. Hoxie.

Their re-
lations, always pleasant, had no cause for
disturbance because of the removal of Mr.
Lyle as purchasing agent of the Missouri
Pacific. Mr. Hoxie issued the circular ap-
pointing Mr. Abraham Gould to that posi-
tion before he left for New York on the oc-
casion referred to. I was in St. Louis at
the time.

“No. Mr. Warder Cumming has not re-

signed. Itis the intention of the receivers
to keep up the running organization ot the
road, and to avoid anything like an inter-
regnum in its transportation and traffic ar-
rangements.

“The pay car started out yesterday and
the wages of employes along the line will
be paid off as fast as practicable.

‘“The work of putting the road in a thor-
ough state of repair will be begun very
soon. Repairs will be put in first at points
where they are needed most. Contracts for
steel will be made as rapidly as economic
arrangements can be effected and the ne-
cessities of the situation demand.”

THREE CHEERS FOR CHEARS.

Sol. Hass, trafic manager of the Rich-
mond and Danville, Charlotte, Columbia
and Greenville, Western, North Carolina
Railroad Companies, and of the Virginia

Midland Railway Company, has sent the
Rumbler the following circular over his
signaltgre, from Richmond, under date of
Dec. 15:

Mr. Mercer Slaughter, general passenger
agent, having resigned that position to ac-
cept another engagement, his resignation is
accepted, to take effect Dec. 15.

Until further notice, Mr. C. W. Chears,
assistant general passenger agent, is
charged with the supervision of the passen-
ger department of these roads, and his au-
thority will be respected in all matters per-
taining to it. Mr. Chears’ headquarters tor
this purpose are temporarily removed to
Richmond.

The above intelligence will be a source of
pleasure to Walt. Chears’ many friends in
Texas and the older Southern States, who
love him for his affability, respect him for
his utter eschewment of red-tapeism, and
admire him for his rare business qualifica-
tion. He comes of good railroad stock, be-
ing the nephew of the late Horace V. Rush-
ing, for a long time vice president of the
Mobile and Ohio, before the Blanton Dun-
can administration of that road. Chears
imbibed an early liking for railroading
while at school with the Rumbler at Mobile,
Ala., from;the habit the latte; ha¢ of rail-
roading him on the shel. ro.# whenever he
went to town to learn the intricacies of the
various lunch route .

Mr. Chears was 40 . -~ ahotdayin July
of 1855, in North "a o.»x» He entered the
railway service July » 1870, as rodman in
the engineer corp. of the Mobile and Ohio
In 4871 he occupied he position of freight
clerk and ticket agent of the same road at
Macon, Miss. I.. 1872 and 1873 Walter
was clerk in charge of agents’ accounts in
the office of the auditor of she Mobile and
Ohio Railroad. It was during this period
he became bewitched with the hazel eyes
and gentle ways of Bonnie Aanie Lowry, a

niece of the present Governor of Missis-

sippi, Gen. Robert Burns Lowry, and
coaxed her to become Mrs. Chears. Three
Chears, a pretty girl, the image of her
mother, and two manly boys, have so far
been the result of the happy union.

After his honeymoon, in 1873, Mr. Chears
took charge of the car accounis and per-
formed other miscellaneous duties in the
superintendent’s office of the Mobile and
Ohio. Sept. 1 of that year he became
freight and ticket agent of the Same road at
Corinth, and from September ’81 to July ’83
occupied a similar position on the same
road at Cairo, Il1l. In July, 1883, he as-
sumed the duties of Southwestern agent of
the Richmond and Danville at Atlanta, Ga.,
and from May, ’84, until his recent promo-
tion to the general passenger and ticket
agencv of the last named corporation and
its allied lines, was assistant general pas-
senger agent of the same railways. Chears
is a gold brick, 18 carats’ fine, and the
higher he is put the brighter he shines.

GENERAL FEATURES ABOUT RECEIVERS.
The recent legal action taken in the mat-
ter of the Texas and Pacific Railway, by

which that immense property was placed
in the hands of Rbceivers Brown and Shel-

don, affects so many people and involves .

so many interests that a few citations from
“High on Receivers” may prove both op-
portune and instructive to the readers of
THE NEWS.

Section one defines a receiver to be an in-
different person between the parties to a
cause, appointed by the court to receive
and preserve the property or fund in liti-
gation pendente lite, when it does not seem
reasonable to the court that either party
should hold it. He is not the agent or rep-
resentative of either party to the action,
but an officer of the court, exercising his

functions for the common benefit of all par--

ties in interest. The property iu his charge
is regarded as in the custody of the court,
and he has no powers except those con-
ferred on him by the order of his appoint:
ment.

Secton 2 defines a receiver to be ‘“‘the exec-
utive officer of a court of chancery, in much
the same sense as a Sheriff is the executive
officer of a court of law, except that the
scope of a receiver’s authority is more com-
prehensive, since he is usually required to

pay all demands upon the fund in his hand.

to the extent of that fund.”

Section 8 declares the appointment of re-
ceivers by courts ‘‘a peremptory measure,
whose effect temporarily is to deprive of
his property a defendant in possession,”
and *‘court should be convinced that the re-
lief is needful.”

Section 4 says: “A court of equity ap-
vointing a receiver takes the entire subject
matter of the litigation out of the control of
the parties and into its own hands, and ul-
timately disposes of all questions, legal or
equitable, growing out of the proceeding.”

Sec. 11. “The power of appointment is
usually invoked either.for the prevention of
fraud, to save the subject of litigation from
material interest, or to rescue it from
threatened destruction.”

Sec. 833, “Where the rights of third per-
sons have intervened, who are not parties
to the record, as in the case of innocent
purchasers of the property in contest, the
court will not exercise its extraordinary
jurisdiction by ordering the property into
the hands of a receiver.”

Sec. 88. From the nature of a receiver’s
duties and his attitude and relation toward
the court as its representative or officer, he
is held to a strict accountability for the
faithful performance of the trust reposed in
him. Especially is this the case when his
position. and duties with reference to the
property or trust confided to him as re-
ceiver are in any degree inconsistent with
other interests which he has in the same
property; and in such case the court will
scrutinize his conduct with extreme care
and willhold him to a strict performance of
his duties.”

On the question of eligibility High says:

Sec, 68. ‘It is regarded as exceedingly ob-
jectionable to appoint as receiver a person
who is in the interest of the defendant
against whom the appointment is made.
But a solicitor not concerned in the litiga-
tion is eligible, though if appointed he can-
not act as solicitor in any proceedings which
it may be necessary for him to take as re-
ceiver.”

Sec. 69. “The factof a receiver residing
at a great distance from the estate or prop-
erty which is to be subjected to his manage-
ment and control, while not regarded as an
absolute disqualification for the office, is a
circumstance which should be taken into
consideration in making the appointment.”

