The White Canon Fraud. 
The Utah gold excitethent variously 

known as the Henry Mountains, White 
Carlon, Green River and other finds, has 
been shown up as a small fraud. For the 
benefit of our San Juan friends who will 
be glad they didn't go, we make a final 
mention. The boom was started in Salt 
Lake, for the benefit of Salt Lake outfit-
ters, and the Salt Lake Tribune finally 
joins in and gives it an ebony optic: 

Mr. Goss, of the Denver & Rio Grande 
prospecting party which went to the 
White Callon country in south eastern 
Utah some three weeks since, returned 
last evening, and to a Tribune reporter 
he said he had explored the White Cation 
almost to its sotirce in the Elk mouutains, 
some forty miles from its mouth. He 
found no lime, quartz, porphyry or gran 
its—nothing but sand. 

The canon takes its name from the 
fact that it cuts through a white sandstone 
formation, which lies flat and is capped 
by a red sandstone formation from 750 
to 1,000 feet thick. A few miles back 
from the Colorado river this upper form-
ation has been carried away, so that the 
canon widens out between the red bluffs 
from one to ten miles. In the red bluffs 
strata of white sandstone are found, vary-
ing in thickness from five to twenty feet, 
and it is one of these which ,carries the 
mineral. 

The mineral bearing stratum is more 
or less copper stained, and can be traced 
about twenty-five miles. Some eight or 
ten locations have been made; but no 
work has been done. Some of the ore 
looks as though it might carry silver, 
and possibly geld, while the presence of 
copper is unmistakable in all of it. 
There is, in Mr. Goss's opinion, absolute-
ly nothing in the White Callon to get 
excited about, or nothing to warrant 
prospectors in going there at present 
and the only thing wonderful to him 
about the country is that any excitement 
at all should have been created on so 
small a showing. He brought home a 
few samples of the ore, but as no assay 
had yet been made on them and as an-
other party was interested in them, he 
declined exhibiting theth to the reporter. 
In his exploration he discovered the same 
deserted habitations of ancient cliff 
dwellers built of square rocks, without 
mortar, beneath shelving cliffs. In the 
cracks of the walls lie found a small 
piece of Indian corn cobs, now hard as 
bone and brown with age. Some of 
these unique specireens lie brought away 
with him to adorn his cabinet and give to 
his friends. When asked what he had 
done with Cass Hite, Mr. Goss, replied 
that the last he saw of him he was going 
over the hill with an Indian guide. On 
the way out the D. & R. G. party met 
about thirty men bound for White Canon, 
but they saw nor heard nothing of any 
outfitting supplies going in. One travel-
ing gin mill followed them into the coun-
try, but having too heavy a load they 
cached one barrel of whiskey, before 
reaching the Colorado river and to carry 
this back to the railroad the owners paid 
the D. & R. G. party $15. Of course, 
this is only a straw, but to the average 
prospector it is an almighty strong point 
er. 	If there bad been any gold found in 
the White Cafion, that barrel of whiskey 
would certainly have pointed the other 
way. On the whole, Mr. Goss gives 
White Cation a black eye. 

The War in Central America. 
MANY San Juaners have thought of 

deserting and trying their fortunes .anew 
in Honduras,hut the prospects of bloody 
war down that way will not encourage 
them much. A dispatch from San Juan 
del Sur (Nicaragut) says active war prep 
arations are being made throughout Cen-
tral America and the government has 
many thousand men ready to send to the 
&smiler. Early in this month President 
Barrios of Guatemala, declared Central 
America should constitute one republic, 
and that he would immediately assume 
entire military control of theforces of the 
various states. This declaration was ac-
cepted by Honduras, but was rejected by 
San Salvador, Nicaragua and Costa Rico. 
The forces under Barrios immediately be-
gan their march. against San Salvador. 
President Diaz of Mexico telegraphed the 
usurper as follows: 

"Yotir telegram announcing your de-
termination to declare Central America 
one republic and to assume yourself corn: 
mend of all the forces thereof, has been 
received. This declaration has been -very 
energetically rejected by your sister re-
publics. These circumstances created 
such antipathy to your course among the 
Mexican citizens that my go veiriment will 
be obliged to take immediate action to 
Prevent the execution of your threats 
against your sister nationalities of this 
continent." 

