Jerome B. Chaffee was probably very 
nearly a millionaire before the Grant & 
Ward failure. The highest estimates 
place his wealth at $800,000 before that 
disaster, in which he doubtless lost over 
half that amount. Mr. Chaffee is not re-
garded at present in this state as a Colo-
rado man, but as he has been, and has 
fortune sprang from there, it is only fair 
to include him in the list. 

N. P. Hill is nearly a millionaire but 
not one. His interest in the vast smelters 
at Argo is his most valuable possession, 
and the establishment has always proved 
a singularly successful and profitable one. 
For exercising a general supervision over 
'the works, something rumor says Mr. 
Hill usually does by proxy, lie receives a 
salary of $10,000 a year. He has a home 
at Denver worth $100,000. His wealth 
is probably nearly that of Chaffee's before 
the bank smash. 

Dennis Sullivan is not widely known 
outside of Colorado, but his riches come 
closer to a million than any body's in the 
state. Even, however, bad he reached 
that coveted amount lie could not be 
classed among the alleged silver kings, 
for his fortune springs from the sale, a 
few years ago, of the colossal ranch on 
the border of New Mexico for $800,000 in 
cash.. He is a conservative, prudent man 
-one of those kind who are not suspect-
ed to be rich until their accumulated 
wealth suddenly surprises people. 

Hungary Wolves, 
Dispatches from Vienna, Austria, say 

that a tragic incident is reported from 
Eastern Hungary. A clergyman and his 
wife and children were driving in a sledge 
from Krasnisora to the neighboring vil. 
lage of Kisslouka, and a pack of ravenous 
wolves pursued them. The mother be• 
came terronstriken and let her child fall 
from her arms. The father thereupon 
leaped from the sledge to save the child, 
and the father and child were at once 
fiercely attacked by the wolves. The 
father fought desperately and killed two 
wolves, but was at last overcome, and 
both he and his child were devoured. 
Meanwhile, the horse had rushed onward 
with the sledge, still bearing the agoniz-
ed mother. In her agony and terror she 
gave premature birth to a child which 
died.

Solace For San Juan. 
Denver Mining Review. 

It is settled that Ouray will have a rail• 
road before another winter. There is 
enough ore to be handled from Ouray 
and vicinity to make a railroad a paying 
investment, and the people can depend 
upon Its coming. The question now aris- 
es, where will be the metropolis of San 
Juan country. 

We think, upon careful investigation, 
that the output of Colorado for the present 
year will nearly if not quite equal that 
for 1883.

The District of Columbia, in which the 

national capital is situated, is a species 
of topographical mystery to most people.

The 
state of Maryland ceded to congress the 
District of Columbia for the establishment 
of the scat of government. Consequent-
ly congress has exclusive,  jurisdiction over 

The district had a municipal organ-
ization, but it became corrupt, and so, in 
the interest of purity,w as abolished and,by 
way of providing for perfect honesty, the 
district is now governed directly by a 
committee of congress.

Ina Bad Box. 
H. L. Scott is in a bad box, and one 

which it would seem he will have a ser- 
ious time in getting out of. "Hank" 
Scott needs no introduction. He has 
been a resident and mining operator here 
for some years, and has been a man well 
liked. He was considered a jovial, jolly 
and honest man, ane who enjoyed life to 
the full, and carried in his wake a number 
of pleasure-loving people. He was the 
part owner of the Little Maggie mine 
and has had exclusive control of it for 
about two years, chiring which it has pro-
duced largely and given employment di-
reedy and indirectly to a large number of 
men. For the past few months, pay day 
at the mine and stores has been deferred, 
and pay day long deferred maketh the 

!heart of the miner sick. Store bills were 
also long past due and it became necessa-
ry that some settlement be made. Geo. 
C. Corning, of Denver, is a brother in-law 
of Scott, and it was generally understood 
that on the arrival of this wealthy nag: 
nate that some changes would take place 
in ownership, etc., which would put 
Scott on his feet financially. Mr. Cor 
ning came, inspected the mine, and made 
the statement when looking over the ac-
counts that It "would not take as much to. 
straighten Hank as he expected." Before 
Corning left Rico; Scott informed some 
of his creditors that money would be 
placed to his credit in 4th' Bank of Duran-
go subject to his check, by Corning, and 
soon after the latter left gave checks, 
amounting in the aggregate to about 
$5,000. Scott's interest in the Maggie 
was transferred to Chas. E. Lewis, of 
Denver;. Scott and family left Rico. The 
checks returned protested-no funds to 
meet them, and the town was in an up-
roar. Merchants had accepted the Scott 
checks on bills and many were interested. 
Scott gave one check of $1250 in pay-
ment of a note to the- San MieueiValley 
Bank, and he is now tooter arrest at Du-
rango, charged with swindling. T. A. 
Davis, of that bank, went to Darango 
yesterday. Nearly all Rico people be-
lieve that Scott knew his checks would 
not be honored and that his actions prove 
it. We do not believe such is the case, 
although we admit, the circumstances 
look worse than suspicious. Admitting 
that he desired to play a beat game, we 
think he is too smart a man to jeopardise  
himself In this way without any chance 
to better his condithru. He gave checks 
in payment of debts alveady incurred, 
and could have left the country without 
giving those checks, and wertdd not have 
been criminally responsible, as he now is. 
We cannot but believe that he- thought 
Corning would place necessary funds to 
his credit. Scott went directly to Duran-
go, which would have been suicidal had 
he been acting Ore rascal's part. 

