Abigal Adams,: the Presideu's wife, was 
etaloubtedly the most conspicuous woman 
of her day, whether by position or by 
character. When writing to her husband 
she often signed herself "Portia," in ac-
corderice with a stately. and perhaps 
rather high-flown( `habit of the period; 
and she certainly showed qualities which 
would have certainly done honor to either 
the Roman or Shakesperian heroine of 
that name. In her letters eve see her thor-
oughly revealed. While the battle of 
Bunker Hill wad in prOgress, she wrote 
that it was 'dreadful but glorious e and 
in the depression of the battle of Long 

Island she said, 	ail America is to lie 
ruined mid undone by a pack of cowards 
and knaves,' I wish to -know :10- rind add-
ed, Don't you know me better than to 
think me a coward?' When first among 
American women she represented her 
nation at the court of St. James, she met 
witheequal pride the_ contemptuous de-
meanor of Queen Charlotte ; and wheri 
her husband was chosen President she 
wrote hilt, 'My feelings are not those of 
pride or -Ostentation - Upon the occasion ; 
they are solemnized by a sense of the ob-
ligations, the in:meet:ant truth and numer- 
ous duties connected with it; 	When fin:- 
ally, after four years, he failed of re-elec-
tion, she wrote to her sone "The• conse-
quence to us is personally that' we retire 
from public life.: For myself and family 
I have few regret's. If I did not rise with 
dignity I can at least fall with ease.' This 
was Abigal Adam's. In person she was 
distinguished and noble rather than beau-
tiful, yet it is satisfactory to knoWT that 
when she was first :represented at the 
British court she wore a white 'Met-string 
trimmed with white crape, festooned with 
lilac ribbon and mock .point lace over, a 
hoop of enormous extent, with a narrow 
train three yards long, looped up by a 
ribbon. She' wore treble lace ruffles, a 
lace cap with long lace lappets. and twe 
white plumes, these last deubtlees:soaring 
straight into the air above her head, in the 
extraordinary style fameliar to us in Gill:  
ray's caricatures of that period. 

It Vas, in those days, no very agreeable 
task to be the wife of- the Peesident. 
Mrs. Adams has left ,  on record a graphic 
sketch of the White House, where she 
presided for three months. The change 
in the seat of goverument had been de-
cided upon for 12 years, yet the building 
was still a vast unfinished barrack with a 
fevereems plastered, no Main stairway;  
not a bell within, not a fence without; it 
was distressingly cold in winter, while the.  
Chief Magistrate of the United. States 
could not obtain for love or money a man 
to cut wood for hint in the -forests which 
then surrounded Washingtnn. :From 
Washington to Baltimore extended an al-
most unbroken growth of timber, varied 
only by some small and windowless huts. 
There could as yet be in Washington no 
such varied companionship as had given 
attraction to the seat of Government at 
New York- and then at Philadelphia; yet 
at Georgetown there was tsociety 'which 
called itself eminently polite and Mrs. 
Adams records that she; retured 15 calls 
in a single day.

In Edinburgh lately, Mr. Mundella; 
head of We English Education Depart- 
ment, replying to a deputation which 
urged on him the claims of the Gaelic .  
Speaking districts of Scotland to have the 
Gaelic t-sed in teaching in Highland 
schools, said: 

"Soon after that war between Austria 
and Germany, in 1866, I eves* staying in 
Bohemia-on the Prussian frontier of Boe  
hernia-on the estate of a.  noble who was 
once Embrissador in England. I was 
taken to see some GerMan schools, and 
in the course of a walk around some of 
the cottages, I congratulated some people 
who had children in one school there oe 
the great attainments of the lads.

'Well Mr, do doubt they learn these sub-
jects very well there, but you see they 
teach them neither the French or the 
English there. They must learn English 
if they mean to get on in the world. So 
that I Shall have to send them seven 
miles front this in order that they may 
learn English.' Just fancy this simple 
Prussian farm woman insisting that her 
boys should learn English. in order that 
they might go abroad and get on. If they 
did not know the English language they 
could not get on. Well. surely if that he 
true of the Prussian people-and the ex-
tent to which Germans learn English is 
extraordinary-it must be much more true 
as regards the Highlands." It seems to 
be generally recognized on the continent 
that English is the langutige of the future.

