Mine Lhasing. 
Several Rico mines have at one time or 

another been worked under leases, and 
this method of working has generally 
been productive of best results to both 
lessee and owner. Speaking of the bene-
fits of leasing a Leadeille paper says: 

The general features of leasing and the 
reciprocal benefits to owners and opera-
tors are too generally understood to need 
recapitulation and only the practical re-
sults demand recital. No district in the 
state has so thoroughly adopted this sys-
tem, and here we find not only all classes 
of mines thus operated, but also all classes 
of citisens enlisted in the' grand army of 
lessees. Buelhess men, professional men, 
the clergy, sporting men, miners and even 
newspaper men are enrolled in the ranks. 
seeking, securing and operating under 
royalty to owners. That there should be 
a diversity in character of ground chosen 
for operations is natural and consequent-
ly the success of the lessee is variable, 
but still the work goes on and failure 
does not deter fresh ventures. To illus-
trate the extent and popularity of leasing, 
a classification of some prominent prop-
erties is given. Among the mines work-
ed exclusively by lessees are the Adelaide, 
Argentine, Robert E. Lee, Arnie, Cres-
cent, Catalpa, Iron Hill Consolidated and 
Smuggler Consolidated. Among those 
operated Iii part by lessees and also by 
owners, are the Little Chief. Little Pitts-
burg, laming Star, Henriett, Silver 
Cord, Evening Star,Iron Silver, La Plata, 
and Florence. Under company manage-
ment exclusively are the Matchless, Chry• 
solite, Leadville Consolidated, Maid of 
Erie, Clontarf, Brooklyn, A. Y., Colonel 
Sellers, Crown Point and Pinnacle. 

It is estimated that four-fifths of the 
mines about Leadville are operated whol-
ly or in part by leasers, slid that more 
than one half the ore product is the re-
sult of their labor. The present daily 
output here, despite low prices for lead, 
closely approxinttates 1,000 tons, and ful-
ly one-tenth of this amount is dump glean-
ings. It is noticeable that the best mines 
do not disfavor lease workings, and equal 
ly apparent that leasers evince no disin-
clination to hew very close to the line of 
demarkation between profit and loss. A 
well-known lessee to•day remarked to the 
writer that the value of considerable of 
his shipments was 41 ounces in silver per 
ton, carrying about 28 to 30 per cent. in 
lend. Working charges for such grade 
ore are $7 per ton, and after this is de 
ducted a royalty of 20 per cent. is paid to 
the mine owner, and still there remains a 
handsome profit to the leaser, since the 
lead covers smelting charges and royalty, 
leaving the silver to pay mining, trans• 
portation and profit. The profit per ton 
is small, but the bulk compensates for 
this deficiency. That such a low grade 
ore can be profitably handled testifies to 
the wonderful advancement made in eco-
nomic and extended smelting facilities. 
A few years ago it would not have suffic-
ed for smelting charges alone. 

Two LODES IN ONE Aristickrrox.—In 
reversing the decision of the Commission-
ers of the Laud Office in a recent case, 
the Secretary of the Interior has decided 
that a lode claim application for patent 
may embrace two or more lode claims. 
But this ruling applied only to cases aris• 
ing before the circular of instructions of 
June 8th, 1883. This ruling (though the 
reverse of former ones) has become nec-
essary in view of recent judicial interpret-
ations, especially those of the United 
States Supreme Court. In the case of 
the Smelting Company vs. Kemp, it was 
decided: "The last position of the court 
below, that the oWher of contiguous loca-
tions who seek a patent, must present a 
separate survey and prove that upon each 
the required work has been performed, is 
as untenable as the rulings already con-
sidered. The object in allowing patents 
is to vest the fee in the miner and thus 
encourage the construction of permanent 
works for the development of the miner-
al resources of the country. Requiring a 
separate survey and notice, where several 
adjoining each other are held by the same 
individual, would confer no benefit be 
yohd that accruing to land officers from 
an increase of their fees. The public 
would derive no advantage from it and 
the owner would be subjected to onerous 
and often ruinous burdens. 

