INTERESTING INDIAN NEWS.

From the Durango Record, June 11th.

A party of men who went out from
Parrott City to assist the cow-boys in re-
covering their cattle recently stolen by the
Indians, in the neighborhood of the Mon
tezuma Valley, returned Thursday even-
ing. 'They report that they found no In-
dians either in the Montezuma Valley or
on the Dolores. The settlers reported
that they had gone over inte Utah on a
raid. The people in that vicinity are
firmly convinced, that these hostile In-
dians include many of the young men of
the Southern Utes and not Pah Utes alone.
They have now, however, all gone out of
the state.

From the Durango Democrat, June 11th.

The Utes have been over to the Los
Pinos Agency in large numbers lately and
have been smiling on and shaking hands
with the commissioners. Their stomachs
are well filled with Uncle Sam’s provis-
ions and this is doubtless what makes
them jovial and feel good. These sava-
ges ought to be a happy and contented
set since they have a good supply of
clothing, blankets, horses, provisions,
guns and ammunition, no work and heaps
of fun and enjoyment, all at the expense
of our government; but for all, these var-
mints cannot control their savage and
sinful nature, which crops out occasion-
ally in the way of murdering some whites
and stealing horses. But what could the
U. 8. do without these fellows? What
would become of the officials in the nu-
merous fat offices connected with Indian
affairs if the pets were non est? What
would be done with the $5,000,000 worth
of patronage now disposed of through the
Indian bureau? Why don’t some of our
western congressmen take this Indian
business by the horns and show up the
farce that is being played year after year
before the American people at an expense
of §5,000,000 per annum.

Los Pinos AgeENcy, June 8, via LaAxgn
Ciry, June 9.—The Ute commissioners,
together with a .Jarge escort of cavalry
and infantry, leave here Thursday morn-
ing at (121\11"ht bound for Grand River.
Upon arriving there, a selection of lands
for a new reservation for the Utes will be
made, so soon as made the Utes will be
removed thereon. General McKenzie ar-
rived yesterday, and is in command of the
troops.

Everything is in readiness, and the Ute
commission will start on Thursday morn-
ing for the Grand River country to locate
thereservation for the Utes. Chief Sa-
pavanaro and the other four Utes select-
ed to accompany the commission have
not reported, but are expected to-night.
If they are not here when the start is
made the commission will go without
them.

The following dispatch was sent out
from Lake City, June 9th:

A courier from the cantonment on the
Uncompahgre, below Los Pinos, says that
on Monday last William May and a hun-
dred other ranchman  organized a com-
pany, attacked a band of hostile Utes
near the big bend of the Dolores river,
and after a hot engagement the Utes were
forced to retreat, leaving two of their
braves dead on the field The ranchmen
declare their intention to maintain their
seftlements and mutually aid if their de-
fence. 'This will be a serious drawback
to the Ute commissioners, who are now
engaged in selecting a new reservation
to remove the Utes to, from thv Uncom-
pahgre. A general outbreak isonly a
question of a few days.

The above report is false, as no battle
or engagement of any kind had taken
place at that time. The settlers went in

A HARD COUNTRY.

How San Juan is Represented hy
Tenderfeet.

The following letter taken from the St.

Louis Globe-Democerat, will introduce
some new ideas into the minds of the
people of this section. “Big Aleck”

Fleming plays quite an important part in
the drama and Chas. A. Mantz, the first
editor of the NEws is brought in inciden-

tally. Comment on the absurdity of this
model eastern letter is entirely unneces-
sary:—

Mr. Chas. Klunk who returned a few

days ago from the San Juan country in
the southwest corner of Colorado, enter-
tained a Globe-Democrat reporter * last
night with a graphic account of the man
ner in which men live in that remote
mountain region.

“It is the finest climate in the world,
where I was last winter; 6,000 feet above
the sea; ‘A deep vale shutin by Alpine
hills,” as Claude Melnotte would have put
it. A little gem of a wvalley, about two
miles long and a mile wide, with a roar-
ing stream of crystal water flowing
through the center. No storms or vio-
lent winds ever reach the valley, and no
dew ever falls there. The snow was
breast high, but'it. was not cold, and I
never put on a coat; nothing but my blue
flannel shirt and pants. The men there
are a little rough, and kill each other on
slight provocation, but a peaceable man,
who doesn’t swagger and blow, is never

molested. There is no law, and courts
and constables are unknown. Therer are

three farms in  the valley. and they raise
magnificént crops—all but corn, and that
does not ripen on account of the early
frosts. They have potatoes weighing:
two pounds, and sell them for three cents
a pound. I stopped at the house of my
old friend Richardson, a retired shoe
merchant of Philadelphia, who lives
mostly by hunting, and killed 190 deer
last winger. He sells the venison to the
freighters at ten cents a pound. 1 was
going to see a man fifty miles away, and
one of the farmers came in and asked if
I was the man who was going to Blank’s.
Itold himI was. He says, ‘Well, come
and take a drink with me, and T'll show
you the barkeeper who killed the man
you are going to see, an hour ago.” I
suggested that we had better go to some
other place to get a drink, but he carelessly
said: ‘O! it makes no difterence; he's a
good fellow; he's all right.” We went in
and T insisted upon treating and invited
the barkeeper to join us. “He looked at
me, and says, ‘Ain’t you a St. Lonis man?’
I told him I was. He says, I thought so.
Do you know Charley Mantz? T told
him Charley and I were born and raised
together. “Well,’ says he, ‘Tam Aleck
. , and Charley Mantz is my ancle.’

