One of the most con-
venient features of the ve-
hicle is the stretcher which 
can be raised or lowered on 
extendable bars for facili-
tating moving a patient. 

The ambulance is now 
,quipped with two front 
warning red lights and two 
blinking side spot lights 
which will be augmented by 
the addition of a top-mount-
ed flashing emergency light 
and a siren.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

Section 1. That Section 17 

of Article VII of the Consti-
tution of the State of Texas 
be amended so as to hereafter 
read as follows: 

"Section 17. In lieu of the 
state ad valorem tax on prop-
erty of Seven Cents (7t) on 
the One Hundred Dollars 
($100.00) valuation heretofore 
permitted to be levied by Sec-
tion 51 of Article III, as 
amended, there is hereby lev-
ied, in addition to all other 
taxes permitted by the Con-
stitution of Texas, a state ad 
valorem tax on property of 
Two Cents (2t) on the One 
Hundred Dollars ($100.00) 
valuation for the purpose of

for use within heavily pop-
ulated city limits because 
of its low toxicity to human 
beings and warm-blooded 
animals. 

Last month the USDA 
warned of possible ha-
zards in using other pesti-
cides known to have rela-

tively low toxicity to man 
and warm-blooded animals, 
the USDA statement said. 

"Malathion is the only 
pesticide that has been re-
gistered for undiluted use 
in low-volume spraying of 
this type," the statement` 
pointed out. 

In another step toward 
commercial use, Malathion 
LV concentrate has also 
been accepted for use on the 
cereal leaf beetle, grass-
hopper and beet leafhopper. 

The broad-range perform-
ance of this highly concen-
trated form of Malathion on 
various crop pests was de-
monstrated in major insect 
control programs directed 
by USDA in 1964.

Treasurer, Commissioner of 
the General Land Office and 
Secretary of State; and cer-
tain statutory state officers;

necessary proclamation: and-
publication. 
RESOLVED BY THE LEGIS-

LATURE OF THE STATE 
OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Section 4, 

Article IV of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas be 
amended so as to hereafter 
read as follows: 

"Section 4. The Governor 
shall be installed on the first 
Tuesday after the organization 
of the Legislature, or as soon 
thereafter as practicable, and 
shall hold his office for the 
term of four years, or until 
his successor shall be duly in-
stalled. He shall be at least 
thirty years of age, a citizen 
of the United States, and shall 
have resided in this state at 
least five years immediately 
preceding his election." 

Sec. 2. That Section 22, Ar-
ticle IV of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas be amend-
ed so as to hereafter 'read as 
follows: 

"Section 22. The Attorney 
General shall hold office for 
four years and until his suc-
cessor is duly qualified. He 
shall represent the state in all 
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receive to their own use any 
fees, costs or perquisites of 
office. All fees that may be 
payable by law for any Service 
performed by any officer spe-
cified in this Section or in his 
office, shall be paid, when re-
ceived, into the State Treas-
ury." 

Sec. 4. The foregoing Con-
stitutional Amendments shall 
be submitted to a vote of. the 
qualified electors of this State 
at an election to be held on the 
first Tuesday after the first 
Monday in November, 1965, at 
which election all ballots shall 
have printed thereon the fol-
lowing: 

"FOR the Constitutional 
Amendments providing a 
four-year term of office for 
the Governor, Lieutenant 
Governor, Attorney General, 
Comptroller of Public Ac-
counts, Treasurer, Commis-
sioner of the General Land 
Office, Secretary of State, 
and any statutory state offi-
cer who is elected by the 
electorate of Texas at large, 
unless a term of office is 
otherwise specifically pro-
vided in this Constitution." 
"AGAINST the Constitu-
tional Amendments provid-
ing a four-year term of of-
fice for the Governor, Lieu-
tenant Governor, Attorney 
General, Comptroller of Pub-
lic Account s, Treasurer, 
Commissioner of the General 
Land Office, Secretary of 
State, and any statutory 
state officer who is elected 
by the electorate of Texas 
at large, unless a term of 
office is otherwise specifical-
ly provided in this Constitu-
tion." 
Sec. 5. Nothing contained in 

this Resolution shall be con-
strued so as to extend the term 
of office of any officeholder 
previously elected to a two-
year term. 

Sec. 6. The Governor shall 
issue the necessary Proclama-
tion for the said election and 
have the same published as 
required by the Constitution 
and laws of this state.

The three-inch walleye 
recently captured were in 
excellent condition indi-
cating the 500,000 walleye 
released are growing rapidly 
in their new home. 

SanAngelo--Tiny walleye 
fry released in Lake Mere-
dith north of Amarillo two 
months ago are already 
three inches long, reports 
Aquatic Biologist Lonnie 
Peters of the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department. 

On May 10, a half mil-
lion walleye about one-
fourth inch long were flown 
from Spirit Lake, Iowa, to 
Borger, Texas and released 
in Lake Meredith. 

Two ways have been us-
ed to try to destroy the 
growths; pulling the well 
and chemical treatment.

The test 
program last year revealed 
th ese advantages for low 
volume aerial spraying: 

--Excellent control of 
the boll weevil over hun-
dreds of thousands of acres 
was achieved with extreme-
ly small amounts of Mala-
thion LV Concentrate. 

Total material applied 
per acre of cotton was re-
duced 97 per cent.This was 
achieved by eliminating the 
heavy water load.
