"All I seem to read and hear about 
in the news lately are stories about 
children being abducted and abused 
and left emotionally scared or 
worse-murdered,” said Ramsden, 
who has three children and one 
grandchild. “ I felt that a company as 
community-oriented as Southwestern 
Bell Telephone could use its re­
sources and help with the growing 
concern for missing childrfen."

Gary Stevens, Manager-Com­
munity Relations said the program 
should help make the faces of missing 
children familiar to company em­
ployees who live and work in 
neighborhoods across the state.

The company program provides a 
series of posters each quarter which 
include photographs and information 
on five missing children. Each poster 
includes a photo of the child, full 
name, birthday, sex, hair and eye 
color, the city and state the child is 
from ,!the date the child disappeared. 
Also included is Child Find’s toll-free 
number, 1-800/1- AM-LOST or 1-800/ 
426-5078.
Children featured in this ^poster 
program are not necessarily from 
areas or states served by Sout­
hwestern Bell. In fact, Gary Stevens 
said Child Find points out that 
missim? children often have been 
moved to a region other than the area 
from which they were taken.

When an employee calls to report 
seeing a possible missing child, Child 
Find will tiy to match the description 
with children reported missing.

“ This project is another example 
of our employees” tradition of 
concern for their communities,” Gary 
Stevens said. “ We want to do our part 
to find missing children, and spread 
the word there’s something we all can 
do to help end this tragedy involving 
children.”

Gary Stevens said Southwestern 
Bell participates in a number of 
community programs promoting pub­
lic safety. The company provides 
fingerprint identification cards fo * 
children; participates in numerous 
neighborhood patrol programs known 
as “ Crimewatch”  or “ Crime- 
stoppers;” and supplies “ Quater 
Keepers” for children. Quarter 

Keepers, provided by Southwestern 
Bell Telephone at on charge, hold a 
quarter for a pay telephone call, land 
provide space to record a number to 
call in case a child is lost or needs 
help.

Southwestern Bell also distributes a 
home security brochure to Texas 
customers as part of its Tele-Help 
customer information program.

-They usually are accompanied by an 
adult and have few friends their own 
age.-Follow your instincts. If some­
thing “ feels” wrong, it usually is. 
-If  a child asks for help, act 
immediately. - - contact the police if 
you are certain a suspicious situation 
exists.-Exercise caution when deal­
ing with these situations.

Actually, beef is ideal for 
modern, low-calorie diets because today’s 
leaner cattle provide beef th a t is, on the 
average, ten percent lower in calories than it 
was in years past.

Beef is hard to digest.

F a c t :
Beef is highly digestible — more digestible, in 
fact, than vegetables. Beefs ingredients are 96 
percent digested, and its abundant nu trien ts 
are almost completely absorbed and used by the 
body.

To date, reported links between diet and cancer 
have been mostly hypothetical A group of
scientists convened by the American Cancer 
Society concluded that no single dietary factor, 
including fat or meat, could possibly account 
for more than a small fruct ion of cancer in the 
U.S. In any event, the issue is fat, of all types, 
and not meat per se. If a person accepts the 
theory that a low-fat diet will help prevent 
cancer, beef should probably be in th a t person’s 
diet, because modern beef is lower in fat and 
calories and high in protein, vitam ins and

'A C T :

The meat industry is the most regulated of all
food industries. It has been described as the 
most regulated industry in the nation, with the 
exception of the nuclear energy industry. 
Physical inspections of meat are made in 
packing plants by certified inspectors from the 
sta te  or the U.S. Departm ent of Agriculture. 
When a violation is uncovered, it  results in 
substantial news coverage — because it is a rare 
and truly unusual event.

'A C T :
Beef actually contains substantially larger 
am ounts of ceriain vital nutrients. Beef
contain^ nine times as much Vitamin B-12 
ounce for ounce as chicken, about two and a half 
times as much iron and four tim es as much zinc. 
(Iron and zinc are the two most common 
nutritional deficiencies in America today.) Beef 
is what nutritionists call a "nutrient-dense” 
food. It supplies a large share of essential 
nu trien ts and a relatively small share of 
calories. For example, a three ounce serving of 
lean beef supplies only eight percent of an 
adult’s daily calorie requirem ents — but 45 
percent of the daily protein requirem ents.

Beef provides iron with the same nutritional 
value as the iron in vegetables.

Beef cattle production uses grain th a t could be 
used to feed the world’s hungry.

Beef cattle  graze on valuable land th a t could 
be used for the production of crops for humans.

A C T:
The grain fed to livestock is mostly “feed” grain, 
for which there is little or no demand as human 
food. Grain — either food grain or feed grain 
— will not be produced unless there is a market 
for it. The livestock industry provides that 
market. Actually, the grain fed to beef cattle 
represents only 15 percent of the total feed for 
cattle. ___________

About one billion acres of the nation’s 2.2 billion 
acres of land are used for pasture and grazing. 
The vast majority of this land is too rugged, too 
arid, too wet or too high to cultivate crops of 
any kind. If it were not for grazing rum inant 
dour stom ach' anim als like cattle, th is one 
billion acres of land would have no productive- 
use. C attle  are able to convert otherwise 
unusable cellulose in grass and shrubs into

Adding one telephone line almost 

every 35 seconds of every business 
day in 1985. That's the challenge 
Soubweotern Bell Telephone faced 
last year in meeting the service 
demands created by Texas' growth.
