PHOSPHORUS CAN UP % 

CALF CROP, WEANING 
WEIGHT 

With green grazing be-
coming limited, beef cat-
le producers need to give 
special consideration to 
supply phosphorus for 
their herds. This mineral 
is deficient at times in all 
sections of Texas,with late 
summer, fall and winter 
being periods in all areas. 

Cows fed phosphorus 
supplements where the de-
ficience occurs may aver-
age as much as 200 pounds 
heavier than those not re-
ceiving the supplements, 
says Del D.Thompson, Ex-
tension animal husband-
man,Texas A & M Univer-
sity. Calves may weight 
50-70 pounds more at wean-
ing age, calf crops can be 
increased as much as 30 
percent and cows may con-
ceive earlier after cal-
ving. 

Practical methods of 
supplying phosphorus to 
range cattle include solu-
ble phosphorus in drinking 
water and phosphorus sup-
plements in mineral feed-
ers.

Mono-
sodium phosphate may be 
added to water-troughs by 
hand, while there are auto. 
matic dispensers which 
add the desired amount of 
mineral solution to a given 
amount of water. 

Where the mineral is 
added by hand, recommen-
dations generally call for 
one-fourth ounce of mono-
sodium phosphate per eight 
gallons of water or one-
fourth ounce per head 
daily. A stock solution of 
two-and-one-half pounds of 
phosphate per gallon of 
water or 100 pounds to 40 
gallong of water is recom-
mended when using an auto-
matic dispenser. This ma, 
chine automatically pro-
portions the mineral to the 
water. 

Sheltered mineral feed-
ers offer protection from 
wind and rain thereby les-
sen waste. The weather-
vane type is satisfactory 
if kept level and treated 
with a rust preventive, ex-
plains Thompson. Having 
the feeding through 12-18 
inches above the ground 
will permit calves  free ac-
cess to the minerals. The 
feeding box should be di-
vided so that only salt 
may be supplied in one 
compartment and addition-
al minerals in the other. 

A mixture of one part 
salt and two parts steamed 
bonemeal by weight is re- 
commended for self-feeding 
where phosphorus is highly 
deficient. Half and half 
mixer are best under border-
line conditions whereas 
bonemeal without salt is 
recommended in saline 
areas, as in sections of 
the Gulf Coast. Where salt

GRAIN SORGHUM IN 
RAT ION 

This is the second part 
of this series. Steam heat- 
ing ground mile in a trial 
at the Oklahoma station re- 
sulted in lowered feed in- 
take and reduced daily 
gains of calves self-fed 
rations containing 55 per 
cent of the treated grain. 
Average daily feed intake 
for calves receiving steam 
heated milo was 15.33 
pounds compared with 16.84 
pounds for those receiving 
normal ground milo. Aver-
age daily gains were 2.27 
pounds and 2.51 pounds 
for the steam heated and 
normal ground milo groups, 
respectively. 

Just why the results of 
the California and Arizona 
trials have varied so wide-
ly is not clear. it may be 
speculated, however,, that 
wide diferences may exist 
between varieties of grain 
sorghums as well as differ-
ences in the same variety 
grown in different soils and 
locations. 

This may be confirmed -
from results of a survey 
made by the K ansas Experi-
ment Station. An extensive 
2-year study was 'made of 
the protein variation of 
some 20 varieties of grain 
sorghum grown in several 
locations of the state and 
under varied fertilization 
programs and cropping 
systems. Wide variations 
and protein content were 
found in both 1961 and 
1962. The highest 1961 
level found was 12.8 per 

titcent; lowest 6.6 per cent—
cent--difference of 6.2 per 
cent. A similar wide protein 
level variation was found 
from the study of environ- 
mental and location effect. 

In 1962 similar results 
were obtained between 
varieties and location on 
the protein level of grain 
sorghums. The effect of 
fertilization resulted,in an 
increase in both protein 
content and yield. It was 
observed that samples with 
relatively high protein lev-
els in 1961 also tended to 
have high levels in . the 
1962 crop. 

It seems quite evident 
from trials and observa- 
tions made that there is 
a wide difference between 
varieties of grain sorghum 
which may make it desir- 
able, if not necessary, to 
analyze 	each lot of milo 
befcre including it in a ra-
tion on order to properly bal-
ance the ration. This is 
very difficult but could be 
quite important. For ex-
ample, if grain made up 
60 per cent of a complete 
ration and contained 6 per 
cent protein instead of 11 
per cent the final formula 
would be approximately 3 
per cent deficient in pro- 
tein.

