AUSTIN -  Barry Haenisch was 
the easiest guy to spot in Saturday’s 
midnight crowd on the artificial turf 
of Memorial Stadium. He was the 
one with the smile covering half his 
face.

The Gruver football and track 
coach, who’s leaving the profession 
at the end o f the school year to con­
centrate on his restaurant business, 
received the best going away pres­
ent he could ask for when his six 
athletes gave him a surprising 
Class 1A state track championship.

The Greyhounds, second last 
year to Munday, this time around 
topped the Moguls and edged Cal­
vert in the team standings to be­
come only the sixth boys’ team 
from the Panhandle-area to win a 
state track title.

Gruver won a pressure-filled 
1600 relay to finish with 42 points to 
nip Calvert’s 40. while defending 
champion Munday was third with 30 
points. The Hounds join Lazbuddie 
in 1961. Tascosa in 1963. Booker in 
1964-65, Memphis in 1976, and Pan­
handle in 1984 as local state champi­
ons.

Team champions in 1A. 2A, 3A 
and 5A were not crowned until after 
1 a.m. Sunday because of a 4V.j-hour 
delay due to a torrential Saturday 
afternoon downpour. And while it 
rained all over the city, it rained 
gold medals for area track athletes.

Eleven individuals and two relay 
teams captured state crowns, in­
cluding La/.buddie’s Paul Gonzales 
late Saturday night in the 1A 300 
hurdles, to make 1986 one o f the 
best, if not the best, showing in his­
tory by area athletes. Two teams 
won state championships as Gruver 
joined the Pampa girls, who took 
the 4A crown Friday night.

“ This was my swan song," 
Haenisch said. "I 'v e  been ir. coach­
ing for 15 years, and you don’t get in 
this business just for something like 
this, but to go out with a state cham­
pionship means a lot to me. These 
seniors were sophomores when I 
cam e to Gruver, and I told them 
they'd win a state championship in 
something before they left.”

The team of Alex Renteria, Loyd 
Cator. Justin Finney, Steven Fry,
Mark Gilbreath and Steve Duncan 
took advantage o f a balanced field 
which was without a dominant 
team. Only three teams had both re­
lays. for example, and the Hounds 
made the most o f their two relays 
and two individuals.

“ The first time I thought we had 
a chance was when I pulled all the

icgional times together," Haenisch 
said, “ and I realized we had as 
much there as anybody. No one 
here had so much that they were 
uncatchable."

Gruver had just one first place, 
but got two other high finishes that
helped. At approximately 12:31 
a.m., the Hounds won the 1600 relay 
in 3:28.8, a relatively slow time as 
nearly all were, a factor which 
could be attributed to the lajc hour 
and the wet track. Cator gave his 
team a big boost in the 200 when he 
was picked second in a 22.8 photo 
finish.

Gruver’s remaining 14 points 
came nearly 11 hours earlier. Be­
fore the rains came, the 400 relay 
finished third in 43 9. *nd Gilbreath 
was fifth in the 800, running a 2:04.3 
into the teeth o f the storm.

“ The delay helped us.”  Haenisch 
said. "F or one tiling, it gave us a 
I'hanec lo cat and get some rest be- 
i ause we didn't have anyone itin- 
eing until about 8 p.m. Plus, I think 
it look some momentum a way1 from 
Munday. who really got out of ihe 
blocks.”  Y  \

Indeed, Munday won the 400 re-* 
lay in 42.8, nearly a second faster 
than its previous best time, but the 
meet was halted a short time after 
that.

“ 1 honestly didn't think we'd win 
a state « hampionship,”  Haenisch 
said. “ I thought we’d be in the hunt, 
but we had to have a lot of things go 
right for us to win. 1 thought it 
would take a dropped baton by 
Munday in the 1000 relay for us to 
win the thing.”

For all fans of fate, that's exact­
ly what happened. Entering the fi­
nal race, the 1600 relay. Calvert led 
with 40 points. Munday was second 
with 28 points, while Gruver had 22 
points.

Calvert had no relay team en­
tered, so if Gruver were to win the 
title and keep Munday from repeat­
ing. the Hounds had to win the re­
lay, and hope Munday finished third 
or lower.

Guess what? Munday dropped 
the baton on the first exchange, and 
with a balanced field, that miscue 
was costly. By the time ii retrieved 
the stick. Munday was out o f con­
tention. and ultimately finished 
sixth. Meanwhile, Gruver got a 
strong third leg from Duncan, who 
moved the Hounds from third to 
first as they went on to win the race 
-  and the state title.

“ We didn’t say anything to them 
(about having to win the race),” 
Haenisch said. "We didn't want to 
put any more pressure on them. We 
just wanted to let them run.”

