Cutting Horse Association’s $1.6 mil­
lion World Championship Futurity 
Dec. 2-14 at Will Rogers Coliseum.

With veteran Jody Galyean in the 
saddle. Royal Silver King marked a 
220.5 in the finals of the Open 
division, Dec. 14, to capture the 
championship, which was worth $155, 
519 including go-round and semifinal 
money. The sorrel stallion, which is 
owned by Kenneth Myrick of Big 
Sandy, Tx., had led through the first 
and second go-rounds with scores of 
222.0 and 216.0 but had dipped to 
fourth in the semifinals with a 218.0.

William Murrell’s horse, Docs Dog 
Patch, of Gruver Texas won $6,774.00. 
The horse was riden by John Tolbert.

Over $1.6 million in prize money 
was paid out in the Non-pro and Open 
divisions during the Futurity, which is 
the richest indoor equine event in the 
world. Over 800 horses from the 
United States and Canada competed 
during the 13 day event.
The NCHA’s next championship is in 

Houston, February 18-22, when the 
World Championship Finals are 
staged as part of the Houston Live­
stock Show & Rodeo.

Electrical safety is important all 
year 'round -  especially during the 
holidays. To help assure that your 
family has a safe and happy holiday 
season, Southwestern Public Service 
Company offers the following electric­
al safety tips.

Treat Christmas trees with care.
Place live trees in a  tree stands or 
other containers with water reservoirs, 
then water frequently. Place trees 
away from heat sources such ss wall 
heaters or fireplaces that could cause 
trees to dry out. And make sure trees 
don’t  block doorways or frequently 
used pathways in your home.

After the holidays, dispose of 
Christinas trees safely. Don’t  try to 
bum branches in the fireplace; ever­
greens can burst into flames unexpect­
edly.

If you perfer an artificial tree, 
choose one that is certified fire-resist- 
ant, and never put electric lights on a 
metal tree. If the lights should 
malfunction, you could get a danger­
ous electric shock from touching any 
part of the tree. Instead, illuminate an 
artificial tree with colored floodlight or 
spotlights.

Make s u e  Christmas fights are ia 
good repair. Buy only those that are 
safety-certified by recognized testing 
agencies like Underwriters Laborator­
ies (UU- 'Hien, before hanging lights 
on your tree, check for frayed or bare 
wires, loose connections, damaged 
plugs or sockets.

When decorating the tree, position 
bulbs so they are not touching 
branches or needles. Use fire-resistant 
decorations, not lace, paper, or other 
flammable items, on your tree.

Remember to turn Christmas lights 
off before you leave the house or go to 
bed for the night.

Hang fights in their proper places. 
Don’t  use indoor lights outside. These 
lights are not waterproof and could 
short-circuit in rainy or snowy 
weather. Don’t  string outdoor lights 
inside, jither. Outdoor lights bum 
hotter tian  indoor lights and can 
create a fire hazard if hung on a 
Christmas tree.

Be especially careful when hanging 
outdoor ’ights on rooftops or in tall 
trees. Stay clear of electrical lines and 
make sure neighter you nor your 
decrations come into contact with 
those lines.

Buy safety-approved electrical gifts.
When buying electrical toys or ap- 
plaiances, look for labels certifying 
that the items have been approved by 
a recognized safety testing agency.

Don’t  overload electrical circuits. 
During the holidays, people often plug 
in extra lights, appliances, and port- 
able heaters, and run extension cords 
throughout their homes. Overloading 
electrical wiring can cause the circuit 
to overload and start a fire.

Santa used to be 
portrayed as the D utch S anta of 
Washington Irving’s "Knickerbock­
er History" but he now became the 
Santa of "The Night Before Christ­
mas.”  Now Santa was fat and jolly, 
decked ou t in a red suit w ith a 
wide leather belt, boots, and o f course 
a fluffy white beard.

It was interesting also that Santa’s 
designer, Nast, also went on to be­
come famous as the designer o f the 
Republican elephant and the Demo­
cratic donkey.

