In 

the last four to six years a few 

farmers have gambled and hit 

water suitable for irrigation and 

now drillers are almost a month 

behind in filling the demand for 

The farms using irrigation last 

Year produced between one and 

ane-half to two bales of cotton 

per acre. Many of the men who 

installed irrigation systems last 

year paid for them with one crop. 

Because of the speed in which 

the program is growing and the 

fact that seine fol niers and drill- 

ers are not reporting their new 

wells, it is almost impossible to 

make an accurate and up-to-the- 

minute check oil the entire num- 

ber and location of wells.
