At th Wt T 	Ba ball e 	exas 	se 
Camp the first consideration is 
the individual and his need. The 
baseball an recreational pro-
grams have these functions: to 
encourage regular and, healthful 
exercise: to instill into the boys 
the desire to develop and main_ 
tain a high level of physical 
fitness: to foster an agressive 
and cooperative team spirit: to 
increase the confidence of the 
individual: to develop sports-
manship: to have fun: to gain 
social adjustment: and to afford 
the boys an opportunity to ac_ 
quire knowlege and a degree of 
proficiency in baseball and sev-
eral other recreational activities. 

To fulfill these functions a 
recreational program is being 
carried on in the large fieldhouse 
on the campus of LCC. Boys 
live two to a room. in a new 
ultra _ modern dormitory at 
I.CC and are supervised by col-
lege-trained counselors. A reg-
ular dietician is on duty to su_ 
pervise the preparation of all 
meals. 

The cost of one twoweek ses_ 
sion is $125.

ANNIVERSARY OF THE 
GI BILL 

Twenty years ago. American 
GI's were consolidating their 
foothold in Normandy baffling 
north of' Rofe in Italy. pressing 
the South Pacific campaign a_ 
gainst the Japanese. On June 
2 2 1944. President Roosevelt 
signed into law the - GI Bill of 
Rights: .  a measure approved 
unanimously by both houses of 
Congress and sure!" one of the 
most historic legislative mcas_ 
ures ever enacted. Its impact was 
great on millions of veterans 
and their families—and on our 
national way of life. 

More than 16.500.000 Am_ 
ericans were eventually under 
arms in World War II. AL  
though the war was a long way 
from won in 1944. the people. 
their Congress. and leaders of 
veterans' organizations recog_ 
nizel the need to provide a pro_ 
gram serving as a buffer against 
possible economic and social 
chaos in the post-war period.  

In 1944 public opinion was 
near unanimous in its support 
for the "Serviceman's Readjust 
menu Act." as the GI Bill was 
formally titled. Americans could 
envision the prospect of a mil-
lion men a month passing thru 
separation centers and heading 
for home It was apparent that 
the veterans would face an un_ 
certain economy retooled tot 
peacetime production. Could thrt 
post-war economy absorb them? 

It could and it did. Private in- a smoker's health may be en_ 
dustry. responding to five years dangered. 
of pent-up demand for con_ 
sumer goods. was to convert 
from defense to peacetime pro-
duction in a much more orderly 
manner than many pessimests 
had thought possible. And the 
readjustment. loan. and edu_ 

cational benefits provided by 
the GI Bill helped the national 
conversion from wartime to 
Peacetime in wave that histor_ 
ians and economists have not 
vet fully assessed. 

The education and training 
programs of the GI Bill. be-
cause of the increased skills and 
education they have attained. 
will return to the Treasury--
in taxes — twice and perhaps 
three times that amount. 

The GI Bill is perhaps best 
known for the educational bene_ 
fits provided. More than 7._ 
800.000 World War IT veter-
ans—nearly half of all those 
who served—took some form 
of training under the GI Bill. 
Of the total enrolled in the pro_ 
gram. 2.2 million attended col_ 
leges and universities: 3.5 mil-
lion went to schools below col_ 
lege level: 1.4 million partici_ 
gated in on-the_job training: 
700.000 underwent on _ thc_ 
farm training. 

With the Nation's high-gear 
economy still critically short in 
some areas of skills and with 
o u r unemployment problems 
centered on workers who are 
primarily unskilled. it is inter_ 
esting to speculate whether our 
economic advance could have 
been made without the enor_ 
mous reservoir of manpower 
trained under the GI Bill. By 
categories. the United States 
rained 450.000 engineers: 180._ 
000 doctors. dentists. and nur_ 
ses: 360.000 school teachers: 
150.000 scientists: 107.000: 
lawyers: 243.000 accountants: 
1 6.000 clergymen of all faiths: 
711.000 mechanics: 383.000 
construction workers: 288.000 
metalworkers: 138.000 electri_ 
cians and 700.000 who trained 
for business and executive ca-

reers.

IN CONGRESS 

Washington. D C. — Con.. 
gressman Walter Rogers of 
Pampa has introduced a bill re_ 
quiring that packages of cig-
arettes carry a clear warning that 

Congressman Rogers' n r o_ 
posal would require that pack-
ages of cigarettes sold in inter_ 
state commerce carry this warn_ 
ing: "Caution. Cigarette Smok_ 
ing May Be Hazardous to Your 
Health." 

The Congressman said the 
purpose of the bill is to insure 
that all cigarette purchasers, es_ 
pecially young persons, he aware 
that smoking is a potential risk 
to physical well-being. 

"Although many words have 
been written and spoken on this 
matter. I feel certain that many 
of our citizens are not vet 
aware of the danger. I believe 
it is the Governments responsi-
bility to be certain all Ameri_ 
cans are warned of the possible 
consequences of smoking. just 
as it is its responsibility to be 
certain other potential health 
hazards are properly ideetified 
as such," Congressman Rogers 
said. 

