Congressional candidates 	are 

getting thicker than hops around 
the 18th district; we lost count af-
ter we reached 12. There may be 
more than that—including the Re-
publican candidate. 

We're not going to commit our-
selves but we'd like to explain how 
we happened to be dining Tuesday 
with one of the congressional can-
didates. Mr. Walter Rogers of Pam-
pa was in town accompanied by 
our son-in-law and invited us to 
supper, and since we have the 
greatest respect for our son - in-

law's choice of associates, we were 
pleased to accept. Mr. Rogers im-
pressed us very favorably as a 
candidate for the office. He is a 
scholarly gentleman with a sense 
of humor—and six children.

He gave us an interesting side-
light on the present congrssional 
race. The candidates are facing a 
possibility of four elections. The 
first will be the May 6th special 
election, called by Gov.

This week Judge Harold H. La-
Font announced his candidacy for 
re-election to the office of State 
Representative of the 120th Repre-
sentative District of Texas. In 
making his announcement fur re-
election. Judge LaFont submitted 
the following statement: 

"Many people will recall that last 
November I made the race for rep-
resentative to fill the vacancy 
created by the resignation of Judge 
I. B. Holt of Olton, Texas. I want 
to take this opportunity of thank-
ing the people for the large vote 
that they gave me last November. 
Representing the people of the dis-
trict at the special session of the 
Legislature in February of this 
year, the most impressing thing to 
Ate about it was the importance of 
the Legislature to our people. 

"In asking the people to re-elect 
me to this office it is with a full 
realization that whoever the peo-
ple elect has the responsibility of 
making the laws that govern over 
6,000,000 people of the State of 
Texas. These laws directly affect 
the daily lives of practically all of 
us and serious thought and consid-
eration should be given to each 
and every law that is passed by the 
Legislature. It is my humble judg-
ment that men who fill these plac-
es of responsibility and in whom 
we place our trust and confidence 
should be experienced, honest, sin-
cere and capable. 

"All of us are interested in the 
progress and welfare of our Repre-
sentative Distict and of the State 
as a whole and we have a right to 
expect our fair share of those 
things for which our tax money is 
spent. These include educational 
assistance, police protection for our 
families, and property, assistance 
for our aged and needy people, a 
good system of state governmental 
help make our district a better 
place in which to live and rear our 
families. 

"Among the subjects which no 
doubt will be considered by our 
limit legislature is a program to 
pave more rural roads. We, in this 
district, are particularly interested 
in any such progam. Another mat-
ter which we are vitally interested 
in and which will have to be close-
ly watched by us because of its 
importance to us is the question of 
cur underground water. The meet-
ing held in Amarilllo a few days 
ago is illustrative of the thinking 
of some people of our state. 

"Having served as county judge 
of Hale County from 1932 to 1939, 
and district attorney for six coun-
ties of the eight counties in this 
district from 1942 to 1949, having 
practiced law in this district for 
twenty years, I believe that this 
experience should qualify me to 
represent the people of this dis-
trict. 

"It is my plan to make this race 
on whatever merit I may have and 
not on the demerits of anyone who 
may run, and I assure you that if 
you support me for this office in 
the election to be held on July 
22nd of this year no one will try 
harder than I will to represent all 
the people of this district."

New Cotton Ruling Will 
Increase Some Acreage 

New cotton legislation recently 
passed by Congress provides for 
minimum 1950 acreage allotments 
based on one of three provisions, 

..Mr. Wheelock. Chairman of the 
county PMA Committee, said tt-

day. 
The revised allotments are based 

on the larger of (1) 65 percent of 
the average acreage planted to 
cotton (or devoted to war crops 
in place of cotton) in 1946, 1947, 
and 1948; (2) 45 percent of the 
highest acreage planted In cotton 
on the farm during any one of the 
three years; but (3) not more than 
40 percent of the 1949 acreage 
which was tilled on•he farm or In 
regular rotation. 

Any owner or operator of a cot-
ton farm In Briscoe county who be-
lieves he is entitled to an acreage 
increase and wants to be consider-
ed by th county committe for pos-
sible allotment adustment under 
the legislation must file an appli-
cation not later than April 28, 1950. 

"We urge owners or operators 
who want their farms considered 
for revised allotments to file ap-
plications by this date," Mr. Whee-
lock said. "Farmers who are satis-
fied with their present allotments 
need not file applications. How-
ever those desiring increases will 
be considered by the county com-
mittee after applications for such 
increases are filed in the county 
office." 

Each operator of a farm for 
which an application is filed will 
receive a notice from the county 
committee of 'the revised 1950 cot-
ton acreage allotment. When the 
new allotment notice is mailed it 
will replace any previous 1950 al-
lotment notice already received by 
the farm operator. 

Application forms may be ob-
tained from the county PMA of-
fice..

Ben Gull!, of Pampa, 
Announces For Congre ss 

Ben Guilt, 40 year old Navy 
Purple Heart veteran and Pampa 
businessman, has announced his 
candidacy for Congress in the spe-
cial election on May 6. Guill is the 
only Republican in a field containing 
ten Democrats. The high man at 
the polls will be elected Congress-
man without a run-off, 

Guilt, who has lived in the Texas 
Panhandle for 31 years, is married 
to the former Marjorie Buckler, of 
Pampa. They have a nineteen month 
old son.

Guill, a graduate of West Texas 

State Colleee and a former teacher 
in the public school system in the 
Panhandle, said he was running as 
a Republican because "I am opposed 
to the Socialistic policies of the 
present administration and the only 
honest way I know of fighting the 
Socialistic theories of the Santa 
Claus boys is•to join the other team. 

"I have no intention of telling the 
people of the Panhandle that the 
Republican Party is perfect or all 
virtuous.

With the votes split among ten 
Democrats, it is estimated that he 
will he elected if he receives as 
many Votes as Frank T. O'Brien, the 
Republican candidate for Congress 
in 1946 received in his race against 
Gene Worley. If he gets half as 
Many votes as Jack Porter, the Re-
publican candidate for the Senate 
in 1948, received in the Panhandle 
he will be an easy winner. 

Guilt won the Purple Heart In 
combat in the Pacific. He went 
through seven amphibious landings 
and earned four battle stars. He is 
a member of St. Matthew's Protest-
ant Episcopal Church in Pampa, is 
a director of the Pampa Rotary Club, 
the American Legion and the Vet-
erans of Foreign Wars. He is waging 
one of the most vigorous campaigns 
in the history of Panhandle elections.
