To permit greater flexibility 
in farm operations. substitutions 
between wheat and feed grains 
will be authorized under the 
1965 programs. Louie Kitchens. 
Chairman. Agricultural Stabili_ 
zation and Conservation Com-
mittee said today. The program 
determination i s announced 
early so that summer fallow 
operations for next year's crop 
may take place promptly. 

Agricultural legislation pro_ 
vides for such substitution in 
the 1964 and 1965 wheat and 
feed grain programs. but it 
could not be put into effect for 
1964 because of the lack of 
time. 

The Chairman explained that 
the substitution will apply on 
individual farms only if the 
farm has a feed grain base or 
oat_rye base. and a wheat al-
lotment. The substitution pro_ 
visions may be used by pro_ 
duzets who meet at least the 
minimum diversion for both

The "Festival of Gas" pavil 

ion at the New York World's 
Fair is a dramatic example of re_ 
search progress being made by 
the natural gas industry. The 
pavilion is heated. cooled and 
electrically_powered by a ''to-
tal energy package." The gas in 
dustry is making it possible for 
large areas—industrial complex-
es. shopping centers, apartment 
houses. airports—to provide in 
one packakge all the energy 
needed for heating. cooling and 
electricity. Scientists are now 
working on a "fuel cell" in 
which gas is employed in the 
chemical manufacture of elec_ 
tricity. and this research looks 
to a day when a householder. 
with a "fuel cell" in his base-
ment or garage, could provide 
from that single unit all his 
power requirements. 

Both the electric and gas in 
dustries have become so vital 
to the American Lonomy. and 
competitive with each other, 
that we must seriously question 
whether policies affecting their 
future development should be 
left to the regulatory handling 
of a single Government agency. 

Either the regulatory pro_ 
cess must be divided to reflect 
today's realities, or Congress 
must spell out in detail a mod_ 
ern concept for natural gas reg_ 
ulation which will acknowledge 
all factors and pierce the arti-
ficial dam of confusion which 
now exists. I believe the object_ 
ive of modern regulatory policy 
can be achieved.

How_ 
ever. corn. grain sorghum, or 
barley may not be planted as a 
substitute for the oat_rye base 
acreage.

HIGHWAY PATROL REPORT 
The Texas Highway Patrol 

investigated one accident on rur_ 
al highways in Briscoe County 
during the month of May, ac_ 
cording to Sergeant W. E. 
Wells, Highway Patrol Super_ 
visor of this area. 

This wreck accounted for an 
estimated property damage of 
$20.00. 

The rural accident summary 
for Briscoe County from Janu_ 
ary through May. 1964 shows 
a total of 8 crashes resulting in 
no persons killed, 4 persons in 
jured. and an estimated prop_  
erty damage of $6,395.00 

The Sergeant expressed set_ 
ious concern over the increse in 
fatal motor vehicle traffic acci_ 
dents and deaths throughout 
the state. 

"For the first five months 
of 1964. 1025 persons have 
died in traffic, compared to 871 
for the same period of 1963." 
the Sergeant stated. "This 18% 
increase is very alarming and 
when you realize our heavy vol_ 
umn traffic months are still 
ahead. we must anticipate in 
creasing probems in the accident 
picture. There is an increase in 
all types of accidents through_ 
out the state and it is something 
that merits our greatest con_ 
cern." he said. 

"The driving public must 
assist in the reduction of this 
trend if we are to turn it down_ 
ward. Otherwise our death 
count at the end of the year 
will far exceed the record num_ 
her of 2.729 deaths in Texas 
traffic during 1963. If you 
are driving. your life literally 
is in your hands so won't you 
help yourself and others by re_ 
solving not to become one of 
our statistics?" the Sergeant 
asked.

GAS REGULATION AT 

THE CROSSROADS 

I urged my colleagues in the 
House and Senate this week to 
take a fresh look at Govern-
ment politics regulating the nat_ 
ural gas industry—the Nation's 
sixth largest and certainly a 
keystone industry in our Pan_ 
handle economy. I addressed 
myself ro the matter because this 
week marked the tenth anni_ 
versary of a decision by the Su_ 
preme Court that independent 
natural gas producers selling in 
interstate commerce are subject 
to the jurisdiction of the Fed-
eral Power Commission. 

For ten years„ the Federal 
Power Commission has engaged 
in experimental regulatory ac_ 
tions affecting the natural gas 
industry. The result has been 
confusion and uncertainty work, 
ing to the detriment of the in-
dustry and to the consuming 
public. 

Government. I reminded my 
colleagues in an address which 
appeared in the Congressional 
Record, cannot play games With 

business and expect business to 
survive. to grow. to expand in 
the future. The situation in 
volving regulation of the nat-
ural gas industry today is the 

- Zondition which destroys public 
confidence in our governmental 
process. It gnaws at the very 
vitals of Government because it 

Aicmonstrates monstrous inabil_ 
ity to govern. 

The most significant of this 
88th Congress was enactment of 
the tax cut. a reaffirmation of 
the ability of our free enterprise 
system to provide capital and 
stimulus needed for economic 
growth. While Congress took 
this important step surely one 
of the most historic in the field 
of economic policy since World 
War II. it continued to neglect 
steps to correct abuses in the 
areas of regulatory policy. 

