1 laid on the 
bank of tbo river that night nnd 
crossed over to tho Nation before day 
to keen from being arrested for gamb­
ling. 1 beard Scarlet had boon sent­
enced to death for killing me. but I 
thought if I was not of use enough for 
him to send for me, it was none of my 
business tocome and tell what I knew.”  
Lacelield was recognized by twenty 
men who know, him to bo tho same 
man whom it was thought Scarlet bad 
murdered and thrown into Rod River. 
1'he court placed Scarlet’s bond at

Sai • 7 h<: S \ w York World: There is 

no labor ganization in tbe country thnt 
has a better reputation than the Broth­
erhood of Locomotive Eng neera Its 
monibcrs have settled all their differ­
ences with their employers for the last 
ten years without a break iu tbeir re­
gular occupation. It is therefore taken 
for granted by most people thnt when 
they strike they have good reason, and 
the popular sympathy is with them. 
They can only lose that sympathy 
through their own errors.

Their alleged purpose to block traffic 
in behalf of tiie Chicago, Burlington 
and Quincy strikers on nil roads doing 
business for thnt compnuy would be a 
serious m stake on tho r part. Tho law 
compels common carriers to take all the 
leg tiiunto bu-iness that comes to them. 
Oilier companies oonld not refuse to 
take freight to or from the Burlington 
road. The strike soon would be 
nga list all tbo roads In the Un ted 
States, making trade in gcueral suffer 
and harming immeasurably more 
friends that foes. The plan would be 
fatnl to tho brotherhood. It could not 
stand up against tho storm such injus­
tice would raise.

The effect of such a policy would be 
to injure all tbo roads except the one 
they are fighting. The Burlington 
company * equipping ilself w th non- 
brotuernood men. The latter are flock­
ing thither from all pnrts of the coun­
try'. There would be few left for tbe 
other road-, whose wheels would have 
fo stop whilo the Burlington wns trans­
acting iis home busine-s as usual. Let 
tbe brotherhood avoid tlieso mistakes.

Lat­
terly be lias taken up lockjaw as a sub­
ject, and wlint ho has to say on it will 
strike the unlearned with surprise oer- 
ta nlv, perhaps also w.tli consternation. 
It seems t lie d sense is at onco virulent 
nnd eontag ous, and llint it comes to 
man almost entirely from horses. M. 
Verneuil has bis facts nnd bis statistics 
to band. Coachmen and stable-boys, 
grooms nnd helpers—these aro the 
classes among which the. disease is 
most common. A bite of a horse is a 
very general cause, but something less 
than a bite will give lockjaw to a likely 
subject. Among horses themselves ft 
rages like an epidemic. All horse pro- 
pr.ctors who linvo in tbeir stables a 
patient from tetanus are warned to Iso­
late him from mail and beast, and if 
lie dies to bury him with scrupulous 
care. I f  only* the microbe could lie 
discovered M. Vernon 1 wcr.ld stamp 
ont tho disease. Ho has ret found it 
yet, but he is full of hope nnd full of 
entbus asm.— 1‘ull Mall Uatette.

There is one railroad brakemau work- 

ng somewliore in Dakota, who, in cer­
tain brandies of railroading, is a bigger 
man than Jay Gould.

on bis trs, . lie  s done more to solve 
the traujK^ problem than perhaps any 
other tafn in llio United Slates. Hits 
‘cm with a coupling pin and leaves 
them for tbe local authorities to bury. 
He can’ t remember when be was small 
enough to tako buck talk.

I was on his tra n one day iu 1877. 
going on the Northwestern road from 
Tracy, Minn., to Watertown, Dak. He 
was feeling a little cross about some­
thing, and one ol tho first tilings be 
did was to twist off two brake-rod* amt 
throw them off on the prairie. A t Gary 
just across the territorial line, some 40 
or 50 houix Indians hoarded the train. 
They were from (lie Sis* ton reserva­
tion, and had been down on tbe Lac 
Qui Prairie river bunting; they wore 
rather unc viiized, but thoy bad made 
progress enough to see tbe advantage 
of riding on the pale-fuec freight train 
over walking. J’Uoy scorned the caboose 
however, aud scattered themselves 
along the top of the box cars near the 
(enter of llie train. They were, of 
course, suffic ently civil.zed to know 
enough not to buy t ekets.

