Henry Aaron played, had two strikeouts and a groundout and would
you be surprised if Bowie Kuhn opened an investigation to see if the new

‘home run king had goofed off on purpose?

Since this is being written Sunday, I have no way of knowing if Kuhn
ordered such an investigation, but in view of his ordering the Braves to
play Aaron, it would be in keeping. The commissioner far overstepped his
rightful bounds in such an order.

Is the commissioner going to step into every case and order managers
to play star players on any occasion? Why doesn’t he just take over
making out the lineups each day for every team?

Aaron played in the opening game, hit a record-tying 714th home run.
He, and the Braves, did their part and who can fault Eddie Matthews for
saving the possible tie-breaking 715th home run for the Atlanta fans?

It looks like a successful
season and Aaron wasted no time in answering a lot of questions, on and
off the field.

It should be a good season. There are too many teams, but that decision

Arkansas lost about $100,000 and Texas about $90,000 despite winning
the championship. Everyone else lost money, and in this day of increasing
athletic expenses, no school can afford this luxury. Therefore, something
has to be done.

Polk said that he wasn't sure yet that he was for the eventual
tournament winner being named conference champion or not. The regular
season first place team could be declared the champion, with the
post-season tournament winner going to the NCAA playoffs.

The post-season tournament ought to generate a lot of enthusiasm,
Polk pointed out, with every team having a chance to win. The first place
team would draw a bye to the finals, with the other teams fighting for a
chance to play for the NCAA berth.
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Polk wouldn't buy the idea that a cellar team that won and went to the
NCAA playoffs, if that should happen, would be a weak representative.

“They'd have momentum going for them,” Polk said. “They'd have won
four straight games. Every team would have a chance and it ought to
generate a lot of interest. And the schools need financial help. This
tournament would get it for them.”

The Atlantic Coast holds a post season tournament and the winner of
that is the conference champion. Polk isn’t sure that he'd like to see the
SWC follow the same pattern, but he does favor the tournament.

“In fact, I'd like to see a pre-season tournament again”, he declared.

The conference once had one, in the period just before the Jan. 1 bowl
games. It never was arip-roaring success and, too often, it merely gave all
the teams a chance for heavy scouting.
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We, around here, have taken spring for granted because there has been
virtually no winter, but in other parts of the country snow, ice and
blizzards have been common.

Fall Fertilizer
Use Up Sharply

Texas farmers applied more
fertilizer to their cropland last fall
than usual. Recent figures show
that fertilizer use increased a
whopping 67 per cent during the
last half of 1973 compared to the
same period in 1972.

“The trend definitely points to
more fall fertilization”, says Dr.
Charles Welch, soil chemist for
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, who heads up the
Extension Soil Testing Labora-
tory at Texas A&M University.
“Of course, the energy crisis
which has curtailed fertilizer
production, uncertainty about
prices and other factors had a
hand in - persuading farmers to
put down their fertilizer early.”

According to Welch, suppliers
normally build up an inventory of
fertilizer during the fall and
winter months. “But that's not
the case this year. There has
been little building of inventories
over the past few months, so
spring fertilizer supplies will
definitely be tight” ;

The increased use of fertilizer
last fall pushed the total volume
of fertilizer used by farmers in

-1973 to 26 per cent more than the

1972 volume.

1974 hold as far as fertilizer
production and use is concerned?

“About 2.5 million tons of
fertilizer should be available to
Texas farmers through June if
production continues at the
present pace. But this is below
the amount farmers would like to
use,” notes the A&M Specialist.

However, fertilizer use during

the first six months may be a -

little difficult to predict due to
the increased volume applied last
fall, says Welch.

In past years about two-thirds
of the total volume of fertilizer
used has been applied during the
first half of the year. If that holds
true this year, then the total
volume of fertilizer used from
July 1, 1973 to June 30, 1974
could reach almost three million
tons, about one-half million more
than the volume for the same
period a year ago.

“With the nationwide move
toward increased agricultural
production, Texas farmers apear
to be well on their way to
contributing their share,” be-
lieves Welch.
