LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section I. That Subsections 

(5), (6), ( 7 ), (8), (9), (11), 
(12), and (13), Section 1-a, 
Article V, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be amended to 
read as follows: 

"(5) The Commission may 
hold its meetings, hearings 
and other proceedings at such 
times and places as it shall de-
termine but shall meet at Aus-
tin at least once each year. It 
shall annually select one of its 
members as Chairman. A quo-
rum shall consist of five (5) 
members. Proceedings shall be 
by majority vote of those pres-
ent, except that recommenda-
tions for retirement, censure, 
or removal of any person hold-
ing an office named in Para-
graph A of Subsection (6) of 
this Section shall be by af-
firmative vote of at least five 
(6) members. 

"(6) A. Any Justice or 
Judge 	of the Appellate 
Courts and District and Crimi-
nal District Courts, any Coun-
ty Judge, and any Judge of a 
County Court at Law, a Court 
of Domestic Relations, a Ju-
venile Court, a Probate Court, 
or a Corporation or Municipal 
Court, and any Justice of the 
Peace, and any Judge or pre-
siding officer of any special 
court created by the Legisla-
ture as provided in Section 1, 
Article V, of this Constitution, 
may, subject to the other pro-
visions hereof, be removed 
from office for willful or per-
sistent conduct, which is clear-
ly inconsistent with the proper 
performance of his said duties 
or casts public -discredit upon 
the judiciary or administration 
of justice; or any person hold-
ing such office may be cen-
sured, in lieu of removal from 
office, under procedures pro-
vided for by the Legislature. 

"B. Any person holding an 
office named in Paragraph A 
of this subsection who is eligi-
ble for retirement benefits un-
der the laws of this state pro-
viding for judicial retirement 
may be involuntarily retired, 
and any person holding an of-
fice named in that paragraph 
who is not eligible for retire-
ment benefits under such 
laws may be removed from of-
fice, for disability seriously in-
terfering with the perform- 

ance of his duties; which is, or 
is likely to become, permanent 
in nature. 

"(7) The Commission shall 
keep itself informed as fully 
as may be of circumstances 
relating to the misconduct or 
disability of particular persons 
holding an office named in 
Paragraph A of Subsection 
(6) of this Section, receive 
complaints or reports, formal 
or informal, from any source 
in this behalf and make such 
preliminary investigations as 
it may determine. Its orders 
for the attendance or testi-
mony of witnesses or for the 
production of documents at 
any hearing or investigation 
shall be enforceable by con-
tempt proceedings in the Dis-
trict Court. 

"(8) After such investiga-
tion as it deems necessary, the 
Commission may in its discre-
tion issue a private reprimand, 
or if the Commission de-
termines that the situation 
merits such action, it may 
order a hearing to be held be-
fore it concerning the removal, 
or retirement of a person 
holding an office named in 
Paragraph A of Subsection 
(6) of this Section, or it may 
in its discretion request the 
Supreme Court to appoint an 
active or retired District 
Judge or Justice of a Court 
of Civil Appeals as a Master 
to hear and take evidence in 
any such matter, and to re-
port thereon to the Commis-
sion. If, after hearing, or after 
considering the record and re-
port of a Master, the Commis-
sion finds good cause there-
for, it shall issue an order of 
public censure or it shall rec-
ommend to the Supreme Court 
the removal, or retirement, as 
the case may be, of the per-
son in question holding an of-
fice named in Paragraph A of 
Subsection (6) of this Section 
and shall thereupon file with 
the Clerk of the Supreme 
Court the entire record be-
fore the Commission. 

"(9) The Supreme Court 
shall review the record of the 
proceedings on the law and 
facts and in its discretion may, 
for good cause shown, permit 
the introduction of additional 
evidence and shall order pub-
lic censure, retirement or re-
moval, as it finds just and 
proper, or wholly reject the 

recommendation. Upon an 
order for involuntary retire-
ment for disability or an order 
for removal, the office in 
question shall become vacant. 
The rights of an incumbent <o 
retired to retirement benefits 
shall be the same as if his re-
tirement had been voluntary." 

"(11) The Supreme Court 
shall by rule provide for the 
procedure before the Commis-
sion, Masters and the Su-
preme Court.

