Keeping Dogs And Cats 
Free Of Tapeworms

Time To Treat White Grubs 
Summer rains have given white grubs a place to thrive. White grub 

damage can be detected by irregular shaped areas of weakened or dying 
grass in the lawn. If people had grub problems last year , then it might be 
a good idea to go ahead and treat this year. Check for grubs by digging 
small holes, three to four inches deep throughout the yard. If four to ten 
grubs per square foot are found then chemical treatment is needed. T o 
avoid a long and difficult battle with white grubs, A&M entomologists say 
now is the time to treat. New chemicals on the market last slot longer 
and can be put out now. Remember to always read and follow label direc-
tions. Irrigate treatments promptly so they will soak into the ground. A 
white grub control in turfgrass fact sheet is available at your county Ex-
tension office. 

Hot Season for Mosquito-Borne Diseases 
Summer is in full swing, and it's time to watch out for mosquito borne 

diseases. More precautions need to be taken as the W est Nile Virus be-
comes a serious concern throughout. Texas. The virus can be fatal, and 
prevention is important. Remove all sources of standing water from the 
home, mosquito-proof dwellings, and alter outdoor activities to times and 
places mosquitoes aren't active. W ear loose and light-colored clothing. 
Mosquitoes are attracted to dark colors and can bite easier through tight 
clothing. Also, use mosquito repellent. Symptoms of the virus include 
fever, headaches, sore throat, body aches, fatigue, and swollen lymph 
glands. The elderly, young and those with weakened immune systems 
are more prone to contracting the virus and should take precautions ac-
cordingly.

NCC & 19 National Commodity Groups 
Supporting Disaster Assistance 

Momentum is growing and the need for 2001 and now 2002 Crop Loss 
Assistance is beginning to gain bipartisan support inside the halls of Con-
gress. 

Supporting that effort is a letter dated July 30 and addressed to mem-
bers of Senate urging action on the issues as quickly as possible. The 
letter, which has been under construction since early July, is now tar-
geted toward building support for a specific piece of legislation (S. 2800, 
the "Emergency Agricultural Assistance Act of 2002") 

Signed by 20 nationally recognized commodity groups, including the 
National Cotton Council, the letter points out the need for an assistance 
package in light of the growing effects of the current drought. 

One of the key points that needs to be included in discussion of the 
letter sent to the Senate is the fact that S.2800 designates the spending it 
includes as emergency aid and does not seek any budget offsets. 

The NCC and the cotton industry have long supported the need for 
drought related disaster assistance so long as the money to pay for that 
assistance did not come from money earmarked for the Farm Security 
and Rural Assistance Act of 2002. 

The fact that 5.2800 includes language that clearly defines the bill as 
emergency spending and does not require budget offsets that might have 
come from the new Farm Bill was perhaps the strongest incentive for the 
cotton industry to support the legislation as the preferred vehicle for de-
livering much needed weather related crop loss assistance to producers 
for the 2001 and 2002 crop years. 

FSRIA To Require New Power of Attorney 
Implementation of the Food Security and Rural Investment Act of 2002 

appears to be getting fully ontrack with the start of state level Farm 
Service Agency training sessions. 

As the process moves forward producers are learning more and more 
about what will be required to enroll in the new program. One of the 
items that must be addressed will be the need to update Power of Attor-
ney forms kept on file at the county FSA office. 

The new law will require updated forms to be completed as part of the 
sign up process. 

FSA has provided an Internet link to the updated forrhs on their web-
site at: http:II forms .sc.egov .usda.gouleforme 

After calling up the page referenced above producers can search for 
the proper forms by number. Form FSA-211 is the basic Power of Attor-
ney form used to designate another person to conduct business on your 
behalf. A Power of Attorney form for Husband and Wife, FSA-211-1, is 
also available online. 

Producers or landlords with additional questions about obtaining the 
new Power of Attorney forms can also contact their local Farm Service 
Agency office to receive assistant* in downloading the forms or to pick up 
copies in person.

A Texan Triumphs ... Again 

Lance Armstrong is more than a hometown hero - he's a Texas legend. 

For the past four summers. Texans - and the rest of the world - have cheered 

him on to victory in the Tour de France, one of the most grueling sporting 
events of the modem era. 

Charted through some of the most beautiful yet challenging terrain 
in France, the 2,050-mile course takes three weeks to complete. With weather 
ranging from blazing summer heat to cool mountain winds, the 189 cyclists 

competed against man, machine and mother nature to cross the finish line in 
Paris, and for the fourth consecutive year. Texas' son, Lance Armstrong, led 

the pack. 

A Survivor's Story 
Watching him coast to victory one would hardly guess that just over six 

years ago, Lance nearly succumbed to a deadly disease. In 1997 he was 
diagnosed with testicular cancer that spread throughout his body. Though 
Weakened by chemotherapy and given only a 50-50 chance to live, he beat the 
odds while struggling hard to keep his physical strength. His spirit triumphed 

and he has become one of the greatest athletes of our time. 
Only one other cyclist has won the Tour de France five consecutive 

times and Lance is poised to tie his record next year. But he has repeatedly 
noted that he wants to be remembered not just for his cycling victories, but as 
the first cancer survivor to win the elite race. 

The Foundation 
Lance has dedicated his celebrity to furthering cancer research and most 

importantly, promoting survivorship. Before he even knew if he would 
overcome the disease, he founded the non-profit Lance Armstrong Founda-

tion (LAF) which has grown into one of the nation's preeminent cancer 
research organizations. Last year alone the Foundation awarded more than 
$1.1 million in research grants to study testicular cancer and survivorship. 

One unique program supported by the LAF focuses on children whose 
parents have been diagnosed with cancer. "Wonders & Worries" offers much-
needed counseling and support to help children from the ages of seven to 17 

deal with the illness afflicting their parent. 
Lance has joined the President's special commission to combat cancer 

and has become a leading advocate for more cancer research. The Federal 
government's partnership in this battle is critical. lust this year, Congress 
completed its commitment to double funding for the National Institutes of 

Health to more than $27 billion, which includes the National Cancer Institute 
And in April we celebrated the passage of a bill I introduced to provide more 

research dollars for blood cancers, which will afflict 100,000 additional 

Americans this year alone. 
Lance exudes the spirit of American triumph and Texas determination. 

This year as the race came to a close along the Champs-Elysees, more than 
100,000 onlookers cheered and feverishly waved both Texas and American 

flags to welcome back the champion. 
The Amencan spirit was tested this year, but we have risen to the 

challenge with resilience and courage. And it is people like Lance Armstrong 

who continue to remind us that we are a nation of heroes, fighters and 

survivors. Our hats are off to you, Lance - we look forward to checnng you 

on to a fifth victory.
