FAVORABLE ACTION.

10-MLE BILL PASSES HOUSE

Senate Passes Three of Gov. Hobby's
War Measures and Early Passage
of Zone Bill is Expected.
Austin—With final ratification of
the federal constitutional amend-
ment for nation-wide prohibition, and
with passage by the house of Gov-
ernor Hobby's ten-mil® zone bill by
a vote of 108 to 10, the prohibition
forces of the Texas legislature ap-
parently are in the saddle The house
also passed the drouth relief bill ap-
propriating $2,000,000 to be loaned b
the state to counties for the purchase

of feed and seed for farmers.

The ten-mile zone bill as passed
by the house would put prohibition
in effect on April 1 about all places
where men in the armged service of
the United States are quartered for
any purpose and about all shipyards
at work on government contracts.
The measure now goes to the senate.

Far More Than Two-Thirds.

On the ten-mile zone bill Speaker
Fuller ruled that 95 votes were re-
quired for passage with the emer-
gency clause, or to put the bill into
effect at any time earlier than %0
days after adjournment. The mea-
sure drew 13 votes more than that
number and Senator Dean, senat.
floor leader In charge of the bill, a
clares that the measure will receive
the same overwhelming vote there.
It has been held that 21 votes will
be needed for passage by the senate
with the emergency clause.

Prolonged cheers greeted the pas-
sage of the bill in the house by the
overwhelming majority

Causes of Winds.

Winds are produced by a disturb-
ance of the equilibri@m in some part
of the atmosphere; a disturbance al-
ways resultiug from a difference In
temperature between adjacent sec-
tions. Thus, If the temperature of a
certain extent of ground becomes high-
er, the alr In contact with it becomes
heated, it expands and goes towards
the colder or higher regions of the
atmosphere: whence It flows, produc-
ing winds which blow from het to cold
countries. But at the same time the
equilibrium Is destroyed at the sur-
face of the earth, for the pressure on
the colder adjacent parts is greater
thun on that which has been heated,
and hence a current will be produced
with a veloclty dependent on the dif-
ference between these pressures; thus
two distinet wiads will be produced-—
an upper one setting outwards from
the heated reglon, and a lower one sets
ting inwards towards it
