Quitaque City Council 

The Quitaque City Council met in regular session on Monday 
July 8, 2002. Mayor Hamilton called the meeting to order present 
were Council members Rhonda Farneg Arnold Castillo, Randy 
Stark, Janice Henson and City Manages Maria Cruz. Also present 
were guests, Peggy Brannon, Jon and Julie Pigg and Joyce Price. 

During public comment concerned citizens expressed the need 
for a clean up effort in their neighborhood. They voiced concern of 
vacant houses being a fire hazard and also a breeding ground for 
skunks, possums, and other rodents. Also voiced were concerns 
about the State Park dumping items on the Martin residence within 
City limits. The Council discussed enforcement of ordinances and 
the difficulties the City faces in doing so. After much discussion 
Maria Cruz suggested she call the individuals' whose properties 
are a concern and discuss the problems. The Council will also look 
into options available for ordinance enforcement. 

The Council was also updated byArnold Castillo on the progress 
of the new Medical Clinic. The walls are up for the examining 
rooms and textureing and painting will be completed later this 
week. The carpet will be installed next week. Arnold was com-
mended by the Council for all his volunteer work on the clinic. 

In regular business the minutes of the previous meeting were 
read and approved. Next the ambulance report was presented 
and approved, five runs were reported since the last regular meet-
ing. Quitaque Unit 1 will soon be upgraded toAdvanced Life Sup-
port. 

The entries from the Stone Monument slogan contest were re-
viewed by the Council. Quitaque - Hope, Pride, Progress will 
be the new slogan for the Monument by a unanimous Council de-
cision. 

Legal requirements for public works contracts were discussed, 
this information was obtained from the lexas Municipal League. 
Also discussed was the possibility of having architectural draw-
ings of a possible Community Center for theAugust Homecoming 
and pictures of some of the buildings that have been visited by 
City Council and committee members as possible buildings for our 
center. The Council discussed a meeting in the very near future 
for members representing all local organizations to r•litain input 
on the Community Center. 

Next the Council discussed city streets. The Council was in-
formed that the streets had been sprayed with chemicals to keep 
the grass and weeds from taking over existing streets. The Mayor 
discussed a joint purchase with 'Rirkey of a street packer to help

Texa, Comptroller Carole Keeton FZi lander announced that the 
annual Sales Tax Holiday is coming up August 2 - 4. 

"Start making your shopping list for school clothes for the kids 
and new clothes for mom and dad," Comptroller blander said. 
- During the Sales Tax Holiday, most clothes and shoes priced un-
der $100 are exempt from state and local sales taxes," 

Rylander estimates Mxans will save $42 million in sales tax 
during the three-day Sales Holiday, including $33.2 million in 
state sales tax and $8.8 million in local sales taxes. 

- I believe Texans will once again take full advantage of this 
well deserved tax break to make their dollars go farther as they 
shop for a new school year," Rylander said. "During the Sales Mx 
Holiday, shoppers save about $8 for every $100 they spend on quali-
fying clothing and footwear" 

The saving from Texas' three sales 11tx Holidays thus far total 
approximately $108.2 million, including an estimated $85.3 mil-
lion in state sales tax and an estimated $22.9 million in local sales 
taxes. 

-That's $108 million that Thxans have been able to keep in their 
pockets for their families' priorities," Comptroller Wander said. 

Examples of items that can be purchased tax-freeAugust 2 - 4 
include kids' clothes and school uniforms, adults' clothes and work 
uniforms, shoes, tennis shoes, slippers, sleepwear and underclothes 
for the entire family, as long as the items are priced under $100 
each. 

Items that can not be purchased tax-free include handbags, wal-
lets, jewelry, accessories, athletic shoes and apparel that are not 
normally street wear, backpacks and school supplies.

Dead Birds And Suspected Equine WNV Cases 
Should Be Reported To Proper State Agencies 

Dead birds, particularly blue jays, crows and hawks, or suspected equine 
cases of West Nile Virus infection need to be reported to the proper state 
agencies, said Dr. Bruce Lawhorn, who is a veterinarian with T exas Co-
operative Extension and the department of large animal medicine and 
surgery at the College of Veterinary Medicine at Texas A&M University. 

