In a bowl, combine the first five 
ingredients.

Makes 
about 4 dozen.

1 teaspoon butter flavoring 
1/2 teaspoon red food color 
1/2 teaspoon salt 
3 cups flour 
3/4 cup buttermilk 
1 teaspoon soda 
1 Tablespoon vinegar 
1/2 crushed peppermint candy 
canes 
Cream shortening,sugar and eggs. 
Add extract, flavoring,coloring and 
salt. In a small bowl, mix butter-
milk, soda,and vinegar. Addthie 
buttermilk mixture to the shorten-
ing mixture alternately with the 
flour. Mix well and fold in the pep-
permint candy. Pour batter into a 
greased and floured Bundt pan. 
Bake at 326 about 1 hour and 10 

minutes , until a toothpick inserted 
comes out clean. When unmolded 
and cooled,drizzle cake with a sim-
ple glaze of powdered sugar and 
milk. Garnish with additional pep-
permint candies.

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Acclaimed Risk Management 
Program Helps Producers In 
New Marketing Climate 

Some ag producers believe the new farm bill will simplify their mar - 
keting options, choices, and decisions. That may not be the case, accord-
ing to a Texas A&M economist. 

"The new farm bill does provide an enhanced income safety net. But 
that doesn't mean your marketing decision will be any easier , in fact, 
marketing may become more complicated," said Jackie Smith, T exas Co-
operative Extension economist based in Lubbock. "The methods we use 
to attain the best cash price haven't changed, but a portion of our income 
safety net is now market dependent." 

The new farm bill includes a counter cyclical producer payment that is 
directly tied to market prices. That payment will be highest when mar - 
ket prices are lowest, but may not be there at all when market prices 
improve. 

"That's what makes marketing plans and methods so important to pro-
ducers operating under the new farm bill. Learning how to manage farm 
bill provisions/options such as the counter cyclical payment should be an 
integral part of your marketing plan," Smith added. "Educating produc-
ers on these options and helping them develop strategies to reduce price 
risk is a key goal of the instructors in our next series of Master Marketer 
classes." 

The first of four 2003 Master Marketer Program session begins on Janu-
ary 22, 2003. The registration deadline for this in-depth, intensive mar - 
keting and risk management education program is January 7, 2003. Par - 
ticipants will learn how to identify and evaluate marketing opportuni-
ties, and then design and follow through with sound marketing plans. 

Master Marketer training pays direct dividends to the bottom line. A 
recent survey suggests past participants were able to increase their aver -
age annual gross revenues from three to 10 percent, or about $30,000 
each, simply by applying their new found marketing skills and knowl-
edge, Smith said. 

Master Marketers learn from top industry and university profession-
als, who apply case study examples and simulation exercises in the class-
room. The 64 hour curriculum is offered in four , two day sessions held 
every two weeks. 

Registration costs $260 per person, plus a commitment to work with 
your county agent back home to try to start a marketing club. Anyone 
interested should register as soon as possible. The first two times the 
class was offered in Lubbock it filled up before the deadline.

Master Marketers Program in Lubbock by calling Smith at 806-746-6101, 
or their local county Extension office.

NASS To Conduct 2002 Census Of Agriculture 
One of the ways farmers and ranchers can personally participate in 

the process of developing agriculture legislation and regulation is to mak/ 
sure that the information used by lawmakers and government agencies 
is as accurate as possible. 

Perhaps the best way to ensure the accuracy of the information avail-
able is to actively participate in the USDA National Agricultural Statiti. 
tics Service's 2002 Census of Agriculture. 

The Census of Agriculture is conducted once every five years and is 
used as the primary database for agriculture information. The informa4 
tion often becomes the basis for the development of new laws and riles for 
issues like tax policy and pesticide regulation. 

The 2002 Census of Agriculture will begin in mid -December with cow 
sus packets mailed to all farmers and ranchers. Information provided on 
individual operations is strictly confidential by law . To further protect 
the identity and confidentiality of individual operations NASS will only 
publish data aggregated at the County, State, and National levels. 

Census information and reports should be completed an returned to 
USDA by February 3, 2003. 

The 2002 Census will include several new features and for the first 
time include information relating to multiple operators per farm, product 
tion contracts/landlord shares, computer and Internet use, more detailed 
farm-related income statistics, and gather information on many new com-
modities. 

Farmers and ranchers who receive a 2002 Census packet are encour -
aged to participate and to provide the most accurate information pow. 
Bible. 

Among the benefits to producers is the fact that the more accurate the 
information they provide, the more accurate the picture of U.S. agricul4 
hire is to those outside the industry. 

Producers, farm organizations, ag businesses, legislators and State 
extension personnel make use of the Census to spot trends in various 
areas of the industry and to propose policies and programs that meet 
agricultures actual needs. 

Anyone who produces at least $1,000 or more of agricultural sales is 
eligible to participate in the Census and should receive census forms. 

Producers who do not receive census forms by mail can contact the Ness 
order desk at 1-800-999-6779 to request a packet or go to www.usda.gool 
,ass and download the forms themselves.

