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Baird Bears Give Buffaloes
Rough Night Scoring 41-7

EXTENSIVE DAMAGE—On September 13, eight
miles east of Baird, a fire was brought under con-
trol only to rekindle the next day. The fire burned
approximately 3500 acres.

Fire Spreads, Burns An
Estimated 3500 Acres

The Baird Volunteer Fire Department
received a fire alarm call at 12:45 p.m. last
Tuesday, September 13. The call reported
a grass fire located eight miles east of
Baird.

Tuesday being a dry, windy day did not
add points in the Fire Departments favor.

The acreage belonged to Hughes, Hat-
chett and Jones and the total land burned
by the fire was estimated at three thou-
sand acres.

In fighting the blaze the Baird Fire de-
partment received assistance from Cisco,
Cross Plains and Clyde Fire departments
along with area ranchers and citizens.

The fire was reported under control and
tapped out at 12:30 a.m. after an estimat-
ed 8,000 gallons of water was pumped
onto the land.

This, however; turned out to be a short
time to rest, for the Fire Department re-
ceived another call on Wednesday at
12:50 p.m. that the grass fire had rekindl-
ed and was burning acreage of the

Hughes estate.

It took an estimated 2000 gallons of
water to smother the fire along with the
aid of Clyde and Cross Plains Fire De-
partments.

There were several area citizens help-
ing to bring the fire under control with
heavy equipment, James Reynolds, and
Hershel Wagley of Putnam ran dozers
along the fire lines and Foy Jobe of Pre-
cinct 3 ran a maintainer to cut a fire
guard.

On the second day the fire was tapped
out at around 5:00 p.m.

Total acreage damaged by the fire on
the two days was estimated at 3500 acres
outside the city of Baird.

Callahan County ranchers may suffer a
rough winter for their cattle due to the
damage of the fire.

The fire was presumably ignited by the
rail road and no report to state otherwise,
has been received.

2. No bicycles, tricycles, motorcycles,
skateboards, or horses are allowed on
the courts.
3. No bottles, chairs, or boards are allow-
ed inside the fences.
4. School tennis players have first pri-
ority on the tennis courts for sceduled
match play.
5. Adjustments in the net height are to
be made by school personnnel, not by
propping boards at the ends of the
net. These boards can damage the sur-
face of the courts.
Care of the tennis courts is up to those
who used the courts. Tennis can be en-

joyed by the community if the proper
guidelines are followed.

NUMBER ONE

ON THE BALLOT
¢S.J.R. 18)
S.J.R. 18 proposes an

amendment to the Texas
Constitution to provide for
expanding the Court of
Criminal Appeals from its
current membership of five
judges to nine judges and
to permit the court to sit
in panels of three judges.
The wording‘nf the pro-
posed amendment as it will
appear on the ballot is as
follows:
“The constitutional
amendment increasing the
size of the Court of Crim-
inal Appeals to nine
judges, and permitting
the court to sit in panels
of three judges.”

NUMBER TWO
ON THE BALLOT

(S.J.R. 13)

£200 million in bonds or ob-

ligations of the State of
Texas for the Veterans’

ans to purchase tracts under
certain circumstances.
