Tom Colvin, 88, Is 

Buried at Fort Worth 
Born February 9, 1887, near 

Jacksboro, Texas, Thomas Layton 
Colvin, sr. died December 22, 1975 
at Hurst General Hospital, Hurst, 
Texas, at the age of 88 years, 10 
months and 13 days. 

He married Bessie B. Paschall of 
Lakeview at Memphis, Texas on 
December 2, 1917. He is survived 
by his wife, Bessie; one daughter, 
Mrs. Beatrice C. Mooney, Haltom 
City, Texas; three sons, Thomas 
L. Colvin, jr., Rock Island, Illin-
ois, Howard Colvin, Lakewood, 
Ohio and Roy E. Colvin, Las Vegas, 
Nevada. 

Mr. Colvin was preceded in 
death by four brothers and one 
sister, four of whom lived for 
more than 85 years, one dying at 
the age of 78 and the other broth-
er at the age of three. There are 
seven surviving grandsons, Boyd 
Colvin Mooney and Richard Walter 
Colvin, both of Fort Worth, James 
Robert Colvin of Chicago, Illinois, 
John Harry Colvin of Rock Island, 
Illinois, Phillip Layton Colvin, Da-
vid Howard Colvin and Patrick 
Thomas Colvin of Lakewood, Ohio, 
and five granddaughters, all Col-
vins, Cathleen Ann of St. Louis, 
Missouri, Susan Elizabeth of Lake-
wood, Ohio, Jeanette Ruth and 
Cheryl of Chicago, Illinois, and 
Helen Arlene of Las Vegas, Ne-
vada. 

Mr. Colvin is also survived by 
four nieces and three nephews and 
more than 20 great-nieces and 
great-nephews. One niece is Mrs . 
Mae Ross of Lubbock; a nephew is 
George Ray Colvin of Turkey. Four 
great-nieces are Mrs. Murry Wayne 
Morrison of Quitaque and Mrs. 
1 erten Hamilton, Keller, Texas, 
Mrs. Carroll Molloy, Folsom, Cali-
fornia and Mrs. Raz Ware of Cedar 
Hill; two great-nephews are Jim-
my Ross of Quitaque and George 
Ray Colvin, jr. of Big Spring. 

In 1957 Mr. Colvin retired from 
the Corps of Engineers in Fort 
Worth where he transferred in 
1950 from Galveston. He had been 
in Galveston since 1941.

He was a veteran of 
World War I and formerly a mem-
ber of the American Legion at 
Turkey and Galveston. From 1913 
until 1925 he owned and operated 
the Turkey Telephone Exchange, 
and from 1925 until 1934 he op-
erated the old Palace Theater in 
Turkey, which later became the 
Gem Theater. 

Mrs. Colvin resides in the Rich-
land Hills Retirement Center in 
Richland Hills, Texas. 

Mr. Colvin joined the Masonic 
Lodge at Turkey, Texas in 1916, 
and was Master of that Lodge in 
1922. He received his 50-year Ma-
sonic pin in 1966. 

Services were at Lucas Funeral 
Home in Fort Worth with Broth-
er Delos Johnson, formerly of Tur-
key and now of Arlington, officia-
ting with Brother Calvin White of 
Haltom City. Interment was at 
Laureland Cemetery in Fort Worth 
with a Masonic graveside service.

The Valley boys won 74-67 over 
the Sanford-Fritch Eagles to ad-
vance to the championship game 
Saturday night. 

Saturday afternoon the Valley 
girls easily defeated the Stinnett 
girls, 39-22, in the game for third 
place. 

The Valley boys met Medley in 
the championship game, and lost 
to the Owls 44-56. The Patriots got 
off to a very poor start The teams 
were tied 2-2 in the first minute 
of play but then the Owls, who hit 
every shot they putup for the next 
several minutes, ran the score to 
10-2 before the Patriots could score 
again. At the end of the first per-
iod the Owls led 16-7. Hedley up-
ped its lead to 13 points in the 
early going of the second quarter 
and several times during the se-
cond quarter owned a 13 point 
spread but the Patriots narrowed 
the margin to 9, 11 at half-time, 
19-30. 

In the third quarter Valley out-
scored the Owls 13-11 to trail 32-
41 at the three-quarter mark. In 
the final quarter the Patriots went 
after the Owls who were a very 
tired bunch, and went into a stall 
with about half the period left to 
play. The Patriots pulled to with-
in three points of the Owls but as 
time was getting away the Patriots 
had to do some fouling to get the 
basketball back and as a result 
the Owls put the game away.

CONSUMERS GET BETTER 
CHANCE TO SETTLE 
MAIL-ORDER COMPLAINTS 

Consumers soon will have a bet-
ter chance to "fight back" when 
dissatisfied with mall-order shop-
ping, Miss Linda Mullin, Briscoe 
County Extension Agent, reports. 

Beginning February 2, 1976, a 
new Federal Trade Commission rul-
ing states that a mail-order corn-
pany must notify the consumer 
within 30 days after receiving an 
order if there will be a delay and 
the merchandise will not be ship-
ped within the stated time. 

And if the delivery can't be 
met, consumers can cancel their 
order and recelce a refund, if they 
ask for it, she said. 

Other avenues open for action 
on consumer complaints arc the 
Consumer Advocate's Office in the 
Postal Service, Washington, D. C. 
20201; the Office of Consumer Af-
fairs, Washington, D. C. 20201; and 
the mall-order industry's Direct 
Mail/Marketing Association, Six 
East 43rd Street, New York, New 
York 10017. 

But before even placing an or-
der, consumers can help avoid 
problems by reading the catalogue 
carefully for company policy on 
returns and estimated delivery 
dates. A seller with a known place 
of business is easier to complain 
to than an anonymous post office 
box number. 

If the firm is unfamiliar, certify 
its credentials through the sell-
er's local Better Business Bureau 
or Chamber of Commerce. A couple 
of phone calls may be worth it if 
the order is over $25. 

Consumers also can ask the firm 
to supply a local reference from 
a trade association or bank, she 
reminded.

NEW YORK, N.Y. (ED)—
Anonymous silhouettes of 
steel and glass, row upon row 
of skyscrapers; that's what 
large cities are made of. 
But there's a growing move-
ment among urban planners 
to bring a sense of interest 
back down to earth, to street 
level. In New York City, the 
idea of surrounding new 
buildings with plazas where 
pedestrians can sit or stroll 
has taken firm hold. 
The problem facing archi-
tects: How to make a giant 
corporate headquarters a 
place where passers-by feel 
welcome, and workers feel 
comfortable entering. W. R. 
Grace & Co., the international 
industrial concern, found a 
unique way to solve this de- 

sign dilemma. They invited 
students of art and architec-
ture to submit plans for best 
use of the plaza which abuts 
Grace's world headquarters 
building on Avenue of the 
Americas, a skyscraper-lined 
street in mid-Manhattan. 
They offered $10,000 in prize 
money for the best design and 
students submitted nearly 
200 concepts to solving the 
design project.
