surgery in a few minutes. 

(b) Slows or stops venous and 
arterial bleeding in the areas of 
the body enclosed by the pres-
surized garment. 

(c) Forces available blood from 
the lower body to the heart, 
brain, and other vital upper body 
organs.

State financial aid is the 
backbone of the operating funds 
for Valley School. Although local 
taxes and federal funds are 
an extremely important part of 
the school budget, about 8(3% of 
the budget is made up :rom funds 
which come in the form of state 
aid. 

Just how much money does the 
school district get from the State 
of Texas each year? The amount 
of entitlement is calculated upon 
a complicated formula which is 
basically a numbers game. Figur-
ed into the calculation are 
numbers such as: What is the 
total property wealth of the 
school district, how many stu-
dents are enrolled in vocational 
education, or how many miles are 
students transported on school 
buses. Other important numbers 
taken into consideration are: 
What is the average daily atten-
dance by students, how many 
students are served in the special 
education program, and how 
many students are served free 
lunches in the school cafeteria. 
And finally, how many teachers 
have earned an advancement on 
the career ladder. 

All the numbers figured into 
the calculation are, by their own 
right, important. At the base of 
all this, however, is the fact that 
a school cannot be a school or 
receive state funds without ser-
ving students. And students 
must be in attendance during 
specified periods of time during 
the year in order for their 
attendance to generate funds for 
school operation. The state has 
designated two separate periods 
of time for student accounting. 
The first accounting period is 
four weeks in October and 
another period is four weeks 
during March. The school must 
use either period to calculate 
student attendance. The choice is 
ours. Normally, October is Val-
ley's highest enrollment period 
and probably will be counted for 
attendance purposes. 

Each student who is counted 
for attendance during the month 
of October or March will earn for 
the school a minimum of $105 per 
day for each of the 20 days. The 
amount will increase depending 
upon whether the student is 
enrolled in a special education 
class, is enrolled in a vocational 
course, or is transported on a 
school bus. A student with 
perfect attendance will generate 
$2,100 or more. If a student is 
absent from school, however, the 
money is transferred from a 
potential gain to a loss but still 
the student must be educated 
and bills must be paid for the 
remainder of the year. 

Student attendance through-
out the school year is important 
for academic purposes. During 
the month of October, however, 
the student's attendance be-
comes important for financial as 
well as academic purposes. Many 
school districts are offering spe-
cial incentives for good atten-
dance which cost a few dollars to 
more expensive inducements. To 
encourage good attendance at 
Valley, the school is offering a 
T-shirt to every student who has 
perfect attendance and a Coke 
party to classes that have the 
best percent attendance.

town in Texas is required by 
recent legislation to register the 
sign by December 30, 1985 or 
remove the sign. 

The new law is known as 
House Bill 1330 and refers to an 
off-premise sign as a sign which 
advertises a service or product 
not principally sold on the 
premises where the sign is 
located. 

Mr. White stated that forms 
are available in the Childress 
District Office for use in register-
ing a sign and that a form would 
be sent upon request. He also 
said that a $25 nonrefundable fee 
is required with the filing of the 
registration application. 

Mr. White pointed out that 
there are only two exceptions to 
the State registration require-
ment. If the sign was allowed 
under the Highway Beautifica-
tion provisions of the Texas 
Litter Abatement Act or if the 
sign is in the extraterritorial 
jurisdiction of a city or town 
which is controlling signs in such 
extraterritorial jurisdiction, the 
sign does not have to be 
registered with the State.
