First Continental Congress. 
meeting in Philadelphia on Sep• 
tember 28. 1774. debated the 

Galloway Plan— which would 
have changed the American 
colonies into a British dominion 

ruled by a parliament and a 

governor. Virginia's delegate, 
Patrick Henry, made an impas-
sioned speech against the change 
and the Galloway Plan was 
defeated by ONE vote. 

ONE vote cost King Charles I 
of England his head in 1649. 
Elizabeth 11 is Queen of England 
today because some 250 years 
ago the British House of Com-

mons voted in favor of the House 
of Hanover. 96-95. 

In the U. S. election of 1824, 

neither John Quincy Adams nor 
Andrew Jackson could gain a 
clear majority of votes in the 
electorial college. the choice 
went to the House of Representa-

tives where the Constitution 
required a vote be taken by 
states. At the last minute. one 
member cast his vote in favor of 
Adams. throwing his state, and 
thus the election, to Adams. 

A move in 1868 to impeach 
President Andrew Johnson on 

three charges was defeated on 
each vote by 35-19. one vote 
short of the two-thirds majority 
of Senators needed for convic-

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AL STRICKLIN DIES 

Al Stricklin, the international-
ly acclaimed piano pounder 
whose musical career spanned 
seven decades and included a 
seven-year stint with the famed 
Texas Playboys of the late band 
leader Bob Wills, died in Cle-
burne, Texas October 15, at 
Fireside Lodge Nursing Home. 

Born near Grandview in 1908, 
Stricklin called Cleburne home 
for more than 40 years. Survi-
vors are his wife of 43 years, 
Betty Judy Stricklin, Arlington; 
Nancy Willis, Arlington; David

Stricklin, a son, Waco, and an 
aunt, Bertie Shopshire of Alvar-
ado. 

Funeral services were held at 
West Side Church of Christ with 
Tom Pauley and Foy Smith 
officiating. Burial was in Rose 
Hill Cemetery. Pallbearers were 
Larrow Davis, Morgan Key, Roy 
Bailey, Bill Chandler, Tom bug-
ger, Al Braves, Dr. Jerry Bain 
and Dr. Mike Gibson. Honorary 
pallbearers were Lee Ponder, 
Roy Cash, Dr. W. R. Whitehouse, 
Judge Clyde Ashworth, Dr. T. F.

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As the crowd assembled in the 
church for the services, taped 
Bob Wills music was played for 
thirty minutes. 

In recent years, AI Stricklin 
had joined with four other 
members of Bob Wills' first 
group to help form "The Original 
Texas Playboys." They headlined 
numerous shows across the na-
tion and drew considerable ac-
claim for a two-night concert at 
Smithsonian Museum in Wash-
ington, D. C. in 1981. That 
spawned a State Department 
trip for the group to Switzerland, 
where scores of stodgy diplomats 
spent hours tapping their toes 
and snapping their fingers to 
such Wills standards as "San 
Antonio Rose." Al Stricklin was 
duly recognized for his role in 
Wills rise to the pinnacle of the 
music business. After he left 
Wills, Al Stricklin remained in 
hot demand for club dates. His 
career blossomed anew in 1971, 
when he and other members of 
Wills old group were reunited in 
California with Wills, who died in 
1975. Merle Haggard was respon-
sible for getting the original 
alumni back together. Present 
for the reunion were Stricklin; 
drummer Smokey Dacus; bassist 
Joe Ferguson; guitarist Eldon 
Chamblin, and steel guitar player 
Leon McAuliff. Some had not 
seen one another for 30 years. Al 
Stricklin said, "We started mak-
ing a few appearances again; Bob 
was still alive, and in '73 we cut 
an album, "Bob Wills and His 
Texas Playboys For The Last 
Time," and it really was the last 
time, because Bob died shortly 
thereafter. From that reunion 
on, the Playboys had more and 
more concerts on college cam-
puses, etc. They received the 
only award given by the Cowboy 
Hall of Fame in Oklahoma City, 
and won the biggest award in '77 
from the Country Music Associa-
tion in Nashville, Tennessee. 

Several of the original Play-
boys gathered on two occasions 
to honor Bob in 1972, once in Fort 
Worth in March, and later in 
April in Turkey. 

