WTU has a few tips to offer 
during this time of year. Food 
safety is particularly important dur-
ing holidays when traditionally 
larger quantities of food are pre-
pared. Here are a few food safety 
precautions to follow: 

Thaw turkey in the refrigerator 
or in cold water, never at room tem-
perature, to prevent bacterial 
growth; 

Do not oven-roast meats at tem-
peratures below 325 degrees. Tem-
peratures below 325 degrees are 
not high enough to destroy bacteria 
that may develop in large cute of 
meat or turkey during long cooking 
periods. 

Cooked food should never be left 
at room temperature for more than 
2 hours, i ncl uding preparati on time. 
Refrigerate promptly. 

Refrigerate cream, custard, or 
meringue pies and any food with a 
custard filling, such as cakes, cream 
puffs or eclairs, just as soon as-they 
have cooled slightly. Follow the 
same precautions for salads and 
sandwiches made with salad dress-
ings containing eggs or milk prod-
ucts. 

Keep hot food hot and cold foods 
cold. Hot foods should be kept at 
140 degrees until served. Cooked 
cold foods should be kept at 45 de-
grees or lower. 

By planning ahead and follow-
ing these food safety tips you can 
help ensure your families' health 
during the holidays and the rest of 
the year. Remember to stop by 
WTU for you free cookbook.

fires: Keep natural trees well-wa-
tered and moist. Natural trees re-
quire special care. According to fire 
gLatieti C8, natural trees used as deco-
rations in the home are three times 
as likely as artificial trees to be in-
volved in fires. 

Water the tree daily. Letting the 

water supply run out even once can 
keep the tree from drawing anymore 
water through the trunk. 

Heaters dry the air, which dries 
natural trees. Use a humidifier to 
replace air moisture. 

As the tree dries, don't leave 

lights on for extended times. Never 

leave a lighted tree unattended. 

Faulty or unattended electrical 
lights caused half of the Christmas 
tree fires last December, according 
to fire statistics. Be sure someone is 

at home and awake whenever deco-
rative lights are on. Turn off lights 
before going to sleep.

Child Sexual 

Some parts of our society has a 
way of making us feel to blame 
for a child being secually 
aboused. For example, lets say a 
father sexually abuses his child. 

Some people tend to think two 
things: 

(1) The protecting mother 
must not have been a good 
mother because this happened.. 

The fact is that a parent cannot 

possibly watch their children all 
the time. Its impossible. 

(2) The mother must have not 

been a good lover because the 
man choose someone else. The 
fact is, I've known of people who 
have had a good sexual 

relationship with their spouse (as 
far as activity is concerned) and 

still choose someone else. 
There are some things parents 

can do to lessen the chances of 
their child being sexually abused 
by providing a child with tools for 
protecting themselves. It lets 
children know they need not to 
accept abuse from other people 
and that they will be supported. 
Some things that can help are: 

(1) A touching code- can be 
agreed upon by the entire family. 
It's to be used in any situation 
where another person's touch is 

from Texas fire departments. Only 

one person was injured in a Christ-
mas tree fire. In December 1991, 

five people died in fires involving 
Christmas trees. 

The most common causes of acci-

dental holiday fires were candles 
and electrical malfunctions, espe-

cially involving lamps and lights. 

Fire Chief Albert Castillo urges 
all residents of the area to use ex-

treme caution with their decora-
tions and holiday celebrations so 

that it can be a truly happy holiday 

season for each of you.

its important we not avoid 
knowing some facts about it.

If that happens to you, not 
only would you receive Social Secu-
rity benefits, but your spouse and 
young children may qualify as well. 

If you die before reaching retire-
ment age, members of your family 
may be eligible for benefits on your 
Social Security record. They in-
clude a widow or widower age 60 or 
older or age 50 or older and dis-
abled; a widow or widower any age 
who is caring for your child who is 
under age 16 or disabled; your 
unmarried children under age 18 or 
under age 19 who are still in high 
school; a child age 18 or older who is 
severely disabled; andyour parents, 
if they were dependent on you for at 
least half of their support. 

No one likes to think that they 
will be disabled or die before enjoy-
ing a long life. But it should be com-
forting to know that if the unthink-
able happens, you and your family 
will have a safety net.

What's In It For The 
"Thirty-Somethings?" 

by Terry. Richardson 	 The chances ofbecorning disabled 
So you're "thirty--somethine and are not as remote as you may think. 

you've worked for 10 years or more. 
You've been paying into Social Se-
curity all that time. And now you're 
thinking about the years that lie 
ahead until you're "sixty-something" 
and can start receiving Social Secu-
rity retirement benefits. The good 
news is that you may have already 
worked long enough to become eli-
gible for benefits when you reach 
retirement. The bad news is you 
need to keep working. 

In addition to working for the 
money you need for the necessities 
and luxuries in your life, you'll need 
to work to increase the amount of 
your Social Security reitrement 
benefit. If you were able to retire at 
"thirty-something" after acquiring 
the maximum credits needed to 
qualify for Social Security (40 cred-
its–equivalent to 10 years--of work) 
your benefit amount would be far 
below the amount you would re-
ceive after working 30 or more years 
at higher wages. In general, a So-
cial Security benefit is based on 
your earning adjusted for inflation 
and averaged over your highest 35 
years. 

But there's more to Social Secu-
rity than just the monthly checks 
you'll receive when you retire. All 
through those years you are work-
ing and paying into Social Security, 
you and your family are protected 
by the disability and survivors' pro-
grams. 

This means that if you become 
disabled and are unable to do any 
kind of work for which you are suited 
for at least 12 months, you could re-
ceive montly Social Security dis-
ability checks. To get those checks, 
you must have worked and paid 
Social Security taxes for up to 5 
years just prior to becoming dis-
abled, and earned enough credits to 
be fully insured--no more than 40 
credits.
