Farm Service Emergency
Loan Application Bein
Accepted for Drought Relief

Callahan County was declared eligible for Farm Service
Agency, (ES.A.) disaster emergency loans on April 20,
2006. Generally that means that farmers who have lost at
least 30 percent of their production due to drought on Janu-
ary 1, 2006 and continuing, are eligible for E.S.A. loans.
Proceeds from crop insurance are taken into consideration

when determining eligibility.

E.S.A. Farm Loan Manager, Richard G. Young, is urging
farmers who are interested in receiving an emergency loan
to submit their application into ESA as soon as possible.
Richard G. Young said, “We hope farmers will get their
applications in early rather than waiting until near the dead-
line, which is December 20, 2006, for severe physical losses
only. The longer they wait, the more chance there is for
long delays. If the applications come in early, we can avoid
backlogs and speed up the process.”

Rising Star Man Found Not Guilty in Murder Trial of Cross Plains Death in 2004

The jury in the State of
Texas vs. Cheyne Brady Fox
trial returned a verdict of
“Not Guilty” early Friday
afternoon .

Fox of Rising Star had
been indicted by an Eastland
County grand jury for “in-
tentionally or knowingly”
causing the death of Dusty
Hargrove of Cross Plains in
February of 2004.

With more than 5 million
residents lacking even basic

health insurance coverage,
Texas’ commemorations of
Cover the Uninsured Week
next month will take on
added significance.

Cover the uninsured
Week is observed nationally
May 1-7 to highlight the im-
portance of access to afford-
able health care tenefits.
The week will be marked in
Texas with health and en-
rollment fairs to inform the
public about government-
sponsored health insurance
options and health screen-
ings for illnesses such as
high blood pressure and dia-
betes; and news events to
draw attention to the prob-
lems created when large seg-
ments of the population are
uninsured.

“Those without health in-
surance generally lack ac-
cess to primary care—like
doctors’ office visits and

ily doctor, Bettis said.

Nearly 20 percent of
people who lack health in-
surance report turning to the
ER for what is often routine
care, compared o only 3 per-
cent of those with insurance
coverage, according to the
National Coalition on Health
Care.

“Using hospital emer-
gency rooms for non-critical
care takes precious time and
scarce resources that doctors,
nurses and other health care
professionals could better
use on those who truly need
life-saving care or interven-
tion for serious medical con-
ditions,” Bettis said, noting
that Texas hospitals spent
more than $9.2 billion in
2004 to care for patients who
have no health insurance.
“The costs of uncompen-
sated care strain our physi-
cians’ and hospitals’ ability
to provide quality care to all
patients—regardless of their
insurance status,” he said.

“Taxpayers, health care
providers, employees and
health care consumers all
pay a price. Our taxes pay for
government-sponsored pro-
grams like Medicare, Med-
icaid and the Children’s
Health Insurance Program,
Local taxpayers help subsi-
dize public hospitals—the
safety net of our state’s
health care system. Employ-
ers play an important role in
making health insurance
coverage available, but inad-

equate payments from gov-
ernment programs shift part
of the financial burden to
those who can pay. That re-
sults in higher insurance pre-
miums, and consumers are
paying more out-of-pocket

than ever before. Shifting the

burden to providers and in-
sured consumers does not
solve the problem,” Bettis
added.

Studies show that lack of

access to affordable health in-
surance and preventive care
isn’t just a problem for the
poor and unemployed. Sky-
rocketing health insurance
costs and limited access to
coverage also affect middle
and higher income families.
According to the Urban In-
stitute, one-third of the unin-
sured ate middle or higher in-
come households. Between
1999 and 2002, households
with incomes of more than
$75,000 accounted for more
than half of the increase in the
number of uninsured. “Some
people who can afford health
insurance choose not to pur-
chase it. Yet, when they be-
come ill or injured, they ex-
pect the health care system to
take care of them. Just as ev-
eryone needs to take personal
responsibility for practicing
good health habits, people
who can afford to pay for their
care—and for coverage—
should,” Bettis said.

Increasing the number of

people with health insurance

will increase the quality of

care and help reduce the
losses that result from hospi-
tals treating patients with no
health insurance, Bettis said.
