When Jacob Rice was two 
years old, his mother's ex-boy-
friend forced him into scalding 
water and nearly burned him to 
death. He suffered second and 
third degree burns over most of 
his body. To make matters 
worse, the boy's mother did not 
seek medical attention for four 
days. He has undergone seven 
surgeries and will need more in 
the future. 

While Jacob was in Univer-
sity Medical Center, a surgical 
technician, Lori Cantrell was 
heartbroken to see the boy go 
through all he had to overcome 
alone. His mother had given up 
her parental rights and his 
father's rights were taken away 
The ex-boyfriend was in jail. 
When Jacob's first spoken word 
to Lori was "Mom", she decided 
to begin the adoption process.

NCC Farm Bill Meetings Well Attended 
As expected producers across the High Plains took advantage of the 

chance to hear about the new Farm Bill and to ask questions about vari-
ous aspects of the program during a recent round of National Cotton Coun-
cil sponsored information meetings. The meetings were cosponsored by 
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc. and the T exas Cotton Ginners' Association. 

The NCC meetings provided a comprehensive overview of Farm Bill 
information that has been reported by both the NCC and Plains Cotton 
Growers over the past few weeks. 

It was obvious from the questions asked by producers at each meeting 
that they have been following the Farm Bill closely and have a good grasp 
on the programs and what they are designed to do. 

Producer questions wee mostly about specific components of the Bill, 
many of which are still unknown and subject to final Farm Service Agency 

interpretation.. 

Considerable interest about the Conservation Security ProgramICSP) 
was also evident from producers who quickly recognized that many of the 
practices they have either been considering for their operation or have 
already implemented could qualify them for additional payments. 

Considered a "working lands" program the CSP is designed to provide 
growers with incentive payments for implementing and maintaining con- 
servation oriented activities and cropping practices that benefit the envi-
ronment and wildlife. 

Also high on the interest scale were questions about the new Peanut 

Program and its implementation; questions concerning the mechanics of 

the Base and Yield Update provisions; and the method and timing of pro-
gram payments. 

Continuous monitoring of the implementation process is underway by 

PCG staff and the National Cotton Council in order to keep producers as 
up to date as possiLle. Additional information will be published as it 

becomes available from USDA. 

Farm Bill Resources On The Internet 
There are many resources for producers becoming available on the 

Internet to answer questions about the Farm Bill and how implementa-
tion will apply to an individual's operation. 

For starters, if you want to study the letter of the law you can find the 
full Bill text and the narrative Statement of Managers at: http:11 
agriculture.house.goulfbconfrpt.htm . This page allows you to down-
load two documents to your computer in Acrobat .PDF file format. These 
are large files, both being many hundreds of pages long. However , you

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Texas Farm Bureau Calls For 
Zoning To Regulate Cattle TB 

The president of Texas' largest farm organization told members of the 
Texas Animal Health Commission last W ednesday, that zoning the state 
for the purpose of regulating cattle tuberculosis is a better approach than 
regulating the entire state. 

Donald Patman, a grain, cotton and cattle producer from W axahachie, 
testified before the TAHC last Wednesday. He cited the work of the TB 
working group, a consortium of producers groups and animal health ex-
perts. 

"A majority of the TB working group feels that the "zone" approach 
would be the most viable option because it would concentrate the efforts 
to control the disease to specific areas," Patman testified. "This could 

reduce the need for additional funds, personnel and equipment, and it 
would allow the rest of the state to continue operating without restric-
tions." 

Patman said the Texas Farm Bureau counts about 100,000 cattle pro-
ducers among its membership. T wo outbreaks of bovine tuberculosis on 
2001, one in south central Texas and one is southwest Texas, will prompt 
the federal government to revoke Texas' TB free status. Patman said the 
zone approach will cause hardship for producers in the affected areas, but 
those areas can regain their "free" status if no additional infections are 
reported for two years. 

"The Texas Animal Health Commission should complete a feasibility 
study that would include an economic analysis and development of a plan 
for a zone approach to deal with tuberculosis in T exas prior to implement-
ing a statewide testing and identification program," Patman said. 

Federal regulations mandate a loss of TB free status when a state has 
two or more infected herds disclosed within a 48 month period. T axes will 
move from the TB free status it has held since November 2000, to modi-
fied accredited advanced status, the second highest rung in an interna-
tional five tier ranking system for cattle TB eradication. 

The loss of free status will immediately impact producers who move or 
sell breeding cattle out of state. Breeding cattle are exempted from the 
interstate testing requirement only if they are from a TB accredited free 

herd, one that is tested for TByearly and is enrolled in the T AHC's ac- 

creditationprogram. Cattle moving to an approved feedlot or those that 
are consigned directly to slaughter are exempt from the requirement. 

"If sellers arrive at the livestock market with untested breeding cattle, 
the market management will need to designate the untested animals as 
"Texas Only" cattle, restrict the cattle to slaughter only, or they will have 
to make arrangements for having the animals tested so they can move 

interstate," explained Dr. Linda Logan, Texas' state veterinarian and ex-
ecutive director of the Texas Animal Health Commission. "Producers can 
avoid delays in moving their cattle, if they'll have their accredited veteri-
narian test animals prior to sale." 

A TB skin test takes 72 hours to complete and must be conducted by 
an accredited veterinarian.

Spray Weeds With Vinegar? 
USDA scientists have the first scientific evidence that vinegar is a 

potent weedkiller. It is inexpensive and environmentally safe as well. 
Researchers tested vinegar on major weeds in greenhouse and field stud-
ies. They hand sprayed the weeds with various solutions of vinegar , uni-
formly coating the leaves. The vinegar had an 85 to 100 percent kill rate 
at all growth states. Canada thistle, one of the most tenacious weeds in 
the world, proved the most susceptible. Spot spraying cornfields with 20 
percent vinegar killed 80 to 100 percent of weeds without harming the 
corn. If vinegar were sprayed over an entire field, it would cost $65 per 
acre. If applied to local weed infestations only , it costa around $20 to $30. 

'Texas Cotton Production" Handbook 
Anyone seeking current Texas cotton production information can eas-

ily find it in a new Texas Cooperative Extension handbook, "Texas Cotton 
Production - Emphasizing Pest Management." 

The 76 page, spiral bound book is the state's first ever compilation of 
information about all aspects of cotton production in T exas. The book is 
designed to help Texas producers, consultants and agribusinesses opti-
mize yields and maximize profits. It is offered as an aid to help cotton 
operations be as profitable and environmentally sound as possible. 

The guide follows the entire year's production cycle, from preplant to 
post harvest and covers soils, weeds, insects, fertilizers, weather , plant 
diseases and irrigation systems. The book is organized according to the 
various states of the cotton season. The format gives the reader an over -
view of all the factors that must be considered in any given period. 

It also provides concise, scientifically backed information on variety 
selection; planting decisions; irrigation systems; replant decisions; dis-
ease, insect and seed control; effects of natural enemies in cotton; fertil-
ity; harvest aids; timing of harvest; and tillage systems. 

The authors of the book are Drs. Chris Sansone, Extension entomolo-

gist, San Angelo; Thomas Isakeit, Extension plant pathologist, College 
Station; Robert Lemon, Extension agronomist, College Station and Bill 
Warrick, Extension agronomist, San Angelo. 

The book was made possible through a grant from the T exas Depart-
ment of Agriculture's Integrated Pest Management Grant Program. Cop-

ies are available at $15 each for orders of fewer than 50 copies. The price 
drops to $10 each for orders of 50 or more.
