Do you have the repretation of a dependable person? Do you 
want to have the name of being dependable? How do you get the 
name of dependable? Is it worth the trouble to have the name of 
being dependable?

The VLB will finance the entire 
loan amount of all winning bids. 
There is no limit on the amount 

number of tracts that an individual 
can bid on. However, eligible Texas 
veterans are limited to one land 
purchase in the sale. 

"Since these tracts have never 
been offered for sale by the board, 
this sale gives Texas veterans an 
excellent opportunity to buy good 
land with 100 percent financing," 
said Texas Land Commissioner 
Garry Mauro who also is chairman 
of the VLB. 

Mauro noted that setting aside 
new forfeitures exclusively for bids 
from Texas veterans is long-time 
VLB policy. 

"The Veterans Land Program is 
part of a Texas tradition that goes 
back back to the days of the Repub-
lic of Texas," Mauro said. "It's my 
belief that Texas veterans should 
getfiret shot at anyforfeited tracts." 

Tracts not sold in the October 
sale will be offered to both veterans 
and non-veterans through local real 
estate agents. 

The sale will be by sealed bid 
only, with a minimum bid set by the 
board. All bids must be received by 
Oct. 24 at 1 p.m..

Optical Illusions 
And Vision 

(NAPS)—"Parents, teachers and 
school nurses can teach children about 
vision and the eye by explaining what 
optical illusions are and how the brain 
perceives objects," said Ronald 
Detwiler, 0.D., optometrist and mem-
ber of the Better Vision Institute 
(BVI). 

wir 
Try this optical illusion. What do 

you see? Two faces staring at each 
other or a vase? Which is the object 
and which is the background? 

No one theory exists to explain 
why the brain interprets illusions. 
Eyes gather impressions but the 
brain has to interpret them. 

For example, a building may 
appear larger in the front than in 
the back, depending on which 
angle it is being viewed from. 
When looking at an object at a dis-
tance, the object is perceived to be 
smaller. 

If we view an object with no 
background, the object will fade in 
and out and blur at times. For 
example, a star in the sky will dis-
appear when staring directly at it, 
but reappears when you look 
slightly away. 

When a child cannot perceive 
optical illusions, it may indicate a 
perception problem which could be 
a factor in reading or learning.

Like Hot Cakes

Six years ago, Jane Johnson 

didn't like the pancakes. 

Little did she know that an ex-
periment involving sweet potatoes 

in the kitchen of the Hotel Turkey 
would lead her family into the pro-

duction of a food staple that's high 
in Vitamin A and low in fat. 

Two months ago, Jane's little 
secret found its way to the produc-

tion line, feeding a growing list of 

institutional customers and the 

pal ates ofstill others who have taken 
the product to other states. 

"We have people who are just 
ecstatic about it," said Scott 

Johnson, whose wife bears the prod-

uct's name: Jane's Sweet Potato 

Pancake Mix. 
While Jane gets the credit, it was 

son Jason, owner of The Pancake 
House in Lubbock, who refined the 

process on the restaurants griddle. 
Working with a dehydrated sweet 

potato processor in North Carolina 
and Morrison Milling Co. of Den-
ton, the Johnson family formed a 
company called Heritage Tymes. 

The pancake product has since 
been picked up by Affiliated Foods 

of Amarillo, which agreed to dis-
tribute the sweet potato mix to in-
stitutional customers that buy in 
bulk for prisons, school districts, 

hospitals and nursing homes. 
Heritage already has shipped 

6,000 lbs. of the mix, and the de-
mand is still growing. 

But it hasn't been just bulk cus-
tomers who have shown an interest 
in the sweet potato mix. 

The Johnsons are expecting a 
visit from Bob Phillips, host of the 

TV news magazine Texas Country 
Reporter, next week. 

They've been asked to do an in-
terview on AgriTalk, a I ending agri-
cultural business show in Kansas 

City, Mo. 

The Texas Department of Agri-

culture has asked them to show off 
their product during the state fair 
in October. 

They've also been given the 

"Taste of Texas" designation seal, 
which means their product soon will 
be featured in the aisles of San 
Antonio-based H.E.B. Supermar-
kets, which participates in the state-
sponsored agricultural program.

Scott said the pancake mix, v. In ch 

taste nothing at all like sweet pota-
toes, (although it is a main ingredi-

ent), is the first of its kind to have 
any significant vitamin value. 

The product provides 28 percent 
of the recommended daily allowan-

cae of vitamin A. Total calories per 
serving are 210 - 3 grams of which 
are fat calories. Total saturated fat 
is listed at 0.5 grams. 

"You can't even tell sweet pota-

toes are in it. It tastes better than 
regular pancake mix. It's richer in 
color, and the texture is deeper," 

Scott said. 
The Johnsons say they've ap-

proached at least one restaurant 

chain that is considering the Jane's 
Sweet Potato Pancakes for its menu. 

They're also looking at other 

promotional avenues from mail-

order gifts to direct retail sales. 
The family said the decision 

behind mass production of the mix 

was based solely on customer re-
sponse at the Hotel Turkey and The 
Pancake House in Lubbock where 

its served. 

"We had one traveling salesman 
from Happy who said he could sell 
this in Colorado. Last month, we 
shipped 20 cases there,"Scott said. 

He said the family also heard 
from a radio station owner in Secu-

rity, Cola, who had tasted the prod-
uct and began using it in his own 
restaurants and promoting it on his 
station. 

"We even had a dentist from 
Dallas who ordered four cases and 

told us he was giving it (the mix) 
away to his patients..All this hap-

pened in just 60 days,"Scott said. 
"It's all happening so fast. We're 

just trying to keep all the firesburn-

ing.
