Sunday afternoon about 6:30 
p.m. high winds, hail and 
blowing ram hit the Quitaque 
and Turkey. area with some 
devastatingresults. Many crops 
north of town and crops in the 
Gasoline area as well as some 
between Turkey and Quitaque 
were beat to the ground. Farm-
ers are debating about replant-
ing or perhaps just plowing up 
the sad looking remains of a 
lovely cotton crop. 

True there has been plenty of 
moisture this year but the rains 
have prevented planting of crops 
and then the weather has been 
rather cool for this part of the 
world so the crops thathave come 
up were having a tough time of 
surviving and then the storm 
arrived to do its damage. 

Reports are of one inch of 
rain in the town of Quitaque but 
there was more fell since the 
winds were so high that the rain 
gages could not get a true read-
ing. Streets were like small 
rivers or streams just after the 
storm. 

Many tree limbs were blown 
from the trees, many healthy 
live ones as well as some dead 
limbs. The Texas Highway De-
partment called out their men to 
help clear up the debris from the 
streets and highways so that 
residents could safely travel the 
roads. Employees of the City of 
Quitaque also had their job cut 
out for them in this same area.

Northeast Floyd County resi-
dents can expect at least a five 
year wait before completion of a 
new state highway in their area 
according to Texas Department 
of Transportation officials. De-
velopment of a highway con-
necting State Highway 207 with 
Farm-to-Market Road 1065 
could begin sometime after July 
31, 1997 if construction is ap-
proved. 

Mike Craig, Plainview Area 
Engineer for TxDOT, conducted 
the final public hearing con-
cerning the proposed 16.2 mile 
roadway. Fifty-two people were 
present at the combined open 
house/hearing in the District 
Courtroom of the Floyd County 
Courthouse on Tuesday evening, 
June 10. 

Craig told those attending 
that the project, if approved, 
would be the "most expensive 
piece of road ever built in the 
Lubbock District at an estimated 
cost of $2,900.00 per vehicle 
mile." 

Construction costs have been 
estimated at $5,252,000 by state 
engineers. This would be paid 
entirely by the state with no 
local or federal involvement. 

Floyd County would bear the 
cost of acquiring the needed 
right-of-way and necessary relo-
cation of utlities along the road-
way. Estimates of county ex-
penses are being placed at 
$225,000 to $320,000.

proval of the project, but there 
were no really convincing argu-
ments in favor of construction. 

According to environmental 
studies conducted by Davis 
Melton, Environmental Coordi-
nator for the Lubbock District, 
there would be little impact on 
the local environment along the 

He esti-
mated a short term impact of 
about $20,000,000 on the local 
economy during construction, 
but could not demonstrate any 

appreciable long term economic 
impact, which would result from 
construction of the roadway.
