Baird Plays May 
In District Tilt

Highlights o f The State
Texans will vote on nine pro­

posed amendments to the Con­
stitution. One o f them, provid­
ing for annual sessions and sal­
aries in the Legislature, Is the 
subject of hot debate.

A condensed outline of the 
amendments and arguments be­
ing presented for and against 
follows: (Numbers correspond to 
the order In which amendments 
•will appear on the ballot.)

1. Would provide for annual 
aessllons of the Legislature. Odd- 
ycar sessions would be devoted 
to all matters, as before, and 
even-year sessions would attend 
t o  budgeting and emergency 
matters. Legislators would re­

ceive an annual salary of $7,500 
(instead of $25 a day for a 120- 

d ay  session) and an unspecified 
amount for "expenses of office."

PRO: Supporters say annual 
sessions will allow more time 
Tor considerotlon of Important 
matters. State financial plan­
ning could be done for one year 
•at a time. No more having to 
•"gucstlmate”  financial needs for 
two years ahead. Better pay 
•would be a step toward attract­
in g  the best qualified persons to 
lawmaking. Such influential and 
hard-working groups as the Tex­
as Junior Chamber of Com­
merce are pushing this amend­
ment.

CON: Equally outspoken are 
the opponents who say It would 
cause needless expense when 
money ls already short. More 
Alme In sessions means more 
lhancos to spend money. Pro­

posed salary still ls not enough 
to  attract top-notch talent, but 
“ expenses of office” could open 
the door to "fat-cattlng” with 
public funds. Sen. Dorsey Harde­
m an of San Angelo ls the recog­
nized spokesman for the "antis” 
•which Include some other law­
makers and other groups.

2. Would allow counties to 
extend participation In their re­
tirement, disability and death 
compensation plans to elective 
officials o f the county and pre­
cinct. Present arrangement 
covers only appointive officials 
®nd employes of the county.

PRO: It ls a permissive law. 
Tfo county has to do It unless 
th e  voters say so. It would give 
elective officials the same pri­
vilege as appointees, be an at­
traction to office.

CON: It sets no requirement 
for length o f service. An official 
might serve one term or less— 
and receive benefits.

3. Would allow the County 
Commissioners Court to fill va­
cancies In the office of County 
Judge and Justices o f the Peace 
only until the next general elec­
tion. Presently such appoint­
ments are for the remainder of 
the unexpired term, up to four 
years.

PRO: It would give voters the 
right to choose their own re­
placement to offloe as soon as 
possible.

CON: Since campaigns ore so 
costly, there would be less In­
centive to run for the office for 
only a two-year term.

4. Would provide for automa­
tic resignation of a district, 
county and precinct official who 
announces for any other public 
office more than one year be­
fore the end of his term In o f­
fice.

PRO: It would keep offllcals 
on the Job rather than out cam­
paigning for some other office.

CON: It would discriminate
ngalnst district, county and pre­
cinct officials since other o ffi­
cials—U. S. senators, state sena­
tors, railroad commissioners and 
others with more than two-year 
terms—can run for another o f­
fice In mid-term.

5. Would allow Home Rule 
cities to extend terms of their 
elective and appointive officials 
from two years to four years.

PRO: It ls permissive; each 
city can make Its own decision. 
Two-year terms hardly alllow 
an oflclal time to get a program 
started before he has to get out 
and run again.

CON: Elections every two
years give voters more control, 
build up citizen Interest in gov­
ernment.

0. Would provide pensions, 
not to exceed $80 a month, tor 
retired Texas Rangers and wid­
ows of Rangers who retired be­
fore the 1947 State Employes Re­
tirement System was establish­
ed. Money would come from the 
Confederate Pension Fund.

PRO: Since funds are avail­
able, It would put no extra bur­
den on taxpayers. Protecting 
dating clause would prevent 
marrying for pensions.

CON: It would alllow ex-Ran- 
gers to receive pensions for as 
little as two years’ service and 
with no payments on their part, 
a more generous arrangement 
than ls provided for other state 
employes.

