Patriots Move 
To Final Eight 

The Valley Patriots are now one of only eight six-man teams still playing football in the State of 
Thxas. The Patriots used a four-touchdown performance from Derrick Cruse to move on to the State 
Quarterfinals with a convincing 59-12 win over the NkIlman-Union Wildcats. 

Justin Wilks and Ramiro Ramos started the scoring for Malley as the two hooked up on a four yard 
touchdown with 7:08 left in the first quarter Two first quarter touchdowns by the Wildcats and a 
nine yard touchdown run by ClifYeary gave the Patriots a 16-12 first quarter advantage. 

"Wellman came out ready to play" Coach Tyler said. "They moved the ball and scored on us in 
that first quarter. They were certainly in the ball game at that point." 

The second quarter was all %Bey as Cruse scored on a 36 yard interception return and a 55 yard 
run, and Fidel Valdes scored from 13 yards out on an end reverse. The 22 point second quarter gave 
the Patriots a 38-12 halftime lead, 

"Our defense picked it up starting in the second quartet" Tyler said. "Also, I think people get 
tired of tackling us. Our running backs just pound and pound you and our linemen keep hammering 
you. Eventually, teams wear down." 

The second half was all Valley as Cruse scored two more touchdowns. His first came on a 15 yard 
run with 6:45 left in the third quarter His final touchdown, a 9 yard scamper came after ClifYeary 
blocked a punt. Yeary again blocked a punt with 5:30 left in game and Fidel Vildes picked it up and 
scored to end the game. 

"We were real pleased with the whole effort," ')bier said. "We got great games from the regulars 
and we got great contributions from Fidel and Douglas." 

Douglas Payne helped lead the Valley defense with seven tackles and helped contain the Vtildcats 
potent passing attack. Heavy pressure fromYeary, Robert Mendoza, and Adam Ortiz kept the Well-
man quarterback nervous asYeary recorded 15 tackles and Mendoza tallied nine. Cruse finished the 
game with 162 yards rushing, four touchdowns, 11 tackles, and an interception. Wilks threw for 60 
yards and touchdown, was good on five of six extra point kicks, had a 56 yard punt, and booted most 
of his kickoffs out of the end zone. 

"I hope people realize how good these two guys are," Tiler said. "They just do everything for us. 
Those two, along with JC and Manuel, are making sure their last season is a great one." 

For the game, Valley finished with 322 yards rushing, 60 yards passing, and 14 first downs. Clif 
Yeary chipped in 114 yards rushing. The defense held the Wildcats to only five first downs and 112 
yards of total offense. 

"It was a great game for us," Tyler said. "The offense and defense both just wore AbIlman down. 
That's been our trademark and that's what we try to do." 

The Patriots will try to wear down the Sanderson Eagles in the State Semifinals Saturday at 6 
p.m. at Borden County High School in Gail.

Base/Yield Update Rules Clarified To Allow 
Separate Dryland/Irrigated Yield Plugs 

Producers received a welcome bit of good news in regard to the proCess 
that will be used to calculate updated Counter -cyclical Program payment 
yields. 

After several months of discussions and numerous conversations with 
USDA staff and the staff of the House Agriculture Committee, PCG is 
pleased to report that its efforts, and the efforts of many others, USDA 
has modified the procedures for including substitute yield that can be 
used when actual yields fall below 75% of the 1998-2001 County average 
yield. The yield plug is used when figuring updated counter -cyclical pay-
ment yields. 

PCG's position on the issue was that USDA's original rule did not fully 
take into account the differences in production practices that often exist 
under a single farm serial number and the fact that farms can often be 
listed under a single farm serial number, but not be physically located 
near one another. 

These differences, it was argued, should allow growers who have ad-
equate production records to differentiate between farms on the basis of 
production practice and/or location should be allowed to utilize the yield 
plug procedure on a field by field. 

Apparently USDA listened to PCG's argument as well and this week 
sent out updated instructions allowing producers to include either a dry-
land or irrigated yield plug when the actual yield for either production 
practice falls below the 75% county average threshold. 

The process will require producers to provide adequate records of the 
production by each practice on the farm and for the County FSA person-
nel to manually replace the actual production under the practice with the 
appropriate yield plug. In FSA terminology the yield plug is referred to 
as either the dryland or irrigated minimum production figure.

No Disaster Aid Until 2003 
The word from Washington this week was a mixed blessing as a last 

ditch effort by Senate Democrats to bring a Bill with Disaster Assistance 
to the Senate floor was defeated with the help of soon to be Senate Major - 
ity Leader Trent Lott (R-MS). 

Lott led the opposition to the Bill that would have included some $6 
billion in savings from projected Farm Bill expenditures to assist farmers 
and ranchers who suffered drought related losses in 2001 and 2002. 

Lott's efforts against the Democratic effort were tempered somewhat 
by a pledge to renew the effort to deliver drought assistance when Con-
gress returns in 2003. 

Lott noted that the Administration was still supportive of delivering 
drought assistance to growers as long as appropriate funding off-sets were 
found. 

The efforts of Disaster Assistance proponents will now turn to identify-
ing the vehicles through which drought assistance can be approved. 

