Gave America Christmas Tree

CLEVELAND, O., Dec. 24—A
crowd stood in Shaker square here
a few nights ago and cheered the
memory’ of the man who brought
the Christmas tree idea to Amer-
ica, according to family records.

The crowd also cheered three
descendants of the same man who
stood beneath a huge balsam tree
and threw a switch to light the

5,000 colored bulbs among its
branches.
August Imgard, a tailor of

Wooster, O., was the man honor-
ed. It was in Woosler, just 91
years ago, that his “first” Christ-
mas tree in America was deco-
rated. Imgard was born in the
Bavarian mountains of Germany,
112 years ago. He came to Amer-
ica and moved to Ohio before he
was 20.

The first tree was raised in the
Imgard home. It stood on a re-
volving platform and as the tree
turned slowly, a hidden music box
tinkled a Christmas melody. Peo-
ple came from miles around to
see the first tree and the follow-
ing year there were many trees.

Ornaments were made of paper,

festooned in long chains by the
younger members of the pioneer
community. Kuchen baked ac-
cording to a recipe sent from
Bavaria by Imgard’s mother, hung
upon the tree and served both as
ornaments and tidbits. The cook-
ies were colored with brown sugar
and ‘the family spent weeks bak-
ing them in quantities for the
guests. :
Gilded nuts were other orna-
ments and inside the gilded shells
were warm messages of greeting
and little poems of love and life
on the old frontier.

Trade War

By MORGAN M. BEATTY
AP Feature Service Writer

WASHINGTON, Dec. 22 — The
extension of new American credit
to China and discussion of Amer-
ican loans for Latin American na-
tions is evidence of a new phase
in a ten-year-long world war, over
trade.

The battlefields are the ports of
the world. Ammunition is the
goods exchanged between them.
The soldiers are the dollars,
pounds, marks, francs and all
other international units of mon-
ey.

In one camp are the nations that
favor a more or less free flow of
trade and the settlement of inter-
national accounts with gold. The
United States, having a tremen-
dous supply of gold, is the stand-
ard bearer of this group.

Ranged against them are na-
tions withs so little gold they must
control its flow out of the country.
Germany leads the column, Japan
and Italy are close behind. They
have led in setting up controls
over foreign exchange (gold).
They buy from nations willing to
accept goods in payments. Ger-
many, for instance, tfades in

blocked marks. Traders in other
nations can sell their goods in
Germany, but they can rarely take
gold out of the country for pay-
ment: only goods.

Economic Power The Goal
The goal of the contending

groups is economic power. For
economic power — raw materials,
foods, industrial production, ma-
chinery, and the like—is no less
decisive in the world today than
military strength.

In the long run, the nation or
group of nations commanding the
balance of economic power will
be impregnable in the event a
military war comes, because it
will be able to hold out longest.

The World war proved that. No
combination of European armies
was able to whip the German
combination. But, despite subma-
rines, England and her allies were
able to establish an economic
blockade and starve the German
people slowly toward a mood for
revolution. The entry of Ameri-
can supplies and men was the last
straw. The people of Germany
revolted. Not until then did the
German army crack.

The decision of the United
States to extend more credit to
the Chinese against their gold
horde in this country is a double-
edged weapon. Not only does it
increase American sales of trucks
and other supplies, but also it re-
inforces a nation fighting one of
Glermany’s economic allies—Ja-
pan.
