Touwring Texas lakes

Lake Cisco, one of those early-day
lakes of Texas, was started some 60 years
ago. At that time oil was the principal-
product of that little West Texas town in
Eastland County. But municipal water
was needed for a growth that really never
did develop into a metropolitan center.

Lake Cisco is impounded by the
Williamson Dam, started back in 1920. It
covers a little less than 500 surface acres
with only a 26 mile drainage area. It was
built across Sandy Creek, that flows north
in Eastland County, with a greater surface
flow above the lake than below it.

But Cisco has made the best of this
lake. Today it is one of the play spots of
West Texas with its rolling plains, 100
miles West of Fort Worth. The weather is

ideal for its use with an average mean
temperature of 68 degrees.

Lake Cisco has a 35 mile shoreline, and
is one of the beauty spots alopg US 80 be-
tween Fort Worth and El Paso.

There are numerous cabins, good
fishing and water sports. And since it
serves the needs of Cisco for its municipal
water, it is a landmark of that area.

Cisco has its traditions. It is the town
where Conrad Hilton built his first hotel
that grew into a worldwide chdin.

And despite the fact that it was built
larger than the available water would sup-
port and doesn't stay full, it is still consid-
ered one of the fishing spots of all that
part of Texas.

Perhaps one of its early claims to fame

came with the infamous Santa Claus bank
robbery back about 1927 when robbers
impersonating old Nick were killed in
their attempt to rob the bank. A monu-
ment marks its history today.

Then there was the brick highway be-
tween Ranger and Cisco, one of the early
paved sections of this highway running
from Broadway, New York to Broadway,
San Diego.

Right now Cisco is getting ready to
observe its 100th anniversary in 1981. It
still refers to the city as one with a promis-
ing future.

And that 1s what the fishermen think of
it. If you are looking for a spot where
there is fishing and fun, you might consid-
er this spot in West Texas. The city main-
tains cabins and parking areas for fisher-
men and campers, both in town and at the
lake's park area. There is a boat ramp on
Schlaphers Creek, with two other very
small lakes, known as Twin Lake and Ber-
nic Lake, just south of the main body of
water.

KERC Has Strange Loss Of Power

At approximately 10;10
a.m. on Monday, Oct. 20,
1980, KERC Radio Station in
downtown Eastland ex-
perienced temporary loss of
transmission power. The
reason for this is still a
mystery to the personnel and
management of the local sta-
tion.

In an interview with sta-
tion manager, Dave Walker,
who was in his office at the
time of the unexplained hap-
pening, he stated that
“during the time of our
power loss, disc jockey Bob
Kincheloe noted the unusual
action of the monitoring
dials. Upon opening an out-
side channel he picked up
some sort of transmissions.
Where it came from we still
do not know.”' He went on to
say, ‘‘Our chief engineer still
has no explanation as to re-
cent deviations in the normal
transmitting power."

Mr. Walker also said that
under the rules of the radio
station, all transmission
received or put out through
the control board are

automatically recorded for
further use. It seems that
even though all power was
lost, the recorder, which is
located at the transmitter
site on the Lake Leon Road,
continued recording
transmissions. Therefore,
KERC has a recording of the
unknown transmission,
After lengthy study of the
recording and its contents it
has been determined to con-
tain the following statement.

“Greetings earthlings! We
have been monitoring your
local radio transmissions
and have received word that
another meeting has been re-

quested. This request will be
accepted with the following
conditions - 1) only the
Eastland Jaycees will attend
the meeting, 2) no outsiders
will be allowed, and 3) no
physical contact will be
made with our people.”’
Local authorities would
not allow time or place of the
meeting to be disclosed. The
Jaycees, due to the fact that
they have been put in charge
of the investigation, were
notified and the information
was given out to them. This
media will keep you inform-
ed on the latest happenings
concerning this incident.

DANGER! HIGH EX-
PLOSIVES
(ED. NOTE: With increased
oil activity in Eastland Coun-
ty, there is possibility that
youngsters might find
dangerous ‘‘play-things”’
around and this article is
presented to warn parents
and youth.)

You're off enjoying a plea-
sant weekend in the desert
and one of your group
returns to camp with some
old dynamite from an aban-
doned mine, What would you
do?

Harry Hampton of the In-
stitute of Makers of Ex-
plosives (IME) advises:
““Move it only if absolutely
necessary. As dynamite
grows older it becomes more
sensitive. Any handling or
movement must be gentle,
tender, with loving care. And
the best handling of all is
NONE AT ALL!”

