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CISCO MUNICIPAL GAS PLANT POSSIBLE
CISCO NOT POWERLESS IN ITS 

FIGHT FOR CHEAPER GAS RATE
Because of Cisco’s heavy bonded indebtedness the im­

pression prevails that a municipal gas plant for Cisco is 
practically an impossibility. However, it is now believed 
by some, and one member of the city commission particu­
larly, that Cisco is not in such a deplorable financial con­
dition that the erection of a municipal gas plant is impos­
sible, but, on the other hand, a feasible proposition. Ex­
plaining his attitude the aforesaid commissioner stated: 

“Cisco has some money, $25,000 , is independent of any o ther obli-

pletion  of th e  system , together 
w ith the franchise, should it  he 
necessary  to  sell the p lan t fo r the 
paym ent of the indebtedness in cu r­
red  in  its  erection. W hile I have 
no t taken  the m a tte r up w ith  p a r­
ties who m ight be in terested  in  fi­
nancing the project, s till I  believe 
money could be readily  secured for 
the in sta lla tion  of a gas system.

“I know  m any w ill exclaim  ‘we 
can  do nothing on account of our 
heavy bonded indebtedness.’ They 
do no t consider th a t th is  debt can 
be incurred  w ithout pledging the 
revenues of the city. U nder the 
s ta tu te s  affecting  the case cities 
have a  rig h t to m ortgage the reve­
nues of its  m unicipal p lan ts, and 
no such obligation w ill ever become 
a  debt aga in s t the city.”

Not Too Crippled to Fight
W ell, why not get busy. Even 

as  badly in  debt as we are, Cisco 
still has the m eans of com batting 
the gas tru s t th a t is charging our 
people boom prices for th e ir com­
modity. And, judging from  poli­
cies adopted, or being attem pted, 
in  o ther tow ns, it  is likely th a t in ­
creased  ra te s  for gas m ay be filed. 
You rem em ber the th re a t of Mr. 
C hester May, of the Community 
N atu ra l Gas Co., who told the city 
com m issioners th a t if we would be 
good, and accept the ra te s  w ithout 
p ro testing  in the form  of a  city o r­
dinance, th a t it  w as probable the 
com pany would not a sk  an increase 
“a t th is  tim e.”

B ut the law  justifies the s ta te ­
m ent of the com m issioner quoted, 
th a t it is not only possible, but 
feasible, for Cisco to  build and own 
its  own gas system . The sta tu te  
applicable to the case reads as fol­
lows:

Encumbered City Systems
Art, 1111. Powers.—All cities 

and towns operating under this 
title have power to mortgage and 
encumber their light systems or 
water systems, either or both, 
and the franchise and income 
thereof, and everything pertain­
ing thereto, acquired or to be ac­
quired, to secure the payment of 
fnnds to purchase same, or to 
purchase additional water pow­
ers, riparian rights, or to build, 
improve, enlarge, extend or re­
pair such systems, or either of 
them, and as additional security 
therefor, by the terms of such en­
cumbrance, may grant to the pur­
chaser or under sale of foreclos­
ure thereunder a franchise to op­
erate the systems and properties 
so purchased for a term not over 
twenty years after such purchase, 
subject to tlie laws regulating 
same then in force. No such ob­
ligation shall ever be a debt of 
such city or town, but solely a 
charge upon the properties so en­
cumbered and shall never be 
reckoned in determining the pow­
er of such city or town to issue 
bonds for any purpose authoriz­
ed by law. (Acts 1911, P. 20.)

However, a  tow n building o r p u r­
chasing any  u tility  system  under 
th is sta tu te  m ust subm it the prop­
osition to  the  qualified voters, 
whose approval, in  a  general o r 
special election, is required.

1114, w hich is as follow s:
Art. 1114. Notes, etc.—Every 

contract, bond or note issued or 
executed under this law shall 
contain this clause: “The holder 
hereof .shall never have the right 
to demand payment of tills obli­
gation out of any funds raised 
or to be raised by taxation.”

