ElPaso Gets Reduction
In Their Electric Rates

From ElPaso came the state-
ment Monday that a reduction
of approximately 15 per cent of
the electric light and power
rates there was agreed upon by
the city council and the ElPaso
Electric Company. Reduction
of $85,000 annually will be ef-
fective December 1st, and a re-
duction of $56,000 when the
company’s revenues return to
the 1930 levels.

New rates and schedules will
be worked out. City officials

said they would insist that the!
greatest reductions be given to!

domestic consumers, rather
than small commrcial users as
suggested by the company.

The agreement was reached
after the city had hired experts
to examine the company’s rates
The reports reccommended a re-
Guction of $254,000 annually,
but the city did not press for
that amount. They also re-
commended a reduction in the
gas rates but no action was
taken on this yet.

Independents Going
After 0il Tariff

According to a dispatch from
Washington the oil tariff pro-
blem is going to be aired out
again in the next congressional
session. The independent pro-
ducers are busy, planning a no-
truce, no-quarter compaign.
Their failure to get relief along
this linelast session makes them
all the more determined that
something be accomplished this
time.

Something of their intentions
were made known yesterday by
Russell B. Brown, Tulsa, Okla.,
secretary of the Independent
Petroleum Association. Mr.
Brown stated that a duty of
$1.00 per barrel on crude oil
would pe demanded. Brown
who is now in Washington to
attend a tariff commission
hearing on crude oil said that
$1.00 per barrel duty was neces-
sary to protect domestic pro-
ducers against foreign import-
ers, partfcularly from Venzuela.
The commission reported to
Congress last February that
there was a difference of $1.19
per barrel in the cost of mid-
continent and Venzuelean crude
oil delivered at seaboard refin-
eries. Delivery cost of Venzuel-
ean oil amounts to 79 cents
while the domestic producer’s
cost was $1.98.

City Commission
i Passes Gas Reduetion

The City Commission at its
regular meeting Monday after-
noon had second readingand fin-
al passage the ordinance to re-
duce the gas rate in this city
from 75 cents to 50 cents per
1,000 cubie feat, and the 10 per
cent diseount for prompt pay-
ment is to remain in effect, thus
bringing the rate down to 45
cents. November 1st is the date
set for the new ordinance to go
into effect. Motion for passage
of the ordinance was made by
Commissioner J. R. Burnett and
seconded by Commissioner Joe
Clements, and it was passed
unanimously.

The gas distributing company
through their representatives
meeting with the commission at
its last session indicated that no
lower rate could be granted by
them, and also that if such a rate-
lowering erdinance was passed
by the commission that the com:
pany would immediately take
steps to have the ordinance set
aside. This is expected. Cisco
does not expect to secure a low-
ered rate without some opposi-
tion. But our people are deter-
mined to get lower rates —they
are certainly justified and the
it.
Our people and our commission
did not desire a fight with the
gas company. But lower rates
must come. If they cannot be
had amicably thén theye will be
obtained otherwise. Our people
have been making some investi-
gations of their own, and they
refuse to take seriously that
hokum about it being impossible
to supply gas to this town at a
cheaper rate than has existed
here.

The water rate question was
discussed at some length, but
after several ideas had been ad-
vanced and withdrawn, this
problem was reverted back to

the committee, Commissioners
Fee, Donovan ' and E\lliott, for
further study.

Commissioner Elliot offered a
motion to continue the present
minimum of 5,000 gallons for a
rate of $1.25 per month, and all
water above this minimum to be
chargéd at the flat rate of 20
cents per 1,000 gallons.

Beware of the Strange
Peddler

Why is it that many people fall
so easily to the smooth-veiced
peddler that ealls at the door to
sell something which the local
merchant handles all the time in
most probably a better quality
and price too?

Many articles which are sold
by agents must of necessity get
a higher price than the same arti-
cles can be bought at through the
regular source of supply, for a
liberal commission is added in on
the price of the agent’s article.
This commission is often several
times what the local merchant
charges as his profit, for it often
must be 8o for the agent to make
any money. Many of them go
several days, and call on dozens
of people before a sale is made.

Most of these house to house
peddlers are rank strangers and
floaters, who are not responsible

financially, morally or otherwise.

They are not tax payers of the
community and de not contribute
one cent to your church or pub-
lic community enterprise.

When this transient peddler’s
sale is made and he departs -you
i probably will never see him any
imore. Can you afford to take a
ichanee on the article being as it
was represented to be?

If the article proves to be not
what it was represented to be,
what recourse have you? Did
you know that a great many of
these peddlers represent firms
that go into the markets and buy
seconds and imperfects and then
through these agents unlead them
on a gullible public representing
them to be first class? Many of
such articles easily pass your
scrutiny as first class, and you
do not discover how you have been
humbugged until some time after
the departing footsteps of the
winning salesman have died
away. If the merchandise does
not prove satisfactory try to get
your money back. Which way
would you start to locate that
clever salesman who had collected
your money?

To say nothing of loyalty to
your home town, to say nothing
of the local merchant who keeps
yoar town on the map being due
a fair chance at your patronage,
don’t you think it is a safer
proposition, in guarding your
own best interests, to pass up
the strange peddler and take
your patronage to your home
merchant who stands back of
every item he sells, and is your
neighbor and your friend.
