Is law merely a man-made
contraption?

Is it true that like good man-—
ners much law is man-made,
growing out of custom or local
problems. I'n card games yow
can play many different games
with one deck. You merely
change the rules. But the law
goes deeper than convention in-
to man’s basic needs for order,
for a grasp of the part he is to
play, and for a way to settle dis—
agreements.

Law provides an orderly way
to do things so that people can
make lone-range plans and
work together. Its rules help you
to find out where you stand—
your rights and duties. And last,
law has binding ways to settling
disputes if need be, first to keep
the peace, and then win people
over by dealing with them in
ways that satisfy their sense of
falrness,

You can finds these tralts of
law In most groups from the
most primitive to the civilized.

As man finds out more and
more about himself and his
world, as his experience and
wisdom grow, the law may get
better. For example, as the
psychological laboratories find
out more about man's reaction
times, his fears and faults, our
laws about driving, for Instance,
may improve,

And here is another purpose
the different kinds of laws may
serve. You may look upon each
as a sort of experiment. Some
turn out badly, and some well.

But in the give and take of
public discussion, these efforts
may yet bring us more nearly
to the “one best way"—If any
such thing exists,

He sald his was to be
“a serious talk, because these
are serious times” He went on
to say that “our nation is a new
nation; it has lived scarcely two-
hundred years. It is a different
nation and there is no other
like it on the face of the globe,
based on free enterprise rather
than on soclallsm or dletator-
ship. We alone have the form
of government in which the in-
dividual is free. A group of de-
magogues wrote the Declaration
of Indep They produced
a type of government which the
world had never scen—a Repub-
lic. Under the system, the
President could not be a dicta-
tor and there was a check on
everyone except the Supreme
Court. The Bupreme Court has
been asked to exerclse more re-
straint. For 167 years it needed
no check, but In the last few
years we have seen a change in
the Supreme Court. An attempt
i{s being made to remove power
from the states and give it to
the Federal Government.

“In no way can soclalism
compete with free enterprise.
There is hardly a nation that has
not tried to create a soclalistic
form of government. All experi-
ments have falled. England
trled communism and wrecked
the British Empire, All that re-
mains of the attempt is sclal-
ized medicine.

“We are facing a crisls today
in our nation. The trend is to
put the Federal government in-
to everything. Communists
know that if they can get con-
trol of education they can make
the United Btates soclalistic,
This country has worked, it is a
Republic . . .and we have kept
it until now.”

SOIL CONSERVATION
ISTRICT NEWS

A work plan for Turkey Creek
watershed of 59,200 acres was
developed during 1058, calling
for the construction of 12 flood-
water retarding structures. This
plan also calls for an effective
conservation program based
upon the use of each acre of ag-
ricultural land within its capa-
bilities and its treatment in ac-
cordance with its need. The ap-
plication of thess land treat-
ment measures is now belng
carried out by the Central Colo-
rado and Brown-Mills Soll Con-
servation Districts, Turkey Creek
lles within these two districts.

Developinz of the work plan
'vas In addition to the servicing
af 426 soll conservation district
cooperators as they applied
~onservation practices to thelr
‘ands during the past year.
Thesa cooperators are located in
tha Central Colorado, Lower and
Middle Clear Fork Soll Conser-
vation Districts,

Proper utilization of range-
land was applied to 63,737 acres,
while grazing of 19,525 acres of
rangeland was deferred. Brush
control was applled to 6426
acres of native grazing lands,
as a part of a coordinated soll,
water, plant and wildlife con-
servation program.

Other conservation measures
applied to the land were cover
cropping, stubble mulching,
strip cropping, fertilizing,
range seeding, wildlife area im-
provement and fish pond Iim-
provement,
