Third Dog Here Declared To Have Rabies
NECK BROKENHEAD SENT TO 

AUSTIN AFTER 
CHILD BITTEN

The third dog to be so pronounc­
ed since the anti-rabies drive start­
ed, was declared Saturday to be 

| mad, after police had sent its head 
to Austin for examination.

The dog, belonging to Bob Scott, 
had bitten a Scott child before it 
was killed, police said.

A telegram late Saturday after­
noon said that the dog had rabies.

Police Chief M. L. Perdue said 
Saturday that since the campaign 
against rabies was started, the 
police had killed either 76 or 77 
dogs, as nearly as he could esti­
mate.

Besides this number, it was said, 
individuals have killed 23 of the 
animals.

Mrs. Joe Brown was recently 
bitten by a pet which was thought 
merely to be ill but which proved 
to be rabid. Last week four chil­
dren were bitten by a dog before 
it could be killed, it was said also 
to have bitten a number of other 
animals.

Police this week declared that 
they would continue to wage their 
war against all dogs allowed to 
roam the streets and warned all 
persons owning pets to keep them 
tied or penned.

They particularly urged that 
dogs be kept tied or away from 
children during the daytime, when 
they would have more opportunities 
to attack human beings.

Dr. W. P. Lee, city health offi­
cer, Friday said he believed he 
might be able to secure rabies vac­
cine through the state health de­
partment either free or at a re­
duction for persons bitten but un­
able to pay the regular price.

Word has been received here of 
the death of Mrs. D. R. Reid, for­
merly of Cisco, who died June 28, 
at the home of her sister in Kin- 
ton, Okla., after an illness of three 
weeks.

The body was sent to Coahoma, 
ten miles east of Big Spring for 
burial services, which were held in 
the home of her mother, Mrs. M. 
L. Williams. Rev. Melvin J. Wise, 
Church of Christ minister, held the 
services.

Besides her husband Mrs. Reid is 
survived by one son, E. D. Reid of 
Amarillo; two daughters, Mrs. Jim­
mie Matthews, Eastland; Mrs. W. 
M-. Hart, Childress; two brothers; 
five sisters; and her mother.

PLANE CRASH
SALERNO, Italy, July 6 — The 

aerial skill of Premier Benito Mus­
solini, who often flies his own plane 
on official journeys, was given a 
severe test today when lightning 
struck the wireless antenna of his 
craft.

The premier, enroute here piloted 
the plane from Ostia through a 
sharp electrical storm. For 90 miles 
the electrical discharge frequently 
rocked the ship.

The tri-motored seaplane was not 
damaged but the wireless operator 
fell in a faint when the bolt struck. 
Mussoiini later commented on the 
incident without emotion. He made 
a smooth landing.

DAILY NEWS STRIP REACH ACROSS COTINENT IF PAPER HAD
NOT BEEN CUT AS IT WENT THROUGH PRESS DURING LAST 8 YEARS

If the paper cutter on the 
Daily News press should fail to 
work this morning, the Sunday 
edition would come out as one 
continuous paper ribbon that 
would reach from the News of­
fice to Randolph college, up the 
walk, and into the adminis­
tration building.

And it vyouldn’t be such a 
little ribbon, either. It would be 
69 1-2 inches or nearly six feet 
wide.

The Daily News Duplex press, 
only one of the type here, uses 
paper on rolls that unwind for 
miles and miles, the press it­
self cutting off the paper at the 
end of each copy, folding it 
neatly, and counting it.

But that isn’t all. Just sup­
pose all the papers had been 
printed without cutting off the 
long strip. During the eight 
years that the newspaper has 
had the present press, the long 
ribbon would reach from New
York to San Francisco------with
27 miles left over for a side 
walk through Chinatown. The 
ribbon would be 3527 miles long.

But if you aren’t interested 
in any transcontinental trip 
for your vacation, just take a 
year’s output of the paper. 
That would be 440 miles, or 
enough to reach from Cisco to 
Hot Springs, Ark., with five 
miles to begin the return trip.

No, that isn’t just wild ima­

gination. The figures were ar­
rived at this way:

A Daily News is 22 1-2 inches 
long, cut from the continuous 
strip that rolls through the 
press. The present circulation is 
2,295 daily, with 2,650 for the 
American. During the boom 
days the circulation was much 
higher, so that an average of 
3,000 has been maintained for 
the last eight years.

Multiply the 3,000 by 22.5. 
That gives the number of 
inches for one day. There are 
six daily issues, and a two-sec­
tion American each week, mak­
ing eight runs on the press. 
Multiply your answer by eight. 
Maybe, if you want to get the 
figure to feet instead of inches,

you had better divide by 12. 
Then, to reduce further, divide 
by 5,280, to get the answer in 
terms of miles. All right? There 
are 52 weeks in a year, and the 
News has had the press for 
eight years. Simple, isn’t it? 
Check up with someone at the 
railroad station to find the dis­
tances across the continent and 
to Hot Springs.

Maybe you’d be interested to 
know that the flywheel on the 
press has traveled four-fifths 
of the distance around the 
world during this time. The 
diameter of it is 40 inches, and 
it turns over once each time a 
paper is printed. That makes 
19,642 miles. Figure it out for 
yourself.

Previously the sheriff had received 
information that a little girl was 
with him.

