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A TIP FOR EUROPE |
At a time when Europe is struggling rather hopelessly |
wtih its debt problem, it is interesting to turn back the
pages of history for a century or more and see how the
United States faced the music when it was facing similar
problems.

When our government began to function, in
after the adoption of the Constitution, American finances
were in chaos. The federal government was burdened by
the heavy cost of the Revolutionary war. Its foreign debt
was $10,000,000, a great sum for those days. The various
states were heavily in debt, and their credit was m.‘;sll_\'
very bad, some of their bonds being worthless. American
money was the worst in the world.

Under the leadership of Alexander Hamilton, the
government started paying the foreign debt, applying to
that purpose all federal revenues above $600,000 a year,
which sum was kept to defray current expenses. It float-
ed a new loan of nearly $10,000,000 in Holland, and a do-
mestic loan of $50,000,000. It took the courageous and
farsighted step of shouldering all the state debts, and re-
funding them through its domestic loan, which action re-
stored the state bonds to par and restored the states’
credit.

Within 25 yvears all the foreign debt, most of which
was owed to France, was paid. By 1836 all the domestic
debts had been paid, and the struggling voung govern-
ment had achieved the most unprecedented distinction of
not owing a single dollar, at home or abroad.
