SCHOOL PLAN
FOR STUDENTS
IS APPROVED

Representatives of Service, civic,
and business organizations of Cisco
this morning gave a vote of con-
fidence to Superintendent R. N.
Cluck and the school board for
their work in seeking to bring ad-
ditional high school students to
Cisco during the next school year.

The meeting was called by the
superintendent and the board pre-
ceding their meeting tonight, in
order to get the public reaction to
the 'movement being advanced to
bring more pupils here for high
school purposes only, from outlying
districts. The vote of confidence
was on motion of Dr. Hubert Seale.

It was pointed out that by pur-
chasing two buses the school could
bring in pupils from eight outlying
districts. This, it was pointed out,
would mean about 50 more pupils
than would attend school here oth-
erwise.

President R. L. Ponsler of the
school board pointed out that the
$2 a month transportation for each
pupil per month, plus the $70 per
capita tuition would probably en-
able the schools to ‘break even’ or
perhaps gain a little financially.

DECISION ON
COTTON CROP,
IS THIS WEEK

WASHINGTON, Aug. 5. — The
New Deal this week approaches a
billion dollars decision on what it
will do about American cotton.

On Thursday at 11 a. m. EST
government experts will announce
the first official estimate of the
1935-36 cotton crop, most valuable
of U. S. agricultural harvests.

The government is expected to
decide—after the estimate—whether
it will continue to hold cotton ac-
quired on loans to farmers or
whether it can pour $306,000,000
back into the treasury by unload-
ing here and abroad its stocks of
cotton.

The world supply of American
cotton, counting this year’s crop,
is exepcted to be valued at $1,000,-
00,000 regardless of the actual num-
ber of bales it will total. The de-
cision on the cotton loan will in-
volve the estimate.

The government now has 5,100,-
000 bales of cotton acquired at a
cost of $306,000,000, which it would
sell and turn the money back to
the. commodity credit corporation if
market conditions permit.

The United States acquired its
cotton by loans to farmers, taking
the cotton as collateral up to 12
cents a pound.

“To stake everything on NRA
now is to imperil most of the rest
of the New Deal, for which you
can make a much stronger and
more popular case."

The stored fundas are special funds.
The money cannot be diverted from
them for general purposes. The
treasury has approximately 50 sep-
arate funds. Each must be kept in-
aependent of the other.

The full treasury is the result of
banks having more money than
they want. They are turning back
state deposits rather than furnish
security for them — even when
they are offsred the money without
interest.

As a result 4,000 bills of $1,000
denomination each were brought
from Dallas federal reserve bank io
the state treasury this week.

Cottonseed Flour
Biscuit Possible

FORT WORTH, Aug. 5—Hot bis-
cuits, made from cotton seed flour
are now a possibility following the
latest innovation announced in the
field of cotton products research.

Cement production totaled 275,000
tarvels, down 225 per cent since
May and 27.1 per cent over the cor-
responding period in 1934. Ship-
ments and stocks on hand were re-
ported more favorably but still re-
mained under the levels set in May
and for June, 1934,
