The Parent-Teacher associations 
of Cisco have undertaken a summer 
round-up, of all pre-schopl students 
who expect to enter the public 
schools either at the beginning of 
the fall term or at mid-term. Tlie 
purpose of this round-up is to 
check the physical condition of 
the children, discover any physical: 
defects that may exist in time for j 
the coi’rection of these faults b e .; 
fore the .opening of the session.

Parents of such children are re- j 
quested to bring them to the W est1 
Ward school building at 9 o’clock j 
Tuesday morning, July 7, where sev- j 
eral physicians and dentists w ill! 
make examinations without charge. | 
A record .of the examination will be 
furnished the parents so that phy. j 
sical defects that are discovered! 
may be treated by the family phy- : 
sician. Tlie examination will be j 
made without charge and the par­
ents will be expected to provide the , 
treatment.

Health of the child is a vitally 
important factor in proper school 
life, the associations point out, and i 
parents should see to it that no j  
handicap is placed upon the stu. i 
dent in starting his school career. 
Failures in school work are traced 
more often to physical disabilities 
than to any .other factor.

Tile following statement of the 
aims and purposes of the round-up 
was made by Dr. Blanche M.

Haines of the federal department 
of labor.

It was due to the National Con­
gress of Parents and Teachers that 
a plan .on a national scale was 
worked out to make lire-school 
children physically fit for school 
entrance through the summer 
roundup, which is now an annual 
activity of the Congress of Parents 
and Teachers.

The purpose and plans of the 
roundup are so well given in the 
1931 plan of procedure of the 
National Congress of Parents and 
Teachers that we quote it as fol­
lows:

“The Summer roundup of the 
children is a campaign to send to 
the entering grade of school or kin­
dergarten a class of children as free 
as possible from remediable physical 
defects. Tile ultimate goal is to 
educate parents to the need for 
early periodic examination r f their 
children by the family physician 
and dentist in order to insure cor­
rection of hampering defects which 
might not otherwise be discovered 
until the child enters school. . . .

“Tire plan of procedure adopted 
calls for a physical examination of 
the children in the spring. Where 
defects are found the child is re­
ferred to the family physican and 
dentist for final opinion and treat­
ment. A checkup is then held in

THE CRIPPLED NAUTILUS.
No one likes to be pessimistic about a great sporting- 

venture. No one wishes the Nautilus and her gallant com- \ 
mander and crew any worse luck than they have had. But i 
it may he that Sir Hubert Wilkins and his men have not ful­
ly realized the kind of craft they were counting on. Various ! 
American observers have been dubious of their undertaking 
from the first. Here is an editorial, for instance, printed in 
the Westerly, R. I., Sun when the remodeled submarine first 
began to have difficulties on her trip across the Atlantic. It 
is captioned “Why the Nautilus?”

“ Those who saw the Nautilus when she was at New 
London are rather glad that if her engines were going to 
break down and she was to have trouble, it was in the broad 
Atlantic and other craft were near enough to go to her res­
cue. It is. much better to break down in a friendly ocean 
lane than it is up off Greenland somewhere with no friends 
within hundreds of miles, or under the ice where there would 
be nothing to do but bore holes heavenward from the subma­
rine with their boring apparatus.

“The Nautilus is one of the oldest type of submarines. ! 
It, has been used for experimental purposes by a private cor- j 
poration. The changes which were made in her superstruc- j 
lure to convert it from a warlike craft to one which might 
go to sea, dive under ice and permit her back to be rubbed 
bv the under side of that ice were of a rather flimsy con­
struction.

OTHER OPINIONS

PUBLIC-SPIRITED TEACHERS.
Official Chicago made a discovery the other day. It was 

that there are 11,000 hungry school children in the city who 
are being fed by public-spirited teachers out of their own 
pockets. Chicago is one of the communities in which teach­
ers have had to go without pay occasionally for lack of pub­
lic funds.

In another industrial city where there has been much 
agitation for teachers’ salary cuts, the superintendent asked 
for a report from principals as to charitable work done by 
teachers during the school year. The result was surprising 
to citizens who don’t know teachers very well.