Sec. 12. “In compulsory proceedings
against corporate bodies for the appoint-
ment of receivers, the selection of a proper
person for the receivership is a question of
much delicacy and grave importance. In
this class of cases it is regarded as mani-
festly improper to appoint an ofticer of the
corporation itself to the post of receiver.
In such cases the courts act upon the prin-

ciple that if the officers” of the cor-
poration. are unfit persons for the
management of its affairs in their

official capacity, they are equally entrusted
with such management in the capacity of
receivers, and the rule of exclusion may be
regarded as based upon sound principles of
public policy. Where, therefore, proceed-
ings are instituted against an insolvent
banking corporation, under the statutes of
the State authorizing the appointment of
receivers of insolvent corporations for the
winding up of their affairs, the court will
not appoint an officer of the bank the re-
ceiver in the cause, and, where in proceed-

ings against a corporation for
the appointment of a receiver
the person selected for the

trust was the secretary and treasurer of the
company, as well as its legal adviser and
counselor, and was also the largest singie
creditor of the corporation, and was the
legal adviser of the complainant, and drew
the bill in the cause, he was held to be
totally disqualified for the position. (Attor-
ney General vs. Bank of Columbia, 1, page
511; Baker vs. administrator of Backus, 32
Illinois, 79).”7

On the subject of a receiver’s functions,
High says:-

Sec. 175. ‘“A receiver has no greater
rights than the guardian of a ward’s estate,
and is not an assignee of the person over

-whose estate he is appointed, being simply

an officer of the court to take charge of the
property pending litigation.”

Sec. 178,
discretion in his hands by virtue of . his
receivership, but holds them strictly sub-
ject to the order of the court and to be dis-
posed of as the court may direct.”

In the matter of receivers for railway
corporations Mr. High says:

Sec. 376, The most frequent ground for
invoking the extraordinary aid of equity by
the appointment of receivers over railway
corporations, is for the protection of moz:-
gagees and bondholders, whose securities
are a lien upon the road, upon the failure
of the corporation to pay the principal o
interest upon its obligations thus secure .
And in actions for the foreclosure of ra:i-
way mortgages, given to secure bonds issue®
by the company to procure money for the
construction and equipment of its road, the
courts, upon an application for a receiver
in behalf of the mortgagees, proceed upon
the usual prineciples governing applications
for receivers in aid of the foreclosure of
mortgages; and in conformity with such
principles inadequacy of the security,
coupled with insolvency of the mortgagor,
may be regarded as sufficient ground for
the relief. And while the courts are reluct-
ant to exercise their jurisdiction in this
class of cases, except upon a strong show-
ing, yet if the road and its appurtenances
are manifestly an inadequate security for
the mortgage indebtedness, and the cor-
poration is shown to be insolvent, a receiver
will be appointed and the company and its
agents will be enjoined from any interfer-
ence with him or with the property. And
where, upon a bill to foreclose mortgages
given by a railway company to secure its
bonds, the insolvency of the company and
madequacy of the security are shown, and

the company has negleted to apply its earn-
ings, which are the only fund for that pur-"

pose, in payment of the bonded indebted-
ness secured by the mortgages, such neglect,
in connection with the other circumstances
shown, constitutes an abuse sufficient to
justify the interference of equity by a re-
ceiver. So itisproperto appoint a receiver
over a railway company in behalf of mort-
gage bondholders, when the interest upow
the mortgages has been long unpaid, anc
when it is apparent that the mortgaged
property will not bring sufficient to satisty
the indebtedness.
ANOTHER RECEIVERS’ 6IRCULAR.

The following order was issued yesterday
by the receivers of the T. and P..

As all payments of money o1 any account
will be made only by authority of the re-
ceivers; all vouchers and pay-rolis, as well
as all requisitions for material and sup-
plies, must be approved by the receivers,
or such persons as may be specially desig-
nated by them for that purpose.

This will not interfere with the payment
of properly certified dischargs checks for
services performed subsequent to June 16,
1885.

SURVEY AND DEMARKATION.

The trouble ¢onfronting the Land Board
with respect to the demarkation of railroad
lands and school lands is a patt of the in-
evitable consequences of a happy-go-lucky
policy of granting and delivering portions
of a given property without identifying the
portions granted. It will not bear compari-
son with the convenient practice of stock-
men seliing so many head of animals of a
certain description. These are taken as
fhey are found, and the lerd remains so
many head fewer. The State had two dis-
tinct courses open to it in granting land. It
could have let grautees take their pick in
locating, simply confining them to the num-
ber of acres granted, leaving them liable to
be made to surrender any excess which they
might take up. 'The other distinet way
would have been to have the land properly
surVeyed at first, as the United States gov-
ernment does, marked off in sections, by
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government survey, and then to convey
distinct sections thus marked, with the
proper provisions as to needful roads, so
that the future needs of a settled country
would not require either to be sacrificed, or
to break into anybody’s legal rights. Had
there been no special divisions, such as
school, university and general public lands,
the occupation of the domain could have
gone on without absolute need of section-
izing. But since alternate sections were
set aside for different purposes, on paper,
and accuracy of location was required,
it has been a continuous mistake not to
have the land surveyed and marked at first
in a manner finally satisfactory to the
authorities, and giving assurance to the
grantees, whether settlers or others, that
they are correctly located. The permission
to go and take up land would not rhyme
with the requirements to take only alternate
sections without an offidial survey. The
practical hardship may fall upon settlers.
This caréless policy has doubtless con-
tributed to retard the settlement of some
portions of the State; and it is unquestion-
able that it caiinot be a saving of expense
to the State, bevause a survey must be
made after claims have become compli-
cated, if it has not been made before, or
the State authorities will never know what
has been the loss to the State, or to the
school fund, or any other fund; at least
they will never know it except as history
may teach how much more expensive is
negligence than diligence. The grantees of
‘every sort appear to want their boﬁndmyies
settled, and this is their common® right.
The State, which should have been the
mover, is the laggard who must be nudged
and waked to inspect and assent to the de-
matlkation, which is a necessity. It might
be deemed sentimentalism to add anything
for the case of the settlers, who are making
improvements, or hesitating to make them.
Statesmanship, with thrifty instinct, will
heed their demands when they combine
power and independence to use that power
in their own cause. It will not do to count
upon the favor of such statesmanship one
moment sooner than that time. But with
any grade of principles, when acted upon
by intelligent public opinion, the ordinary
statesmanship can at times be made to see
that it must at least make a success of its
policy for the interest of the State as a
corporation, or the management will be
chased beyond the line of the political
horizon. A survey and demarkation of
the rémaining public and school lands are
required in the interest of honesty, and of
that security of tenure which is the basis
of free society, because the basis of im-
provements,

AN ORGAN’S PLEA FOR DAKOTA.

The defeat of Blaine left many sore heads
and sore hearts in its wake. Blaine’s own
sickness was demonstrated in his famous,
or rather infamous, Augusta speech. The
heartsickness and soreheadedness of the
more prominent of his followers and whoop-
ers are exhibited from time to fime. The
Chicago Tribune and the Cincinnati Com-
mereial were among the bitterest of Blaine’s
Republican opponents up to a short time
before his nomination by the Republican
convention. Their conversion to Blaineism
was sudden but sweeping. ‘Like a good
many other things, its trué inwardness has
never been explained. In the ecase of
the Cincinnati Commercial the change to
Blaineism did not make much difference,
but the Chicago Tribune has been sadly
changed. The Tribune used to be one of
the very best papersin the land. It is stiil
one of the very best in purely news mat-
ters, but the level-headed dissertations on
current topics that formerly characterized
it have given place to vapid phobia, illumi-
nated by frequent flashes of bad temper,

spleen and anger, engendered by disappoint- |

ment. Of course allowance to a certain
extent should be made for the disarrange-
ment of Editor Medill’s plans. It is an
open secret that if Blaine had won Editor
Medill would have been selectéd to honor
his country by representing it at the
court of the German Emperor. Disap-
pointment is a hard thing to carry grace-
fully, and though the editor of our es