Nicaragua has 275,000 people; Costa 
Rico 190,000 and San Salvador 600,000. 
With the aid of Mexico, with her 10,000,-
000 inhabitants and large army, the three 
republics will have no trouble in main-
taining their independence, as Guatemala 
and Honduras have only a combined pop-
ulation of about 1,300,000—Honduras has 
but 30,000 of these. The U. S. may buy 
a ticket to the side show in older to pro-
tect our Nicaraguan rights. 

The Silver Bell Suit. 
The suit in which the Silver Bell mine, 

near Trout Lake, is the property In con-
test, involves many points of mining law 
and lights of mining property. Frank 
Mogenson, owner of the Silver Bell, ships 
his ore to Rico and therefore we have a 
selfish interest in the ultimate result of 
the suit, tvhich.bas been appealed. Of it 
the Silverton Miner says: 

"In the case of the Silver Bell Mining 
company vs. Frank Morgenson of San 
Miguel county, -in which Taylor & In-
gersoll represent the plaintiffs and Mon-
tague & Fitch, the defendant, and in 
which the plaintiffs recovered judgment 
against the defendant before Judge Gerry 
for following his vein into the plaintiff's 
property, has been appealed to the su-' 
preme court of the state, and the briefs 
in the case filed. the only decision ren 
dered on this interesting question by any 
court of record, was that by Judge Hal-
lett of the United States court. The 
right of the owner of a cross lode to 
follow it into the side lines of another 
claimant's property was distinctly recog-
nized in this decision, but the supreme 
court of no state has yet passed urion 
this question. the case just appealed; 
or rather the one in which the briefs have 
just been filed, ancl which will appear on 
the supreme court records as Morgenson 
vs, The Silver Bell Mining company, is 
the first one of the kind ever taken to 
the supreme court of any strite, and the 
decision will be watched for with inter-
est." 

AFTER the first of ., July immediate de-
livery of letters in free delivery cities and 
large towns can be insured by putting on 
a 10-cent special stamp for that purpose. 
The substance of the new provision of 
law is explained as follows: "These see 
Lions, which go into effect oh the fitstoof 
July next, authorize the postmaster gen• 
eral to provide special 10-cent stamps,the 
rise of which in addition to postage, will 
insure the immediate delivery of letters to 
the persons addressed at any free delivery 
office or in any town containing a popu-
lation of 4,000 or over, or at any other 
office that may be designated for the'pur-
pose by the postmaster general. It is 
provided that letters having the special 
stamp shall be delivered by messenger 
boys who are to be paid no more than 
$30 per month,.and the cost of this serv-
ice is restricted to 80 per cent of receipts 
from sales of special stamps. 

UP in Victoria, British. Culumbia, they 
are tiriug of the Chinese and on•the arriv-
al of the steadier George E. Starr from 
Seattle the other day with twenty Chinese 
passengers, the Mongolians were not per-
mitted to land, and had to return to Puget 
Smind. The city council at their meeting 
made a penalty of $200 for every captain 
of a vessel from which a Chinaman may 
land. They passed the following resolu• 
tions: 

That this council records its unreserved 
dissent from the recommendations made 
by the commissioners to continue to per-
mit all Chinese to come into this province 
in large numbers, upon the terms made 
by them. 

That the presence of Chinese is and 
has been highly injurious to the industrial 
population of this province. 