Time wilf show whether or not our sur-
mises are correet. M he's guilty he de-
serves the severest penalty, but until we 
know he is guilty, give him sman'sshow 
by reserving too hasty judgment. W 
believe that every dollar of his indebted 
ness will be paid and that the whole 
trouble has been  a  serious mieunderstand-
inu.

Cleveland's Quarters. 

Dispatches say that Clevelaa'd has en-
gaged a suite of apartments for his own 
use at the Arlington. Tire :minis are on 
the first floor, above the office, and con-
sists of a parlof and three sleeping rooms. 

"The romneleserved for the President-
elect," said the clerk this evening, "are 
the ones we always reserve for our most 
distinguished guests. They have been 
used by Dom Pedro, King Kalakaua, the 
Prince of Wales, the Grand Duke Alexis, 
the Corean Embassy, General Grant and 
Roscoe Conkling." 

The rooms in question are handsomely 
furnished, and Mr. Clevehind will doubt-
less be able to make himself very comfort-
able in them. The parlor looks out up-
on the broad space in front of the hotel. 
Just across the street is the old Republican 
Congressional Committee headquarters. 
A large banner beating the names, Blaine 
and Logan, still floats in the breeze in-
front of it, but this will probably be talc--
en down before Mr. Cleveland's arrival. 

The rooms will be decorated with flags 
and other national and patriotic emblems, 
The furniture in the parlor is quite elab-
orate. There are abundance of easy 
chairs, rugs and a very handsome sofa. 
The sofa and chairs are covered with a 
light blue velvet. The rugs are a bright 
pattern to match. The curtains are sur-
rounded with gold trimmings that go 
around the room and are looped up at the 
bottom with bright-colored ribbons. To 
the left is an open fire-place and white 
marble mantel. The mantel is adorned 
with various bronze figures. Between 
the front windows a mirror runs from the 
celing to the floor. 

The first sleeping-room is furnished 
with a set of black walmit furniture. The 
other rooms are similar to the first. From 
the rear room one can obtain a view of 
the White House just across the park. 
It is probable that Mr. Cleveland will se-
lect this room for his sleeping apartment 
on account of its privacy as well as per-
spective. 

St Louis Opera House Burned. 

A St. Louis dispatch of Sunday gives 
the particulars: 

The Grand Opera House, in Market 
street, between Fifth and Sixth streets, 
burned this afternoon. The estimated 
loss is from $125,000 to $150,000. The 
fire broke out in the front part of the 
basement, ascended by the stairways to 
the roof, from thence spread all over the 
building, and in the course of three hours 
this beautiful theater, with its handsome 
decorations, valuable machinery, scenes 
and effects, was a mass of ruins, nothing 
being left but the bare walls, and one of 
them is partially destroyed. Nat Good• 
win's company Was to open to-night, and 
all their baggage was in the house, but 
the fire starting in the front part of the 
building gave the company ample time 
and they saved all their property. John 
W. Norton, the manager, was net so for-
tunate, however, as his entire personal 
wardrobe and valuable actor's library be-
ing in the front part of the building, was 
totally destroyed. His less is about $7,-
000. The insurance on the building is 
about $50,000.

Jos JOHNSTON said to a newspa-
per man who asked him about the origin 
of the confederate battle flag: "At the 
battle of Manassas—you northerners call 
it Bull Run—the stars and bars proved a 
failure because they were so much like 
the China col'ors.

After the battle I had re-
solved to discard this flag, and called for 
each regiment to procure its state colors.

This flag was afterward adopted by the 
confederate armies. It was-a Greek cross 
oh blue on a red field, with white stars on 
the 131he bars. This flag was designed by 
a Col. Walton of Louisiana, and present-
ed to General Beauregard." 

Tun petrified forests near Holbrook, 
Arizona, have been purchased by a com-
pany. They have commenced the ship-
ment and they manufacture of the petri-
fication into tablets, tiles and various 
other ornamental articles in building and 
furnishing. The parties engaged in this 
work state that the petrified wood is rap 
idly driving California onyx from the 
Market as a material for fine mantles. etc., 
as it is susceptible of a much finer polish 
and is also more permanent and lasting 
than that of the onyx. Several compan-
ies have already been formed for the pur-
pose of getting possession of portions of 
the forests by pre-emption. etc. 

PURE platinum is as soft as silver, but 
by the addition of iridium it becomes the 
hardest of metals. The great difference 
in manipulating platinum is its successful 
resistance to beak A temperature that 
will make steel run like water and melt 
fire clay, has absolutely no effect upon it. 
You may put a piece of platinum wire 
not thicker then human hair into a blast 
fUremee where ingots of steel are melting 
down all around it, and the bit of wire 
will come out as absolutely unchanged 
as if it had been in au ice box all the time.