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MGR. Cape! on Divorce. 
Philadelphia Record. 

Monsignor Capel was greeted with an 
audience of 1,500 people as he stepped 
on the stage of the Academy of Music 
last evening to lecture upon-  the subject 
of ''Dieorce." :Plating his hat on the 
desk before him, and gently throwing 
bitek from the shoulder the red cloak he 
wore;  Monsignor Capel entered upon his 
subject. He said he had spoken col the 
subject of divorce in other cities, but 
while the principles he always enunciated 
were always the same, he tried to present 
them to his audiences in different dresses. 
He &Oared, his reason for speaking so 
frequently on the subject to he a desire 
to cast his lot with those thinking people 
in the land who have becotrie a!artned at 
the terrible rapid increase in divorce, and 
aid in the work of 41'ot-sting the evil. 

Monsignor Capel said that history 
would substantiate -him in asserting that-
the strength of every country waS greuee.  
est when the marriage tie was most sa 
credly observed; and that a country's de 
cay could be traced from the time when it. 
allowed lax principles in the marriage re-
lation. He cited the example of Rome, 
where the principle of divorce was ad 
milted from the foundation, of the repub-
lic, but where no man availed himself of 
the privilege until 523 years bad passed 
away. He devisees that there will be a 
repetition of the' disgraceful history of 
Roman decay in any country that allowed 
divorce to sap its vitals. 

The speaker then proceeded to consider 
the consequences of divorce, which he 
declared to be the degradation of women,. 
the destruction of the borne and the per 
version of the thoughts of men He ad-
mitted that men and women are often un-
happily married, but this . fact he consid-
ered unimportant in comparison with the 
evil resulting from divorce. For such 
people he could only offer the balm of 
Christian resignation to their hardships, 
both man and wife struggling to bear 
their burdens lightly and live together for 
the good of their children when that is 
possible. But when this cannot, be done 
the only Christian course left is to sepa-
rate, each living apart from the other but 
never marrying until death has broken 
the bonds. Admit but the thought that 
divorce is possible, that only a formality 
intervenes between misery with one per-
son and happiness with another, and it 
will be impossible for husband and wife 
to pass over the rouge places of life to-
gether. 

Monsignor Capel declared We home 
With father, mother and chirdren to be the 
end of all true marriages ; that our great-
est men have been reared under home 
influences, and our noblest women mold-
ed to nobility under the same guidance ; 
thatwithout the home there is a destruc-
tion of the principle of education, with 
to mond or religious training for the 
young, and that in the struggle following 
divorce woman always goes to the wall, 
and the stigma falls upon her daughter. 
The Monsignor never considered whether,  

it is lawful or legitimate to permit divorce 
and quoted from the apostles thathere 
is Divine prohibition against diverce ; that 
it is against the word of the bible fur a 
husband or wife to marry during the life 
time of the other, no matter what may 
be the cause of separation ; and that there 
is no power on earth which can put man 
or women back totheir position before 
marriage, or giant a divorce. He declared 
that divorce was introduced by the Re 
formation, anti that it is contrary' to 
Christian teaching, and the law of the
Catholic church. 

In speaking on what is to be done to 
stem the current against divorce, Mon-
signor Capel gave a few telling hits on 
American social customs. It appeared to 
him that our growing ciVilieution has per 
mated the existence of wild theories about 
education and social relations. The Amer-
ican youth boasted of their independence 
and latighed at the restrictions put on•the 
children of European Countries. 	But 
the speaaer thought that American `hu-
man nature was much the same as 'Eng-
lish, French or Italian human nature, and 
that American boys and girls are much 
the same in their innate tendencies After 
evil as English, French or Spanish boys:  
and girls. Experience had taught par-
ents in the latter countries how it is best 
to rear their children, and he thought it 
folly te ignore this experience: He- had 
little appreciation of the sources froth 
whence young people obtain their ideas 
about Matrimony, declaring the main 
channels to be the literature of worthless 
novels, rubbish acted on the stage and the 
words of young married people who have 
not yet experienced the crosses of life. 
If these could be eliminated and moere 
healthy surroundings thrown about the 
young a great point would be gained. 