It was, therefore, very natural, when 
patents were allowed, that the practice 
of presenting a single application with 
one survey of the whole tract should pre-
vail. It was at the outset, and has ever 
since been approved by the Department, 
and its propriety has never before been 
questioned. Patents, we are informed, 
for mining ground of the value of many 
millions of dollars, have been issued upon 
consolidated claims, nearly all of which 
should be invalidated if the pfdpositions 
assumed by the defendants could be sus-, 
tained."—New York Mining Record.

Blasting Without Caps. 
The Ruby Hill (Nevada) Mining News 

produces the following. We'll bet Rico's 
NEWS against Ruby Hill's Nets that the 
thing can't be did: 

A miner employed at Ivanpah, San Ber-
nardino county, California, has lilt upon 
a new way of exploding giant powder 
that may work a revolution in the use of 
that explosive. It has always been be-
lieved that giant powder wouldn't explode 
without the fulminate cap, and in the use 
of the cap was the great danger to he ap-
prehended. Our miner, by the way, is a 
sailor without any miner's experience, 
and rah out of caps, and seeing no reason 
why the powder should not explode with-
out it, just placed his ftise in position, 
tamped his charge and ignited his fuse; 
the result was that it exploded as well as 
though a cep had been used. The result 
did not surprise him, but it did the miners, 
who at once began the experiment, and 
haste been exploding giant powder without 
caps since, and find that it does just as 
well as with them, while the danger of 
premature explosion from the cap while 
tamping is avoided. No one thought of 
it before and if our sailor had known 
more of mining he Would not have thought 
of it. 

Law on Tunnel-Sites. 
On this much complicated subject the 

Denver Mining Review says: There is no 
authority of law for a tunnel location 
3,000 by 1,000 feet. 

A proper location is the width of the 
tunnel itself for three thousand feet. 

The requirements of location and no-
tices of a proposed tunnel apply only 
where blind lodes are sought to be discov• 
ered. Where a party runs a tunnel to 
develop a known lode, already discovered 
and located, notice of such Intentions is 
not required, and a tunnel location need 
not be made. 

Tile "line of a tunnel” is the width 
therefore and no more, and this line is 
required to be marked on the surface by 
stakes or monuments placed along the 
same, from the face or point of commence 
mont to the terminus of the tunnelsline. 

When a lode is struck or discovered 
for the first time by running a tunnel, 
the tunnel owners have option of record-
ing their claim of fifteen hundred feet all 
on one side therefore.

Maximilian's Execution. 

Mr. William McCarthy furnishes the 
Washington Hatchet with an interesting 
account of the manner of the execution 
of Maximilian, which he obtained from 
the Jeffe Politico of the place where the 
unfortunate Austrian met his death. 

Maximilian, Marrimon and Mexia were 
placed side by side, with Maximilian in 
the center. He, however, calmly said: 
"I am alien•born; give the place of honor 
to a native-born Mexican," and moving to 
the left, gracefully waved Marrimon to 
take the center place—the place of honor. 

He refused to allow his captors to tie 
his arms, and just before the work "fire!" 
was given. he tore the bandage from his 
eyes, and raising himself up to his fullest 
height, received the fatal volley. 	All 
three were instantly killed, practically 
riddled with, bullets, the Mexican Govern-
ment having considerately ordered forty 
muskets for each man.

THE LELIA DAVIS. 
The Lelia Davis has this week shipped 

about 20 tons of good ore and is produc-
ing from one stope about 2 tons daily. 
Eight men are working and are preparing 
to open new stopes. The winze from 
tunnel to shaft has been timbered, pre-
paratory to extracting the ore struck in 
sinking the shaft, and which runs about 
65 ounces. It will be dropped to the tun-
nel and shipped by way of the new trail. 
passing by the mouth of Little Maggie 
tunnel. 