Aleck was a fine, dark complexioned,
black-haired man, weighing 1756 or 200
pounds. He was a noble-kearted, jovial
fellow; he looked you square in the eye
and was full of fun. IHe owns
mines andsaid to be worth a million. He
acts as barkeeper for another man, and
gets no salary except as much whiskey as
h(l W ‘mL to drink, and that is considera
ble. The man he killed was a stockman,
who came into the saloon while Aleck
was in the back room, and began to abuse
him. Aleck heard bim, and came to the
door and opened on the man with a re-
volver, and shot him full of holes. I
asked him next day what he was going to
do about it, and he said he had been tried
and acquitted, which meant that some of
the Jeading men had told him he had done
right. There was no trial about it. When
aman kills another out there in a fight,
they don’tinquire very strictly into the
circumstances, but make up their minds
that they can’t bring the dead man to life
by hanging the Killer, and so nothing is
done about it. But when a man murders
another to rob him, the vigilantes turn
out, and have no mercy on him; they just
fill his skin with lead, and tumble him
into a hole like a wolf.

“Are you going back to San Juan?”’

“No, I think not: but it is a glorious
counfry. I enjoyed splendid health there,
but I came back to St. Louis with its
wretched climate, and feel the rheuma-
tism in my bones already. The little
valley where Richardson lives is on the
Pacific slope; you have to bend your
head back to look up at the tops of the
mountains, and when you look down it is
{ like the bottomless pit.

In 1870, Colorado only had a popula
tion of 89,864. She had no aspirations
for state-hood. Not a railroad had en-
tered her borders. Her assessed valua-
tion was only $12,000,000, and her bul-
lion yield per annum was only $3,375,000.
The pioneer railroad, ten years ago, hesi-
tated long before crossing the desert to
enter Colorado. Now the state is girdled
by railroads, and railroad companies tun-
nel under snow-clad mountains and blast
their way through her defiles and passes,
without regard to expense. The popula-
tion has swelled to 200,000. She has an
assessed valuation of $74,000,000, and
her bullion yield in 1880 was $22,500,000,
and for 1881 it is cstimated at $40,000,-
000. - Her cattle and sheep have swelled
also from a few scattering herds in 1870
to enormous proportions in 1880. Each
year she now ships east 100,000 head of
beef cattle, and the statistics of 1880 show
1,600,000 sheep in the state.—ZLeadville

There \
lava beds near there extending about fi
miles, and Mr. Patterson is of ‘the beli
that the entire population, in some fors:
mer period, must have been suddenly
exterminated by a great volcanic eruptlon.
He thinks at one tlme the crater of thee
mountains was sixty miles long and frora,
fifteen to twenty miles across, an erup !
tion from which would destroy everyy
living thing within a hundred miles.

Col. D. C. Russell, formerly of Smii
Juan, but now of New Mexico, pays the |
following pretty little tribute to the mem- |
ory of N. H. Love:

In 1874 Newton Herbert Love was &
Tennessee youth. He was my intimate
personal friend, and was for years mylaw
partner in the then young southwest Col-
orado. Knowing him well, I thoroughly
understood his nature, fully shared his
confidence, and, with an especial empha-
sis, admired and loved him. In the very
dawn of manhood he gave promise that
men seldom witness. At five and twenty
he had become the intellectual peer of the
ablest lawyers at an exceptionally able
bar. He was no orator, but he was a
thorough lawyer. By merit prominent in
public matters, his extreme modesty, like
the virgin blush of virtue, but disclosed |
the vestal deity that burned beneath it.

His death was caused by that laudable
ambition which permitted no rest from
labor. Had his strength not failed, there
is no naming his future. No man made
fewer mistakes. No man was readier to
correct those few when shown them.
Radically opposite to me in political faith,
he cousulted freely with me while himself
the standard bearer of the democracy of
his section; and oh! how sadly pleasant
it is now to recall the stirring scenes of
those campaigns.

Silverton and Ophir Toll Road.
From the La Plata Miner.
A large number of our readers will be
pleased to learn that work has been com-
menced upon this important public enter-
prise.

RULES OF THE COUNTY COURT OF DOLORES
COUNTY.

Rure 1. Wednesday of each week
shall be devoted to hearing motions and
demurrers,at which time either party mey
call up a motion or demurrer for the pur-
pose of having it disposed of, provided
written notice of the sameshall have been
given and filed 24 hours previously.
Causes at issue may be set ‘down for tri-
al by the request of cither party, on this
day, and.at none other.

ULE 2. Upon the sustaining of ade-
murrer or motion, or upon the oyer-rul-
ing of a motion or demurrer, the oppo-
site party shall plead by 12 o’clock noon
ot the next Saturday, unless for good
cause the court shall grant further time.

RULE 3. Causes shall be taken up and
tried in the order in which they have
been set down, and any cause not tried
when reached for trial in its order, shall
be placed at the foot of the docket.

Rure 4. Civil causes appealed from
the justices of the peace courts, must be
docketed by the appellant within ten days
after filing transecript in this court, and if
the appellant shall fail to pay costs and
docket his cause within said time, the ap-
pellee may pay the costs and have the
cause docketed and apply to the court
for a rule on the appellant to refund the
costs paid by the appellee within such
time as may be fixed by the court.

Rure 5. Litigants shall pay costs
made by them at the time the same ac-
crues, or else advance such sum at the
time of commencing each suit, or before
being permitted to defend, as the clerk
shall think sufficient.