New officers are taking 
over their duties in nearly 
every club and organization 
as of the first of January. 
Just how effective an offi-
cer you will be depends up-
on your training and exper-
iencein leadership abili-
ties. 

Even if you ate not an 
officer of your club you 
still carry a responsibilty 
of knowing to a certain ex-
tent, officers duties and 
your own duties as a mem-
bers. 

During part of the month 
of January, I will devote. 
the space in my column to 
setting forth the general 
qualifications and responsi-
bilities of club officers 
and members for your in-
formation. 

Starting at the top of 
the executive offices are 
the organization president, 
and vice president. the 
vice president does not 
(nor should not, as many 
elected to this position 
are prone to believe) have 
a "snap" job to perform. A 
responsible vice president 
should not only know the 
duties of the presidency, 
but carry out other functions 
as delegated to him by his 
club members. 

In many clubs, the vice 
President is the program 
chairman. This menns be-
ing in charge of the pro-
gram for the meeting, see-
ing that the program is pre-
pared and will be given. 
The program chairman, if 
necessary, arranges for 
guest speakers, gives 
guest speakers notice of 
time, place and other in- 
formation. 

The President is the 
official representative for 
his club. He presides at 
the meetings, art is res-
ponsible for the parliamen-
tary conduct of the meet-
ing. When presiding, the 
best way to get through 
the entire meeting without 
forgetting something, is to 
make careful preparations 
before the meeting. List 
items to be on the program 
With the name of the per-
son who is responsible 
for each. 

Making careful prepara- 
tion helps anyone be 

"Every year we seem to 
be making more poogress

In a year end report of 
the activities of the local 
Cancer group, Mrs. McClel-
lan pointed out the fact 
that at the close of 1964. 
thirty-eight per cent of the 
people who develop cancer 
were being saved while in 
1935 only twenty per cent 
were being cured, "If we 
can enlarge our educational 
program of Cancer's Seven 
Danger Signals, we can 
save fifty per cent with the 
knowledge and treatment 
that science has developed 
so far; therefore, we hope 
to reach at aleast half the 
population of Hansford 
County with our education-
al films and materials in 
1965," continued Mrs. Mc-
Clellan. 

"The Dallas County 
Unit received a special Na-
tional Cancer Society A-
ward from an outstanding 
educational program on can-
cer of the colon and re-
ctum. They reached 63,000 
people with their open show-
ing of "Life Story", our 
Cancer Society film deal-
ing with the second most 
deadly type of cancer. If 
we can get people to recog-
nize the importance of the 
proctoscopic examination, 
we can save twice as many 
people.". 

"And we must expand 
our attack on smoking. The 
mounting evidence shows 
that. three-fourths of all 
lung cancer, the most dead-
ly cancer, could be pre-
vented if people would re-
cognize the facts and stop 
smoking. We'll we showing 
our films on smoking more 
and more, said _Mrs. Mc-
Clellan. 

Summarizing the Cancer 
research program, Mrs. Mc-
Clellan pointed out that 
the American Cancer Soc-
iety, through its voluntary 
contributions, is spending 
almost twelve million dol-
lars on research with over 
$700,000 being spent in 
the Texas Research Institu-
tions. Two very promising 
areas of research at this 
time are in chemotherapy, 
or drugs, and against leu-
kemia in the next five to 
ten years 

"We hope to reach more 
and more people with out 
Unit Service Program in the 
coming year. We w ant every-
one to make and keep a 
New Year's resolution that 
they will have a complete 
physical examination ear-
ly in 1965. And' we want 
them to learn Cancer's Sev-
en Danger Signals: unusual 

bleeding or discharge, a 
lump or thickening in the 
breast or elsewhere,a sore 
that does not heal, change 
in bowel or bladder habits, 
hoarseness or cough, in- 
digestion or difficulty in 
swallowing, and a change 
in a wart or a mole. if any 
of these symptoms lasts 
longer than two weeks, the 
individual should consult 
his physician immediately. 
We'll be hammering this 
message in 1965 and every 
year until cancer is con-
trolled," concluded Mrs. 
McClellan.