Safety awareness 

Month
A nyone working outside around 

the hom e this time o f year should be 
careful to stay clear o f pow er lines, 
says Hermilo Martinez, manager of 
safety for  Southwestern Public Ser­
vice Com pany (SPS).

It’ s appropriate that M ay is 
National Electrical Safety Aware­
ness M onth, M artinez says, be­
cause people are spending more 
time outside, near pow er lines and 
electrical facilities.

"T h e  slightest touch o f a power 
line can be enough to seriously 
injure or kill,”  M artinez says. 
"S om etim es people forget to think 
about those lines when they’ re 
trimming trees, m oving a ladder or 
putting up a rooftop antenna."

Those who live in neighborhoods 
with underground electrical dis­
tribution lines should be careful 
when digging, too, Martinez says.

Spring storms pose another po­

tential hazard, he says. "H igh  
winds can dam age poles and lin es," 
he says. "A n y o n e  who sees a power 
line sagging or hanging broken 
should stay away from it, keep 
others away, and call us im m ediate­
ly. And be sure not to touch 
anything the line is touching, like a 
chain-link fence, which also could 
have becom e energized and danger­
o u s ."

M artinez says parents should 
teach their children the dangers of 
c a r e le s s n e s s  arou n d  e le c tr ic ity ,
especially since school soon will be 
out for the summer.

"K id s  will be spending more time 
on their own, away from the 
h o u se ,"  he says. “ They need to 
know to stay out o f substations and 
to not clim b utility poles or trees 
near overhead lin es ."

In h er b ook  Stress and the 
H ealthy F am ily , research er D e- 
lores Curran says that h er studies 
o f  stress -e ffe ctiv e  fam ilies show s 
they use fo u r  com m on  m on ey  
m anagem ent techniques.

First, they learn  to control 
m on ey  stresses togeth er. In two- 
paycheck  fam ilies they m ay pay 
d ifferen t b ills ou t o f  each  check, 
and in oth er fam ilies  there may be  
separate a ccou n ts fo r  h ousehold  
e x p e n s e s  a n d  d is c r e t io n a r y  
m oney. But in  general, m on ey  is 
not con s id ered  to be lon g  to one 
partner o r  the other, but is theire 
as a  fam ily.

S econ d , th ese fam ilies bu dget, 
a lthough  h ow  tightly they bu dget 

varies w idely . T h e fam ilies ten d  to 
p lan  fo r  fix ed  m onthly  costs like a 
h om e, car  and m edica l and insur­
an ce  paym en ts and then  d ivide 
the rest in to  savings, fo o d  cloth­
ing, recreation  and m iscellaneous.

Setting aside  som e  savings fo r  
e m erg en c ies  is  an esp ecia lly  im­
portant featu re  o f  the bu dget, 
beause it m ean s that the fam ily 
d o e s n 't  fall apart w hen  som eth ing 
out o f  the ord inary  happens.

Curran a lso  fou n d  that w hen 
m on ey  g e ts  tight, healthy fam ilies 
ten d  to  sca le  d ow n  m ore e ffe ct iv e ­

ly than others. T h ey  d o  this by 
revising their ex pectation s . So, for  
exam ple, the fam ily  that has taken 
an expen sive  vacation  each  sum ­
m er m ay settle  fo r  a nearby 
w eekend  cam ping trip w hen  fin ­
an ces are reduced .

O th er fam ilies w ho re fu se  to 
low er  their expecta tion s often  
d e p e n d  m ore  on  cred it, w h ich  can 
add to their financial stress in the 
long  run.

Fourth, stress -e ffe ctiv e  fam ilies 
d ev e lo p  m ethods fo r  m aking 
m a jor pu rch ases w ithout the need 
fo r  painfu l argum ents. C ou ples 
tend to respect each  oth er ’ s daily 
d ecision s on  sp en d in g  unless 
th ere ’ s an unusual reason  such  as 
h igh  m onthly  bills o r  loss  o f  a  job.

But fo r  m a jor pu rch ases, such 
as a n ew  car, furn iture o r  trips, 
these cou p les  share their own 
fee lin g s , fears and attitudes and 
take into con sideration  the d iffer­
ent attitudes o f  th eir  partner. This 
m akes it p ossib le  fo r  them  to 
strike a  com prom ise .

T h e skills o f  sharing, bu dget­
ing. revising expecta tion s and 
com prom isin g  m ay not seem  like 
m uch, but ev iden tly  they add up 
to a  fam ily  that can  handle 
fin an ces w ithout it becom in g  a 
m a jor  p roblem  in their lives.