Lebkuchen Cookies

1'/« cups light brown sugar 
V* cup runny honey 
1 egg,beaten 
1 tsp. grated orange peel 
1 tbsp. orange juice
1 Zi cups all-purpose flour
'A tsp. each: groundcinnamon, 

ground cloves, mace and ginger 
Vi tsp. baking soda 
Zi tsp. salt
2 oz. ground almonds
V* cup chopped candied peel 
V\ cup glace cherries 
6 oz. whole blanched almonds

Over low heat melt honey and 
sugar together. Cool. Beat in grated 
peel, orange juice and egg. Sift flour, 
baking soda, salt and spices into large 
bowl; stir in the honey mixture, the 
ground almonds and orange peel. 
Keep overnight in refrigerator in 
greased aluminum foil. Take a fourth 
of the dough at a time from refriger­
ator; roll out to 3 /8”  thick on well- 
floured board. Cut into IZ i"  rounds. 
Place well apart on baking sheet 
lined with baking parchment or oil­
ed greaseproof paper.

Put half a cherry in the middle and 
4 almonds to make a flower on top. 
Bake 375° 10-12 minutes. Cool on 
baking sheet. Store in airtight tin for 
week or two.

Christmas T ree Custom
The Christmas tree became a Christ­

mas tradition in America before it 
arrived in England. George the Third’s 
Hessian soldiers decorated Christ­
mas trees during the American Revo­
lution. Earlier, still, German settlers 
in Pennsylvania decorated Christ­
mas trees with colored paper, sweets 
and lights. The tree became an Eng­
lish Christmas custom only after the 
German Prince Albert married Queen 
Victoria.

Sinterklaas Eve
In Holland there is an interesting 

custom of giving Sinterklaas’ gifts. 
The gifts are all wrapped in such a 
way as to disguise their contents. 
The gift is also accompanied by a 
pertinent, witty verse designed to 
amuse or em barrass the receiver. 
The one who gives the gift and the 
one who writes the verse is unknown. 
After the special supper on Sinterklaas 
Eve, the basket of verses and gifts 
are passed around, the gifts are open­
ed and the verses read amid much 
laughter and blushes.

Frosted Fruit
1 tbsp. water
2 egg whites
Vi cup granulated sugar 
Grapes, cherries, currants, straw­

berries
Whisk egg whites and water until 

frothy but not stiff, with a fo rk . Place 
the sugar in a shallow' bowl. Dip fruits 
by bunches, or individual pieces into 
egg white. Use a pastry brush to make 
sure the entire fruit is covered with 
the liquid. Now dip the fruit into 
sugar, pouring the sugar over the 
fruit with a teaspoon until fruit is 
completely covered. Shake off excess 
sugar and dry on wire rack. Decorate 
puddings and other festive dishes or 
use in a stemmed bowl as a center- 
piece.

Cancer

Center
Christmas has arrived early a t the 

Don and Sybil Harrington Cancer 
Center, and we invite you to celebrate 
with us Monday, December 22 a t 2:30
p.m.

A $15,000 gift from the Cabot 
Corporation has allowed the Cancer 
Center to purchase two state-of-the- 
art phantoms for the School of 
Radiation Therapy Technology. 
"Pixy” resembles a mannequin but 
she’s certainly no dummy. The phan­
tom’s internal construction duplicates 
the bone structure, organs and body 
cavities as they normally appear in 
human x-rays. The phantom is helpful 
in simulating patient treatment condi­
tions. Training in positioning the 
patient is critical for radiation therapy 
technologists, because they must align 
the patient to treat exactly the same 
area every day.

"In the clinic there’s no room for 
mistakes," explains Clinical Coordi­
nator Danny Strahan. "Using the 
phantom in the lab lessens the 
pressure and emphasizes the actual 
technique. Pixy’ is as close to an 
actual patient as we can g e t The 
phantoms allow us to predict and 
empirically demonstrate a calculated 
dose of radiation in the body."