The bill introduced would 
make it "unlawful. and an un_ 
fair method of competition in 
commerce. and an unfair or de-
ceptive act or practice in com_ 
merce. under the Federal Trade 
ommission Act, for any person 
to manufacture import or pack_ 
age for sale in commerce any 
package of cigarettes which does 
not bear a plainly legible warn_ 
ing as follows. "Caution: Cig_ 
arette Smoking May Be Haz_ 
ardous to Your Health." 

The Act. titled the "Federal 
Cigarette Labeling and Adver-
tising Act." would take effect 
120 days after the date of its 
enactment.

DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SAFETY 
READY FOR OPERATION MOTORCIDE 

While the drivers of Texas 
are making plans for 4th of 
July trips, the TkIrcee Depart-
ment of Public Safety is getting 
ready for "Operation Motor_ 
tide." a three day vigil of tabu_ 
lating all traffic deaths in the 
State. Major Harry Hutchison, 
Regional Commander of this 
area for the D.P.S.. reported 
today the State is approaching 
the mid-point in the year amid 
definite indications that traffic 
deaths will hit an all time high 
again in 1964. 

"If we continue to take lives 
at the present rate, 1964 will 
become the most deadly year 
in Texas history for traffic 
fatalities," he said. '"Motor_ 
cider' at this time are over 150 
more than at the same time last 
year. and considering the trend 
of increased accidents an casual_ 
ties. we have every reason to ex_ 
pect that traffic deaths will ex_ 
ceed the previous all time high 
in Texas of 2.729 in 1963. 

"Only 281 more deaths in 
1964 than in 1963 will make 
a total of 3.000 lives lost on 
our streets and highways in one 
year, an increase for the year of 
ten percent over 1963." Deaths 
in traffic this year have con_ 
sistcntly been in excess of fifteen 
percent over 1963. an indication 
that the 3,000 mark will be 
surpassed. 

Hutchinson said that "Oper_ 
ation Motorcide" will be placed 
in effect from 12:01 A. M. 
Friday. July 3rd and continue 
through 11:59 P. M. Sunday. 
July 5. 1964. In order to focus 
attention upon the added dan_ 
gers of holiday travel when traf_ 
fic is at a peak and as an inte-
gral part of the operation. which 
calls for maximum enforcement, 
additional personnel from other 
uniformed services of the D. P._ 
S. will augment the regular 
Highway Patrol force. These 
patrolmen have been instructed 
to be extra alert for and direct 
their enforcement efforts to_ 
ward those violations that are 
most often caused factors in 
traffic accidents. In addition 
es-cry effort will be made to re- 
move drinking drivers from the 
highway. 

"Since police traffic super_ 
vision cannot cover the entire 
street and highway system in 
the State every minute of the 
day, the big hope for safe driv_ 
ing and accident prevention rests 
with the individual motorist."

The New Attack on Highway Accidents 

The accident rate on freeways 
with median strip dividing the 
highway and control of access 
is about one-third of the acci-
dent rate for all other high-
ways, and this fact alone is a 
good justification for the con-
struction of freeways. But it is 
a great oversimplification, of 
course, to think of freeways as 
"safe" and all other roads as 
"unsafe". As we all know, some 
sections of conventional high-
ways are relatively free from 
accidents while other sections 
have accident rates substan-
tially above the average. Every 
police department and every 
ambulance driver knows certain 
spots where accidents happen 
again and again. 

President Johnson called at-
tention to those hazardous high-
way locations in his recent letter 
to the Secretary of Commerce 
in which he called for a "safety 
priority program" to meet the 
urgent need to reduce traffic ac-
cle ants. 

In turn, Secretary Hodges 
wrote to the governors of the 
50 States urging that they give 
high priority to programs of 
safety improvements to facili-
tate their completion "well in 
advance of the time they would 
be scheduled on the basis of 
general traffic needs." 

And Federal Highway Ad-
ministrator Rex M. Whitton 
has announced that the Bureau 
of Public Roads is adopting "as 
liberal an attitude as possible" 
in determining whether safety 
improvement projects recom-
mended by the States are eligible 

for participation in the Federal-
aid highway program. 

Specifically, Mr. Whitton said 
that the. Bureau of Public Roads 
will be receptive to project pro-
posals on the Federal-aid sys-
tems involving the widening of 
narrow traffic lanes and narrow 
bridges, the installation of traffic 
control devices including protec-
tive devices at railroad cross-
ings, the reconstruction of dan-
gerous intersections for the bet-
ter channelization of traffic, the 
flattening of side,slopes and the 
removal of fixed' roadside ob-
structions to provide a clear re-
covery area for vehicles out of 
control, reconstruction to im-
prove sight distances on curves 
and hills, and the installation of 
guardrails, guide posts, deline-
ators, highway lighting and 
fencing. Fortunately, practically 
all of these safety measures will 
be incorporated in any ultimata 
modification or major overhaul 
of the ABC roads.