Natural gas is assuming in 
creased importance both in our 
daily lives and in our modern 

technology. Today. there are 
more than 25.000 industrial uses 
for natural gas and in many in 
dustries it is absolutely essen_ 
tial to operations. New uues are 
being developed constantly. And 
yet. the ten years of confusion 
over regulatory policy affecting 
natural gas has been accompa-
nied by a decline in the ratio 
of natural gas reserves to pro_ 
duction to its lowest point in 
history at the end of 1963. The 
price of natural gas at the well_ 
head has increased markedly un_ 
der the wavering FPC policies. 
Consumers are paying the bill. 
just as they have paid for and

Two major items of business 
will be before the 8_state South 
Central J urisdiction of The 
Methodist Church when it 
meets June 29 in Dallas at the 
First Methodist Church and the 
Sheraton_Dallas Hotel. 

The conference will elect a 
bishop to fill the vacancy to be 
created by the retirement of 
Bishop Wm. C. Martin. who 
has served the North and Cen_ 
tral Texas Conferences of The 
Methodist Church for 16 years. 
Bishop Martin also headed the 
Northwest Texas Conference 
for 12 years. 

Also before the conference 
will be the General Conference 
Recommendations for integra-
tion of the geographical or 
"white" jurisdiction with the 
Central or "Negro" jurisdict_ 
ion. The knotty problem before 
the delegates will center around 
the degree of integration to be 
recommended to the annual con_ 
ferences. 

Some favor transferring the 
Negro conferences as conferen_ 
ces into the South Central Jur_ 
isdiction. Others favor trans-
ferring the Negro congregations 
into the White annual confer_ 
ences within the jurisdiction. 
A few white" and negroes may 
push for integration at the con_ 
gregational level, but since Neg_ 
rocs may now join white con_ 
gregations if they choose. a 
strong effort to merge existing 
white and negro congregations 
is not likely to develop. 

The Jurisdictional Confer_ 
ence. which will be presided over 
by each of the bishops of the 
8_state area, is under a mandate 
to develop a plan of voluntary 
integration of the Central Juris_  

diction into the geographical 
jurisdictions by 1968. If inte_ 
gration has not been achieved 
by that date. the General Con 
ference has asked a committee of 
36 to bring a report to its 1968 
session outlining mandatory ab 
olition of the Central Juris_ 
diction. Acceptance of the re-
port. however. would depend 
upon the action of the General 
Conference, and the acceptance 
of a constitutional amendment 
by the several annual confer-
ences. 

According to the rules a_ 
dopted by the General Confer_ 
mu which met in Pittsgurgh in 
April. the newly elected bishop 
cannot serve for at least four 
years in the area from which 
he was elected. A minister now 
serving in the North or Central 
Texas Conferences. if elected to 
the episcopacy. could not be 
assigned to the Dallas _ Fort 
Worth area to succeed Bishop 
Wm. C. Martin. Assignment of 
bishops to the Episcopal Areas 
is made by the Committee on 
Episcopacy composed of laymen 
and ministers. 

The conference which is ex_ 
pected to draw more than 1000 
delegates and visitors (338 arc 
elected delegates begins regis-
tration at 9 a. m. June 29. 
The first session will he atFirst 
Methodist Church. Dallas. at 4 
p. m. The sessions are open 1, 
the public.

NEWS from the High Plains 
Research Foundation 

Research results from me-
chanical topping of semi-open 
boll varieties of cotton indicate 
that the practice can be profit-
able to cotton producers in the 
High Plains of Texas, accord-
ing to James Valliant, 'Water 
Engineer at the High Plains Re_ 
search Foundation. Increases in 
net returns have approached 50 
dollars per acre when compared 
to standard grown stormproof 
varieties of cotton. 

The staple length was in 
creased by topping, which may 
help expand the cotton market 
of the High Plains. Fertilizer re_ 
sponse was increased when the 
cotton was topped. Other bene-
fits obtained from mechanical 
topping are the elimination of 
the top foliage and small im-
mature bolls which furnished 
food and shelter for insects. 
There is also uniform crop 
height for harvest. 

Research tests indicate that 
topping of stormproof cotton 
is not considered profitable, 
Valliant said. Details of the 
cotton topping results on Gregg. 
Lockett 88_A, and Paymaster 
88_90 for 1963 are available 
in the 1963 Foundation Re_  

search Report No. 112 on the 
"Comparison of Yield and 
Quality of Mechanically Top-
ped Cotton with Untopped 
Cotton." Cotton topping re-
search has been underway at the 
Foundation for the past three 
years. 

"Farm Centered Research" on 
cotton topping is underway on 
a small acreage basis at the fol-
lowing farms, according to Val_ 
liant: Terry Green, Earth: 
Charles Frye, the Easter Com-
munity south of Hereford: and 
James Stair, Providence com-
munity northeast of Plainview. 
The following farmers are! test-
ing this practice in the immed-
iate vicinity of the Foundation 
farm at Halfway: James Mc_ 
Daniel, Don  Graham, a n d 
Claude Fargason. 

At the Foundation, Valliant 
has enlarged the cotton topping 
research program to include 7 
varieties for the year 1964. Five 
semi-open boll varieties in the 
research work at the Foundation 
are as follows: Paymaster 88_ 
90, Paymaster 111, Austin, 
DeKalb 108 and Lockett 47_ 
89. The long staple cottons in 
the cotton topping experiment 
inclule: Acala 442 and Acala 
1517_ BR 2. These two varieties 
are popular in New Mexico and 
California.