When tho tea n pulled out of Gary 
tho angular brukeiuau came into the 
caboose and took off Ills coat. Uis face 
wore a bad scowl.

“ I guess we’ ll have to let them In­
dians ride,”  sad ibe conductor. "O f 
course wo can’ t put them off till we get 
to tiie next slat on. and even then it 
will be tbo uns eat nnd safest way to let 
them nlone.”  Tiie brakeman gavo him 
one withering glance nnd went out nt 
tiie front door. We ( limbed up into 
(lie pilot house of tho caboose, looked 
ahead, nnd awaited the war of exter- 
m nation.

Tho train was going full speed. 
“Git off’ n this! (Ft oil’ ll thin! You 
dirty, sneaking thieves!'’ yelled the 
brakeman, as ho advanced along tiie 1 
roof of the cars, taking long steps ami ; 
swinging his arms and working Ins 
lower jaw sideways. ‘ Jump off or I ’ ll 
throw toil ofl! ’ The Indians only 
grunted and la down nnd clung to the ' 
ridge-l>oards of tho cars the hardc.. 
The first Indian he came to was a chief : 
with feathers in his hair. Thu brake- | 
man seized him by the shoulders and 
pulled. The haughty lender of a down 
trodden people had a nretty good hold 
on the board and didn't come. Then 
tbo brakeman leaned over, took a but­
ter gr p nnd straightened up nnd threw 
Idmaeir '*aek like x man who has lean­
ed over to feel of n buzz saw when it’ s 
buzzing, and thnt proud old chief of 
the iineonquered Sioux came up board 
nnd all, nnd thnt raw-honed twister of 
brakes shot him oft' through tbe air, 
where he lodged agnin-t a telegraph 
pole nnd wilted lip like an autumn 
leaf.

Then that brakoman wont for the 
noble savage. He bad got a taste of 
blood and he made it a bright-red day 
for Indians.

He began to walk right through thoso 
Indians and throw them both way* nt 
once. They suw their only hope was 
to get np and fight him. This was 
what he wanted. For the next half 
honr ho stood up on top of tbo-e sway­
ing freight cars, nnd fought, aud tore, 
and ripped, and gouged, and wrestled, 
ami pounded, and leaned over, and 
straightened up, and chewed, and mas­
ticated. and otherwise communed after 
his manner with those simple sons of 
the forest. Lo. tho poor Indian, the un­
tutored ciisk, thought there'd a Metho­
dist meeting bouse fallen on him that 
day.

&ouie of them shot off into the tall 
prair e grass; others ho rolled off into 
the ditch; still others bo tossed up and 
left hang ng on a telegraph wire and 
looked back nt them sadlv ns if regret­
ting that lie hadn’ t time to stop aud 
ad just a elothes-piu on them.

Sometimes when lie struck a ear 
where Indians were particularly plenty 
nnd he was fortunate in gettiug good 
holds on them he shot them up so fast 
that to us back in the caboose it look­
ed as if a volcano had broken out ahead 
which discharged nothing but North 
American nborigines in a mangled 
conddion.

Again he would shove ono over tho 
side and then seem to regret the action 
for some reason, seize the foot of tho 
red-man just before it was too late,nnd 
stand on the edge and pound the sido 
of the car with this original possessor 
of tho continent.

Thev never got him down or once 
caused him to swerve from tbe great 
object be bad in view. Once thev 
completely surrounded him, but he 
made a twinkling kick and six noble 
braves got off ine train and bit the 
right of wav. There were Indians to 
the right of him, Indians to the left of 
liim, Indians in front of him, but be 
only swung that lower jaw of his side­
ways a little, like the gang-plank of a 
steamboat, and scattered them on the 
prairie. Tbe rolling coteaux ot Eas­
tern Dakota were planted to Lo for 
over ten miles. Finally begot hold of 
the last one. He seemed lo throw h in 
off reluctantly, as if hv .fished ho was 
rather beginning tho pleasant task in­
stead of ending it. But ho faltcrod 
only a moment, nnd the last Indian 
struck ten feet further from the train 
than the first— that was the only differ­
ence. Then he ennie back to tho 
caboose and pul on li s coat, and the 
half-angrv expression on his faco wns 
gone, and in its place rested a calm, 
contented air, which told ol duty faith­
fully and conscientiously performed.— 
Chicago Tribune.