NUMBER SIX ON' THE BALLOT (SJR3)

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF TIIE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Section 51, 

Article XVI, Constitution of 
the State of Texas be amended 
to read as follows: 

"Section 51. The homestead, 
not in a town or city, shall 
consist of not more than two 
hundred acres of land, which 
may be in one or more par-
cels, with the improvements 
thereon; the homestead in a 
city, town or village, shall con-
sist of lot, or lots, not to ex-
ceed in value Ten Thousand 
Dollars, at the time of their 
designation as the homestead, 
without reference to the value 
of any improvements thereon: 
provided, that the same shall 
be used for the purposes of a 

home, or as a place to exer-
cise the calling or business of 
the head of a family; provided 
also, that any temporary rent-
ing of the homestead shall not 
change the character of the 
same, when no other home-
stead has been acquired."

Story Behind Early 
Farm Program 
Payments Is Told 

The story behind the fact that 

some three million farmers are 

receiving payments earned under 

the feed grain and cotton pro-

grams earlier than in previous 

years is one of those wonders of 

the computer age, interlaced with 

good old - fashioned cooperation, 
ingenuity, and hard work. 

Not only are payments begin-

ning earlier, but most of the pay-

ments will be issued over a short-

er period of time. Most should be 
in farmers' hands by mid-August 

—just six weeks from the first 

day checks were distributed. This 
would cut in half the three-month 

period usually needed in past  

years to make payments. 	Even 
the wheat program payments, 

which, by law, must wait for a 

July 1 announcement of parity 
ratio, will be in the hands of far-
mers earlier than in previous 

years because of the stepped-up 

payment schedule. 

Cooperation by farmers has 

been a key element to success, 

because no individual payment 

could be released until the far-

mer had certified that he had 
complied with rules for planting 

and diverting acres and other pro-

gram requirements. But a good 
share of credit also is due farmer 

committeemen, county and slate 
Agricultural Stabilization and Con-

servation staffs, and a variety of 
specialists in ASCS field and na-

tional offices. 

On January 16, USDA made a 

commitment to farmers that farm 

program payments would begin as  

soon as possible after July 1. Bud-
get restraints made advance par-

tial payments impossible. The an-

nouncement triggered action at 

the Washington offices of USDA 
that touched off a chain reaction 

through state and county levels 

of ASCS focused on meeting the 
July 1 kickoff date for starting 
payments. 

Old schedules and routines were 

tossed out of the window and new 

ones developed for stepped - up 
handling of the vast amount of 

data on farm program records 
without sacrifice of accuracy. The 

forms, reports and data sheets 

were redesigned or revised, and 

printing and delivery deadlines 
were updated. Needed supplies 

were procured early and distribut-
ed to state and county ASCS of-

fices. The printing of some four 

million sight drafts (checks) was 

rescheduled so that delivery could 

be started in June. State ASCS 
offices conducted training sessions  

to pass along new instructions and 
procedures to county personnel. 

Immediately after the period for 

program signup ended in late 

March, county ASCS personnel, 

with the (-operation of press, ra-

dio and television, began urging 

farmers to certify their compli-
ance with program requirements 
as early as possible. As farmers 

planted. then certified. ASCS per-

sonnel carried out a concurrent 
spot-checking system to help as-

sure accuracy in compliance. 

Data sheets on individual farm 

operations were prepared in court. 

ty offices with what later proved 

to be a high degree of accuracy. 

Only about 1.2 percent of the data 
sheets have been rejected and re-

processed due to improper pre-

paration or invalid original data. 
sheets began to arrive in early 
May at the New Orleans Data Pro-

cessing Center. where information 
on the sheets is scanned electron-

ically, computations are made and 
sight drafts for individual pay-

ments are prepared and returned 
to county offices for review. The 

pace of their arrival stepped up 

to 40 to 50 mailbags-full per day 

in mid-June. By June 14, more 
than 720.000 farm program checks 

had been returned to county of-
fices. A total of more than 900,000 

data sheets providing information 

about individual farms had been 
scanned or "read" by the center's 

processing equipment. 

Farm program officials had 

foreseen the need for stepping up 
the data processing capacity of 
the New Orleans Center. The new 
payment schedule called for a cap-

ability of handling some 350,000 
farm data sheets per week. This 

capability was reached on June 1, 

with the leasing and early deliv-

ery of four important and com-
plex "scanners," each capable of 

reading some 750 data sheets per 
hour. By mid-June, the weekly re-

ceipt of data sheets reached over 

330,000. 

Teamwork and planning have 

brought gratifying results. Farm 

program officials are confident 
that by July 1, sight drafts will 

be ready for around Pk million 

farmers.