Dead birds should be reported to the T exas Department of Health re-
gional zoonosis control offices. Region 1, Canyon, is (806) 655-7151 or 
the main TDH telephone number in Austin is (512) 458-7255. 

"It's important that all cases and suspected cases of the encephalitis 
be reported, so the spread of this new disease throughout our state can be 
tracked." added Lawhom. 

"Health officials need to know to be on the lookout for this disease, 
especially if and when it is diagnosed in humans," Lawhorn said. 

Migrating birds are the primary source of the virus, which is transmit-
ted by mosquitoes to other birds, animals in the equine family , or people. 

According to the TDH Web site, when you call, the technician will ask 
your name, telephone number, zip code and the location of the dead bird. 
Also, you will be asked about the number of dead birds and the species. 
All this information is needed to map the location and the spread of W est 
Nile in Texas. 

Whether the dead bird or birds is tested depends on several factors; 
your location in the state, the bird's species, its condition and whether or 
not birds from your county already have been tested. 

The only domestic animals that seems to be adversely affected by W est 
Nile Virus are equines. If you suspect your horse, donkey or mule has 
West Nile Virus infection, contact your veterinarian for a diagnosis. V et-
erinarians will take the appropriate samples to be submitted for labora-
tory confirmation and contact the Texas Animal Health Commission to 
alert them of this possible West Nile Virus case. 

Vaccines are available but there is a minimum of seven to eight weeks 
after the start of the vaccine series before any protection can be expected. 

Much like humans, most infected equines will not show clinical signs. 
The most frequent clinical signs, though, are a wobbly gait, stumbling 
and falling, weakness of limbs, recumbency (lying down), muscle fascicu-
lation (fine muscle movements or twitching of a small area of muscle) and 
death. 

Minimizing mosquito exposure is especially important while a horse is 
building immunity to vaccination, Lawhorn explained. 

Dr. Jim Olson, entomologist with the department of entomology at T exas 
A&M said to reduce the chance of getting the disease, T exans should prac-
tice personal precaution, premise clean up and mosquito proofing of homes. 

"The first thing people need to do is get rid of all the mosquito breeding 
sites they can find," Olson said. "Anything that is collecting and holding 
water for longer than three days needs to be either filled in , thrown away , 
turned upside down, or whatever." 

Dog bowls and dishes under flowerpots should be emptied at least ev-
ery three days. Or, if you are trying to save water, Olson says, put a top or 
a screen wire across the container to keep mosquitoes from getting in it to 
breed and lay eggs. 

To prevent mosquitoes from getting inside your home, make sure screen 
window frames fit up tight against the windowsills, or fill in gaps with 
duct tape. Also, make sure there is weather stripping around doors. The 
use of yellow outside lighting will also reduce the attractiveness of pre-
mises for mosquitoes. 

"Make sure that when (doors) are closed, they don't allow gaps for 
mosquitoes to get through because they will," Olson said. 

When going outdoors, do so during the brighter times of the day and 
stay away from shadows and wooded areas, However , if you must go out 
during the evening hours, wear protective clothing and a repellant of your 
choice. 

If bitten by mosquitoes, Olson said, you should not be too concerned if 
the bites are infrequent. In order to prevent a secondary infection through, 
don't scratch the bites. 

"Put some type of antibacterial ointment on it, and otherwise watch it 
in case it does become infected," he said. "But most times, within two or 
three days, they're down and gone."

Volunteer Cotton Endangers Eradication 
Cotton producers in the Northern High Plains zone who certified failed 

cotton need to remember to keep those fields free of hostable cotton, cot-
ton that can sustain boll weevil feeding and reproduction, said officials of 
the Texas Boll Weevil Eradication Foundation. 

Volunteer cotton is a troublesome problem in eradication, said Charles 
Allen, program director. Its presence along field edges and in fields that 
have been planted to another crop provides a haven for boll weevil to 
continue to infest a zone. 

Because of this danger, foundation personnel must continue to place 
traps and perform weekly inspections on fields that have cotton plants in 
them, he said. Should weevils be caught in these traps, the fields will 
have to be sprayed. 

Allen said the measures are necessary to protect the gains made in 
eradication and to prevent unnecessary program costs. Growers who cer 
tified failed acres by July 1.5 are eligible for a credit for those acres on 
their assessments, provided the fields remain free of hostable cotton. 