Imagine a young man from a rural community who dreams of becom-

ing an optometrist and establishing a practice in his hometown. Now 
picture this young man abandoning his dream because he knows so little 
bbout the filed and he thinks his aspirations are impossible to achieve. 

Had Josh Wyatt, a high school student from Plainview , not had access 

to information about optometry and the opportunity to shadow a local 
optometrist in order to learn more about the field, he might not have 
realized that dream. Fortunately, when Josh expressed an interest in 
becoming an optometrist, he was provided encouragement and concrete, 
helpful information about how to pursue his dream. 

Sadly, young men and women in rural communities may not aspire to 
work in health care because they are unaware of the range of career op-
portunities available and the numerous programs that offer educational 

and financial assistance to them. It is imperative that we reach out to 

young people in order to ensure the future of health care access in rural 
communities. 

The Area Health Education Center of the Plains (AHEC), which opened 
in Plainview in June 2002, is designed to provide students in the 21 county 

South Plains region access to education about health care career opportu-
nities. AHEC of the Plains provided Josh the assistance he needed when 
he recognized his interest in optometry. Because of the genuine interest 

of the AHEC staff and a local optometrist, Stewart W ebb, 0.D., Josh now 
has ready access to the information he needs, a mentor and a part-time 
job which gives him experience in a health field and a clear advantage 
when it comes time to apply to colleges of optometry . 

AHEC of the Plains, which is funded by Texas Tech University Health 
Sciences Center's Office of Rural and Community Health, strives to culti-
vate young people's interest in health care fields while providing a 
mentoring environment to cement that interest and lay the groundwork 
for future careers. 

Why is it so important to create a pipeline for students to pursue ca-
reers in health care? A shortage of virtually all types of health care pro-
viders now plagues many rural areas in West Texas. Efforts to recruit 
health care professionals from urban areas to live and work in small com-
munities have had limited success. Since research suggests that indi-
viduals raised in rural communities are more likely to eventually settle 
down in rural area, we should turn to students in rural areas to fill the 
current void of heatlh care providers. This could help guarantee these 
communities future access to local health care. 

Many West Texans have come to accept driving 60 miles or more in 
order to receive health care. With the help of center like AHEC of the 
Plains, young people like Josh Wyatt might make it possible to exchange 
an hour long drive to see a physician in another town for a visit to a local 
doctor whose office is only five minutes from their doorstep.

Resolve To Turn Down The 
Noise And Turn Up The Family 

Making resolutions for 2003? Improving family relationships 
should head the list, says a psychologist at Baylor College of Medi-
cine in Houston. 

"Telephones, televisions and computers can interfere with hav-
ing quality time with our families," said Dr James Bray, Associate 
Professor at Baylor's Department of Family and Community Medi-
cine. 

But it takes more than getting rid of distractions or just saying 
that you want a better relationship with your family 

"Write down specific areas of your relationship that you want to 
improve with each family member," he said. Otherwise, the reso-
lution to improve family relationships is too vague. You'd never 
know if you're accomplishing your goal." 

Bray suggests that you consider these ideas as ways to improve 
family relationships 

• Spend quality time with family members. 
• Set regular mealtimes at least three times a week when fam-

ily members can express genuine interest and share uninterrupted 
conversation. 

*Run off distractions to family conversations. Give your undi-
vided attention. 

• If your family lives in the same town, Bray suggests that you 
schedule regular contact. This could be by attending a regular 
event or having Sunday lunch together 

• If family members live far away, stay in touch with e-mail, 
instant messaging systems or use a Web camera to feel more "con-
nected". 

• Seek counseling if your relationships are not going well or old 
problems keep reoccurring. 

Resolutions require good follow through. Bray suggests that 
it's important to review your written resolutions once a month 
You can see where you've succeeded or what's stopping your 
progress. 

"Don't be discouraged if you haven't been perfect: .  said Bray 
You can simply recommit yourself to your goals for the following 
month. The point is not to give up."

Notice of Drinking Water NITRATE Violation 
The Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) has 

notified the City of Quitaque water system that the drinking water 
being supplied to customers had exceeded the Maximum Contami 
nant Level (MCL) for NITRATE. The U.S. Environmental Protec-
tion Agency (EPA) has established the Mcl for NITRATE at 10 mg/ 
L, and has determined that it is a health concern at levels above the 
MCL. Analysis of drinking water in your community for NITRAM 
indicates a level of 14.01 mg/L. 

Infants below the age of six months who drink water containing 
nitrate in excess of the MCL could become seriously ill and , if un-' 
treated, may die. Symptoms include shortness of breath and blue 
baby syndrome. If your child is under the age of six months, the 
child must be given an alternative water supply for any consump-
tion. Boiling the affected water is not an effective treatment for ni-
trate removal. 

Most consumers do not need to use an alternative water supply  
However, if you have health concerns, you may want to talk to your 
doctor to get more information about how this may affect you. At 
this time, the health effects to fetuses of pregnant women is un-
clear. If you are pregnant, you may also choose to use an alternative 
source of water for drinking and cooking purposes. 

Bottled water is available at City Hall located at 105 North: 
First St. at no cost to expectant mothers and infants up to 
six months. 

We are working towards a solution to this problem by seeking 
grant funding to possibly dig more wells at a different location.