The City of Turkey purchased 
the old high school building and 
made a Bob Wills Museum there; 
also a monument was erected in 
downtown Turkey. Every year 
on the last Saturday in April, 
there is a Bob Wills celebration 
in Turkey, with a parade, concert 
on the football field by the 
Playboys, a barbecue, two nights 
of dancing and reunions of 
families, friends and classmates. 
Every year someone would ask 
Al Stricklin if he'd be back next 
year, and always he'd have a 
wave and a smile and say, "If I'm 
alive, I'll be back." But Al's 
health failed early in 1986. He  

had surgery in Dallas and he 
could never recover. He told 
close friends from Turkey that 
he'd rather come to Turkey as 
anywhere, and that from the first 
Bob Wills Day they had begun 
being recognized more and more. 

Al wrote a book, "My Years 
With Bob Wills," with Jon 
McConal, in which he reminesced 
about Bob Wills' childhood and 
young adulthood. Al will long be 
remembered in Turkey for his 
big smile and friendly outgoing 
ways. "Till then, Al, thanks for 
the music you made in our lives."

Rep. Whaley Speaks 
To Senior Citizens 
In Childress Recently 

Rep. Foster Whaley of Pampa 
spoke to forty Senior Citizens in 
Childress last week, He said the 
results of the called session ot the 
Legislature were very depres-
sing.

The representative began his 
presentation by focusing on the 
reasons that the governor called 
the special session. The state 
legislature normally meets every 
other year for 140 days, but were 
called to Austin early after state 
comptroller Bob Bullock project-
ed that Texas could be headed 
for a 3.5 billion deficit by the end 
of the biennium. Whaley believes 
that the economic crisis experi-
enced by the state could have 
been avoided had the govern-
ment not adopted liberal spend-
ing policies. 

"There was an inclination not 
to keep anything on the table," 
Whaley said. "just spend it all." 

Six years ago. he reported. 
Texas had a $4 billion surplus, 
more than enough money to 
cover the current projected debt. 
But rather than save the money 
for a crisis. Whaley explained. 
the legislature increased spend-
ing, driving the state budget 
from $20 billion to $37 billion 
over a six-year period. 

"The state government would 
be better today if we hadn't had 
that monstrous surplus." he said. 
illustrating the point by compar-
ing it to a person who has a 20 
percent increase in salary and 
raises his standard of living by 20 
percent. 

As for responding to the 
economic crisis in the special 
session, Whaley was critical of 
the state Senate for being slow to

unopposed for re-election, and 
for it if you were unopposed. 

The representative was more 
positive about other accomplish-
ments at the session. For ex-
ample, by shifting the payday for 
state employees by one day, the 
legislature shifted $200 million 
away from the current fiscal 
year. They also passed a law 
which will generate another $230 
million in interest for the state. 

Whaley favored legislation cre-
ating a county government self-
insurance pool, which he said 
would save Texas counties mil-
lions of dollars. and also favored 
raising the speed limit on rural 
highways to 65 mph. 

"What they're going to do now 
is make legal what we're doing 
illegally." 

Another area where Whaley 
felt significant strides were made 
was legislation pertaining to 
increasing school discipline. 

"The schools tell me it has 
really helped," he said. 

The Democrat from Pampa 
had less than favorable respon-
ses for the sales tax hike and 
nickel-a-gallon gasoline tax. 

"I can't think of anything more 
permanent than a temporary 
tax," Whaley said, noting there 
was already a movement to keep 
the increased revenue. 

Whaley said that one-third of 
the cost of filling your tank is 
now for taxes. 

"In my opinion, that is very 
severe." 

On the issue of interstate 
banking, Whaley said he doesn't 
like the idea of allowing Texas 
banks to be bought by foreign 
interests, believing that Saudi 
Arabian entities might then have 
too great a control over the 
Texas economy. 

Pari-mutuel betting on horse 
and dog races was also voted 
against by the representative. 

"Horse racing is not going to 
raise any money; it's going to 
invite the mafia," he said, 
maintaining, however, that the 
same argument does not apply to 
a state lottery. 

Although the pari-mutuel gam-
bling bill was defeated in this 
session, Whaley said that it was 
likely to pass next year. Oppon-
ents to the bill defeated it with 
strategy, he said, by including 
controversial legislation within 
the proposal. 

The gambling bill included a 
clause giving special privileges to 
minority groups in areas such as 

concessions, etc. After a prelim-
inary count showed that without 
the minority bill, the legislation 
would pass but with it. the bill 
would fail, gambling opponents 
rallied votes to include the 
minority bill, even though many 
were opposed to that legislation, 
as well.