7. Would allow Legislature to 
appropriate money for advertis­
ing the advantages o f Texas In 
nationally-circulated publica­
tions. Use o f the name or pic­
ture of any living state official 
would be prohibited, and public 
funds would have to be matched 
by private funds.

PRO: Texas ls one of only 
three states without a state pro­
gram to attract tourists and In­
dustry. proponents say It would 
pay for Itself many times by 
bringing new money Into the 
state.

CON: This should be handled 
by the businesses who would 
benefit through their trade as­
sociations, chambers of com­
merce, etc.

8. Would allow the Legisla­
ture to appropriate money to 
pay for medical care for people 
who receive old age assistance, 
aid to the blind and aid to de­
pendent chUdren.

PRO: It would provide help
for people whose small monthly 
checks cannot possibly cover 
medical emergencies. Since pay­
ments would be made only to 
the vendor (doctor, hospital or 
what not), the money could be 
used only for.Its Intended pur­
pose.

CON: It would cost the state 
an estimated $9,000,000, with no 
limit on how much it could drain 
from the Treasury. It would 
mean double taxation for cities 
and counties already providing 
medical care for their needy.

9. Would allow the Legisla­
ture to authorize creation o f 
hospital districts In AmarUlo, 
Wichita County and Jefferson 
County.

PRO: It ls permissive. People 
in the affected areas could de­
cide what they want to do 
with it.

CON: Proposed amendment Is 
long (1,000 words), detailed and 
so complicated that few voters 
can even understand it. I f  such 
provisions are needed, they 
should be made in statutes rath­
er than by adding to our a l- 
rcady-long Constitution.

One hundred and forty college 
graduates have enrolled In the 
1958-59 Project for Teacher Re­
cruitment and Education by 
Television, J. W. Edgar, Commis­
sioner of Education, reported to­
day.

The deadline for applications 
to be received by the 47 par­
ticipating Texas colleges and 
universities Is November 15, by 
which time the enrolment Is ex­
pected to compare favorably 
with the 543 who enrolled last 
year.

perienced teachers and super­
intendents In a state-wide pro­
ject aimed at curriculum study 
and school Improvement.

After completing the tele­
course, the participant will be 
Issued a Texas teaching permit 
valid for the year 1959-60 and 
renewable for two additional 
years. A participant In this Pro­
ject also may teach during the 
present school year If a position 
Is offered to him.

lng the next growing season. Re­
search work Indicates that a 
grass plant deferred from gralng 
produces approximately four 
times as many roots as a closely 
and often grazed one, he says.

Another advantage o f fall de­
ferment this year Is seed produc­
tion. Many grasses failed to pro­
duce an abundant seed crop 
earlier due to the dry summer. 
These grasses are now producing 
a good seed crop, says Ragsdale. 
Deferment will allow the seed 
crop to mature and this In turn 
will speed up the natural reseed­
ing of native pastures. Too, when 
grasses nre grazed continuous­
ly during seed head production, 
livestock cat the seed stalks and 
the plants mav not be able to 
produce early forage next snrlng.

Thn forage row  being pro­
duced can be utilized during the 
winter mouths after the food 
reserve In the roots have been 
restored and the seed crop has 
matured and fallen to the 
ground. Good grass forage on the 
ground for winter use is the feed 
reserve needed for cutting over­
head ranching costs. Too. po­
ints out Ragsdale, deferred gra­
lng Is one o f the practices eli­
gible for ACP payments In cer­
tain areas o f Texas. Details on 
the practice may be obtained 
from local county agents or 
county ASC offices.

Eula Baptist Church 
Enters Program
The Eula Baptist Church of 

Eula has entered the 1959 Texas 
Baptist Church Achievement 
Program, pastor Norman L. 
Crisp said this week.

Sponsored by the Baptist Gen­
eral Convention of Texas, the 
program Is designed to stimulate 
Interest In small-church work, 
outstanding achievements by 
pastors and churches In areas of 
church, community and world 
Improvement are recognized.

More than 354 Texas Baptist 
town and country churches en­
tered the program last year. 
Participating churches In a re­
cent year recorded twice as 
many baptisms per member as 
the Southern Baptist Conven­
tion average.