The most attractive of these will likely be the many unfinished 2003 
funding Bills that will have to be worked through as soon as Congress 
returns and a possible Supplemental Spending Bill that the Bush Admin-
istration is expected to request next Spring. 

All in all the effort to secure Drought Assistance has been set back 
considerably, although apparently not permanently abandoned. 

The best approach continues to be communicating the many reasons 
why drought assistance is necessary. Efforts in this regard should not be 
abandoned or put on hold over the next month and half until Congress 
returns.

Wednesday, December 4, 2002 in conjunction with the Amarillo Farm and 
Ranch Show at the Amarillo Civic Center. Registration will begin at 8:30 
in the Grand Plaza Room near the Buchanan Street entrance.

In his new position, he will be a key 
advisor regarding sanitary and phytosanitary issues, as well as trade, 
and farm and food policies.

Deadline Announced For Livestock 
Compensation Program (LCP) 

The Hall County Farm Service Agency has received notice that the 
deadline for submitting applications for the Livestock Compensation Pro-
gram (LCP) has been announced. FSA will continue to accept applica-
tions for the Livestock Compensation Program until December 13, 2002. 
LCP provided direct payments per head to producers who suffered live-
stock losses as a result of severe drought conditions. 

Livestock must have been owned for 90 calendar days with June 1, 
2002, being within this 90 day time period. Livestock meeting this re-
quirement that have been sold or have died before sign-up would be eli-
gible for payment. 

Ineligible livestock include swine, horses, poultry , packer owned ani-
mals, and livestock kept for recreation activities. All beef and dairy cattle, 
and buffalo and beefalo that weighed less than 500 pounds on June 1st 
are also ineligible. 

There will be a $40,000.00 payment limitation per person, and gross 
revenue for the preceding tax year must be $2.5 million or less.

Look Before You Lease 
New Publication Explains Groundwater Leasing 

Groundwater leasing is relatively new, and as is the case of any new 
endeavor involving people's pocketbooks, scoundrels see a golden oppor-
tunity to take advantage of the uninformed 

Judon Fambrough, an attorney at law with the Real Estate Center at 
Texas A&M University, warns landowners to approach a groundwater 
lease with great caution. Even when signing up with a reputable water 
production company, groundwater owners should know how to protect 
their interests 

"Be very careful what you sign because groundwater production may 
last for generations," Fambrough says "Unlike oil and gas wells, which 
go dry, water wells recharge, making the length of the lease indefinite " 

Fambrough suggests the following 
• Be careful to sign a groundwater lease, not a groundwater deed. Many 

times the wording of a lease and a deed appears similar the owner may 
be selling the water rights, not leasing them Leases, generally ','grant, 
lease and let" the the company the right to explore, produce and sell wa-
ter for a limited time. Deeds "grant, sell and convey" the water or water 
rights to the company forever 

• Know the difference between negotiating a lease covenant and a lease 
condition. If a condition is breached, the lease terminates automatically 
When possible, negotiate lease conditions instead of covenants To be 
considered a conditon and not a covenant, the provision must state that 
the lease terminates if a certain event or breach occurs 

• Remember all proposed provisions in the lease are subject to negotia-
tion The owner's power to negotiate depends on he amount of land owned, 
the amount, quality and depths of groundwater, and the number of com-
panies vying for the lease 

• Do not feel obligated to accept the firs offer the company makes. 
Remember the first offer the company makes may not be the best offer, 
expecially in terms of lease provisions For example, the company may 
pay the same for a lease whether or not restrictions are placed on the 
depths of production Landowners might make more money by restrict-
ing the depth of the production and allowing for other leases at other 
depths 

• Avoid ambiguous terms These may lead to misunderstanding and 
litigations For example, some leases require groundwater companies to 
compensate landowners for "actual damages" to the land However, no 
mention is made of how to calculate the damages, when the damages are 
due and payable or how to settle damage claims when a dispute arises 

• Make sure that any terms or provisions negotiated by the groundwa-
ter owner are in writing and attached to the lease form Do not accept 
oral midificatins to a lease Generally, oral agreements are unenforce-
able 

More specific suggestions can be found in 'Secrets of Negotiating 
Groundwater Leases', a 2002 Center publication by Fambrough This 
guide takes the reader through each lease provision paragraph by para-
graph and notes how certain items may be negotiated in the landowner's 
favor Because of the newness of the water production and leasing busi-
ness, there are few guides like this The publication can be downloaded 
for free from the Center's website, httpffirecenter.tamu.edulpdfl 
1593.pdf. 

Fambrough explains the differences and similarities between oil and 
gas leasing and groundwater leasing in this publication There are no 
standard groundwater lease forms as there are for oil and gas leases, and 
much of the terminology and provisions lack legal definitions and prece-
dents, making groundwater leasing riskier 

The Real Estate Center at Them A&M University has been providing 
solutions through research for more than 30 years Funded primarily by 
Texas real estate licensee fees, the Center was created by the state legis-
lature to meet the needs of many audiences, including the real estate 
industry, instructor, researchers and the general public

Soothing A Holiday Stomach