Instead of old dynamite,
suppose it had been a child
with a pocketful of
detonating caps picked up in
a deserted cabin? The warn-
ing is still the same. IME’s
safety message to the public
regarding all explosives is
“Don’t Touch!'' Only
qualified persons should
handle its removal.

“But I've been going to the
desert for years, and I've
never seen any explosives,”’
you say. Maybe you've just
been lucky, because accor-
ding to William McCorkle of
E.I. duPonte de Nemours &
Co., a manufacturer of ex-
plosives, ‘A lot of it is lying
around out there.”

The facts are that
dynamite abandoned in old
mines and prospectors’ digg-
ings, particularly under cer-
tain temperature conditions,
will function today almost
exactly as it was intended to
function 25 or 75 years ago.
The same holds true for
blasting caps.

Caps are used to detonate
commercial explosives dur-
ing blasting operations. If
handled improperly, they
can cause serious injury or
damage. Builders, miners,
ranchers, all use blasing
caps in their work - over
100,000,000 each year. Rigid
regulations require extreme
care when moving, handling
or storing. Nevertheless,
some caps are lost, stolen or
simply stored away and
forgotten. Blasting caps can
be set off by electrial fields
from almost any source
(wall outlets, batteries or
even static), from exposure
to heat, and from rough
handling. Two-way radios
operated nearby are par-
ticularly dangerous.

The caps are powerful
enough to rip up your face,
blow off your fingers, put out
your eyes or make you deaf.
To make matters worse,
they appear to be no more
threatening than a small
firecracker.

In the California Desert
several years ago, three
young boys on bikes
discovered a box of colored
wires and small, shiny metal
tubes. Unable to resist this
interesting find, one of them
tossed the box into his basket
and continued down the hot,
bumpy road. One hour later
there as an explosion. He
was lucky! He only lost two

fingers, but he could have
lost his life. Of course, he
had never seen nor heard of
blasting caps.

According to William
Digel of the Petrochemical
Divison at DuPont, the most
dangerous find of all is old
dynamite. And because it
was used extensively years
ago, the chances of finding
some are far greater.
Basically, dynamite con-
tains nitroglycerin plus a
‘“*safer,”” inert material and
iIs generally less dangerous
to handle as long as the nitro
remains dispersed
throughout this relatively in-
ert material.

The cartridges or
cylinders vary from seven-
eighths to eight inches in
diameter and range in length
from four to 30 inches. As the
dynamite grows older is
becomes more sensitive and
if it should sit without proper
care for a long period of
time, it tends to ‘‘sweat."” In
other words, the nitro
leeches out and crystallizes
at one end or on the surface.
Dynamite has even been
known to turn the board it
rested on into a lethel bomb,
because the nitro transfers
by osmosis. At this pointitis
more deadly than any rat-
tlesnake. Don’t touch it!
Don’t even go near it!

Not long ago the Los
Angeles Times reported on a
teenager’'s find in the Mo-
jave Desert. He had been ex-
ploring a deserted cave
when he came upon a cache
of dynamite used in mining
operations. Being a good
citizen, he carefully remov-
ed it to a police station. He
was lucky. So were several
hundred other. More than
1,000 persons were
evacuated from the area
while the bomb squad ap-
plied chemicals to neutralize
the explosives. Officers said
the dynamite was about 10
years old and because of its
age, extremely unstable.

Since weekend outings to
the desert often mean ex-
ploring abandoned mines,
excavations, quarries or
ghost towns, don’t overlook
the fact that these are also
considered dangerous sites
by the safety experts. The
crumbling ruins of a
100-year-old prospector's
cabin or the deserted trailer
of more recent vintage are
two risky possibilities.

So whether you explore the
desert in an RV, on a trail
bike or on your own two feet,
if you want to keep your
weekends accident-free,
study the pictures on the ad-
jacent page. Pass them
around and make sure every
member of your family or
group not only learns to iden-
tify blasting caps but also
understands the dangers of
explosives,

Remember, should you
find anything that looks like
an explosive, leave it alone.
Do not touch or move it. If
possible, post a guard and
report your find to public
safety authorities - police,
sheriff, fire department or
military unit. Uniformed,
untrained individuals must
not dispose of the material.
Treat explosives like you
would rattlesnakes. Stay
Away!