I t  seem s to The Citizen th a t Cis­
co has p lenty  of am m unition w ith 
w hich to compell the tw in public 
service corporation, the Lone S ta r 
and Community N atu ra l Gas Co., 
to accept the ra te s  adopted by the 
city commission. Show them  we

TAYLOR COUNTY RETAINS
COUNTY DEMONSTRATORS

The Abilene cham ber of com­
m erce, by underw riting  the salaries 
of the county and home demon­
stra tio n  agents, enables T aylor 
county to continue th is service. 
This action  w as tak en  a fte r  the 
com m issioners cou rt voted to dis1 
continue the service D ecember 1.

In  in su ring  the service of county 
agents to the farm ers of Taylor 
county the A bilene cham ber of com­
m erce can be credited  w ith a t least 
one piece of constructive work. 
In  th is advanced age, when ag ri­
cu ltu re  has m ade w onderful pro 
gress under the d irection  of the 
county agent, and farm  wives have 
learned  new  m ethods of living, 
county and home dem onstrators are  
alm ost indispensible. No county 
can hard ly  afford  to dispense w ith 
th e ir  services, especially w hen the 
A. & M. extension service pays 
m ore than  half of the ag en ts’ sa l­
aries.

A ction w as taken  by the board of 
d irectors, and if approved by exten­
sion  au thorities, w ill pledge the 
cham ber to  paym ent of $2,000 an n u ­
ally  to be added to  $2,800 paid by 
A. & M. E xtension Service for 
agents ' w ork in th is county.

The decision followed several 
ra llies  held by ru ra l folk and busi­
ness men in  effort to  w ork ou t some 
solution. County officals agreed the 
w ork w as exceedingly valuable, but 
m aintained they could see no way 
to finance it  from  county funds. 
The cham ber of com m erce p lans to 
ra ise  the money th rough  various 
clubs and individuals, as fa r as pos 
sible, and m ake up th e  balance 
from  its  own treasu ry . I t  once 
sponsored the w ork in  th is county, 
hands.

B utts, B. A. B utler, R. W. H. K en­
non, Mrs. J. B. Cate and Mrs. N. A. 
Brown, reso lu tions; H. A. Bible, 
chairm an; W. D. E lder and Judge 
E. L ankford, advertising.

The chairm an sta ted  he would an ­
nounce the date of the nex t m eeting 
th rough  the local papers as soon 
as the w eather m an indicates favor­
able w eather, possibly T hursday 
evening, o r Monday a t 7:30 p. m.

Judge B arker urged th a t every­
one in terested  in  rem edying the 
gas situa tion  be p resen t a t the 
m eeting w hen called, and le t us 
discuss w hat action, if any, can be 
taken  to  stop the rapacity  of those 
who seem determ ined to  ex trac t 
every cen t of to ll the  traffic  w ill 
stand, and then  some.

Possibly it  m ay be im possible to 
carry  out the orig inal purpose in 
calling  th is m eeting, th a t is to 
change from  gas to some o ther fuel, 
as a large per cen t of the people 
a re  not financially  able to convert 
th e ir homes for wood or crude oil 
fuel, though quite a  num ber have 
already  done so.

SNOW FALLS IN MANY
WEST TEXAS SECTIONS

The raw  w eather th a t prevailed 
over Texas the past week, being 
bitingly unp leasan t even in the con­
genial Cisco clim ate, cold ra in  con­
tinued for several days, brought 
heavy falls of snow over m ost sec­
tions in W est Texas.

MUCH ENTHUSIASM 
AT MASS MEETING
As the w eather m an decided to 

give the country  a  change of the 
b rand of w eather, the m ass m eet­
ing, ad journed from  la s t Monday 
night, w as held  in  th e  city  au d i­
to rium  T hursday  evening, w hen 
about 200 p ro testan ts  aga in s t the 
high price of gas assem bled, and 
adopted resolutions germ ain  to  the 
subject.