She was found in a decrepit camp 
on a vacant lot a few minutes later 
and readily admitted her identity.

This afternoon she was romping 
at the sheriff’s home, following a 
bath and a change of dress given by 
Mrs. Stewart.

She said Fisher did not harm her 
but that for the past two days he 
had quarreled with her when she 
cried because he would not take her 
to her parents.

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Farmers For Continuance of New Deal
Four hundred representative farmers of Texas rallied at 

Dallas Monday to attend the New Deal’s crop curtailment 
program. These representatives of the agricultural side of 
activities told a committee of 10 state senators and represen­
tatives that the welfare of Texas agriculture depends upon a 
continuance of New Deal policies. They were given ample 
support by Cully A. Cobb, director of the cotton division of 
the agricultural adjustment administration. Pres. Roosevelt 
was lauded to the skies by the Texas grass rooters “ for start­
ing agriculture back toward normal after the Hoover depres­
sion.” More than 400 farmers most of them wearing tailored 
linen suits and looking right at home in the hotel ballroom, 
where the hearing was held,” cheered the policies of the ad­
ministration and proclaimed to the world that “our great 
president has enabled us to make at least some progress 
after those years of the depression and the farmers of Texas 
are in favor of the policies which he uses,”  declared the chief 
spokesman of these tillers of the soil who are backing the F. 
L). R. administration to a loyal finish.

President Roosevelt was at his best under the big dome 
f the Washington capitol. He was busy, just as busy as the 
'armers were bUSv in the city of Dallas. He signed a bill pro- 
iding for further development of cooperative agricultural 
xtension work and for more complete endowment and sup- 
ort of land grant colleges.

18 YEAR RULE 
FOR FOOTBALL 

GETS PRAISE
AUSTIN, July 6 — Texas high 

schools long noted for excellent 
football teams, will undergo a rule 
change next year designed to put 
athletics on a more ideal basis.

Texas interscholastic league offi­
cials have voted to make youths 
above 18 years of age ineligible to 
play on organized teams. The pres­
ent rule allows 20-year-olds to take 
part.

Roy B. Henderson, League direc­
tors whose sports regulations have 
won him national recognition thinks 
the new rule is the “greatest equal­
izing force ever adopted for Texas 
high school athletics.”

It will, he said, take the premium 
of ignorance by barring those who 
fail to graduate before 18 years old. 
Average high school graduation in 
Texas is 17 1-2 years. State aid for 
pupils also stops at that age.

High school coaches take differ­
ent views. They have protested the 
age reduction on grounds that it 
Will eliminate the best class of 
schoolboy athletes and lower the 
reputation of Texas teams.

A recent poll of the Texas high 
school coaches association showed 
391 of 349 schools were against the 
new rale.

Class “A” schools, representing 
major schools of the state from 
which the state champion is select­
ed, weer the only new favoring a 
lower age limit. Fifty-two were for 
the age limit, 37 against.

Smaller schools of “B” and “C  
rank opposed the limitation: vigor­
ously.

Opponets believe Texas’ school 
system is not constituted for such 
a low maximum. Custom in the 
Southwest is to enter college from 
high school. Junior colleges and 
prep schools are few. Age reduction, 
therefore, will reflect forcibly on 
college teams, its critics declare.

The new rale becomes effective 
Sept. 1, 1936.

HOT OIL FIGHT
CONTINUES FOR 

OVER 4 YEARS
AUSTIN, July 6 — Texas’ “hot” 

oil rebellion continues after four 
years of battling.

“Hot” oil, in field parlance, is oil 
produced in excess of that permit­
ted by state regulation. Proration of 
production began in Texas in 1927 
upon discovery of the Yates field in 
Pecos county, which included the 
world's record well.

“Hot’’ oil became a problem in 
East Texas shortly after that field 
was discovered. Makeshift restric­
tion orders were passed in rapid 
succession as courts, both state and 
federal, struck them down.

The first order to be held valid by 
both courts was issued Oct 17, 1933.

Since then, new rules have been 
devised and new laws passed as 
leaks were discovered through which 
“hot” oil flowed. Last stop-gap re­
quires truck drivers to display man­
ifests for all oil products that they 
move out of the big field.

Confiscation
This manifest law gives enforce­

ment officers a new weapon. Oil 
products found moving without a 
manifest can be confiscated.

This manifest is a shipping certi­
ficate. Manifests for products must 
show the source of the oil from 
which they were produced.

In addition to its numerous 
courthouse battles the “hot” oil 
war has had its actual conflicts, its 
fortress and soldiers in action.

At Gladewater a well was protect­
ed by a concrete dugout with the 
only means of access to the well 
through a dwelling protected from 
invasion by the state constitution.

Hidden pipelines and mismarked 
valves were more favored plans to 
cutwit the soldiers placed in the 
field by Former Governor Ross S. 
Sterling.

Again In Cturts
Lately the courthouses have again 

become the battlefields of the war. 
Right of the state to confiscate 
“hot” oil in contested. Sale prices 
for confiscated oil are criticised; oil 
receivers’ fees protested.

Strictness of the regulation makes 
the rebellion long lived. Each of 
mere than 16.000 wells in East Tex­
as is allowed to produce daily in 
July only 3.3 per cent of what it 
cculd produce in one hour.