It was found that many children who came to school 
break-fasti ess because their families could not feed them were 
given milk or hot soup or vegetables by teachers. Young- 
scers who couldn’t afford lunches were helped. Now and 
then a child inadequately clothed received stockings or shoes 
or a warm sweater from teacher. In many cases teachers 
didn’t know precisely how much money they had spent in 
this way because they hadn’t kept track of it. They had met 
certain needs as they discovered them, but they had done so 
generously;and modestly without any thought of counting 
the cost and getting glory for it.

It might be well if a .good many communities planning to 
cut, teachers’ pay this year would investigate the extra ser­
vice their teachers have been giving all through the depres­
sion.

HECTIC 
TIME AHEAD

Indications are that the congress 
which assembles in December will 
have rather a hectic time among 
the divergent and contradictory 
\it tvs cf the Executive branches of 
th? government as to the pvopsr 
method of handling the deficit, 
which today amounts practically to 
a billion dollars.

The Insurgent wing- of the Re­
publican Senators if Brookhart of 
lcwa and Couzens of Michigan are 
to be accepted as their spokes-men. 
apparently intend to demand that 
the national revenue be increas­
ed by levying- liighe’- taxes on the 
big incomes; probably asking for 
pregreesive increases in proportion 
to the magnitude of these incomes. 
Against aqy such procedure, Sec­
retary Mellcn, who is always assum­
ed to apeak for the administration 
cn ruch matters, has invariably set 
his fact.

A democratic view, as expressed, 
by Senator Harrison of Mississippi, 
is that the people cf the United. 
States are today in iro shape to 
stand an increase in taxes. His 
tii vv is that the Treasury should 
take care of the deficit by the 
usual process of issuing short-term 
obligations, which he argues it 
could very readily do if the pro­
cedure laid down by congress for the 
retirement of the national debt is 
observed. He points out that there 
would be no deficit had the treas­
ury contented itself with the sta- 
ut.c-ry provisions for debt retirement. 
Instead of confining the sinking- 
fund to approximately $400,600 a 
year which is set aside for this, pur- 
pore, the tvcaeuiy has in the pasi 
utilized whatever surplus it had to 
further reduce the national debt, 
with the result that we are now 
.‘ Sven years ahead of the arranged 
program.

Where the standout Republicans 
will go as between the president’s 
declaration against any increase 
in taxes and the treasury’s indicat­
ed demand for that very thing is an 
interesting question. The general 
surmise is. however, that before 
December either the president will

take heed of the Mellon philosophy 
or that the treasury official will 
explaint that the Mills and Mellon 
speeches were merely academic dis­
cussions of the problem. The lat­
ter alternative appears the more 
picbable. With an election coming 
cn. political expediency is more like­
ly to guide the policy of the ad­
ministration than the Mellon phil­
osophy. No administration! relishes 
the idea of going into a campaign 
with an increase in taxes. This; cir­
cumstance suggests, according to 
most cf the skilled political observ­
ers in Washington, that the treas­
ury will tide over the deficit, prob­
ably with the expedient of short­
term securities, until after the 1932 
election. Ii. as now seems probable 
the congress which will be chosen 
at that election is -democratic, the 
Hoover administration might- then 
be able to point with pride to the 
circumstance that it had avoided 
increasing the tax burden during 
the period cf depression and would 
challenge the incoming democrats 
to match that record. However, ns 
clcse a friend to the President as 
Mark Sullivan Adds a tax increase 
by the next congress as very like­
ly. He argues as is perhaps natural 
in a .writer whose loyalty to the 
president is proof against anything 
the president might do, that con­
gress will make such large appro­
priations that, despite the presi­
dent’s desire, additional taxes will 
be compelled.

This suggests the usual alibi of 
the executive that congress is the 
wicked partner in government ex­
penditures. The validity of such an 
argument- is questionable at least, 
fcr. as Representative Oliver of the 
House Committee on appropria­
tions, recently presented there has 
net been a budget since the budget 
system was adopted that was not 
cut down materially by congress. 
Aggregate appropriations made by 
congress have been $413,000,000 less 
than the budget estimate submitted 
and approved oy the white house. 
In the matter of the present admin­
istration, congress has appropriated 
$30,000,000 less than the president 
asked for the conduct of the gov­
ernment. — Paris News.