teemed Chicago contemporary i8 an un-
doubted philosopher, still he is heir to a
good many human weaknesses. Before the
nomination of Blaine for the presidency,
the Chicago Tribune was eapable of treat-
ing all sections of the country fairly. Since
then the States of the South have the same
effect on its nervous system as a red rag is
said to have on a turkey cock or a well-fed
bull. The Tribune has put itself forward
as ergan in chief of the rump State of Da-
kota. Thisis a precocious commonwealth,
formed out of the Southern half of Dakota
Territory, by some ambitious and hungry
politicians who cannot fatten at the ex

pense of the taxpayers under the present
system. These politicians have gone to
work and arranged all the machinery of a
full-fledged State, without an enabling act
from the Congress of the United States.
Senator Butler, of South Carolina, one of
the ablest and most conservative members
of the United States Senate, introduced a
resolution, some days ago, inquiring into
the legality, cause, origin and status of the
alleged State. Mr. Batler, in introducing
his resolution, made no remark indicating
that he was opposed to the creation of the
State of Dakota. He merely wanted infor-
mation, and desired that Dakota should
enter the Union by a route carved out by
law. This stirred up the phobia of the
Tribune. It yells treason lustily, sets it-
self back a quarter of a century, and pro-
ceeds to argue that because South Carolinas
once upon a time walked out of the Union
by the front door, Dakota should be pet-
mitted to steal in by the back door. Here
is a specimen of the Tribune’s argument:

Of all the Svates in the Union South Carolina
should be the Iast to malke any objection to the
admission of Dakota or any other Teérritorny.
Of all men in South Carolina Butler should
have been the last to oppose it. South Caro-
lina was not at &all sensitive about going out of
the Union,and Butler cheertully went out with
her. They were 80 anxious to get cut that peo-
ple will fail to 'sée the consistency oi their ob-
jections to a State comingin. They had no
difficalty in taking themselves out. Why
should it seem so difiicult to them to get a
State in? They had to be forced bhack, shot
back, and driven back into the Union, and
thousands of lives and millions of' money had
to be sacrificed before it was done. Now they
protest they like being back. Why, then.
should they worry so much over a State that
wants to come in legally, as half the other
States have done, and stay in? The inginuation
that the loyal men of Dakota are doing any-
thing illegal, disloyal or revolutionary, or that

they will refuse to obey the laws of the coun-
try, or take any position in contravention of
them, is contemptibly mean, and it is sate to
say it never would have been made except by
those who have themselves committed illegal,
disloyal and revolutionary acts.

Is not this a fine specimen of logical
reasoning? It is not asserted. that the
Dakota politicians are right, but by declar-
ing vehemently that South Carolina was
wrong a quarter of a century ago, it is
hoped that the attitude of the Dakota
politicians may be made to appear right
now. The personal abuse of Senator
Butler is a mere matter of course.
The - ‘abuse of his  State s from &
Blainiac standpoint is perfectly naturalj
Neither he abuse: of  the Senator
nor the abuse of the commonwealth,
however, can make the proceedings and
arrangements of the Dakota politicians ap-
pear just and proper. If Dakota comes
into the Union she should come in regu-
larly by the front door. Senator Butler
was only dizcharging a plain duty by in-
quiring into the facts of the case. Dakota,
no matter how hungry her politicians may
be for office, can not bulldoze her way into
the Union, and abuse of other common-
wealths by her organs and politicians will
not speed her way.

ARE THEY

ARTIFICIAL EGGS?

WHAT A NEW YORK GENIUS CLAIMS TO DO

Able to Supply the “‘Hen Fruit” Market at
Six Cents a Dozen—Every Man
His Own Hennery.

New York Tribune.

In the back room of a Broadway office a
curious invention was exhibited to several
provision dealers and merchants. The in-
vention consisted of a number of artificial
eggs, which resembled the real article so
exactly that none but an expert could dis-
tinguish them. The shells were made of a
clear, transparent composition, and the
shape was perfectly modeled. The portion
surrounding the yolk was made of albumen,
and the yolk itself of ground ecarrot and saf-
fron. Three of these artificial eggs were
placed on a platter by the exhibitor with
half a dozen real ones, and the men present
were told to select the bogus ones from the
collection. The first expert exposed his ig
norance by picking out three real eggs and
declaring them to be artificial. The second,
with a little better luck, owing partly to his
avoding the three selscted by his unfortunate
predecessor, managed to pick out two of the
real eggs and one of the artificial ones:
Thus with varying results éach of the six
men tried his skill in determining the dif-
ference between the egpgs by their appear:
ance. Whein each had had a trial, and
failed, the exhibitor said:

“Now, gentlemen, you ean test them in
another way.” A’ frying pan was then
placed on the stove, and in a few minutes it
began to simmer. Two of the artificial
eggs were picked up, their shells broken
and the contents dropped into the hot pan
where they soon began to simmer and sput-
ter. A little salt and pepper, a brisk two
minutes’ stirring with a fork, and as firie a
dish of scrambled eggs as could be pre-

‘pared at a restaurant was placed béfore the

expectant guests.

“Help yourselves, gentlemen. They are
as good as the real article. - Nothing  pois-
onous or disagreeable about them.”

This invitation was complied with at once,
and the several verdicts were: “Delicious,”
“Better than the real article,” “Whut are
they made of?” “They are not artificial,
but fresh eggs from the country.”

“Well, gentlemen,” smilingly responded
the exhibitor, “whether real or artificial, I
can make any quantity of those egus at a
cost of about half a cent apiece, while you
cannot buy their equal for less than 2 or 8
cents. . You have, just had proof that you
cannot tell them from the real article by
their appearance or by their taste when
scrambled. In an omelette there is equally
no perceptible difference, but when boiled
the imposition is much niore eagily de-
tected. But even then nine people out of
ten would be deceived, as the only difference
lies in the fact that the yolk and sutround
ing white portion will not harden sepatrate-
ly, as they do in the real egg. The flavor is
about the sarne, which aiter all should be
the main consideration. Itis niy intention
to put these artificial eggs on the market
soon, and my object in inviting you here to
day was to make you favorably impressed
with them. I think I have don® it. Good-
day, gentlemen.”

There is sorie stir in Patterson over &
theory entertained by some provision-deal-
ers that somebody has been imposing on
them with artificial eggs. Garret Onder-
donk, a farmeir from Rockland, County;
N, Y., came into Pattersoh on Saturday
with a lot of eggs which he sold to various
dealers. George W. Saunders, a grocer,
bought some, and feund, ds he alleges, that
they were not genuine, as they had been
represented to be. Saunders wefit be:
fore the Recorder and made & com:
plaint against Onderdonk, alleging that the
eggs were sold as fresh country eggs,
whereas they were what are known in the
trade as “pickled eggs,” and that thereby a
law of the State of New, Jersey against the
sale of adulterated food products was vio-
Jated, the eggs having been treated by somé
peculiar process so as to look like &
recent barnyard product. Onderdonk was
arrested and pleaded guilty and Recorder
Greaves fined him $50, which Onderdonk
paid and left the city. He has not returned
gince.. Yesterday Adrian R. Van Houton
a produce dealer, and himself a farmer of
large experience, developed & new and sur-
prising theory in regard to the éggs, of
which he had bought a guantity from Onder-
donk. Mr. Van Houten’s ecustomers had
complained that the eggs would not cook
and he broke some of them and investigated
them. He said he was convinced that they
were artifical eggs, the shells being made
of a combination of lime and plaster of
Paris and the interior of a chemical mix-
ture. Mr. Van Houten says there is a factory
in Newark where these things are made.
Several provision dealers agreed with Mr.
Van Houten, but others said tiie eggs were
genuine.