THE Nebraska legitlature, four years 
ago, passed an act against "treating," 
and providing punishment by flue and 
imprisonment' for any one who invited 
another to drink intoxicating drink, or 
who drank on such solicitation. This 
law appears to have worked so well that 
the Peunsylvauia legislature is now con-
sidering a similar bill, and the Pioneer-
Press recommends the passage of a simi-
lar measure by the Minnesota legislature. 
One advantage of this restriction is that 
when a -man gets drunk be has no one 
but himself to blame for the excess. 

DAVE WOOD is making preparations 
far the building of a telegraph line from 
here to Montrose. As yet no definite ar-
rangemenis have been made, but he has 
proposed a line for construction this 
spring either via Ouray or over his road. , 
We hope the enterprise will be' carried 
out as promised, as it will greatly facili-
tate comirefirication with the world out-
side. Telegraphy is preferable to tele-
phones in any clime.— Telluride Nem.

The Mormons lave missions in Eng 
land, Scotland, Wales, France, Germans., 
Italss Denmark; Sweilen, Norway, Swit-
zerland, Malta, Gibralter, Hindoostan; 
Australia, Sian,, Ceyhin; China; Chili; 
Guinea, the West Indies, the Sandwich • 
Islands, New Zealand, on the banks of 
the Nile, and even in the Holy Land; 
Twenty-seven nationalities were repro: 
sented in one of their recent public cele• 
brations. The book of Mormon is print- 
ed in many tongues, and periodicals are 
issued in at least eight languages.

Worse than that, the 
money he had lost was partly the property 
of his firm and several hundred dollars of 
it had been sent him by the Detroit and 
Eureka Mining Company to pay the men 
who were developing their properties at 
Eureka under contract. The situation 
was tnosinuch for him, and at dark on 
Sunday ho took a bath, changed clothes 
throughout 	as shaved. He returned 
to his room and when Ole Sandstone, his 
roommate, came back from supper, he 
found his friend stretched lifeless on the 
bed, with his hands resting.on his breast. 
In his right was a 38 calibre Cult's double 
action revolver, a ball from which had 
entered the right temple and came out at 
the left, causing instant death.

A LONG contest over some of Lake 
City's best mining property seems to be 
drawing to a close.

The 
fight will how be between the Mastins and 
John Maugham and in all probability it 
will be fought hard and to a finish, and 
we will wager diamonds to sycamore balls 
that the Mastins tire at the top of the heap 
when time is called. The mines are two 
of the best in. Hinsdale county, milling 
in the vicinity of 800 ounces in silver per 
ton. 

WE have received a copy of "Remarks 
of Hon. N. P. Hill, of Colorado, in the 
Senate of the United States on Silver 
Coinage." His "remarks" cover 15 pages 
of closely printed matter and is no doubt 
to the point. 	Since silver has been 
throned as King for at least a time, and 
we hope forever, interest in such docu-
ments has waned. Mr. Hill evidently 
believed in doing all he could for the 
cause while the opportunity lasted. 

THE great strike on the Missouri Pacific 
and associated roads came to a termina-
tion last Monday morning, the strikers 
winning the day. The management of 
the roads was petitioned by the governors 
of Missouri and Kanas and the railroad 
commissioners of both states to accede to 
the demands of the strikeis as the strike 
was injuring the business of the states to 
an alarming extent.

Bloody Work Down in Colfax. 
New Mexico is already noted for num-

erous bloody conflicts between officers 
and desperadoes and sometimes between 
citizens. Xlie Lincoln county war:in 
which many hundreds were killed, is a 
notable instance. Last Monday added 
another tragedy to the list and the partic-
ulars we glean from aliecial dispatches of 
that day: 

The ruiners riot which has prevailed 

in Colfax county for the past few months 
culminated disastrously to-day to the ag-
gressive party. Dick Rogers has been a 
desperado and outlaw since last fall,when 

he killed a man in Raton and took to the 
plains and joined his cowboy friends. 
In December Sheriff Hixenbaugli was 
fatally wounded in an encounter with 
Rogers, and was unsuccessful In effecting 
his capture. 