Monsignor Capel closed with an expla-
nation of a statement he was reported to 
have made before a Washington audience. 
He said he thought. "every woman ought 
to think twice before rejecting -an offer 
of Marriage. Women ought to be mar 
married or they ought to he in religion ; 
God's purpose is not for them to live the 
life of an old maid. But it is better for 
them to live as such than to marry for 
wealth, social position or other reason 
that is bound to lead to, 

a rule everything eatable at a table 
should be eaten with a spoon or fork.

Emperor William's Oil Lamp. •

The study lamp on Emperor William's 
work-table is a simple MI lamp of a pat-
tern such as since the introduction of pe-
troleum lamps can hardly be met with on 
the table of the humblest :citizen of Ber-
lin.

As revnrds the Empire 
State, Blaine will make a desperate effort 
for a share in that delegation, with strong 
chances of success. 

SPEAKING of Senator N. P. Hill's ser-
vices in behalf of Colorado, the Colorado 
Springs Casette says: "Setttor Hill does 
differ from other Senators. In his service 
of five years he has passed more bills of 
great value to Colorado titan all the Sena 
tors and Representatives 11 s State has 
had. The State should recognize and ap-
preciate his services," 

TEE legislature of Britiab Columbia has 
passed Dills affecting Chinese itomigra. 
lion. One bill provides that every Chi 
nese person landing in the province shall 
pay $50. The other provides for a $10 
annual license to be paid by every Chi 
nese person in the country. The Canadian 
Dominion government will probably veto, 
the measures, as it is not in favor of re-
stricting Chinese immigration until the 
Canadian Pacific is completed. The gov 
ernment stands in with the company for 
cheap labor.

THE Union Pacific lines in Idaho and 
Montana are blockaded. On the 22nd, 
three trains were effectually snowed in on 
Pleasant valley divide. 

THE National and Nashville Hotels, 
• two frgme buildings on the coney of 
Nineteenth and Wazee streets Denver 
were burned on the 25th. They had been 
occupied as lodging houses for railroad 
laborers. Four men named Whalen, 
Maguire, and Sullivan and one unknown, 
perished in the flames. 

J. F. WATKINS ESQ., of the Rico Pasa-
dena Mining Co., is one of a party of cap-
italists interested in constructing works 
to reduce low grade ores by a new pro-
cess. The party is made up of St. Louis 
capitalists and the tests and experiments 
have been made in that city. The resuls 
have been so flattering that the company 
has ordered machinery for a furnace and 
smelter, 40 tons capacity per diem, to be 
built at Rico or other favorable point at 
once. The machinery is to be finished, 
ready fur shipment by April 1st. By that 
date the company will decide upon the 
camp at which the works will be erected. 
A vigorous tight is being made in behalf 
.,f Rico by our mine owners By letter 
front Mr. Watkins to Dr. Landon and H. 
L. Scott it is learned that some camp has 
offered the company 1000 tons of 20 ounce 
ore as a donation to induce the company 
to -locate the first smelter there. In a few 
hours donations from mines at Rico ag-
gregating 1500 tons, the choice of several 
mill-sites for the erection of the smelter, 
were made and forwarded to the compa-
ny. The ore donated rune about 20 
ounces in silver and 25 per cent . lead 
(such as contains lead at 	The very 
important feature of the enterprise as af-
fects our mine owners is this, that the 
company. will smelt dry ores (containing 
no lead) at $20 per ton and ores carrying 
10 per cent. or over in lead for $15 per 