THE LITTLE MAGGIE. 
About 175 tons of Little Maggie ore 

has been delivered to the Pasadena smelt-
er and is now being sampled. There are 
about 300 tons of are at the mine, prob 
ably 8 tens of which are daily being 
brought down. Recently five feet of 
sand carbonate ore was struck in the breast 
of the tunnel, now 500 feet in and 400 
feet below the surface. An average of 
the entire width of the vein was taken as 
nearly as possible and runs 43 ounces in 
silver, 32 per cent in iron and 27 per cent, 
lead. 

THE GRAND VIEW. 
The fire brick, plates, etc.. for repair-

ing the Grand View furnace have arrived 
and work on the furnace will be at once 
commenced. It will require several days 
to finish the task of repairing, as only one 
mason can be employed at any one time 
to advantage and a'few more days will 
be required for drying. The ore has not 
lately been shipped to the smelter, but it 
has been stored and is accumulating at 
the mines. A new body of ore was open-
ed this week is the Grand View mine. 
As the ore lately mined has been from 
the Phcenix ground, this should consider 
ably increase the ore production, 

Tag SANTA CLSIIA MILL. 

Men will be put to work in the Santa 
Clara mill on next Monday morning, get-
ting it in shape for operations after an 
Idleness of some months. The mill, 
with the Puzzle Extension, is under 
lease to E. P. Suydam, although leases 
of mine and mill have no connection. 
The rich developments in the mine have 
caused this step, and it is expected to 
keep the mill fully supplied with ore of a 
free-milling character from the Puzzle 
Extension and other mines. The capaci-
ty will be 20 tons daily. All arrange-
ments have been perfected, and within 
the next two weeks the mill will be at 
work; Mr. Suydam thinks in 8 or 10 days. 

THE PREMIER. 
The Premier is a lode which has all of a 

sudden sprqng into considerable promi-
nence. Last week it was almost unheard 
of outside of a small circle: this week it 
is receiving much attention. Thirty sacks 
of the mineral were sent down to the Pas-
adena and the mineral ran 42 ounces. A 
little later 12 sacks of ore, containing 
mineral of three grades, was tested and 
the result was; 50, 62 and 90 ounces, re-
spectively. The mineral is very easily 
mined, being contained in a vein from 5 
to 6 feet wide, with pay streak of 2i feet, 
which can be easily worked with pick and 
shovel. The character of the ore is a 
quartz spar, somewhat discolored, and 
looking as though it did not carry silver 
enough per ton to plate a teaspoon. The 
stuff is said to be over 90 per cent. silica. 
A. tunnel is in on the vein, but a chamber 
is being cut some distance back from the 
breast and a shaft will be sunk. Sheiv-
loy, Bangs, Sherry and Goble are at work. 
The claim was located in 1880 and it is 
owned by W. B. (Ed) Sheivley, of Rico, 
and Franc 0. Wood and W. H. Lamb, of 
Colorado Springs. 

THE C. H. C. 
The C. H. C. has attracted more atten-

tion within the past two weeks than any 
mine in the district and it deserves more 
than passing notice. On Monday last 
two men were put to work on a mill-hole, 
22 feet from the workings which have 
produced ore since the resumption of 
work. On Thursday morning they open-
ed up 12 inches of ore, and the vein in the 
other workings holds out as before. In 
this connection we have a correction to 
make; last week a number of papers were 
printed stating that the pay-streak, was 
12 inches in width-we should have said 
48 inches. A road is being built by 
W. H. Sockrider, who is working a num-
ber of men and it will be finished some 
time next week; a wagon can be drawn 
to the mine, but it will require some days 
to put it in complete repair. The grad-
ing for the boarding house has been com-
pleted and it will be built at once and 
other preparations for work (luring the 
winter will be made. One hundred and 
fifty sacks of ore were at the mine last 
night ready:for shipment to day. The 
ore is of very high grade, and the last 
mill-run on C. H. C. ore (made some time 
ago) was 230 ounces in silver. D. M. 
Evans is foreman at the mine. 