The RT200, nicknamed "Rando” , is 
a radiaiton therapy dosimetry phan­
tom, made up of cross sections of the 
body from head through trunk. 
"Rando”  will help students with 
treatment planning, dosimetry (calcu­
lating radiation dosage/exposure), 
and checking their techniques. The 
phantom may also be used for 
developing new treatment techniques 
because of its ability to illustrate 
results. Small cavities throughout the 
phantom hold thermoluminescent do­
simeter rods, sodium flouride crystal 
chips which emit light following 
irradiation. A senor is then used to 
evaluate the reading.

"These phantoms will help the 
students immensely, especially in the 
laboratory setting. It allows them to 
enhance their technical knowledge 
and their expertise before entering the 
clinical setting,” says Alan Bums, 
Technical Director of Radiation Ther­
apy at the Center. "Certainly these 
gifts will strengthen the quality of 
patient care as well as the quality of 
education."

Both phantoms will be demonstrat­
ed when the Harrington Cancer Cen­
ter formally recognizes the Cabot 
Corporation for tis significant contri­
butions December 22 in the Center’s 
radiation therapy department. During 
an informal reception, you will have 
opportunity to interview students and 
faculty of the radiation therapy tech­
nology school, Cabot Corporation re­
presentatives and Cabot employees 
who have been treated for cancer at 
the Center. Inquiries should be direct­

One of the most famous newspaper editorials of all time has to do with 
Christmas. It first appeared September 21,1897, in the pages o f a leading 
newspaper of the day, Ihe New York Sun.

Virginia O 'H anlon, eight years old, was torn between the doubts plac­
ed in her mind by playmates and her own sincere belief that each Christ­
mas a jolly old man came to help spread joy through the world. To settle 
the m atter, she posed the question to the editor of the Sun.

Francis Pharcellus Church replied as follows:
"Is there a Santa Claus?
"W e take pleasure in answering at once and thus prominently the 

communication below, expressing at the same time our great gratification 
that its fa ith fu l author is numbered among the friends o f  the Sun:

Dear Editor:
I  am 8 years old.
Some o f  m y little friends say there is no Santa Claus.
Papa says. ’I f  yo u  see it in the Sun. i t ’s s o . '
Please tell me the truth, is there a Santa Claus?
Virginia O  ’Hanlon 
115 West 95 th Street

"Virginia, your little friends are wrong. They have been affected by 
the skepticism o f  a skeptical age. They do not believe except what they 
see. They think that nothing can be which is not comprehensible by their 
little minds. A ll minds, Virginia, whether they be m en’s or children’s, are 
little. In this great universe o f  ours man is a mere insect, an ant, in his in­
tellect, as compared with the boundless world about him, as measured by 
the intelligence capable o f  grasping the whole o f  truth and knowledge.

"Yes, Virginia, there is a Santa Claus. He exists as certainly as love 
and generosity and devotion exist, and you  know that they abound and 
give to  your life its highest beauty and jo y . A las! How dreary would be 
the world i f  there were no Santa Claus'. It would be as dreary as i f  there 
were no Virginias. There would be no childlike fa ith  then, no poetry, no 
romance to  m ake tolerable their existence. We should have no  enjoyment, 
except in sense and sight. The eternal light with which childhood fills  the 
world would be extinguished.

Christmas Crackers
1. Place three cardboard tubes (like tubes inside toilet tissue) end-to- 

end. (You have already placed a small gift, candy, a  motto, etc. inside the 
middle tube.) Trim the two outer tubes so that they are shorter than the 
middle one.

2. Put the tubes on a piece of double thickness tissue wrapping paper 
that is 'A”  longer than the combined lengths o f the tubes and Vi" wider 
than their circumference. Roll the tubes in the paper and glue the edges 
together.

3. Now roll the tubes in an outer wrap of crepe o r fancy wrapping 
paper that is the same size as your tissue paper, or shorter than the tissue 
paper if you want the contrasting tissue paper to  show at the ends. Glue 
the paper's edges together.

4. Wind strong thread several times around where the tubes meet. 
PuH the thread tightly and knot until the paper is pressed into shape, then 
remove thread. Remove the end tubes if  you wish.

5. Fringe the ends o f the paper or cut with pinking shears. Decorate 
with greenery, o r sequins, paper doilies, feathers, etc.
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