The Texas Boll Weevil Eradication Foundation is a nonprofit, grower -
initiated and funded organization dedicated to eliminating the cotton boll 
weevil from the state in the most cost effective and environmentally re-
sponsible manner possible. 

Texas Sees Its First Case Of West Nile Virus (WNV) In A Horse 
Preliminary tests on a sick horse that was euthanized Saturday , June 

29, near Katy in far west Harris County', indicate that the animal was 
infected with West Nile Virus (WNV), a form of "sleeping sickness" first 
detected in Texas in two dead blue jays June 18 on the northwest side of 
Houston. According to the Texas Department of Health (TDH), another 
29 infected birds have since been found. 

"We were notified on July 3 that tests run on samples of the horses's 
blood and spina] fluid were positive for WNV. The tests were run both at 
the Texas Veterinary Medical Diagnostic Laboratory in College Station, 
and at the National Veterinary Services Laboratory in Ames, Iowa." said 
Dr. Linda Logan, Texas' state veterinarian and executive director for the 
Texas Animal Health Commission, the state's livestock health regulatory 
agency. 

WNV was unheard of in North America until 1999, when it was de-
tected in birds in New York. The virus, which can cause brain swelling 
and severe illness in horses, previously had been confined to Africa, Eu-
rope, Asia, and the Middle East. WNV has spread to 20 U.S. states, fol-
lowing the migratory flight patterns of birds along the Eastern Seaboard 
and west as far as Texas. In 2001, 738 horses, donkeys or other members 
of the equine family were diagnosed with the disease in the U.S., and 
about 20 percent of the animals had to be euthanized, due to the severity 
of their illness. 

"Blue jays, crows and more than 70 other species of birds can carry the 
virus, but it is the mosquito that puts the disease cycle in motion," ex-
plained Dr. Logan "After feeding on infected birds, mosquitoes ingest the 
virus, and about one percent of the pests then become infected and ca-
pable of spreading the virus to hoses or humans. There have been no 
documented cases of animals or humans spreading the disease. Dogs and 
cats appear to be resistant to the disease." 

"Home and stable owners should take precautions to prevent mosquito 
bites," said Dr. Joe Garrett, a veterinarian with e TDH's Zoonosis control.

Bob Renkes of Petroleum Equip-
ment Institute is working on a cam-
paign to try and make people aware 
of fires as a result of "static" at gas 
pumps. 

His company has researched 150 
cases of these fires. His results were 
very surprising. 

• Out of 150 cases, almost all of 
them were women. 

• Almost all cases involved the 
person getting back in their vehicle 
while the nozzle was still pumping 
gas, when finished and they went 
back to pull the nozzle out the fire 
started, as a result of static. 

• Most had on rubber-soled 
shoes. 

• Most men never get back in 
their vehicle until completely fin-
ished. This is why they are seldom 
involved in these types of fires. 

• Don't ever use cell phones 
when pumping gas. 

• It is the vapors that come out 
of the gas that cause the fire, when 
connected with static charges. 

• There were 29 fires where the 
vehicle was reentered and the 
nozzle was touched during refuel-
ing from a variety of makes and 
models. Some resulting in exten-
sive damage to the vehicle, to the 
station, and to the customer. 

• Seventeen fires that occurred 
before, during or immediately after 
the gas cap was removed and be-
fore fueling began. 

Mr. Renkea stresses to NEVER 
get back into your vehicle while fill-
ing it with gas. If you absolutely 
HAVE to get in your vehicle while 
the gas is pumping, make sure you 
get out, close the door TOUCHING 
THE METAL, before you ever pull 
the nozzle out. This way the static 
from your body will be discharged 
before you ever remove the nozzle.

USDA Making Progress In Farm Bill 
Decision-Making Process 

Newly announced decisions by the United States Department of 
Agriculture (USDA) continue to bring details of the new Farm Bill into 
clearer focus. The processes involved in implementing the Farm Security 
and Rural Investment Act of 2002 have been in high gear since the 
legislation was signed May 13, 2002. 

One announcement that has not yet been made, however, is the date 
when growers will begin signing up for the new program. Most speculation 
puts that date in the mid-August to early-September time frame, although 
that will largely be determined by USDA's ability to finalize and issue 
interim final rules and to get State and County Farm Service Agency 
staff brought up to date on those new rules and procedures. 