Each church In the program 
sets up goals for achievement 
In the three areas o f church, 
community and world Improve­
ment. An inventory question­
naire furnishes suggestions for 
projects, such as health educa­
tion, community recreation pro­
grams, citizenship training, race 
relation studies and world mis­
sions.

Tall, cattle-producing grass is growing 
again in South Texas.

The reason? A  pioneering soil conserve- 
tlon snd reclamation project called root 
plowing and rangeland seeding is plowing 
under and needing hundreds of thousands of 
acres of South Texas.

It could mean that an area in Texas as 
larg* as the State of Tennessee will be 
plowed and seeded. An area, much of which 
has never before been broken by a plow.

Tods? rich, new grata hat replaced the broth 
lh»t covered the 100,000-acre Briscoe Ranch. plows sever

was tried. So was burning. They all failed.
Then, after a number of modifications, 

construction machinery contractors and an 
Allis-Chalmers dealer, working with cattle­
men and conservationists, developed a wide 
angling root plow.

They proved this plow, pulled by powerful 
tractors, could bite through the baked earth 
to tho depth necessary to completely uproot 
and kill the mesquite and cactus.

On the Briscoe and Gates ranches near 
Catarina, Texas in the heart of the ‘ 'sorry 
land" this plow, together with a new combi­
nation of grass seeds, has brought about a 
dramatic transformation in the landscape of 
South Texas.

Almost a year ago on these two sprawling 
ranches, big Allis-Chalmers crawler tractors 
equipped with dozers, 12-foot wide root 
plows and unique grass seeders went to work 
on the first large scale job of this immense 
soil conservation project.

On tho 100,000-acre Briscoe Ranch, 70,- 
000-acres have now been root-plowed and 
seeded. To do this giant plowing Job South­
west Construction company used six crawler 
tractors and two crews of tractor operators 
working around the clock, six days a week 
over a period of several months. Likewise on

South Texas the title of "sorry land."
But today in areas where ambitious cattle 

men and construction machinery contractors 
have gone to work with new ideas to lick the 
long-standing problem of the brush, they 
have succeeded. The brush is gone and cattle 
stand thigh-high in a sea of tall, rich grass.

Experiments began several years ago 
when cattlemen realized the drouth and re­
sulting brush infestation had nearly elimi­
nated tho growth of native grasses and 
turned the soil into a baked, eroded range- 
land that would support only ono steer for 
every fifty acres.

Many remedies were tried. Heavy cable 
chains were attached to teams of crawler 
tractors to chain the brush down in huge 
swaths. Big rotating steel-bladed imple­
ments six-feet in height were drawn by trac­
tors to chop the brush down. Deep discing

working around the clock, six days’  a week 
over a period of several months. Likewise on 
tho adjoining 83,000-acre Gates Ranch, four 
more crawler tractors and eight operators 
plowed under and seeded a 15,000-acre test 
plot.

In the same operation a specially attached

plowed rangelands of the Briscoe and Gates 
ranches.

The transformation has meant that in­
stead of grazing one steer for every 50 acres 
under brushland conditions, tho South Texas 
cattlemen will be able to graze one steer for 
every eight to ten acres.

When it is considered that 25 to 30-million 
acres of South Texas could be subjected to 
this conservation treatment —  plus great 
areas across the Rio Grande in Mexico and 
others spread across Southwestern United 
States —  it proves the statement of H. H. 
Cook of the Soil Conservation Service at 
Laredo, Texas, “ This is the biggest soil con­
servation program ever undertaken in this 
country."

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL 
AMENDMENT WOULD GIVE 
XiEGISL \TOBS REGULAR 
ANNUAL SALARY

An earlier column discussed 
the provisions of proposed Con­
stitutional Amendment Number 
One concerning annual sessions 
o! the Texas Legislature. The 
pronosal Includes other features 
which will b» examined today.

The Amendment would give 
Legislators a flxnd annual sal­
ary of $7,500 00. plus office ex­
penses In an amount to be de­
termined by legislative a<;t. Per 
diem pavments would be limited 
to 120 days during First Regular 
fissions. GO days during Second 
Regular Sessions (budget ses­
sions). and 30 days during any 
Culled Sessions.