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Reflections In
Perspective

Los Teques is a charming old city of some 20,000 population
which rest quietly atop one of the many high ridges of the
western branch of the Andes mountains about 3040
kilometers to the southwest of the capital city of Caracs,
Venezuela. At an altitude of something like 5,000 feet, it is
literally in a land of perpetual Springtime. The sun shines
every day in the year, and while the lowest temperature in
mid-winter may drop into the middle fifties (F), the high
rarely goes above 80,

The claim to eternal Springtime is well supported by the
principal industry of the city...floriculture. The commercial
floral farms produce just about any flower one could name,
but the principal commerical product is gladioli. The flowers
are grown by Portuguese gardéners in tiny mountainside
plots literally scratched out of the fertile mountainsides and
propped up behind high stone terraces.

When the Pan American Highway was constructed, they
considerately skirted the city, leaving the original almost
totally untouched by modern influence. Southbound, to the
left of the highway there is largely a void of space through
which one has a vista of vast distance across shoulders and
steep valleys of the mountains, along the slopes of which
mahogany and coffee trees grow right to the tops of the
ridges.

Between the two turnoffs whichlead from the Pan-
American into Los Teques (the locals do not insist up their
use, actually) is situated the ‘‘hotel Los Alpes', which was
owned and operated by a Swiss couple. Clinging to the moun-
tainside by means which remain a mystery to me until this
cgay, and on the ‘‘off side' of the highway, the los Alpes of-
fered a breathing stop for the truckdrivers who had ground
their way to a point from which everything would be downbhill
for the next forty miles.

With fuel pumps and a tire repair shop in the front, there
was also a Venezuelan answer to to-day’s fast food facility
via which the drivers could be served such hearty delicacies
as empanadas, pastellitos, or a dish of lomo con papas and a
bottle of the heavy local beer with which to wash it down.

Inside there was another world. Miraculously insulated
from the noise of the highway traffic, and providing a view
through steel-sash casement windows across countless miles
of mountain scenery was the dining room of the Los Alpes.
And it appeared that an olive pit dropped from one of those
windows would have fallen hundreds of feet, so precarious
was the perch of the hotel on the shoulder of the mountain.

In the operation of the hotel, Mr. and Mrs. Cross had a very
sound and workable arrangement. Madame ran the kitchen
and the fast food department, while her husband held sway
over the dining room and the twenty rooms which were on the
second floor...and also well insulated from the traffic. All the
rooms afforded the same view as that of the dining room.

Having occasion to be in Caracas for a week or so, and hav-
ing tired somewhat of the frenetic pace of Maracaibo and
Caracas, I abandoned my suite at the Hotel Tamanaco in
Caracas for a room at Los Alpes. After all, it was only a short

Grover Hallmark
joined the board in
1973.

February 1, 1858, the
Seventh Legislature of
Texas approved a bill

opossum and the hardy
mesquite. The settler
soon occupied this
borderland of civiliza-
tion, so that two adven-
turous men decided to
invest both time and
money in the newly
organized county. On
January 19, 1875, Jack
Daughtery and C.U.
Connellee staked out
the public square of the
city of Eastland, and in
May of that year, with
the assistance of J.B.
Ammerman, they set
about building a frame
store-house. Lumber

and goods were wagon-
hauled from Dallas by
way of Granbury and
Stephenville, com-
pleting the trip through
Desdemona and Mer-
riman on the Fort Grif-
fin military road.
Eastland’s population
grew, settlement en-
couraged by offering
fee simple title to any
lot bought for the pur-
pose of building a
residence or business
house. In 1876, the
county seat was moved
from Merriman to

Eastland City.

The Texas and
Pacific Railway Com-
pany laid a line
through Eastland in
October of 1880,
transforming the tiny
village into a
distributing point for
stage and U.S. mail
lines. The town’s
growth created its first
real need for banking
services, and concomi-
tant with custom, a
Mr. Berry of Stephen-
ville opened a banking
business In Jake Alex-
ander’s store.
Although the first na-
tional bank to be
organized in the county
was located in Cisco,
Eastland soon had the
second. In the fall of
1890, it opened its doors
on the Square, with
Major W.H. Parvin as
its president and John
T. Yearin, the cashier.
Unfortunately this ven-
ture did not last, for by
the year 1900, only five
banks were operating
in the county: three In
Cisco (First National,
Citizens ‘National, and
Merchants and
Farmers), one in Gor-
man, and one In Car-
bon. (The latter three
had the same presi-
dent, Mr. W.H. Ed-
dleman.) The economy
was relatively static
and unable to support
another financial In-
stitution: collective
deposits of the county
banks in 1907 were just
over one million
dollars, less than that
of any one bank in the
county in the year 1930.
The agricultural com-
munity, producing
mostly cotton,
desperately needed a
‘““shot in the arm.”