C hairm an B arker called the m eet­
ing to  o rder and sta ted  its  object 
in  a  strong  address. Follow ing 
Judge B arker, Judge E ugene L ank ­
ford spoke eloquently  and p a tr io t­
ically  of the in justices being in ­
flicted upon the people of Oil B elt 
tow ns, and Cisco in  particu la r. 
Vociferous applause greeted  Judge 
L ankford’s address, and a fte r  the 
resolutions w ere read  a ll w ere 
adopted unanim ously, w ith the ex­
ception of one lone no. J u s t who 
the pa rtisan  of the gas monopoly 
was, is no t know n, as h is iden tity  
w as no t established, and he offer­
ed no explanation  for siding aga in s t 
the people and in  favor of those 
who supply  a  necessity  a t  a price 
the traffic  w ill hard ly  stand.

The .p rin c ip a l resolution , a fte r  
denouncing the m ethods invoked 
by the gas company, dealt m ainly 
w ith the necessity  of enacting  law s 
th a t would preven t the u tility  mo­
nopolies» from  th ro ttlin g  com peti­
tion by low ering prices below cost 
w hen independent u tility  concerns 
open business in  opposition. The 
resolution  pointed out th is  could 
be done by electing m en to  the leg ­
is la tu re  who could no t be con tro ll­
ed by the m onopolies, w hich are  
declared in  the constitu tion  as un ­
law ful, and th a t th is be made an 
issue in  the nex t election.

O ther reso lu tions favored the e s­
tab lishm ent of a m unicipal p lan t, 
and favored the city and d is tric t 
a tto rney  tak ing  steps to prosecute 
the pipe line and d is tribu ting  com ­
panies under the s ta te  a n ti- tru s t 
s ta tu tes, as being a  com bination in 
re s tra in t of trade.

The m atte r of canvassing the c it­
izens w ith the view of ascerta in ing  
who would cu t out the ir gas and 
burn  wood, o r some o ther fuel, was 
no t pushed, as it was believed to 
be im practicable and financially  
prohibitive a t th is  tim e. Many, it 
was believed, on account of the con­
venience of gas as fuel, would con­
tinue to use it as long as they 
could pay the prices enforced upon 
them.

W hile the gathering  w as no t as 
large as w as expected, yet the m eet­
ing w as far from  being a  failure , 
as the 200 or m ore p resen t w ere 
rep resen ta tive  of the citiznship of 
the city, and w hat they lacked in 
num bers was m ore th an  offset in 
enthusiasm .

TWO CENTS FOR PANHANDLE GAS

It seems that the Lone Star is not the only avaracious 
offending monopoly that is filching the people by the right 
of might. Up in the Panhandle section the Texoma Nat­
ural Gas company is paying only two cents for gas at the 
wells, checks for which have been returned by the well own­
ers in some instances as “unacceptable.” Well owners, 
holding one-eighth royalty in the gas, have received checks 
from the gas monopoly at the rate of one-fourth of one cent 
per 1000 cubic feet. This gas, after being treated, is piped 
to Chicago by the pipe line companies, owned by the Insul 
interests, at a charge for transportation of $1.50. That is 
some equality of interests, but the producers are given the 
worst of the deal, and those Panhandle land and well own­
ers are rather peeved at the arbitrary division of the pro­
ceeds of their product. We wonder how long the people 
will allow themselves to be exploited by grasping monop­
olies? Probably until they awake from their sleep of in­
difference and elect men of ability as their representatives 
in the legislature, and men not affiliated with big business 
as their paid attorneys. It’s time for action. Next year is 
election year, and before you cast your vote for a candidate 
for the legislature be sure he has not been retained as an 
attorney, and pledges himself not to accept a fee from any 
public service corporation during his tenure of office. This 
is your business, and you should select your representatives 
as you would a personal employe. Be sure he is loyal be­
fore you give any man your vote to make your laws.

ty where such city or town is located.”
There is nothing in the above requiring city officials to 

notify utility concerns of their negligence in complying 
with the laws of the state in making public their reports of 
transactions with the public. The statutes are mandatory, 
and when such reports are made it should be the duty of the 
tax assessor to accept renditions for taxes on the valuations 
sworn to in these reports.