Japanese Schoolboy's 70 Yen Buy
Memorial for Heroic American Flier

WASHINGTON, July 1.—A kind­
ly  gesture by a Japanese schoolboy 
lias inspired plans for a formal 
ceremony where high officials of the 
United 'States and Japan will m eet' 
in a spirit of friendship to honor j 
Lieut. William Caldwell, U. S. A., 
who died while performing a service 
for Japan.

Caldwell was killed in an airplane i 
crash, October 15, while accompany­
ing another plane carrying the Jap­
anese ratification of the London 
naval pact across the United States. 
He undertr. k the flight so the doc­
ument might reach New York in 
time to be carried on a steamer to 
London before the ceremonies there 
promulgating the pact ended.

When Shigeycshi Fukusuima, 
sixth grade pupil iu Tokio. heard of 
Caldwell’s death, lie was grieved. 
Some memorial, he though!, should 
be erected for this man. The boy 
had only 70 yen (35 cents), but ha. 
sent tills to the American embassy ; 
in Tokio as the nucleus of a memo­
rial fund.

The embassy forwarded the money

to the state department. Secretary 
Siimson, touched by the spirit of 
tile b.cy's offering, talked with the 
war department, which supplement- | 
ed the gift, and officials decided i 
that a bronze wreath, inscribed with! 
the Japanese boy’s name, should be : 
placed on Caldwell's grave.

Lately officials decided the ■
wreath-placing should be made an ; 
international ceremony to cement! 
friendship with Japan. So th e 1

- One cf President Doumer’s first 
luncheons was given in Pershing’s 
honor. The American has infi­
nite respect for the venerable 
Frenchman, white-bearded aristo­
cratic Senator, who last, three sons 
in the war. At this luncheon were 
many cf the great soldiers about 
whom Pershing spoke frankly in 
his war book. There were General 
Wcygand and General Gouraud. 
Minister of War Maginot, former 
French Ambassador Berenger and 
Colonel Bent<2y Mctt. associated 
with so much of the Herrick re­
gime in Paris and biographer of 
the late ambassador.

General Pershing’s prestige 
seems to increase in Paris as years 
roll cn. The tough job he had dur­
ing the war required a tough, im- 
flinching soldier. They said Persh­
ing was too much of a disciplinar­
ian: that is. those who needed to 
be disciplined.

But- when Pershing rode up 
Fifth Avenue-one bright afternoon 
at the head cf the returning Amer­
ican Army he was not the cold dis­
ciplinarian: he was the national 
hero.

General Pershing, at 71 years of 
age. is perhaps no longer consid­
ered as a Presidential possibility, 
but his knowledge of national and 
local politics still is keen. He- fol­
lows the currents and trends of 
the shifting political tides, and his 
sympathies are national and not 
partisan.

the fall to find out which children 
have received attention or advice.

"Based up.on pre-school health 
work done in some of the states, 
the summer roundup of the child­
ren claims but two original features 
beyond its name: (1) It secures the 
followup and correction of defects 
and requires a checkup in the au­
tumn; and (2 ; it r/uses parents to 
a sense of their responsibility and 
brings the pressure of public opin­
ion to bear upon the need for pro­
viding the school with as perfect 
material as possible upon which to 
w.ork . . .

"Thousands of children have de­
fective vision, defective hearing, or 
ether defects which can be cured 
or relieved by early treatment and 
the parent who does not take this 
opportunity is not doing his duty 
by the child.

"In  urging local units* t,o partici­
pate in this project, the National 
Congress of Parents and Teachers 
rtrr- not derive to duplicate any ef­
fective health work already being 
done in a community. But it sug­
gests that local units co-operate 
with agencies already at w.ork and 
secure their assistance in the con­
duct of the campaign. For in­
stance, lccal boards of health are 
often eager to include immuniza­
tion against diptheria and vaccina­
tion against smallpox in the summer 
roundup plans, and to unite thei:‘ 
forces with those of - local parent- 
teacher units because of their in.