The resemblance to real eggs, if the eg%s
are artificial, is close. The white and yolk
are well defined and the membrane be-
tween the white and the shell is all there.
The yolk, however, has a peculiar gummy
consistency and the film between the white
and yolk was lackihg in the eggs that were
broken. Some experts said that they were
“limed eggs’ and that some unslacked lime
had accidentally got into the packing and,
becoming heated by moisture, had caused
changes in the interior of the eggs. The
appearance of the shell seems to be that of
limed eggs. Mzr. Van Houtenn sent sotiie of
the eggs to the New York Butter, Egg and
Cheese Exchange for eéxaminationn by ex-
perts, and Dr. William K. Newton, the
Health Inspector of Paterson, took some for
analysis. Dr. Newton has not completed
his investigations, but was reported to
have expressed an opinion that the eggs are
eggs. o :

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THE RAILROAD CONVENTION.

A SPRIGHTLY, ANIMATED DISCUSSION.

The Representatives of Two Routes Say What
Their Respective Sections Can Grow and
Promise to Come Down with Shekels,

The railroad convention was called to or-
der at 10 a. m. yesterday pursuant to ad-
journment. amid the clatter of telegraph
instruments, which makes the Merchants’
Exchange very undesirable for the proceed-
ings of deliberative bodies.

In addition to the delegations present yes-
terday, the following mnew arrivals were re-
ported:

A. H. Neathery and E. H. Pendleton, of
Farmersville.

G. W. Donalson and B. 8. Johnson, of
Ladonia.

J. M. Terry and John A. Pierce; of Honey
Grove.

John Martin, of Paris. .

Mr. Martin, in reply to a suggestion by
the president that he address the conven-
tion, stated that he had nothing substantive
to offer at present. The proposition of the
Gulf, Colorado and Santa Fe Company had
eome upon his' people rather suddenly.
They had an informal meeting which was
represented by the wealth and enterprise
of Paris, and it was agreed that a delegate

ghould be 'sent to Dallas, but with-
out authority to conclude matters,
as the people of  Paris did mnot

know what would be deéemanded of them.
His people had always .expected that road.
and they wanted to make the best terms
possible, ititending to do their share of what
was needed. They had, he said, a positive
assurance from the St. Louis and San Fran-
cisco Ratlroad Company that the latter will
build from Fort Smith to Paris. The com-
pany, in fact. had completed a costly bridge
across the Arkansas River, which would in-
sure the extension of their road to Paris,
and at their request the people of Paris had
organized a local railroad company, with
Mr. Richards and Mr. O’Day of the St.
Louis and San Francisco, as officers.. The
company hoped to build a road from Paris
to the Red River, and it would be turned
over to the St. Louis and San Francisco
Road should that road be built to the Red
River; otherwise they would be willing to
turn it over to the Gulf, Colorado and Santa
F'e Railroad Company should it be built to
their city.

Mr. Donaldson asked if the direction of
the road was cut out to lie through Rock-
wall, in which event his people’s interest in
the matter would cease.

He was informed that propositiens for
both directions would be submitted to the
Gulf, Colorado and Sante Fe Railroad Com-

any. \
. M? Johnson—As a delegate for Ladonia
I will oy that our people are very much in-
terestew in the road. We were only in-
formed last Friday of the proposition sub-
mitted by the Gulf, Colorado and Santa Fe
Company. We are here really without
knowing what we are here for; more than
that, we are here it the interest of our peo-
ple. The route we are looking tor would
pasgs through Kingston, and then through
to Honey Grove or Paris. The route di-
rectly to Paris by Ladonia is what
18 termed the backbone -route. It is, we
claim, the cheapest and shortest route, in
evidence of which I would refer you to the
report made by Engineer Wade, of the
(tulf, Colorado and Santa Fe Railroad Com-

any. By our route you miss the Trinity
gﬁver, which has to be crossed twice at
Rockwall; by it you miss a great deal of
bridging and trestling; by it you are
pledged the right of way; about $30,000 has
been expended already between here and
Farmersville; you miss the two Sulphurs,
and, in addition to them, the Sabine, and
you draw a straight line ninety miles direct
to Paris. t

Mr. Terhune—I want to state that the
gentleman is in error with reference to the
geography of the country, and his remarks
are therefore calculated to create
an erroneous impression. I think
if anybody will look over the topography of
the country, he will find that the Farmers-
ville route crosses the same streams as the
route through our town (Greenville), and
there is only a few miles difference in their
length. The survey of the line is abouc
three miles north of our town. The route
has never been surveyed, and nobody knows
what it will cost. As far as the right of way
is concerned, the Santa Fe Railroad does
not propose to pay for it. It asks us to pay
for it. In the matter of clearing out, the
timber would be an advantage to the coin-
pany by furnishing them crossties, but in
reality there is little timber, as it is
a prairie country much of the way. We
want the Dallas gentlemen to understand
this matter fully. Whenever they submit
this proposition, we do mnot want it under-
stood that it will cost $200,000 less to build a
road by way of Farmersville than by way
of Greenville, We do not think that the
estimate referred to is correct. Our com-
mittee will confer with the local committee,
and Greenville will do all she can. Our
town has suffered perhaps more than any
other in the State. A cyclone struck it last
year, and a disastrous fire swept over it,
but yet we shipped 20,000 bales of cotton this

ear.

: Mr. Johnson—I do not mean to be mistin-
derstood in my position. Amn actual survey
was made by Chief Engineer Wade. Ithink
that it was a part of the survey of the Gulf,
Colorado and Santa Fe Company, and an
actual estimate was made by the Chicago,
Texas and Mexican people, through their
engineer, which showed that it would cost
$200,000 less by that route than by way of
Greenville. (n regard to the topography of
the country, this thing has been agitated,
and I have taken an ¢ active interest
in the canvass, desirous, of course, of get-
ting the road to come through my country.
I say that the Trinity River makes a bend
and has to be crossed twice wjth three miles
of trestling mnecessary. I sayv that the
Farmerville Road does not cross the Trin-
ity, and you do not cross the Sabine River
going to Ladonia: Chief Engineer Wade
told me that on one route where you cross
Sulphur Creek you can almost jump across
it; but at Greenville you cannot. Instead
of there being only three miiles differ-
ence in the . distance there -is fif-
teén miles difference. The gentleman
says that the survey has .never been made.
‘While the enginieers did not get to Paris
and make an actual survey, they did make
this,-and it is a part of the franchise pur-
chased by the Gulf, Colorado ahd Santa Fe
Road. We are here to represent Ladonia
and to work for our people. Ladonia will
do her part. It is a little town,; but its
people are wide awake.

Mr. Hartman—I have been at Rockwall
for nineteen years, and I am as familiar

with  the ,geography of the coun-
trv  around Rockwall as is Capt.
Vedl: The  gentleman, Mr. John-

son, if he speaks conscientiously, knows
no more of the route by way of Rockwall
than & 12 months old child, Capt. Veal
knows that the only streams are the forks;
and when you cross them you cross them,
atfid when you cross them a Second time you
hdve to turn back to do it While Mr. Wade
did actually make a survey through Farm-
ersville, he told me that our route was pre-
eminently practicable. There has been some

mysterious, maybe hidden, influence
that  has  prevented railroad 1men
from making surveys through
our town. We have invited them

to do so; and have treated them courtecus-
1y, but to this day we have never had a sur-
vey made by them. Capt. Hall, of the
Texas and St. Louis, came through, and he
made what might be called dn eye survey of
the country. He ascended to the top of
the courthouse, from which he saw almost
three.counties. He came dewn and made
the statement to us that through Rockwall
to the Hunt County line there would not be
& cuf three feet deep, nor a filling of three
feet. You have a plain in the direction

of Greenville to the Hunt County
line, and  as to this difference of
$200,000, it is = perfectly preposterous.