Last month Jim Masterson; the Marshal 
of Raton, went to Chihuahua, New Mexi-
co, which is near by, to take Rogers: 
but he was disarmed and made to dance, 
and finally tied in a chair in a dance hall-
and severely beaten over the head.  with 
revolvers by Rogers' friends: 

A fraudulent militia company was or-
lanixed by lifesteraon's friends, and sev- 
'eral efforts were made to catch Rogers, 
but without avail. Last week the com- 
pany was disbanded by order of Governor 
Sheldon. and on their return to Raton 
they were captured by Rogers, who had 
surrendered at Blossburg in the meantime 
and admitted to $1,000 bail, which is 
just the amount of the Governor's- stand-
ing reward for his capture: 

Rogers had enlisted the sympathy of 
several citizens, and' at a mass meeting 
they decided that the bogus militia must 
go, and its leaders were marched out of 
town over tile State line into Colorado, 
!Rogers leading the avengers. Then 
Rogers returned to Raton and began 
gathering his cowboy forces for any 
emergency. 

On Sunday one of Rogers followers 
inamed Bill Tindalwas arrested ill Spring-
er by Deputy- SheriffJesse Lee, and Todd 
iimmediattly telegraphed to Rogers that 
die was under arrest. Rogers came to 
1Springer this morning with a number of 
men, who first attacked a constable, beat-
ing him severely over the head and order-
ed hum to Icave the .country at once. 
Then they went to the county jail, where 
Officers Lee and Kimberly had taken 
refuge. A hard fight ensiled, in which 
Rogers, Ed King and "Red River Tom" 
were killed by the plucky officers, who 
were on the inside of the jail. The rem-
nant of Rogers party then left town, and 
are awaiting reinforcements to• come 
again and attack the victorious officers 
at the jail. When they arrive it is thought 
thatnnother severe fight is inevitable, 
and that many will be killed. 

There is a crowd now on the way from 
Raton to Springer, and aid for the des-
peradoes is also said to be coming in 
from the country. Their intention it is 
understood is to take the officers nut of 
the jail, when,a fight will ensue. The 
officers are alone. The people are intim-
idated and wild with excitement and will 
not aid. the officers. 

Governor Sheldon being absent, and 
.;no available militia being on hand, Acting 
Governor Losch made an., immediate re. 
-quest on General L. P. Bradley, District 
Commander, for troops to preserve the 

speace and prevent further killing. Inn 
mediately General Bradley communicated 
with General Augur at Leavenworth and 
a detachment of two officers and twenty 
men was at once ordered to Springer 
from Fort -Union, and they will reach 
there at 8 o'clock this evening. Acting 
Governor Losth and Adjutant General 
Bartlett leave for Springer this evening. 
A. company of militia will at . once be or-
ganized and stationed at Springer. 

The latest from Springer is to the et.' 
feet that some fifty men are surrounding 
the jail determined to get the deputy 
:sheriffs out. The soldiers from Fort 
Union are momentarily expected and may 
prevent another row. Company H Sec-
ond Regiment Territorial Militia is in 
readiness to go down, and Acting Gov-
ernor Losch is determined to stand by 
the legally constituted authorities, name-
ly, the Sheriff's posse. 

It is rumored that Bat Masterson, Luke 
Short and other Dodge City men are 
coming to Springer, expressly to help the 
cause of Lee as against the Rogers fol-
lowers. Rogers recently headed a party 
of Raton citizens in running Masterson 
out of town, and Bat now retaliates for 
the injury done his brother. More war 
will surely follow if the Dodge City gang 
comes. The fight will take place on the 
streets regardless of troops,which- remain 
stationed at the jail. The citizens order-
ed out of Springer by the Rogers gang 
will -remain away until all trouble ie set-
tled, and everything is being done by the 
good people to promote a better feeling 
and prevent blood shed. 