ton. This will work a revolution in min-
ing affairs at Rico and through out the 
State. The figures stated are not guess-
es made by us. They are from the pen 
of Mr. Watkins himself. The machinery 
will be ready for delivery from the found-
ry at St. Louis on April 1st. The comp-
any will ship at once. They desire to 
break ground' for the works by May 1st 
and be ready for treatment of ore by July 
1st. Such ores as are wanted: are to- be 
had in this district in unlimited quantities. 
No camp in the state can offer or will of-
fer greater inducements than Rico. What 
ever is to be done 'must he done quickly. 
Rico can and will meet and raise any offer 
made by any other camp. The capacity 
o' the camp 'is well known to Messrs. 
Watkins, Adams and Sauer, and our 
claims are in good hands. The impor-
tance to our camp of this enterprise can 
not be over estimated. It is more to us 
than a railroad. The most sanguine cal-
culations made in contemplation of rail-
road advantages have not gone beyond 
those already offered by the company 
mentioned. The delayed mails contain 
letters from Mr. Watkins which will fur-
nish further and more definite informa-
tion which will be given to our readers. 

Still Isolated. 
Durango, Colorado, Feb. 24.- 

This is the twenty-first day of the block-
ade and the fourth day of pleasant weath-
er. The snow is going very fast. The 
work-train, north of here, which left. Elk 
Park last Monday, arrived to day. They 
are loading with supplies and expect to 
return in the morning. If the weather 
keeps pleasant they will get the road open-
ed Tuesday or Wednesday to Silverton. 
It is very much needed, as Silverton is 
out of feed for stock. Many are now 
feeding flour to keep the stock alive. The 
people at Silverton have most of the nec-
essaries of life, excepting coffee, sugar, 
coal oil and baking powder, and the stock 
of meat is getting low. 

THE OVERLAND MAILS. 

Sheriff Pedgriff, who left here with the 
nail for Fort Wingate, New Mexico, ar-
rived there last night and will start back 
in the morning with two pack horses 
loaded with the mail. Pbstmaster 
Keightly will start his second expedition 
for Wingate in the morning. Supetin• 
tendent Lydon wires Mr. Keightly that it 
will probably be two weeks yet before 
he can get a-train into Durango. He has 
about fifteen miles of the worst part of 
the road to clear. 

SMELTER CLOSED DOWN. 
The San Juan and New York Smelter, 

of this place, closed down yesterday for 
want of ore. They have prAnty at Silver- 
ton, but the three weeks of blockade has 
run them short. If they have no more 
snow they will start again April 1. Their 
mines at Silverton are yielding a large 
quantity, and they have kept the wagon 
road to the mines in Cunningham Gulch 
open, a distance of five miles, and are 
hauling ore to Silverton every day. A 
snowshoe mail came over from Rico yes-
terday. It reports that camp quiet, but 
with a good supply of provisions, they 
are enjoying themselves as best they can. 
-Special to Republican. 

According to the above taken from the 
Ouray Times- of the 1st, there will be no 
train into Durango before the 9th. At 
this writing (the 6th-prox)-the latest news 
from Rockwood is by Andy Demasters. 
He left there Monday last. At that time 
the railroad authorities expected- a train 
into Durango from the east on Wednes 
day last. Oscar Downtain said the Rico 
mail would be sent forward by snowshoe 
route just as soon as received at Rock 
wood without an hour's delay. The mail 
from Fort Wingate by the first expedition 
mentioned in the above article reached 
hico on March, 2nd containing sleoty of 
old letters but no papers. The mail by 
the second expedition should reach Rico 
by tomorrow, the 7th. By the time we 
go to press we hope to have some posi 
five information.

Twz wool growers of Colorado aid 
other States will hold a convention, in 
Denver, March 12. The purpose of this 
meeting principally is to prepare and for-
ward to Congress a petition asking that 
the avocation be more substantially pro-
tected from foreign enterprise. This is 
the right step. The last' Congress abol-
ished the ad valorem duties on wool, thus 
'destroying the law of 1867, when, and 
prior to last year, wool was fifty one cents 
per pound ; it has since been reduced to 
forty two cents. By the present rate of 
tariff the wool industry will gradually be 
abolished. There is no call for Congress 
to protect only a portion of the country's 
interest, benefitting the manufacturer to 
the sorrow of the wool' grower.-Herald.

SAD ACCIDENT. 

George Ockenhausen Killed in a 
SnOWslide. 