THE PUZZLE EXTENSION. 
It has been a long time since we have 

had anything of particular interest to re-
cord from the Puzzle Extension mine, 
but the developments of the past few 
days place it in shape to produce iich ore 
in no limited pantity. Work was com-
menced on a small scale a short time 
ago and since that time various tests 
have been made on the ore. We give 
them in order as made, and by whom. 
All tests were, for silver: 

By McCmey-73 ounces, 
By Pasadena-77 ounces, 
By McCasey-46, 71, 73 and 116 

ounces. 
By Pasadena-54, 22, 170, 45 and 142 

ounces. 
By McCasey-139 and 207 ounces. 
By Grand View-107 ounces. 
Yesterday 52 sacks of ore were sent to 

the Pasadena smelter, taken from various 
portions and intended as an average of 
70 feet of exposed mineral. Much of 
this shows native silver and chloride ore 
and it will give a high return. 

An increased force was put to work on 
Thursday. An underground survey of 
the mine was made this week and shows 

it to be in line with the old Puzzle for a 
distance of more than 700 feet. The 
mine, as is generally known, is now un-
der lease to E. P. Suydam for a term of 
two years, beginning some little time 
back. An incline will be run from the 
level of Horse creek to strike the present 
workings, which are 111 feet below the 
surface and a California whim will be 
put in use. At present the ore and waste 
must be run 250 feet and then raised by 
windlass to the surface. 

WILL CHARGE TO-NIGHT. 
The fire in the Pasadena furnace was 

lighted about half- past eight o'clock last 
Saturday night and has been burning 
ever since. Everything being in readi-
ness for the match, Mrs. Jno. F. Watkins 
applied it to a DOLORES NEws procured 
for the purpose and the fire which is des-
tined to reduce much of Rico's crude ore 
into bullion was kindled. We feel proud 
of the compliment to the NEWS. We 
were content that the paper should do 
its utmost to advance the enterprise, and 
feel pleased to think that its efforts should 
he thus recognized, in practically using 
it as a means to start the fires of the fur-
nace. The furnace is working splendid-
ly, and the first charge of slag, put in to-
day, was melted in one hcur. The heat 
is intense and nothing is lacking now 
that could be desired. Some time to-
night the furnace will receive its that 
charge of ore and we hope will not be 
empty for many a day. About 250 tons 
of ore are already bedded and ore hins 
and sheds are crowded with mineral 
ready for the blast. The capacity of the 
concern for the reception of ores will at 
once be increased. Everybody about 
the works is happy to-day and certainly 
no enterprise ever commenced its opera-
tions under more favorable auspices than 
does this one. It enjoys the confidence 
and good *ill of the people and all hope 
and believe that the good work the en• 
terprise has done in stimulating the min-
ing industry here has but fairly begun. 
That it has so stimulated development is 
apparent on every side. It has brought 
into the range of profitable treatment, 
the ores of many mines heretofore worth-
less end many which otherwise would 
have been idle are to-day not only work-
ing but producing. 

- 	- 
Great Fire in Cleveland. 

CLEVELAND, Sept. 7.-A great confla-
gration is raging on the flats. The en-
tire fire department is in service and tel 
egrams were sent to Akron,Youugstown, 
Painesville, Erie, Sandusky and Toledo 
for assistance. Tho origin of the fire is 
unknown. Incendiarism is suspected by 
some, bid the most probable theory is 
that sparks from a tug set fire early in the 
evening to a pile of shavings, from which 
the flames spread until the wood of Per-
ry & Co's. extensive lumber yard was 
ablaze. The fire continued to extend, 
defying all efforts of the firemen. The 
lumber yard of Potter, Birdsall & Co. 
and C. G. King & Co. were also con-
sumed. 

The Variety Iron works are destroyed. 
Stanley's candle factory is burned and 
part of Sherwin, Williams & Co's. var-
nish works, and at 10 o'clock the con-
flagration threatens to become still more 
extensive. 