Recent FSA announcements have also expanded several windows of 
opportunity for producers who want to adjust their operations to designate 
both a husband and wife as separate "person" for program participation 
purposes and extension of Loan Deficiency Payments (LDP) to growers 
who either did not file for benefits that they were eligible for in 2001 by 
the final application date or who grew program crops on non-program 
acreage in 2001. 

To designate a spouse as a separate "person" for purposes of farm 
program participation they must meet the requirements for recognition 
as a separate person under current FSA rules. 

Also, should a spouse be designated as a separate "person" and become 
eligible for payments in 2002 any payments already issued to the "person" 
designated as the program participant prior to the change would have to 
refunded before revised payments could be calculated and reissued to the 
joint operation or members according to the requirements were met, 
including the August 1, 2002, deadline for PFC signatures. 

It appears that in order to make this type of change a grower will have 
to show their spouse meets the minimum criteria established by USDA 
to be classified as an equal participant in the operation and show that the 
situation existed prior to the normal April 1 cutoff date for making such 
determinations. 

Also announced was the extension of the time that growers can apply 
for 2001-crop Loan Deficiency Payments. This late filing window allows 
growers to receive LDP's for their 2001 crop even if the commodity was 
grown on a nonparticipating farm in 2001. The late-filing window also 
applies to growers who did not apply for LDP payments on crops prior to 
their losing beneficial interest in the crop or prior to the May 31, 2002 
deadline for filing 2001-crop LDP requests. 

PCG Board Approves FY2002-2003 Budget 
Members of the Plains Cotton Growers Board of Directors met 

Wednesday, July 10 and approved the organization's FY2002-2003 
operating budget. 

Topping the agenda for the PCG Directors was approval of an operating 
budget for the organization's new fiscal year that began July 1. 

The PCG Board unanimously approved an operating budget totaling 
$620,736.13 to see the organization through the next budget cycle. 

Among the issues PCG Board considered when approving the budget 
was the probable need to participate in additional, pro-active, legislative 
efforts. 

Citing the continued importance of securing 2001 Crop Loss Assistance 
as one of the top priorities of the organization the PCG Board allocated 
additional funds that can be used to engage in legislative activity that 
would bolster the passage of a Crop Loss Assistance Program. 

The Board also identified PCG's active involvement the areas of Farm 
Bill implementation, fending off continued legislative attempts to impose 
stricter payment limitations and crop insurance as areas of emphasis in 
the future.

Site 69 as in 59th, or last 
minute, mainly sells weekend trip 
packages. You can book between 14 
days and three hours before depar 
ture. Select a package by destina-
tion, cost and activity. Packages are 
priced up to 60 percent off prices 
quoted by the airlines and hotels 
themselves. One drawback: The 
sita.offers departures from just 38 
cities. 

Lowestravel.com  pursues a 
niche in discounted, last minute in-
ternational flights, letting you 
search by destination, day and pre-
ferred time. As with many discount 
travel sites, you must click through 
a number of pages before you know 
for certain a deal is available. 

Hotwire sells tickets exclusively 
set aside by 33 domestic and inter -
national airlines. Use it when price 
is your top concern. Plug in your 
specific travel dates, and Hotwire 
will display its lowest fare. You then 
have one hour to purchase the flight 
at the quoted price. Only then does 
the site let you know your airline 
and flight times. 

CheapTickets says that at any 
given moment it is offering about 
one million tickets, supplied by the 
airlines, not available on airline 
sites. Our advice: after you find a 
deal on the site, call an operator at 
800-652-4327 and ask for an even 
better price off-line. The company 
says it offers some fares at prices 
below the Internet-only specials of-
fered by Orbitz and the major air - 
lines, who do not want those fares 
published. 

LastMinuteTravel.com  col-
lects and displays last minute fares 
from other travel vendors sites. You 
can query by price range, destina-
tion and flight time. The site's 
search feature is cumbersome, but 
it is scheduled tobe overhauled this 
spring. 

Thp.com  run by the same com-
pany as cheaptickets.com , has simi-
lar ticketing options and search fea-
tures but also sells exclusive vaca-
tion rentals up to one week before 
departure. 

Travelzoo.com  collects and dis-
plays last minute vacation packages 
from other sites.