Members o f the Legislature 
r o w  receive no salary, but are

' paid a per diem of $25.00 per 
' day for the first 120 days of each 
I session. In addition, they are 
entitled to mileage in going to 

' and from Austin, at not more 
( than $2.50 for each 25 miles.
' Those who favor the adoption 
| of this Amendment argue that 
1 the annual salary would appeal 
: to better men and women to of- 
| for themselves for the Legisla­
ture They say that when the 
State Is operating on a budget 

1 o f more than a billion dollars a 
year, it Is appropriate to pay 

legislators in an amount c'om- 
monsurate with their responsi­

bility. Thirty states now pay 
their Legislators a fixed salary 
rather than a straight per diem.

Supporters state that the cost 
of the Legislature to the tax­
payer would not be burdensome 
under the Amendment. It Is cs- 

, timated that the overall cost of 
the Legislative branch would be 
less than three-tenths of one 
percent o f a! State expenditures.

Another argument for a sal­
ary rather than a per diem for 
Legislators while In session Is 
the fact that members carry a 
heavy load throughout their en­
tire term of office. Between ses­
sions they have to keep up con­
tacts with their constituents, 
writing to them and assisting 
them with their problems. Under 
the present law. Legislators arc 
not paid anything for their 
time and services except when 
they arc actually In Austin at­
tending sessions—and even then 
on a quite limited basis, as men­
tioned above.

Those who oppose the propos- 
I cd Amendment argue that the 
annual sessions and the pay­
ment of an annual salary would 
Increase the tax burden. They 
point out that no limitation Is 
placed upon the amount of pnr 
diem or expenses to be allowed, 
and that the Legislature might 
be inclined to b- generous with 
Itself. Others feel that a fear of 
adverse voter reaction at the 
next election would serve as a 
restraint in this regard.

To combat this unwelcome In­
trusion, both cities, assisted 
by Texas and U. S. Departments 
of Agriculture and local and 
county officials, have begun to 
take definite steps toward eradi­
cation.

In Houston, where more than 
20,000 acres are Infested, a co­
operative city-county program 
has been Inaugurated which 
will provide for ground treat­
ment In various sections of the 
city. Aerial application of Insec­
ticides In Houston Is prohibited 
by city ordinance.

In addition to direct preven­
tive and eradlcatlve efforts in 
sections o f the city, treatment 
and Inspection of Houston plant 
nurseries by Texas Department 
of Agriculture inspectors has 
practically eliminated these po­
tential fire ant hide-aways from 
the orea of concern.

Although no definte plan of 
action against the fire ant has 
been formulated for San Antonio, 
county officials hare appropria­
ted funds scheduled to be 
matched by city funds for treat­
ment of private property In the 
city. A committee Is now being 
organized to Wtfate the pro­
gram, which w lllfllkely be similar 
to that plannedffor Houston.

further substantial gainful work, 
and to dependent parents of 
workers who have died.

The first o f these Important 
amendments concerns families 
of Insured workers who are no 
longer able to do substantial 
gainful work. While monthly 
benefit payments to qualified 
disabled workers have been 
made beginning with July 1957, 
until now, no payments were 
possible to their families. Pay­
ments to them could not be 
made until the disabled bread­
winner reached age o f 65 or died 
before that time.

We of the social security office 
have had occasion to observe 
many cases of hardship result­
ing from this provision In the 
old law. The disability benefit 
payments to the disabled work­
er offset in part his loss of earn­
ings from work, but they did not 
provide adequate protection for 
his dependent family. The medi­
cal expenses Incurred through 
disability are a major financial 
problem for most o f these fami­
lies. Futhermore, the children 
are more dependent than are 
the children of retired workers. 
It is usually necessary that the 
mother remain at home and not 
attempt to supplement the fam­
ily Income. In many coses the 
care required by the disabled 
person makes It Impossible for

his wife to work outside the 
home.