On July 2, 1917, W.K.
Gordon of Texas
Pacific Coal and Oil
Company began pro-
duction in Eastland
County. The J.H. Mc-
Clesky well gushed on
October 27, opening up
the Ranger oil field. In-
itial production was
1600 barrels with three
million feet of gas. At
the height of the boom,
the field produced
73,000 barrels of oil a
day over a 120 square-
mile area.

With the oil came the
inevitable population
boom. The census of
1910 shows Eastland’s
population at six or
seven hundred. By 1920
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it had jumped to 9,368.
In 1919, the building
permits for one week
in Eastland totaled
$420,000, compared to
Dallas’ $136,000 or
Houston'’s $53,000. Such
tremendous growth
drastically affected
the banking situation
in the county; banks
kept opening until the
county-wide total
reached 18 in 1920. In
1918 Eastland had four
banks: City National,
American National,
Guaranty State, and
First State, each doing
a healthy business.
During this period of
accelerated growth,
First State’s (now
Eastland National’s)
impressive round vault
door, weighing 21,000
Ibs., was hauled from
the train station to the
present Petroleum
Building, the wagon
sinking in the muddy
streets.

The early twenties
brought a decline in oil
production and many
left the county for new
fields in East &nd West
Texas. As might be ex-
pected, the banks duly
suffered. In the spring
of 1920, American Na-
tional merged into
First State. Guaranty
State followed suit in
1921. City National had
become Security State
Bank & Trust, only to
close its doors in ‘21.
The First State Bank,
which had salvaged so
many, went under in
January of 1924. In that
same month Texas
State Bank was
chartered, assuming
the banking house and
fixtures of the defunct
First State. It was join-
ed by the Exchange
National Bank in 1924,
and these two aided by
the short-lived state
Guaranty Fund, at-
tempted to strengthen
Eastland through the
nationally prosperous
twenties. One might
speculate that wounds
would have healed suc-
cessfully had not the
lightning bolt struck
that shook the world -
the Great Depression.

By 1930 the number
of banks in the county
had decreased to
seven, with a total
value of $314,840. It
was early in that year
that the Exchange Na-
tional merged into the
Texas State. Soon

after, in October of
1931, Texas State clos-
ed, leaving Eastland
without a bank. Times
were poor: depositors
could only get 18% on
the dollar, and one
fellow remembers that
he could not cash his
paycheck of $2),
because no merchant
in town had that kind of
money.

It was not until 1934
that Eastland was
again served by her
own banking facilities.
In February of that
year, an organizing
committee of three
was appointed: Jess
Williams, J.A. Beard,
and P.L. Parker -
public-spirited men
who had lost money
when Texas State clos-
ed. With Albert Taylor
of Austin soon added to
their number, the com-
mittee raised the re-
quired capital from in-
dividuals and the
Reconstruction
Finance Corporation.
An arrangement was
made with the State
Banking Department
for the purchase of the
Petroleum Building,
previous site of the
defunct Texas State,
and the Comptroller of
the Currency granted
the charter. The new
Eastland National
Bank opened for
business on November
9, 1934, numbering the
fifth bank in the coun-
ty, a figure unchanged
to this day.

The institution open-
ed with W.C. Campbell
serving as president;
Albert Taylor, vice-
president and cashier;
Guy Parker and
Russell Hill as assis-
tant cashiers; and
Lahoma Hathcock,
bookkeeper/secretary.
J.A. Beard, Albert
Taylor, Milburn Mec-
Carty, G.W. Fisher,
Grady Pipkin, W.C.
Campbell, and Walter
Murray sat on the
board of directors.
From the very beginn-
ing, the Eastland Na-
tional was a success:
on November 24, less
than twenty days after
the doors opened, it
had a healthy
$170,110.34 on deposit,
and $4,143.47 out in
loans. By December 31
deposits had increased
to $267,591.08, loans
totalled $13,290.76, and
total resources stood at

$328,969.13. The bank
and its management
generated such con-
fidence that on
February 27, 1939, it
was designated a
special depository of
public monies and soon
had an application for
state depository in the

_ works.