There should be another statute enacted in this con­
nection, providing that the valuation of the properties of 
such utility companies for the purposes of taxation should 
be the basis in fixing charges of such companies for com­
modities supplied the public. In other words utilties should 
be required to pay taxes on full valuation they place upon 
their holdings on which they base the rates to be charged 
for the service sold to the public. The charges fixed by the 
utility companies are in the nature of a tax on the public, 
as the law protects them from confiscatory rates. Certain­
ly it is olily fair and just that they should be willing to pay 
taxes on every dollar’s worth of property claimed in basing 
the rates to be charged for the service they give.

THE SPIRIT OF TEXAS
By EUGENE LANKFORD

The matter of the utility companies filing their annual 
reports, as required by Article 1121, of the Texas statutes, 
came before the city commission at its recent meeting. Ac­
cording to the records of the city secretary’s office the com­
panies had not filed the report, though City Attorney Wright 
stated that it was his “opinion that such report had been 
filed in connection with the gas contract, but was not pos­
itive.” The city attorney was instructed to notify the util­
ity companies to file these reports if they have not been filed

In view of the fact that the Community Natural Gas 
Co. is charging the people of Cisco boom day prices for gas, 
produced at the city’s back door, for which they pay the 
owners the munificent sum of three to six cents per 1000 
cubic feet at the wells, this matter is vital, and if no reports 
have been filed the law prescribed a method of compelling 
a partial reimbursement to the city, if not to the consumers, 
in penalties for such failure.

The article referred to is as follows:
“Art. 1121 (1021) Reports—Any such company, cor­

poration or person who may be engaged in furnishing to the 
inhabitants of any town any water, light, gas or sewerage 
service, shall, on or before the first day of March each year, 
file with the mayor of such city or town a written report, 
sworn to by the manager, secretary or president of such 
corporation, by a member of such company, and by any such 
person, which shall show:

“1. The amount of any lien or mortgage upon the prop­
erties composing such plant;

“2. All other indebtedness pertaining to such enter­
prise and the consideration thereof;

“3. The actual cost of the visible physical properties, 
date when installed and the present value thereof, and here­
in the lands, machinery, buildings, pipes, poles, circuits, 
mains shall each be treated separately;

“4. The annual cost of operating such plant, showing 
separate items, the amount paid for actual salaries, amount 
paid for labor of all kinds, fixed charges, including interest, 
taxes and insurance, giving each separately, amount paid 
for fuel, for extension and repairs, giving each separately, 
and particularizing the extension and repairs the cost of 
maintenance, amount paid for damages, identifying each 
claim or suit, amount paid for miscellaneous expenses, and 
if any machinery or equipment is abandoned, worn out or 
its use discontinued within the preceding year, the same 
shall be stated, the original cost, and the present value 
thereof shall be given;

“5. The report shall give the gross earnings from any 
such plant, including revenues from every source whatever, 
stating items separately, amount received by each depart­
ment.”

$100 Per Day Penalty
“Art. 1122 (1022) Penalties—Any such corporation, 

or any member of such company, or any such person men­
tioned in this chapter, who shall for thirty days wilfully 
refuse or fail to report in the manner provided in this chap­
ter, shall forfeit and pay to any such city or town the sum 
of one hundred dollars per day for each and every day dur­
ing which it shall default; or, if any such corporation, or 
company', or person, shall file any report, knowing that the 
same does not truly report the facts about the matters men­
tioned herein, it shall forfeit and pay to such city or town 
the sum of two hundred and fifty dollars for each such wil­
fully false report. Such forfeitures penalties shall be re­
covered at the suit of such city or town brought in the coun-