At .‘B"iOO(ja.mﬂe that amount would almost

grade the road from here to Greenville.
Not only will our people subscribe to this
amount but we offer you the finest portion
of Texas for all time to come. You take
the other direction and what will be the
result? In Collin County you come in com-
petition with the Central, and the people
of that county,influenced by home pride,will
always send their products to McKinney
when they can find as good & market there
as in Dallas. 'Then the Missouri Pacific
?nc}i the Transcontinental will divide your
rade. 3

Mr. Terry—The Farmersville line will run
up to within a few miles of Honey Grove:
Then it would have to make & considerable
loop to go to Paris. Itis, in fact, 30 miles
from Honey Grove to Paris; and when you
get*to Paris you are no closer to the Red
River than you were from Honey Grove.
On the lime between Ladonia and“Honey
Grove there is an immense rock quarry 18
miles Iong by 8 miles wide, containing the
best building stone in the State, and when
this road makes connection with that quarry
everyone wiil want the stone. I understand
that the Gulf, Colorado and Santa Fe people
have made a proposition that if you raise
$200,000 they will build your road to some
point on the Red River. Are the citizens of
Dallas allowed to locate the line?

Mr. Moroney—They are not? ;

The Delegate—It seems to me then that
this question will properly come before the
people of Galveston. Supposing one route
raised $200,000, and another route $200,000,
but it costs $250,000 to the company to go
one route and only $200,000 to go another
route, I presuine they could accept the last
proposition. It seems to me that the Farm-
ersville line is the cheapest.

Mr. Donalson—My idea is to build the
road by Farmersville, regardless of what

direction it may take afterward.
It it takes ' money to _get it . to
our town, we have the money.

We are not working in the interest of Dal-
las, we are not working in the interest of
Paris, we are not working in the interest of
Honey Grove, but simply of Ladondia. If
the road goes to Greenville we stand no
show, and as @ matter of course we do not
want it to go there. We can afford to pay
from $20,000 to $30,000 to have the road go to
Paris by a direct line, in which case we get
it. But we represeht Ladonia, and it only.
As a matter of course the gentlemen from
Greenville say their route is the cheapest,
but I say that we have a cheaper route by
$150,000. By Greenville you have to cross
the Sulphurs not only once but twice, one of
them between here and Greenville and both
of them between there ana Cooper.

Mr. Hartman—I tell you you are wrong,
Mr. Donalson. -

Mr. Donalson—Well, you c¢ross the Sabine
between here and Greenville. Perhaps L
am wrong.

As far as products are concerned you
might get the benefit of a small aréa—ten or
fifteen miles square in Rockwall County; but
by our route you strike the finest countrysin
North Texas. I would like to have any gen-
tleman present show me a country that
ships more cotton and raises more wheat.
If money is what they want—if $200,000 is
what they want—let them call on us;and;we
will see that the balance is put up.

Mr. Neathery—We want the road to our
place, and we want it without antagonizing
any other place if we can get it. We under-
stand that you can accept the proposition of
the railroad at anytime you wish. I ask you
to defer action until you canvass, our line.

Mr. Allen, of Bonham, being invited to
address the convention, said: I have not
anything to say. About forty minutes after
the eleventh hour a letter was addressed to
our citizens, informing them that a meeting
would be held here yesterday and to-day;
that the Gulf, Colorado and Santa Fe Rail-
road Company pronosed to extend their
road from Dallas to Fort Smith, and that it
would be perhaps well for Bonham to send
a representative. There has been no meet-
ing of our people; they had no discus-
sion of the 'mafter, and in your
discussions, it seems to me that Bonham
has been left entirely out. We do not know
whether the comipany wants to build to
Bonhamj; we do not know whether it wants
Bonham to help ornot. I donotknow what
in any event our people will do; I am not
authorized to say that they will give any-
thing toward the project. If the Gulf, Colo-
rado and Santa Fe people want to build

- their road to this place, I believe our peopie

will consider the matter; but we have no in-
timation of such a design, and I am wholly
unprepared to speak on the matter.

l&r. Terry—Is the citizens’ committee pre-
pared to say how much money Dallas will
raise and how much is expected of us? It
may require $900,000, and you cannot get it,
but if Dallas will raise her share, Honey
Grove has more money than any town of its
size in the State.

Mr. Veal—I will answer the gentleman’s
question. Dallas has not canvassed the
question of how much it can or ought to
raise. It was deferred until this conven-
tion met. You may be assured, however,
that Dallas will do ier part.

Mr. Terhuhe-—In the matter of the ques-
tion of practicability as regards the routes
under consideration, I believe that any
getntleman on this floor who is disinterested
in this matter will bear me out in the asser-
tion that there is not 100 yards more of
trestling nor more of bridging on the Green-
ville than the Farmersville route. The
same streams are to be crossed, except
where on the lower route one or two streams
are met that have formed a junction. I
believe, if it should cost more by the Green-
ville route, the people will make up the
difference and present it to the company.

Mr. Donalson—If Greenville, Cooper,
Rockwall and Paris are not ready to say
what they will give, we are ready to say
what we will give. If they cannot putup
the $200,000, we can. That is business.
[Applause.]

Scme proposgitions were made, but at the
request of the delegates who acted without
the authority of their counstituents the
names and amqunts are omitted.

Mr. Terhune suggested that the conven-
tion adjourn to enable the committees to
c¢onfer over the question of a pro rata. His

Of making quack nostrums, as Solomon
said of books, there is no end, each day
bringing out soms new remedy, which, sin-
gularly enough, as it is claimed, will take
the place and perform the functions of all
others which have preceded it. Of course
we do not mean to intimate that all these
things are valueléss, but yet human credu-
lity i8 so strong that some unscrupulous
person, trading on the fears of hypochon-
driacs or sickly people, only needs, as the
late lamented ‘Spoopendyke would have
said, a bunch of weedsand a gallon of water
to be a wholesale drug store. Among the
things which appeal most strongly to this
weakness are Bitters, The very name is in
their favor. Themode of life of the average
American is of such a character thathe is
constantly in need of a torie. He is rushed
at his bnsiness; swallows his meals hastily
and without any thought as to the capacity
of his stomach for digestion, takes little
rest, and necessarily feels hipped; is sub-
ject to headache, and takes often a gloomy
view of things generally. In such cases he
resorts to bitters, under the delusion that
they will act oit the secretions of the stom-
ach and give the system new strength and
energy. Men with active brains, whose

rofessions compel them to lead sedentary
ives, also long for a tonic. They may be

opposed to the use of what are popularly
called stimulants, meaning fermented
liquors, and so they lay the flattering

unction to their. souls that a wine glassful
of some bitter decoction will steady their
nerves, supply their brains with gray mat-
ter and exhilarate them without after de-

pressing. A little thought would show
them under what a fallacy they
are laboring. The writer recently

purchased samples of four of the
most widely advertised bitters in the mai-
ket, and the simple chemical analysis to
which they were subjected showed that they
contained about 80 per cent (the amount the
government allows) of the most poisonous
and adulterated aleohol, and that the resi-
dutim consisted of various foreign sub-
stances, which were simply added as flavor-
ing extracts, to disguise the taste of the
original compound. The poorer the grade
of the alcohol the more vicious is the com-

ters are supposed to have is of a purely
fictitious character. In fdct, ih time they
irritate and injure the delicate membrane
of the stomach and 8o vitiate the taste that
the palate soon cannot distinguish between
good and bad. Itis neither a natural nor a
healthy excitement which is produced by
those so-called aids to digestion, and the
wonder is that the sensibla people who
know a little at least as to the operation of
natural laws, should allow themselves to be
so misled as to what the system. really
needs. These decoctions are consumed
\ principally by the debilitated, the conva-
lescent, the depressed and particularly by
aged people and weak women and others to
whom a stimulant is indispensable. Now,
while alcohol, especially in the form of
whisky; is acknowledged to be the best
known stimulant; and is presecribed and
used by physicians for this purpose every-
where, we can’t conceive why people will
insist upon taking this alcohol in the form
of a decoction, the compounding of which
they know nothing and which, as shown by
analysis, contains fusel oil, vitrol, catechu
and poisons of the most deadly kind. If
would be far better for them to come out
boldly and use the pure aiticle; something
made from malt, which combines both food
and stimulative qualities.