Jim Currie, the notorious killer, was 
shot through the lungs in an attack on 
the jail and died Tuesday. He murdered 
the actor Portor some years ago in Mar-
shall, Texas,while the latter was attempt-
ing to shield some ladies from insult. 
He was a man of low stature with a long 
black beard, who was at one time an en-
gineer en the Atchison, Topeka & Santa 
Fe road, When not drinking he was of a 
mild and plesant disposition, but a single 
drink of liquor always turned him into 
an incarnate fiend and .the most danger-
ous of murderous maniacs. He killed 
several men while on the road notably at 
Hayes City. Kansas. He kept the Texas 
Exchange in Durango until a couple of 
years ago and is, therefore, well known 
in this section. One account says it is 
not Jim Currie, but his brother John.

The Pasadena Fire. 
Wednesday night the fire alarm was 

sounded and called out hundreds of men • 
to the Pasadena smelter, where the assay 
office was on fire, having caught in some 
manner from the assay furnace which had 
been in constant use all day. The flue 
was first seen by Messrs. Watkins and 
James, of the smelter, who were then on 
their way to the smelter from town. Al-
most immediately the fire was sighted 
from Glasgow avenue and the alarm 
given. When first seen, however, the 
flames had burst from the roof and the 
assay office was a mass of flame. On 
either side of the burning portion was the 
office and laboratory and the work of 
rescue was begun. In their efforts to 
save the office furniture, books, etc., the 
men were very .ably and bravely assisted 
by Mrs. Watkins until the arrival of help 
from town. Nearly everything portable 
was saved from the office, but in the lab-
oratory a large supply of chemicals and 
apparatus was sacrificed to the flames. 
Here, Mr. James lost a number of val-
uable metallurgical works. The contents 
of the building were fully insured in six 
companies represented by D. R. Clay and 
the total loss will be covered by $1000, 
only a small portion of which falls on the 
Pasadena Co. The work of preventing 
the flames from communicating to the 
main building was the work of an hour 
and several connecting ore sheds were 
tore down and numbers of men were sta-
tioned all over the surrounding buildings 
with water. The flames were fought 
down finally, hut the long building was 
in ruins. Everybody worked with a will 
and Andy Brydon, Filer Thompson and 
Rev. Howard specially distinguished 
themselves. A special force of watch- 
men was put on at the smelter Wednes-
day night and when the flames broke alit 
again after midnight, they were promptly 
subdued. The work of rebuilding was 
commenced Thursday just opposite the 
platform scales and the new offices will 
be completed by a week from to-night. 
The same general plan will be adopted. 

It was fortunate that all ore which had 
been received had been tested and settled 
for on the books of the company, except 
one lot from the Leila Davis, and the 
sample of that Was saved. 

Had the smelter been destroyed, it 
would have seriously retarded the brilliant 
prospects for Rico this year, as it will be

Bob Burdette's Bloody Blizzard. 
Dearly beloved, if you watt to have 

fun, get up a lecture and bring it out 
West when the blizzards are ripe. Mon-
day morning I made a drive of twelve 
miles across the country from Tabor to 
Malvern. Now, when it bloivs out in 
this land it blows. It doesn't stop for 
the'cold and it doesn't stop to inquire the 
way. It blows a thousand miles a min-
ute, and if it finds a `snowdrift located 
not'to suit it, it just moves the drift into 
a new place, and sweeps the old ground 
pertectly bare of snow. And cold? The 
hot bricks froze to our feet, less or more. 
We rattled over the rough, frozen roads 
where the ground was bare, 'then we 
would plunge into snowdrifts up to the 
horses' corsets, arid all the time the piti-
less wind, sweeping all the way down 
from Alaska„ whirled the light snow 
into our faces and searched out every 
crevice and wrinkle in blanket and ulster. 
Shade of the great white bear, but it was 
cold! And as far as the eye could reach 
across the great, white, drifted prairies 
the snow went sweeping, whirling into 
fantastic circles, rising in great, gyrating 
columns, combing over like. ocean break-
ers. Mile after wintry mile the Arctic 
dance went on, and the ghostly squadrons 
of the frozen North went charging over 
these medsureless plains, and even the 
tierce sweep of the sibilant hissing winds, 
tor there is no forest here for them to 
sing and roar through. Time and again 
the horses turned their heads away' from 
the fierce onset of the snow and the blast, 
and only the skillful driving of my com-
rade kept thorn in the road and "laid in 
the leads." The only living souls we saw 
in those twelve miles of storm and cold 
were three little country children going 
to school—two boys and a little girl. 
That's Western stock for you. As we 
passed them the boys hailed us cheerily: 