The following account of the killing of 
Mr. Ockenhausen at Silverton in a snow 
slide is taken from the San Juan Herald 

of Feb. 28th: Wt, too. had hoped that 
the last of such accidents had been chron-
icled for this winter at least. Too much 
caution cannot be used in guarding 
against exposure to these death dealing 
slides: 

"The Herold was in hopes that it would 
not be called on to chronicle the death 
of any more persons from snowslides this 
winter, mid we were firmly of the opinion 
that no accidents would occur from the 
result of the heavy storms of this month. 
for the reason that we had had a week 
of nice weather and every one who had 
occasion to travel over the mountains 
was very cautious, but we' are called on 
to give an account of a very sad death. 
The particulars are as follows: 

On Saturday, George Ochenhausen and 
Mr. Rock were over on the slope of Ken• 
dall mountain—right opposite the water 
works reservoir. While coming home 
they saw some quail and, having pistols, 
they fired, but with no effect. Whereup-
on Mr. Ockenhausen said lie would re-
turn to his house and get his shotgun 
and see if he could not kill some of the 
birds. After returning home and eating 
a lunch, he procured his gun, arid telling 
his wife his mission, started out alone. 
It was then the hour of 3 p. m. About 
6 o'clock Mr. Rock called and Mrs. Ook 
enhausen told him that her husband had 
not returned and that she With afraid he 
had met with some trouble and wished 
him to go and see what it was. With 
misgivings Mr. Rock got on his shoW 
shoes and started out in sesech of his 
companion. He tracked him to en eft-
bankment fifty feet high, half a mile up 
the Animas and just above the river At 
this point the surroundings only indica• 
ted too plainly the fate of the poor un for-
tutiate. In some way he had started a 
small slide, Mr. Roth immediately re-
turned and Procuring assistance and tele-
terns returned to where the poor man was 
buried in the snow, It was only the 
work of a re* Minutes to find him. Whet! 
found'he was standing on his head---his 
feet barely covered. The snow was pack-
ed almost as hard as ice around his head. 
It was thought by some that he was stun-
ned and before recovering consciousness 
lie was suffocated, as it was impossible 
for him to breathe. The slide Wile hot 
more than fifty feet long nor more than 
twenty five feet wide. The evidence goes 
to show that he fired and killed his bird, 
as it was afterward found, but it will al-
ways remain a mystery whether he start 
ed the slide when he fired or whether he 
started it while going after the deed bird. 
His gun was found a few feet above 
where the slide started. The deceased 
leaves a wife and two children Whd are 
very much affected by his death. On 
Monday noon Rev. M. A. Bullock beld a 
short service over the dead body, there 
being only a few intimate friends present. 
Mr. Ockenhausen has only been a resi- 
dent of this place since last July. He was 
the superintendent of the French Boys 
Mining company. of which his brother- 
in-law is President. He has made sever- 
al trips to the mine this winter over one 
of the most dangerous routes in the San 
Juan, and then to get caught in such a 
small slide in en unlooked for place while 
out shooting, makes it one of the saddest 
deaths it has been our misfortune to chron-
icle for some lime. 

Mrs. John G. Taylor is an intimate 
friend of Mrs. Ockenhausen and has done 
everything in hie' pewee to comitift her 
in her distress, 

As soon as the railroad is opened the 
body Will be taken to New Yeek City and 
pieced in the family vault. The family 
will also return to that city."

Biography and travel 
stand next in order, with 80.000 volumes. 
The law department, with its 35,000 vol 
ones, steads third on the Hat, and of po-
etry there are at least 20.000 volumes. 
The medical works present a front of 8.-
000 and the standard novels comprise a 
carefully selected list of about 5000. No 
novels of a lower order than those com-
monly known as standard are allowed in 
this valuable collection. The books are 
allowed by law to be loaned out to the 
President of the United States, members 
of his Cabinet. Judges of , the Supreme 
Ussort and the Court of Claims, the mem-
bers of the Senate and the House of Rep-
resentatives and the Diplomatic Corps in 
Washington. The stone privilege is also 
exteniled, by courtesy, to many of the 

men employed about the Capitol 
building and to the clerks of the v,:rioos 
Cringressional committees.