About ten acres of lumber and frame 
buildings were aflame at one time and 
huge clouds of smoke, thickly studded 
with blazing cinders, were blown by the 
changing wind for miles, causing intense 
excitement lest the myriads of sparks 
should kindle fires in every direction and 
perhaps lay waste a large part of the city. 

A Petroleum Spring near Pagosa. 
It has long been known that on the 

Nauajo river, about twenty miles from 
Pagosa Springs,a petroleum spring exists. 
Petroleum issues from the rocks in a small 
stream and runs off into the river. The 
indications are that it has been running 
for a long time, as a large deposis of as-
phalt has been formed surrounding the 
spring. Recently the locality was visited 
by a gentlemen interested in oil and some 
of the oil and asphalt was brought away 
by him. The asphalt, says the Denver 
News, was sent to Profr Davis, chemist of 
the Agricultural College, and analyzed 
with the following result: 
Oil 	 34.943 per cent 
Other combustible matter.. 5.889 per cent 
Moisture and mineral 	59.168 per cent 

The oil is quite pure and burns readily 
although it is believed to be more valua-
ble for lubricating than illuminating pur• 
poses. 

The country abounds in coal, shale 
and sandstone, which are supposed to be 
favorable indications for the production 
of petroleum. The Durango branch of 
the Denver & Rio Grande road runs near 
this section of the country, rendering it 
easy of access and convenient for prose-
cuting the oil business if it should prove 
to be profitable. 

THE Mayflower mine, located up in 
Bridal Veil Basin and owned by Gamble, 
Wagoner and Sheey, has been bonded to 
E. L. Davis and Mr. A. Wilson, of Staford 
in England, for $75,000, the sum of $1,000 
forfeit money being paid down to the 
Mayflower boys, who will continue work-
ing the property until the bond expires, 
at which time the mine will no doubt 
prove its value and pass into the hands 
of a rich company.-Telluride Journal. 

Mr. Davis, spoken of above, returned 
to Rico this week and tells us that it is 
not improbable that he will go to London 
this winter, where negotiations looking 
to the sale of the Mayflower have already 
been entered into. The mine is one of 
the best ones of that rich gold region and 
is bonded fur one year. A ton of gold 
specimens, which are very beautiful, as 
well as possessing great intrinsic value, 
were Aurned over to to Messrs. Davis and 
Wilson, for use in showing what the vein 
has in it, and these specimens have been 
sent to England.

"SECTION 6.—Each member of the general 
"assembly, until otherwise provided by law, 
"shah receive, as compensation for his ser-
"vices, seven dollars—$7.00—for each days at-
"tendance and fifteen —15— cents for each 
"mile necessarily travelled in going to and re-
"turning from the seat of government, and 
"shall receive no other compensation, perqui- 
site or allowance whatsoever. No session of 

"the general assembly shall exceed ninety 
"days. No general assembly shall fix its own 
"compensation." 

"Section nineteen-19—of said article five 
—5—of the Constitution of the state of Colo-
rado shall be amended so as to read as follows, 
t°-it:" 

"S 	ioe 19.—No act of the general assem- 
bly shall take effect until ninety days after 

"its passage,—except in case of emergency 
"which shall be expressed in the act —[unless] 
"the general assembly shall by a vote of two-
"thirds of all the members elected to each 
"house otherwise direct. No bill, except the 
"general appropriation bill for the expenses 
"of the government only, introduced in either 
"house of the general assembly atter the first 
"thirty days of the session shall become a law." 

"Section twenty-two-22—of said article five 
—5--of the Constitution of the state of Colora-
do shall be amended so as to read as follows, 

..6Eento-wit:" 
ON M.—Every bill shall he read by 

"title when introduced, and at length on two 
"different days in each house; all substantial 
"amendments made thereto shall be printed 
"for the use of the members before the final 
"vote is taken on the bill, and no bill shall be-
"come a law except by a vote of a majority of 
"all the members elected to each house, nor 
"unless on its final passage the vote be taken 
"by ayes and noes and the names of those vet-
"lug be entered on the journal." 