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Walk Across Texas Update 
By Cory Edwards 

Participants in Texas Cooperative Extension's Walk Across Texas pro-
gram have been walking "across Texas" for 1 week. Teams began record-
ing their miles on Monday, June 8 for this friendly competition. As we 
travel 748 miles from Texline to Texas City, the "Double-Nickels & Older" 
have taken the lead with 148 miles after the first week. They have hypo-
thetically walked almost to Memphis, TX. 

Not far behind are the "Road Warriors" with 135.9 miles. Next is "Ankle 
Express" with 81 miles, then the "Wild Women Walkers" with 68 miles, 
"ASKEBAT" with 41.1 miles, and the "Fairmont Flyers" with 14 miles. 

Since our leading team has made it almost to Memphis, here are a few 
interesting facts about the city as we take a "T exas Trip". 

* The population of Memphis is approximately 2,465. 
• The distance to the Texas state capital is 347 miles. (as the crow 

flies) 
* The county is comprised of approximately 576,000 acres, of which 

175,000 are in cultivation. 
• It had its beginnings in 1889, when J.C. Montgomery purchased 

land for a townsite north of Sailsbury on the Fort Worth and Denver City 
Railway. 

* United States Congressman Jack Hightower comes from Memphis. 
* The route of the annual Cotton Boll Enduro, a 125-mile cross coun-

try motorcycle event held in late October, begins and ends at Memphis. 
Keep up the good work! 

Avoiding Ticks Best Way To 
Prevent Diseases They Carry 

The weather is warm. The days are long. Both animals and people are 
in the countryside. It's tick time in Texas. Ticks are often found in the 
same spots that people like to visit - wooded, brushy and grassy areas. 
And they often land on animals as well. 

A bite from an infected tick can cause illnesses such as L yme Disease, 
Rocky Mountain Spotted Fever, Human Ehrlichiosis and Talaremia. With 
prompt medical attention, these illnesses can almost always be success-
fully treated. But if people do not recognize the symptoms and seek treat-
ment, the illnesses can be serious, even fatal. 

The most frequently diagnosed tick borne problem in the country is 
Lyme Disease, a bacterial infection that can cause skin, join, heart and 
nervous system problems. Named after the town of L yme in Connecticut 
where it was first described in 1976, the disease usually begins with flu-
like symptoms such as fatigue, headache, fever , stiff neck and joint pain. 
Occasionally there may be skin lesions or rashes, usually around the site 
of the tick bite. Untreated, Lyme Disease can result in severe damage to 
joints, the heart and nervous system. 

Symptoms of Rocky Mountain Spotted Fever and Human Ehrlichiosis 
include headaches, muscle aches and high fever. A measles like rash also 
may be present. 

Tularemia is a bacterial disease affecting animals and humans, usu-
ally transmitted through a bite from an infected tick. Symptoms of T ula-
remia include fever, an ulcerative skin sore and painful swollen lymph 
glands. If the organism is ingested, the person may have a throat infec-
tion, abdominal pain, diarrhea and vomiting. 

Antibiotics are used to treat tick borne diseases. 
To protect yourself from ticks: 
• If you are in an area with ticks, check your body carefully for them 

every few hours. Ticks are small and easy to miss. They can attach to 
any part of the body, head to toe. 

• Stay on trails outdoors; avoid areas of overgrown brush and tall 
grasses. 

• Wear light colored clothes to easily spot ticks. Protect skin from tick 
bites by wearing a hat, long sleeved shirt and long pants tucked into boots 
or socks. 

* Use insect repellant containing DEET or permethnn. If you find a 
tick on your skin, remove it right away. To remove an attached tick, use 
tweezers to grasp the tick at the skin surface. If tweezers are not avail-
able, use a tissue to protect fingers from possible exposure to the tick's 
body fluids. With a steady motion, gently pull the tick straight out. Don 
not crush the tick's body. Have patience; it may take time to remove the 
tick properly. Ticks should be removed from pets using the same tech-
nique or by using a tick dip. 

Using petroleum jelly or touching the tick with a hot match may be 
common practices but are not he best procedures, mahlow said. 

Live ticks may be submitted for identification and testing to the TDH 
laboratory. Call the TDH laboratory at 512-458-7615 for information on 
the proper way to submit live ticks. 

People with flu-like symptoms following contact with a tick should get 
medical attention as soon a possible.