Insurance protection in the 
form of monthly benefits Is now 
provided the disabled person’s 
children under 18 and any older 
under a disability beginning be­
fore be became 18. Benefits are 
also payable to the disabled per­
son’s wife If she has In her 
care a child eligible for benefits. 
An estimated 180,000 dependents 
of totally disabled workers now 
on the beneficiary rolls can

qualify for payments under thl* 
provision in the amended law.

Accidents can be re­
duced, says Cooper, If the most 
common causes are avoided.

Treat your gun as If It were 
loaded, even when you arc posi­
tive it Is empty. Keep it empty 
whenever possible with the ac­
tion open except when you are 
ready to shoot, advises Cooper. 
Keep the muzzle pointed away 
from anything you do not intend 
to shoot and wear distinctive 
clothing to keep other hunters 
from picking a mistaken target.

Cooper warns against climb­
ing trees or crossing fences or 
Jumping ditches with a loaded 
gun. Never, he adds, pull a gun 
toward you by the muzzle and 
never engage In horseplay while 
holding a gun. And, finally, the 
specialist warns, alcohol does 
not mix with either gasoline or 
gun powder.

Hunting Can Be 
Happy or Tragic
The upcoming big game hunt­

ing season in Texas should be a 
good one, reports Ed Cooper, 
wildlife specialist for the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. 
Favorable weather throughout

the year, he adds, has provided 
plenty o f food for game ani­
mals, game birds and waterfowl.

But, warns the specialist, when 
the thousands of hunters take 
to the highways and byways 
and then to the woods and fields, 
there’ll be many who will never 
go home again under their 
power unless the rules of safety 
are follow ed .,,

Approximately) Wro-thirds of 
all hunting accidents can be 
traced to thrt; ’ causes, says 
Cooper. He lists I hese as humans 
In the line ot Ire, mistaking 
humans for game and careless 
handling o f firearms which In­
cludes hunting with the safety 
catch off. ■ j

About Your Health . .
While there Is no Indication 

at this time of widespread at­
tacks of influenza this fall and 
winter, there undoubtedly will 
be some cases of the Illness as 
colder weather approaches. Vac­
cination against It is a prudent 
measure for certain groups and 
Individuals.

Principal targets for vaccina­
tion should be groups wishing to 
guard against absenteeism in 
their professions and occupa­
tions, and those to whom the 
disease might be an added 
health risk.

There are now ample supplies 
of Influenza vaccine of the type 
containing Immunizing mater­
ials against the important strains 
of influenza, Including the As­
lan strain.

Last year at this time Texas 
was braced for an expected epi­
demic of Aslan ’flu, so called be­
cause it had first been diagnos­
ed In Hong Kong. The first cases 
were reported In April In that 
Oriental city, and a brief five 
months later Texas had been 
thoroughly ’seeded” with the 
virus.

There Is no expectation of a 
similar outbreak this fall. How­
ever, since vaccination Is the 
only way cases o f the Illness 
might be avoided, both the State 
Health Department and the U. 
S. Public Health Service recom­
mend the procedure for select 
groups for whom ’flu might be 
especially risky.

It is wise to keep In mind that 
even mild influenza can be dis­
abling for four or five days, and 
followed by a period o f lassi­
tude and weakness. Influenza 

, Is always unpredictable. Cases 
are frequently complicated by 

; bacterial Infections. Even when 
uncomplicated, the illness may 
have a particularly dangerous 
Impact on persons suffering 
from heart ailments and other 
chronic diseases.

Vulnerable groups for whom 
vaccinations should be consid­
ered Include:

1. Hospital staffs whose ser­
vices are necessary to care of 
the sick.

2. Persons living In close pro­
ximity where Influenza could 
spread rapidly, such as Insti­
tutions.

3. Industrial or service groups, 
large or small, In occupations 
where the sudden absence of a 
sizeable part of the force would 
create disruption of the work.

4. Individual patients or 
groups who have a special risk, 
such as the aged, the chroni­
cally 111, and pregnant women. 
Practicing physicians should be 
the Judges of whether or not to 
vaccinate vulnerable persons In 
this group.

Any plan to vaccinate people 
in any of these select categories 
should be started now, In ad­
vance of cold weather. (A weekly 
public service feature from the 
Division of Health Education, 
State Department of Health.)