Eastland National
continued to grow
slowly but surely over
the next twenty years,
keeping a conservative
attitude in the wake of
the Depression. In
March of 1945, the last
of the preferred stock
held by the
Reconstruction
Finance Corporation
was sold. Throughout
these years, the In-
stitution provided not
only much needed loan
and deposit services: it
contributed to the well-
being of the town as
well. Eastland Na-
tional supported
organizations like the
Boy Scouts and the In-
fantile Paralysis Cam-
paign. And when
Eastland built the
Eastland Memorial
Hospital in 1951-2, the
bank not only gave
money, but many of its
employees contributed
their valuable time as
well.

Eastland National
Bank was an entrench-
ed institution in the
community when, in
1954, J.P. McCracken
and H.T. Wilson
bought major shares of
stock. On July 16, 1954,
they received appoint-
ments to the board of
directors. The date
marks a turning point
in the growth of the
bank: in the past 26
years, total résources
have risen from nearly
3.9 million dollars to
over 35 million. This is
due, in large part, to
the innovative at-
titudes held by the
management.. What
benefits and develops
the community, they
feel, benefits and
develops the bank as
well. This applies not
only to active par-
ticipation in communi-
ty affairs, as Eastland
National’s support in
the United Fund
drives, but also defines
basic banking
philosophy. Loan ac-
tivity and bond pur-
chasing increased,
while one of the best

profit-sharing plans
written to date was im-
mediately adopted.
Usually banks do not
go on a full accrual
system of payment un-
til they reach $25
million, yet it was
utilized when Eastland
National was worth on-
ly $8 million. In 1960,
the capital stock was
raised $100,000 and
then again in 1979 to
total $500,000. The
banker's blanket bond
has always equaled or
superseded those of
banks many times Its
size.

The bank has also
expanded and improv-
ed customer services,
from providing credit
cards to both con-
sumer and merchant
to i1ts unique con-
solidated monthly
statement. The special
services department
has adopted the
copyrighted Special
Organizatinal Services
program (SOS) 1in
order to further serve
customers in times of
change or stress. And
when Eastland Na-
tional computerized its
operations in 1969,
direct deposits,
automatic transfers,
and today’s Double
Eagle accounts were
made possible.

The transfer to com-
puter was not the first
equipment improve-
ment Eastland Na-
tional has made over
the years. The original
Burroughs Sensomatic
posting machines, pur-
chased with the bank-
ing house in 1954, were
quickly replaced with
the National
Postronics system,
allowing Eastland Na-
tional to be one of the
first banks in the coun-
try to issue account
numbers. After com-
puterizaton in 1969, an
even more advanced
system was adopted in
1975, while microfilm
and microfiche record
transactions efficient-
ly. Checks and deposit
forms are printed in
the bank’s own shop.
And the security equip-
ment has always been
the very best
available, giving
customers the most for
their money.

Just as the manag-
ment of the Eastland
National Bank has con-
sistently offered the

most in services, so it
has continually up-
dated its facilities to
better serve. The first
remodeling was done
in the spring of 1960,
when the safe deposit
vault was moved from
the basement to the
first floor, all new fix-
tures were 1installed,
and the convenient
time and temperature
clock was placed on
the Square. Three
years later, motor
banking facilities were
built, while a second
window was installed
in 1971. Also in that
year, the bookkeeping
department was com-
pletely remodeled to
keep up with 1its
modern computer-
based system; the Kit-
chenette and com-
munity room were ad-
ded in the annexed
Western Auto Building
for the convenience of
both employees and
customers. In 1973 saw
the safe deposit vault
expanded three times
its original size, and
the proof, bookkeep-
ing, and savings
departments moved
and enlarged. An up-
per floor of the
building was also
remodeled to rent as
office space.

The innovative at-
titude of Eastland Na-
tional Bank has con-
sistently proven itself.
And 1977 was no dif-
ferent. It was in this
year that the manage-
ment requested per-
mission to buy the
Coca-Cola building and
the Fina property iIn
order to build all-new
facilities. These men
recognized the inade-
quacy of ground floor
space, drive-in
facilities, and
customer parking at
the old Petroleum
Building, as well as its
energy inefficiency,
and looked to the
future. Architects
were engaged, the
plans drawn up, and
now after months of
construction, the peo-
ple of Eastland reap
the benefits of time,
hard work, and money
spent. Once again,
citizens can be proud
of the intelligent, prac-
tical planning,
characteristic of
Eastland National
Bank as it works for
the growth of the com-
munity.

service and growth,