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CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS.
THE WORTHINGTK(E&F;ACT RATIFIED

That Park Trade Put to Sleep and a
Winter Ukase Promulgated Against
Polvgamous Curs.

The City Council met in adjourned session
last migh#. Present, the Mayor and all the
Council except Alderman Bookhout.

The following are the blds for the erection of
a waterworks house:

Figh & Sanderson $15,800, John Beattie $14,-
970. McIntosh & Morrison $16,400, P, J. Butler
$15,851, }

John PBeattie’s and McIntosh & Morrison’s
propositions were mnot accompanied with
bonds, as prescribed in the advertisement,
and a discussion of the question based thereon
sprung up on the opening of Beattie’s bid.

Mr. Carter said that Mr. Beattie could give as
good a bond as any man in Dallas. His bid,
being the lowest, was then accepted.

The city read the contract with Henry R.
Worthington & Co. for pumping engines and
boilers, which the City Attorney had drawn up
under instructions from the Council, a: d the
features of which have heretofore been pub-
lished in THE NEWS.

Mr. Williams said he had made some figures
on the contract and he did not regard it as the
best proposition made. He moved that if there
was a contract fromm any other company it be
read and the Council take such proposition of
contract into consideration.

The City Secretary stated that there were no
other contracts on his desk.

Mr. Linskie raised the point of order that
there was no other contract under considera-
tion.

Mr, Williams—It is a debatable guestion as vo
whether we receive this contract or not. We
have now reached the turning point of this
whole transaction, and I submit that Iam in
order.

The Mayor decided that the point of order
was not well taken.

Mr. Louckx—Under the precedent we have
established I think the contract under con-
sideration should be first acted upon. The
Council can reject it if they please. ®

My, Carter—We have reserved the right to
refuse or reject the contract.  We are not coin-
mitted to anything.

Mr. Gibson—I cannot see how you will enter-
tain a proposition from any one else with this
pending. If we knew of a better contract I
would be willing to reject this one; but we
have nothing in that shape that I know ofs

Mr. Linskie—The rapid completion of the
waterworks is a very important business. Our
old pumps are likely to break down at any
moment. Of what use is the Browder Springs
water supply in case of a fire? I donotsay
that this dilitory action is to delay the comn-
tract, but it looks very much like it.

Mr. Willlams moved as a substitute that Mr.
Nunnelly be invited to address the council.

Mr. Carter—We would hear nothing new from
Mr. Nunnelly., The Worthington folks were
smarter than Nunnelly. Theyhave been inthe
business longer than he and they made ‘speci-
fications in submitting their proposition.

My. Gibson—I think the discussion is entire-
1y out of order. We have no right to consider
Mr. Nunnelly in this contract. The question is
_gimply on this proposition. As to Mr. Williams,
Worthington’s agent, furnishing the plans and
specifications, it sayed the city a good many
hundred dollars, Otherwise it would have
been necessary to employ ahydraulic engineer,

Mr. Williams’ motion was not seconded and
the contract was ratified by the following vote:

Mr. Keller said he voted no because he was
opoosed to drinking river water.

o make over again it would not be as low by
at least $2000, and I want to add that had you
received a second proposal you would have
done an injustice. In ninety days from now
every one of the aldermen who voted ‘“no”
will be pleased with what they see.

Alderman Williams (sotto voce)—Yousay 80?

It being only fair that Mr. Nunnelly should
have a chance to parry, that gentleman was in-
vited to do likewise. He said: “I will say if
Mr Williams is to do this thing for $20€0 less
than what it ought to cost it was we who
forced him down, and if my proposal had been
entertained it would have forced him down
$2000 more.”

Mr. Williams desired, but was refused, a
chance to reply, it appearing to the Council
that the proper place for further interviews
was in the shade of a tree.

An invitation was read from the Dallas
Skating Academy to the Mayor, Council and
city officers to attend the aforesaid academy
on the opening night 'and so grace with their
presence the “moral, healthful and invigor-
ating exersise.”

Mr. Keller moved that the invitation be re-
ceived and filed.

A substitute by Mr. Gibson was adopted that
it be received and the Council attend in a body,
or individually, as they may see fit.

A resolution by Mr. Gibson was adopted re-
questing the City Assessor and Collector to
furnish the Council, at its next meeting, a list
of delinguent taxpayers on pavement assesg-
ments.

Mr. Williams, for the committee on fire de-
partment, reported that body as working well,
and recommended that the salaries of the two
boy watchmen be raised from $10 to $14 per
month. Adopted.

Mr. Carter in the chair,

The chair stated that the trade of park land,
proposed at the last se n of the Council,
would require a slice of 75 feet front, instead of
60 feet front.

Mr. Gibson took the position that the trade
would give the best part of the park to the
first ward. Tne piece of ground he said, was
worth five times what wus offered. He moved
a recomnsideration of the Council’s action. It
was reconsidered and the proposed trade was
put to sleep.

An ordinance was introduced widening
Alamo street on the southwest side so as
to make it fifty feet wide from the north-
west gide of McKinney avenue to the southeast
line of blocks 297 and 299, and thence with the
McKinney avenue to the place of beginning,
It was passed under suspension of the rules.

TALES ABOUT TOOMES.

0ld Friends of the Great Georgian Relate Per-
sonal Reminiscences,

Special to The News.

NEW YORK, Dec. 22.—The item from Macon,
Ga., published here to-day, concerning finan-
cial entanglements of the late Gen.Toombs,
was a surprise to Southern residents, particu-
larly Georgians. Nomne of them would express
opinions concerning the matter, preferring to
await developments through the legal Dpro-
cesses to be resorted to. Many, however, fur-
nished anecdotes from personal recollections
of the man.

Gen. John B. Gordon, when asked .about
Toombs, was full of reminiscences. “I"have
known him all my life,” said he.,“My earliest
recollection goes back to the campaign of 1844,
when I was but12 years old and Gen. Toombs
was in the prime of his early manhood. He
was one of the leading Whigs in Georgia, most
eloquent on the stump, a man of ‘magnificent
physique, and one of the handsomest men I
have ever seen. One of his idiosyncracies was
a great contempt for West Point. He believed
thoroughly in civilian soldiers. One of his
favorite expressions on this subject was during
the war, that if the Contederacy failed, its epi-
taph ought to be, ‘Died of West Point.’