That's boy all 
over. 

Then getting from Malvern to Council 
Bluffs, I stayed in the Wabash railway 
station all day fraternizing•joyously with 
the tramps in the common comfort of a 
red hot stove and waiting for a train. 
There were good hotels only a, square 
away, but bless you, you couldn't have 
pulled me away from that stove with a 
stump. machine. All trains late. Noth-
ing in on the "Q," the "cannon ball" 
stuck in the snow down at Humeston. 
The belated brakeman on a stray freight 
waiting Tor orders and a thaw,- said he 
thought I might go down on 22, if she 
went down on 18's time, get off at "Y" 
and catch the 4:16 passenger down the 
branch' and meet 67 at the siding when 
she came up on construction as far as 
Bridge 84, and then jump the gravel-for 
the junction and make second 16 or extra 
10, ho couldn't say which, as far as the 
slow board at the "Q" crossing, and then 
I could run wKand get to the Bluffs on 
2. "Two what?" says L "Two legs," 
says he; and honestly I think that is the 
way I would have gone, if Wabash mail 
hadn't thawed out in time to land me in 
Council Bluffs just in time to freeze my 
ear, which I did walking from the Opera 
House to the Union Pacifle dummy for 
-Omaha. Come out and freeze up with 
the country.

For instance, a party 
desiring to spend the winter in Florida 
can procure a Tourist ticket for $95.25 
that will take him to New Orleans, and 
from thence lie can go to Florida for the 
winter and return on his ticket in the 
spring any time before June 1st. 

The distance from Durango to New 
Orleans is from 2,000 to 2,300 miles, ac-
cording to what route is taken. This 
makes the rate an average of only 2 cents 
per mile. 

The regular fare from Durango to Den-
ver is $31.45, or $62.90 for a round trip. 
The rate from Denver to New Orleans be-
ing $52.75 for the Exposition and $60.00 
for the Tourist, it is easily seen that the 
D. LC R. G. aril' doing their part in this 
matter, their proportion of either of the 
rates being $35.25 for the round trip, or 
only a small per cent.. over half fare. 

I am-also prepared to check baggage 
throigh to any point en route or to New 
Orleans. 

For the information of those wishing 
sleeping car accommodations; will say 
that the rates are: Durango to Denver, 
$3.50; Denver to Kansas City, $4.00; 
Militias City to St. Louis, $2.00; St. Louis 
to New Orleans, about $6.0Q, or about 
$10.00 from Durango to New Orleans. 

The time from Durango to New Or-
leans is just 5 days. 

Finally, in arranging for such a trip, 
don't forget that 25 cents per day, or 
$4.50 fov 30 days, will insure you against 
all accidents, whether traveling on cars, 
steamboat, street cars or in carriages, in 
the sum of $3,000 in case of death or for 
$15.00 per week for the time you are laid 
up, not to exceed 26 weeks should you 
be injured. For further information, 
call on the undersigned any time during 
the day at the freight office or at 5:30 to 
6 p. m. each evening at the Passenger 
Depot. 

As it take.; time , to Idok over routes and 
make out these tickets and issue special 
checks for baggage, &c., it -should all be 
attended to the evening before and thus 
save the rush at train time in the morning. 
Train leaves at 6:30 a. in.