"And by said act submitting said amend-
ments it is further provided that" 

"Each elector voting at said election and de-
"sirous of voting for or against all of the 
"amendments as a whole, shall deposit in the 
"ballot box a ticket whereon shall be written 
"or printed the words 'For the amendments,' 
"or the words 'Against the amendments.' Any 
"such elector not desirous of voting as afore-
"said may express his approval or rejection of 
"any one or more of said amendments as in 
"the other case; PROVIDED, That he shall des-
"Ignate any amendment so approved or ro-
"jected by him, by number in the order in 
"which It occurs in this act, "and that" the 
-votes cast for the adoption or rejection of 
"said amendments or of either of them shall 
"be canvassed and the resell determined in 
"the manner provided by the laws of the state 
"for the canvass of votes for representative 
"in congress."

Senator Galloway's Position. 
A short time ago a resolution was 

adopted at Lake City by the republican 
convention of Hinsdale county requesting 
Governor Grant to issue a writ requiring 
an election to be held to fill an alleged va-
cancy in the position of Senator in the 
Twenty-first Senatorial District, now held 
by. Jas. P. Galloway. The cause of this 
was that Mr. Galloway had removed his 
residence from Hinsdale county, although 
still within the district he represents, his 
cattle range being in Dolores, San Miguel 
and Montrose counties. Senator Gal-
loway was in Denver a few days ago and 
was interviewed by the Tribune-Repub-
lican in regard to the matter, when he said: 

"I have noticed the action to which 
you allude. That action proceeds from 
parties who have always been unfriendly 
to me personally, and is based upon false 
premises. As a matter of fact my, present 
location is within the boundaries of the 
Senatorial District which I was duly chos-
en to represent. My headquarters are 
located in San Miguel County, my range 
extending into Montrose and Dolores. 
When I was elected to the Senate, Ouray 
County, which was a portion of the 
Twenty-first District, extendod westward 
to the Utah boundary and included all of 
territory now forming the new count of 
San Miguel. You will therefore see that 
I am actually located within the bounda-
ries of the district fur which I was duly 
chosen and that the action of the Hins-
dale Convention was without warrant. 
The passage of the resolution was with-
out doubt procured by certain persons for 
ulterior designs, and I have no doubt 
had the facts I have stated been known 
to the convention the purpose of my per-
sonal enemies would have met with signal 
defeat. 

But there is another point to this ques-
tion. In locating in San Mguel and 
Montrose counties I have done merely 
what people of this State are doing daily. 
I have simply established my business 
there just as I might establish a business 
stand in Denver. As a matter of fact I 
have not permanently moved my resi-
dence to San Miguel, although I am 
proud to say that I intend to do so just 
as soon as proper arrangements can be 
made for the comfort of my family. Un-
til this can be done my family will reside 
at Del Norte, where I now have a house, 
and in the meantime I and my boys will 
watch our herds along the borders of the 
Dolores and San Miguel. Why, I am re-
quired to pay taxes on my ranch and herds 
in the Twenty-first Senatorial District, 
which establishes the fact that I am still 
a resident of the district I represent in the 
Senate." 

"Then you don't believe Governor 
Grant will take any notice of the resolu-
tion adopted at Lake City?" 

"Of course he will not. Why should 
he? I am aware that under Section 2, 
Article 5, of the State Constitution, the 
Governor is authorized when vacancies 
occur in either House to issue a writ of 
election to fill such vacancy. But the 
vacancy must clearly exist, and be shown 
to exist. not by a mere declaration 
thoughtlessly made, but by actual facts 
legally ascertained and established before 
such writ can legally issue. Even should 
the Governor issue a writ the election 
would amount to nothing, for the reason 
that I do not intend to vacate. The Gov-
ernor cannot make a vacancy. I am the 
only matt in the State who can do that, 
and I assure you I have no such intention. 
The State Constitution authorizes each 
branch of the Legislature to alone judge 
of the election and qualification of its 
members, and as I still possess all the le-
gal qualifications I possessed when elect-
ed and admitted to a seat in the Senate, 
it is not likely that I will be disturbed or 
that the question will ever be raised in  

the Senate. No, I will be in my place in 
the Senate next wister if I continue to 
enjoy my usual good health." 