“Years ago at the Greenbrier, White Sulphur
Springs, in Virginia, he became involved in a
rather disagreeable controversy with a man
who was defending the Northern side of the
war, This gentleman finally said to Gen.
ToomWs: ‘Well, General, we licked you, any-
how.” ‘Licked us,” gaid the General, as he
arose and straightened himself up, ‘No, sir, no
such thing. We were ourselves out-whipping
you.” This brilliant man had great benevo-
lence of heart and a remarkable degree of
tenderness and affection for his family.
Although up in arms against all men, he was
gentle and ¢ourteous in his intercourse with
Iadies. No more hospitable man ever lived
than Gen. Toombs. The citizens of his town,
Washington, once circulated a petition for sub-
scriptions for the purpose of building a hotel.

“‘What do you want a hotel for? asked the
General.

“¢Why, General,’ replied the circulator of the
petition, ‘our town is growing, and when
strangers come here we ought to have some
decent place for them to stop at.’

“¢I shall not subscribe. Youknow when any
gentlemen or ladies come to town they can
always come to Bob Toombs’ house, and any
other kind of people we don’t want.””

Gen. Roger A. Pryor said: “I have always
regarded Mr. Toombs as decidedly the ablest
man intellectually I have known in
this country. His judgment, however, was
not. trustworthy., He was as often carried
away by impulse as directed by reason. He
was an orator of great power, and in my judg-
ment unsurpassed, and he was a most formi-
dable debater. Although he affected a slip-
shod, rustic manner, and a contempt for gram-
mar, he was nevertheless an intense student
and a man of great miscellaneots reading. No
speeches in the Senate in my day read better
than his. He was a brilliant and striking con-
versationalist, and had said more paradoxical,
epigrammatic things than any man I ever
heard of.

“0f all nfen ingtrumental in bringing on seces-
sion Mr. Toombs was the foremost and most
influential. Mr. Davis was halting and really
opposed to disunion, as were also a number of
the Senators, but the strong will and audacious
self-assertion of Toombs carried him and
others along.”

EAGLE PASS.

Mines Resumed—Bull Fights and Silver in
Mexico. ”

EAGLE PASS, Dec. 22.—The American owners of
iscurial mines, near Santa Rosa, Mexico, an ac-
count of whose denouncement for non-work-
ing by citizens of Santa Rosa appeared some
time since in THE NEWS, have again, it ap-
pears, secured possession of the mines. It
seems that the denouncement was made
simply to compel the owners to resume work,
as a large portion of the business of Santa Rosa
depended upon the constant wages paid to
laborers employed in these mines.

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ANGERED AT AN APPOINTMENT.

Ohio Democrats Rebel Against the Coal Oil
Crowd and Burn Eifigies.

CINCINNATI, Dec. 22.—A special to the Evening
Postdrom Canton, O., says: “Intense indigna-
tion prevails here over the appointment of
William Archival as postmaster instead of A.
MecGregor. The Democrats are fearfully
wrought up against President Cleveland, Sen-
ator Payne and the coal oil crowd, and are
swearing vengeance. Last night Senator Payne
was hanged in effigy on the principal street by
the Young Men’a Demoecratic Club, with a card
attached bearing the words: ‘“Coal Oil Payne,”
Threatening letters were thrown into the resi-
dence of United States District Attorney
Shields, one of the coal oil crowd, breathing
vengeance against him. Shields and several
friends took an early train this morning for
Cleveland, being fearful of harm.

. NEW ORLEANS, Dec. 22.—The suicide of Judge
F.S. Goode, of the Nineteenth Judicial Dis
trict, which occurred at his home, on Ridge-
land plantation, in Terrebone Parish, yester-
day morning, is ascribed to losses following
his sugar planting operations and to recent
sickness and death in his family- He had been
much depressed in spirits for some time in
consequence, Judge Goode had been promi-
nent in the State as a planter and politician for
many years. From 1875 to 1879 he was a mem-
ber of the State Senate. and during the latter
part of his term served as chairman of the
judiciary committee, when the Democrats
controlied the Legislature. In 1879 he was
elected Judge of his district, an office he had
ever since held. He had been a Democrat un-
til the last campaign, when he joined a small
band of sugar planters who declared for
Blaine on the protection issue. Judge Goode
was a native of Alabama, but had lived in
Louisiana since his childhood. IIe was 58
years of age at the time of his death.

222~No more
infallible barometer can be applied as a test to
a people’s prosperity than the indications
daily recorded of the present market move-
ments. The earnest faces in the stores, the
perplexed gaze at the wildernesses of display
and the ready purse in hand, the outlay in
costly manicure sets, bisque goods and toilet
cases in plush, the glare of colors and the fiash
of lights, the general illumination, all betray a
condition pleasurable to contemplate. Nor is
neglect apparent in provisions. Hog p),;oducts,
cake material, ddinty cuts of meat,‘fa.t poultry,
Christmas dressed muttons—in fact the limit-
less gamnut of edibles is swept by the fingers of
demand in this season of general rejoicing.

Staples rest upon hand-to-mouth request and
is upon a fair basis and fully up to expecta-
tion. Changes are quoted to-day in lard, which
is lower but active. = Other hog products are
unchanged and quiet. : i

Fruits are in active demand, with a wide
range in quality and better demand for lower
grades of green cooking goods, especially ap-
ples for pies. Bananas give a range of §1 50@
3 b0—outside quality scarce—with much frown-
ing 'on the pregent offerings.

Shipping orders took care of much of t.he
overplus 6f poultry and eggs, where quality
was, satisfactory, and a better feeling was
prevalent all around. Dealers complain of too
free deliveries of guineas, which do not appear
to be wanted at any price. 4 J

Fiour is very active on distant inquiry, as
well as nearer demand. Some big orders are
in and being filled for far southern points.

CJotton in the raw is lower. in the specuiative
markets and dull at nearly all points. Liver-
pool continues to quote 5d for middling
uplands, which is the lowest price posted ab
that great market since Dec. 13 and 14, 1878.
That lapse is a few days more than seven
years. On_the past dastes-guoted middling
uplands at Liverpool were posted at 4%d and

thig depreciation was pronounced at the time |

by the commercial papers of the United King-
dom to be a result of the panic which suec-
ceeded the failure of the Bank of Glasgow—a
huge and concurrent incident, or rather an
incident instantly previous to the cotton de-
cline referred to. Previous to 1878 such a
drop occurred in January 1855, The last men-
tioned remote period—nearly thirty years ago—
presented a different relationship of values
and its data is rather obscure for present men-
tion. On Dec. 13 and 14, 1878, the middle grade
at New York dropped from 9% to 8 18-16 in sym-
pathy with the British situation, and in each
instance Liverpool and New York advanced
after two days and nearly recovered the loss.
Throughout the world. for two years past, a
rigid liguidation has been in progress, and if
at this juneture a few aetive buyers should
start operations, a degree of confidence might
be restored that would sharply enhance next
year’s cotton deliveries of early months, and
reflect the business of the spring of 1879, when
cotton had a boom.