Bleaching Bones. 
While Messrs. Waggoner and Barnett 

were hunting on the West Dolores this 
week, they ran across "Navajo Jack," 
whose real name is Jack Bader. but who 
acquired his title by a long residence 
among and close companionship with the 
Indians. He is a well known character 
In this section and his headquarters are at 
Trout Lake. Jack told the hunters that 
he had discovered the skeleton of a man 
and he described the location of it as in a 
gulch on the western side of the West 
Dolores, and near the head of that 
stream. He said that the weeds had 
grown up all about the bones and that he 
was almost over it before he saw it. The 
skull, he said, 'was missing, but the ribs 
and bones of the leg were intact, and 
that there was no doubt that the bones 
were those of a human being. Messrs. 
Barnett and Waggoner tried to find the 
bones and search closely for some means 
of identification, but they entered the 
gulch too high up and encountered a 
precipitous slope of slide rock, which 
prevented them from descending to the 
vicinity of the whitening remains of some 
poor hunter or prospector, who gave up 
his life in some one of the many ways 
which might befall a 'wanderer in the 
mountains. 

This poor unfortunate has evidently 
gone the wa3 	many others in this coun 
try, who sud ienly and mysteriously dis-
appear from :;Je sight of friends and are 
never afterwards heard of, and after a 
time are even lost to memory. An in-
stance in point is the loss of Jno. Geisel 
from this place in the spring of 1880, 
who went off on a prospecting trip and 
and was never again seen, and his fate is, 
and probably always will be, a mystery. 
His existence is almost forgotten and if 
in a few years his skeleton is discovered, 
there will be no thought of the lost Jno. 
Geisel. Every year a skeleton or two is 
discoyered somewhere in this-country and 
each one tells a sad story, made all tile 
more pathetic because only the ground 
work of the tale is apparent. 

All Right, Gentlemen. 
A couple of weeks ago the following 

paragraph appeared in this paper: 
"The Montrose ditch people have failed 

and left a vast amount of debts behind 
them. To show that they were success-
ful confidence operators, we will say that 
they downed T. B. Townsend, formerly 
of Rico, for $4,000 worth of hardware, 
etc. The ditch is about finished and will 
doubtless be taken hold of by somebody. 
The extensive and productive Uncom-
pahgre valley will make it a profitable 
investment." • 

We are inclined to believe that a mis-
take has been made, as this week we 
have received the following letter from 
Mr. Townsend, inclosing the paragraph: 

"You will please correct the enclosed 
paragraph as wrong. I never made such 
a statement, and have never had any 
fears but what the ditch company would 
pay up in full. They do not owe me 
any such amount, but when they pay up 
I will collect in about that amount from 
parties connected with the ditch, which I 
cannot expect to get before then. Please 
don't forget to make the correction in 
your next paper." 

The Montrose Messenger seems to think 
that Mr. Townsend is virtually ruined by 
the paragraph, and says: 

"The DOLORES NEWS does Mr. Town 
send of this place a great injustice by 
stating that the ditch company 'downed 
him for $4,000 worth of hardware.' 
There is not a word of truth in this, and 
our contemporary might to correct its 
mistake before greater injustice is done 
Mr. Townsend." 