Compared to the same season a year ago
cotton goods have had a fair privilege. In-
quiry has been quiet but steady nevertheless,
and the takings have absorbed a large quan-
tity of stuff. While for immediate wants there
has been ligher trade, for aceount of spring-re-
quirements inquiry lately has been large. It
matters very little what the imcentive to do
business, the fact most prominent is that,
whereas at the same date in 1883 or 1884 dis-
tributors could not be interested in merchan-
dise at any price, for the season at hand a large
business has been done. Jobbers’ stocks have
been very materially reduced and in some in-
stances cleaned up, while of a large produc-
tion the supply is well under orders into
March,

The New York Journal of Commerce, refer-
ring to dry goods business in general says:
The substance of the excellent” business im-
plies that the whole country has undergone a
revulgion of feeling, and moreover when at
compared dates buyer could not be interested
beyond the then current wants,the present
movement has a signification of much greater
importance than refiected by the large busi-
ness that has been reached and laid out. Ac-
companying the large business, at very lo_w
prices, from May to October, some recovery in
values was made and sustaincd as the clearing
up of each class of goods was followed by im-
portant supplementary selections which could
only be had at such an advance as would justify
the mills in resuming work. Since the middle
of October, however, the forwardings bc{yt
all markets hayve been more economized,
and restricted to such requireménts as
the current demand would not take
from the réduced and broken assortments.

_Hence stocks to be inventoried are very

moderate indeed. Forspring wants the ear:
liegt inquiry for staples antagonized manu-
facturers’ prices, and when the stock was of
any importance engagements have been made
on private terms and in proportion to the
guantity required or taken. There was no

‘ ¢claim “that prices were too high, but some
sacrifice having been demanded and conceded,

large forwardings have succeeded with such
steadiness that Tnanufacturers’ stocks arein
better shape than since the same month in
1879, and jobbers’ stocks are also smaller be-
cause the stocks to be drawn from were much
reduced by reason of an excess of exports and
2 large . eurtailment of production, which
features haye not before been apparent to
purchasers. ;i

Dallas jobbers report shirting prints in fair
request currently with larger forwardings on
account of orders. Dress calicoes have been
selected to a moderate extent, but chiefly for
the-best and lowest qualities. Fine cambrics,
foulards and satineg are largely sold to arrive,
and of the last named a large production is
under orders for quick delivery. It is early for
prints, but as old light and dark worktis of no
moment; the January demand must take liber-
ally of fancy prints for the earlv trade, as there
is nothing to supply their place.

* The popularity of soft wool dress goods is
fully established with Southern ¢onsumers,
and these fabrics are 1n great demand. Such
is the preference that while current demands
are of some steadiness for small to moder:
assortments, agents’ stocks aré unimportant
and orders for later delivery
large quantity. The character of the produc-
tion .in quality and style is as varied as the
makers are numerous, whereby the supply 1is
so diversified ag to come within the purchas-
ing power of all.

As the holidays approach the trade as a body
is more closely occupied with the many details
that always come with the New Year. In many
instances the clearing up of old invoices has
occupied attention, as jobbers and retailers
are alike desirous of carrying as little stock as
possible.. Besides such matters as the above
the organization of new copartnerships, the
changing of accounts and getting readyta
move have engrossed the attention of
inany merchants, as in the first two
ingtances "the' ¢hanges will-.be more iin-
portant than in ~many years. Consid:
ering all things the closing month of the year
reflects a satisfactory change qomp&red with a

' yearago, and if" the returns “oninvestments

have not been of legtimate ratio, the facts
show that merchants will buy goods now at
fair prices, whereas a year ago not even un-
reasonable ‘concessions in prices and terms
could influence transaction in excess of a de-
mand at hand. This is a decided improvement,
while the characteér of the orders for season
able specialties indicates very general belief in
a more thidn average demand for the coming

season,
DALLAS SPOT MARKET.

Pertinent Pointers to People Who Send Them
Through the Mail,

Any woman can make a Christmag pres-
ent, but very few know how to mail one.
Business men learn the postal rules and
put them into practice. Their parcels are
wrapped up in thick shipping paper, tied
with stout twine or cord, and properly di-
rected, the firm’s name being usually

®

| stamped on the .top to secure safety, They
| never think of writing an inclosed syllable,

and the result is their parcels are ‘‘run*
throngh without examination.

With women it is different. The parcel ig
generally tied with black thread or drugs
gists’ twine, and invariably done up in thin
paper, such as retail grocers and dry goods
firms use. The bundle has a suspiciously
elumsy appearances and -the eclerk inte
whose hands it falls never fails to examine
the contents. Possibly one in every eight
contains wr
as this is unlawful the sender is notified
and full letter postage collected before de-
livery. To illustrate: Of the 15,847 packages
which were held in the Inquiry Department
tor the quarter ending Nov. 30 most were

PRESUMABLY FROM WOMEN,

and not a few had been retained on account
of writing. Pinned to a pink sacque for a
baby was a note which read, ‘“Hope it will
fit the dear little thing—Nettie.” “Sister
Sue, could not find anything cheaper?”’ than
a pair of steel-gray corsets and “the pair of
pink mittens for Charlie and the red ones
Lizzie—from grandma’ are still in the de-
partment awaiting the direction of the par-
Jies addressed. -

It is this habit, which prevails among la
dies, of writing in second-class matter
which causes the delay, if not loss, of so
many pieces of mail. The rule, however, is
obligatory, and whenever broken some one
has to pay the penalty.

It is always permissible to enclose the
card, whether business or visiting, of the
sender, and such other writing as will come
under the head of “remarks of respect.”? A
book containing, “For Jennie from George,”?
.will be condemned, but, *“Miss Jennie Clark,
with compliments of George Wood,” goes.

Gifts may not be designated by name,
but if an initial or a Aiumber be pinned on
no exception will be made in the office. It
is a mistaken idea to send parcels open at
one corner to facilitate examination. In
the rough handling which the mail under-
goes such packages are sure to get soiled
unless the clerk reties them, a task for
which there. is

NEITHER TIME NOR INCLINATION,

The parcels may be wrapped in the stout-
est kind of paper and tied with gordian
knots of hemp, and the better the wrappers
the better will be the condition of the con-
tents when received. Postal attaches are
not allowed to break a seal, but they need
never be spared the difficulties of neat and
secure Wrapper. :

If the goods were not safer in a stout
cover, another reason for such precaution
is the varying changes of temperature
through which the mails pass. Very often,
though accidentally, the parcel is exposed
to rain or snow, the string cuts through the
paper or pressure and friction ave too much
for the cheap covering so frequently put
about merchandise.

The practice of putting the address on a
tag is a bad one for the tag, if not properly
tied and made, is apt to become detaghed,
and the parcel goes to the dead letter office
unless the address of the sender is inclosed,
a very rare thing. Equally impracticable is
the fancy women have of pasting the ad-
dress on thg packages. The mulicage warps
and splits with the cold, or the heat of the
postal car causes]it to mejt. The result is,
at the end of the journey the bundle has no

WEIGH THEIR PARCELS THEMSELVES.
The rates are 2 cents an ounce for letters
and all sealed packages, and 1 cent per
ounce for those that are tied. Any shop-
keeper will weigh the matter, and it can be
stamped and left at the neighboring postal
boxk with perfect safety. ;

There are some articles which are un-
mailable, and therefore cannot be sent.
One is liquid matter. Already the mails
are being filled with colognes. and occa-
sionally champagne and ecatsup are re-
ceived. Neither, however, get farther than
the roof of S. Corning Judd’s domain.
Candies can only be posted when put up in
tin-or wooden boxes, and if “parents and
children hope to have the china dolls,
vases, cut glags perfumery bottles, and the
hundreds of little glass or china toys reach
their destination, they must be boxed in
sawdust, cotton or tissue to warrant safety
to other matter. :

At present there is a craze among preco-
cious youngsters for sending lefters to
Santa Claus, and scarcely a day passes
that a dozen or more of these chef d’oeuvres
are not sent to Washington, a disposition
that older heads who encourage such non-
sense will do well to heed. The idea of the
contents falling under the eyes of a big-
hearted humanitarian or millionaire phil-