The Montrose Enquirer reprints the 
article in question and said: 

"We called on Mr. Townsend last 
Thursday and he says there is not a word 
of truth in the above regarding his loss. 
Mr. Townsend is nothing out on the 
ditch company or any one, for which  he 
is not amply secured, and he is not afraid 
of the ditch company in the least. While 
the latter are behind in payments to a 
great number of our merchants, the prop-
erty they own here is ample if even sold-
at public auction to more than cover all 
indebtedness. The Uncompahgre Canal 
is one of the big properties of Montrose 
county. We hope our contemporary will 
correct the error he has made." 

In consideration of this triple request 
we will say that Mr. Townsend is a man 
of his word and when he says that he has 
not lost anything, he should be believed. 
We were told that be bad lost $4,000 by 
Mr. L. J. Levis, who was a sub-contrac-
tor on the ditch, and who is likewise a 
man of his word. Where he got his in 
formation we are unable to say.

An American's Discoyery. 
The St. Louis Globe-Democrat says: A 

well known Philadelphia citizen, J. J. 
Boyle, has just returned from Vigo,Spain, 
*here ho claims to have discovered, after 
thorough And exhaustive exploration of 
the inner harbor of that town, a fleet of 
sunken Spanish galleons,supposed to con-
tain not less than $2,000,000 in bullion, 
which he expects to rescue from a watery 
depository. These galleons • are a portion 
of a fleet of treasury ships sunk in the 
harbor in the early part of the eighteenth 
century, during a conflict between En• 
glish and Holland war ships and a French 
and Spanish fleet. Mr. Boyle left Piffle-
dilphia several months ago with a view 
tb recovering these sunken treasures, his 
enterprise having been directed in that 
channel by information imparted to him 
lit' coulidenteal manner. He not only 
located the vessels, but found many pieces 
of silver of ancient coinage and other 
curiosities, among which were some coin 
that had been washed almost as thin as a 
piece of paper and thrown upon the rocks 
to a distance of forty-five feet by the 
heavy surf which was constantly breaking 
over the wreck. Mr. Boyle, as soon as 
he had located the wreck, secured- the 
services of several' divers at Liverpool, 
and work was immediately begun upon 
the vessels which had rested undisturbed 
for nearly 200 years, The galleons are 
lint, round-steamed, clumsy vessels with 
bulwarks three or four feet thick, and 
built up above stem and 'stern like castles. 
Two more sunken vessels were also dis-
covered and examined north of the islands 
of Barons and Esteles, ill Vigo Bay. Mr. 
Boyle himself went down in a diver's suit 
to the treasure galleons sunk in the inner 
harbor, and found the vessel covered with 
mud to the extent of four or five feet. 
The wood-work of the sunken fleet he 
discovered to be in a sound condition. 
The number of the sunken galleons is not 
known. Permission to recover the money 
has been obtained from the Spanish Gov-
ernment and work will be commenced 
immediately. 

HUNDREDS of mining claims have been 
located'in and around Rico during the 
past five years, but for want of capital 
the assessment work even was not kept up 
in ninny of them. Many have been work-
ed which brought rich returns to their 
owners. The discoveries made within 
the last eighteen months hve greatly in-
creased interest in the mines, owing to the 
very favorable results obtained, and a 
large number of mines in this district will 
now be continuously worked.—Denver 
Journal of Commerce. 

STATE Veterinary Surgeon Holcombe 
of Kansas has filed with Governor Glick 
his report of the cases of Pletwo-pneumo-
nia which he has been investigating in 
Illinois. He recommends that until all 
the localities in which the disease exists 
have been made public, that Kansas shall 
quarantine against the world and admit 
no cattle except they undergo a strict 
quarantine for a period of twenty days. 
The live stock Sanitary Commission will 
consider the matter at a meeting to be 
held shortly. 

THERE are mines in this State upon 
which thousands of dollars have been ex-
pended without reaching pay ore, which 
might have been made large producers 
long ago by the exercise of average busi 
ness ability on the part of the owners and 
managers. Honesty and common sense 
must go together in successful mining: 
the lack of one or the other of these in 
owners; as welt ;as managers has made 
many a really good prospect or mine a 
failure.—Denver  Mining Review.
