Two of the group have
been arrested, the pro-
secutor said.

Mr. Hart said he was In
Austin last Tuesday and ar-
ranged with the Travis Coun-
ty sheriff's office to assist in
apprehending Hinton and
Mrs. Andrews, who had
Austin addresses.

Mr. Hart said that the
grand jury investigation
showed that those named in
the indictments acted in con-
junction with Charles A.
LeFlore and Thomas

[eFlore, both in prison for
the murder. Mrs. Garcia
was found murdered on Nov.
29. 1981, near Cisco, after be-
ing missing several days
following her kidnapping
from her job as a conve-
nience store clerk.

Charles LeFlore, age 20 at
the time, was first arrested.
He was sentenced to serve 65
years in the state prison
‘when he entered a guilty
plea in 91st District Court in
July, 1982.

Thomas LeFlore, arrested
later, was sentenced te 50
years in prison on June 15,
1983, nearly a year after his

brother's sentencing.

Last March, District At-
torney Emory Walton told
the Eastland County Com-
missioners’ Court that the
Garcia case needed more in-
vestigation than he had time
to give it. The court authoriz-
ed District Judge Jim
Wright to name a special
prosecutor and ordered a
grand jury to serve for 90
days. Mr. Hart was retained.

Any further investigation
will have to be done with a
new grand jury, Mr. Hart
said, as the law permits a
grand jury to serve for only
90 days.

Agrumenls In
Lundstrom

Case Heard

An oral argument in ef-
forts to overturn the life
sentence verdict given Loyal
Lundstrom in the shooting
death of his wife here in
March, 1983, was presented
by Defense Attorney Bill
Hart at a hearing of the
Court of Criminal Appeals in
Austin last Wednesday.

Mr. Hart argued that
Lundstrom’s case should not
have been tried in Eastland
County due to the publicity it
received. His appeal for a
change in venue was turned
down prior to the trial.

Lundstrom, in his early
60s, has been in prison at
Huntsville since his convic-
tion.

In petitioning for a new
trial, Attorney Hart also
alleged that the 91st District
Court erred in not granting a
motion that there was insuf-
ficient evidence to warrant
conviction and in admitting
into evidence a letter written
by the defendant to his
pastor.

District Attorney Emory
Walton filed a brief to sup-
port the verdict. A brief also
was filed by the state at-
torney general office in
Austin.

Cisco Pastor Teaches Missionaries In Fiji

May 28th the pastor of the
Greater Mountain Top
Church left the Dallas-Ft.
Worth air port for Fij
Islands where he would be
teaching ministers who had
come from various Islands.
The trip would climax in a
Sunday night Crusade in the
city of Suva.

Fiji i1s the land of “Blue
[Lagoons' and beautiful
1Islands, some 350 or more
islands are in the “Fiji
chain.”" International flights
land at the small runway in
Nadi (pronounced Nan-di)
on the main island of Viti
[.evu, but the capital and
largest city is Suva, on “‘the
other side of the island.”
There 1s a small, very small
seven passenger plane that
will take you to Suva, or
rent-a-car and you can drive
on the left side of the road
with the steering wheel on
the right twrong) side of the
car.

The first two days of the
pastor’s visit were spent up
the Rewa river, a 100 mile
stretch into the rain forest
and mountainous interior. It
flows past fields of rice,
taploca, okra, and sugar-
cane, with less and less
habitaton along its banks as
it goes interior where there
are no roads, only the river,
with all travel by boat. It
was here in a village church
of thatch and bamboo Rev.
Jones preached by lantern
and the people sat cross-
legped on the floor with their
dark skin blending with the
shadows of the room. There
were two nights of services
in this remote church, with
Pastor Jones preaching, as
usual when overseas, by in-
terpreter.

The pastor ate many foods
which range from fried tur-
tle, fish cooked in coconut
milk, beef curry, pork curry,
multon curry (seems to be a
national dish), seaweed.
greens, and several uniden-
tifiable dishes. The best food
was the prawns (shrimp)
which are in abundance
(about four inches long), and
are even used as bait to
catch fish ('seems like a bad
trade to me" the pastor
said).

The delta people say all
they need comes from the
river and the tropical plants
along the bank. Time moves
slowly among the people of
the islands. The islands are
vacation spot for the
Australians and New
Zealanders not far away.
The South Pacific 1s
beautiful in every way the

EXCEPTION: Washing
may be done at any time on
the immediate premises of a
commercial car wash or
commercial service station.
Further, such washing may
be exempted from these
regulations if the health,
safety and welfare of the
public is contingent upon fre-
quent vehicle cleanings,
such as garbage trucks and
vehicles to transport food
and perishables.

d.The refilling or adding of
water to swimming and/or
wading pools is prohibited

f.Use of water from fire
hydrants shall be limited to
fire fighting, related ac-
tivities and/or other ac-
tivities necessary to main-
tain the health, safety and
welfare of the citizens of
Cisco. The opening of any
fire hydrant for any reason
is expressly prohibited ex-
cept by authorized City per-
sonnel.

g.The following uses of
water are defined as ‘‘waste
of water’” and are absolutely
prohibited.

If you have had problems
with white grubs in your
lawn, now is the time to treat
for control. The May beetles
or June bugs, which are the
adults of white grubs, have
emerged from the soil and
swarm in late evenings.
Females are laying eggs and
white grub worms that hatch
will soon be feeding on roots
of bermudagrass and St.
Augustine-grass In home
lawns. Once the grubs begin
feeding, control measures
should be taken.
Homeowners in Eastland
County will need to treat bet-
ween mid July to early
August. Time of application
1s cricial for adequte control.

White grubs in excessive
numbers can heavily
damage lawns. Check for
white grubs by cutting a
sqaure foot section of sod
with a shovel and examining
the roots and soil to a depth
of 4 inches. Examine at least
one square foot of sod for
1,000 square feet of lawn
arca. Chemcial treatment 1s
needed if there are more
than four grubs per square
foot of sod.

Diazinon, Dursban or
Dylox provide adequate con-
trol and should be used at
recommended rates given on
the c¢hemical container
label. The granular form is
casier to apply than liquid or
spray formulations. After
using granules, drag the
pgrass with a tow sack or
waler hose to knock them
down to the soil. Then apply
enough water to soak the
granules into the soil.

Apply diazinon sprays at
the rate of 25 pallons of
including the insec-
ticide, per 1,000 square feet
to wash the insecticide into
the soil. Wetting the lawn
before spraying also helps.
Always keep children and

waler,

k\\\ £
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pets off the treated lawn un-
til the grass is dry.

The key to white grub con-
trol in home lawns is proper
timing of chemical applica-
tions and getting the insec-
ticide through the grass to
the root zone where grubs
are feeding.

Further information is
provided in the publication,
“White Grubs in Texas Tur-
fgrass,”” available at the
County Extension Office.

Ticks continue to be a pro-
blem here in Eastland Coun-
ty. When tick infestations oc-
cur, the yard, home patio,
dog and its sleeping quarters
should be treated at the
same time. Ticks should be
removed and the dog sham-
pooed, then dipped in an ap-
propriate dip solution. Light
infestations on dogs more
than four weeks old should
be treated every week with
dust containing 5%, carbaryl
(sevin) or other labeled
material. The dust should be
rubbed thoroughly into the
hair. These dusts should also
be applied to the animal's
sleeping or resting areas. A
new insecticide treated dog
collar should be applied at
this time.

The lawn should be treated
with a labeled pesticide,
usually recommended to be
applied at a specific rate per
100 square feet of surface
area. Cracks around
sidewalks, patios, or struc-
tures should also be
thoroughly treated.
Remember that one treat-
ment 1s seldom adequate to
get the ticks under control.
Some of the insecticides
registered for tick control
are propoxur (baygon),
dichlorovos (DDVP),
diazinon, Chlorphyrifos
(dursban), malathion,
pyrethrins, ronnel, SEP-1382
(resmethrin) and Carbaryl
(Sevin).

IRS RECORD KEEPING
RULE REPEALED BY
HOUSE & SENATE

The U.S. Senate and House
of Representatives have ap-
proved legislation which
repeals the contem-
poraneous record Kkeeping
requirements of the Deficit
Reduction Act of 1984. Presi-
dent Reagan is expected to
sign the legislation in the
near future.

A conference committee
resolved differences in
House and Senate repealer
bills in May. Both houses of
Congress then approved the
conference report. The con-
ference report includes the
following:

~Repeal of the require-
ment that
‘‘contemporaneous records’’
be kept to qualify for tax
deductions and credits for
business use of automobiles,
computers and other equip-
ment.

~Requirement that tax-
payers substantiate claims
with ‘‘adequate records’ or
‘“sufficient evidence,’” as re-
quired prior to passage of
the 1984 act. Such evidence
should include receipts, ex-
pense reports or an
emplover policy prohibiting
personal use of a vehicle.

~Repeal of penalties and
refutations stemming from
the 1984 record keeping law.

~Repeal of a provision of
the 1984 law directing tax
preparers to inform clients
of the new requirements and
receive a wriftten statement
from clients that they were
met.

--Exemption from the
substantiation rules vehicles
that are unlikely to be used
for personal purposes, such
as marked police and fire
vehicles, single-seated
delivery trucks and hearses.

~Giving employers the op-
tion of not withholding taxes
from an employee’s income
for the personal use of a
business car if the employee
was notified and the value of
the benefit was reported to
the Treasury Department.

~Lowering the maximum
investment credit allowed
for a business car from
$1,000 to $675, and lowering
the maximum depreciation
on the car in the first year
from $4,000 to $3200 and from
$6,000 to $4,800 in each subse-
quent year. The limits were
indexed to increase with in-
flation, beginning in 1989.
The provision, applicable to
cars that cost more than
$11,250, would be effective
generally for automobiles
placed in service or leased
after April 2, 1985. The
original limits were enacted
in 1984 to prevent large
business tax breaks for the
use of expensive cars.

This provision was the on-
ly one deemed
‘““objectionable” by the U.S.
Chamber of Commerce.

The mcinerator, which
burns the trash, 1s a controll-

ed air, dual chamber design
which transforms the com-
bustible material into 2,267 F
gases. These gases are
discharged into the heat
recovery boilers which
power two types of turbines.
The clectricity generated by
these turbines is metered
and fed into the utility grid
svstem, as 1s required by
federal law. The utility coms-
pany would purchase the
electricity, which provides
the operating company in-
ducement for the same $3.7
million investment to con-
struct the facility at virtual-
Iy no cost to the city. That
amount of electricity could
handle some 1,500 homes 1t is
reported

The Secaly landfill project
has extended the life ex-
pectency of its landfill by ap-
proximately 30 years.

This incineration process
was developed by this com-
pany, organized in 1980,
through years of rescarch
and development. The Sealy
plant 1s its pilot project and
it currently has plants under
construction at West Colum-
bia, Lockhard, New
Braunfels and Binger, Okla.
It has feasibility studies go-
ing at L.a Grange, Schulen-
burg, Weimar, Liberty,
Palestine, Rusk and Athens.

The process results in an
inert ash occupying as little
as one-tenth the volume of
the original waste that had
been collected. After the in-
itial startup no additional
outside fuel is used because
the system ma:!ntains an in-
cineration temperature of
2.278 F, as long as the fuel
iwasle) is continuously fed -
24 hours a day, seven days a
week.

It's a garbage system that
begs for ""all the garbage it
can get.'" It consumes
everything - even rubber

tires. All inctals that can be
economicaly retricved are
collected. sold for scrap and
the proece i uunated by the
company to the chanty of
the city's choice.

Such a system does a lot of
things: reduces the need for
oil for electricity generation
fuel, solves the many
headaches associated with
municipally-operated waste
landfills as they are present-
ly known, and generally
creates a better environ-
ment because there's no
blown paper, foul odors, or
bad-weather shutdowns of
the system. The citizens br-
ing their refuse to the central
collection center at no cost -
the more the merrier.

It creates jobs — nine or
more fulltime employees
work at the Sealy plant.

E.A.L., which holds the pa-
tent for the process, claims
that it is approximately 40
percent more efficient than
conventional methods of
generating electricity.

The city's responsibility
would be to provide land to
lease to the company, pay a
disposal costs of some 67
cents per person per month,|
provide a two-inch wateﬁ
line, asphalt and maintain‘l
access road, provide police
and fire protection; make
sure that all waste generated
in the city is deposited at the
facility and help provide in-
formation necessary forw
E.A.IL to obtain the multiply
required permits.

The company would con-
struct an oversize resource
recovery and waste display
system at its expense; pro-
vide free disposal of waste to
citizens who bring their own;
refuse to accept regulated
hazardous or radioactive
materials; and pay all taxes
which may be legally levied
against a facility.

Luncheon Held
July 12 To

Discuss Plant

During a noon luncheon at
the Eastland Best Western,
Harold Dement of Energy
Advancement, Incorporated
presented a program to area
officials and media on the
process and advantages of a
waste disposal system.

Energy Advancement, In-
corporated is a landfill
reduction and small power
production service out of
Brookshire, Texas and are
the ones who will build the
garbage fueled power plant
here if officials decide to.
Their experimental plant
located in Sealy, Texas has
been very successful and in-
formative to EAI

Mr. Dement informed the
group that after the city
signed a letter of intent with
EAI they would come in and
do a 6 month survey. This
survey would determine
whether or not the city or
county could provide the re-
quires 50 tons per day of gar-
bage. If the survey proved
successful they would begin
construction as soon as the
39 permits were acquired.

Construction would take
approximately 2 years and 7
million dollars to build. 3
acres of land are required
for the site but 25 acres
would handle the plant and
disposal of the ash for the 25
years that EAI would
operate the plant.

The completed disposal
system would dispose of all
garbage brought in without
any type of pollution, odor or
excessive noise. The plant
consists of electrical equip-
ment and basically the only
excessive noise would come
frein the garbage trucks’
bell that rings while backing
up. There would be 7
employees hired from local
persons to run the plant.

Heat from the burning of
the garbage is used to turn
the turbines that produce
electricity. This electricity is
then sold to the electric com-
pany. Ash from the burned
garbage is then stored or
buried and is not hazordous.
Mr. Dement said *As soon as
ways are devised to remove
all metal from the ash, the
health department will then
allow the ash to be used in
road work, fertilizers and
several other ways.” All
metals, such as old ap-
pliances, car parts and
bodies that cannot be burned
through the incenerators will
be collected and sold to
recycling centers. Money
collected from the selling of
this will be given to local
charities.

A fee of 67 cents per per-
son per month for 25 years is
the basic charge for the site.
This charge can be handled
through the city as is now, by
rural garbage collectors or if
the county is involved by the
county. Residents who wish
to transport their own gar-
bage to the site will not be
charged a fee.

A 30 mile radius of the city
is the area that the plant will
be available to unless other
agreements are made bet-
ween the city and EAI. This
radius would include the
county of Eastland and even
out of county areas.

The plants opporating

capital will come from the
selling of the electricity and
from the city collected
disposal fees from the
residents.

When asked if the 50 tons
per day of garbage required
could be collected, Eastland
City Manager, Roy Under-
wood said, "*Eastland is now
collecting anywhere from 18
to 20 tons per day on a 5 day
basis. Making this a county
wide effort and including

Cisco, Ranger, and all the
rest, more than enough
should be avaialble.”

City Commissioners pre-
sent at the luncheon, Grover
Hallmark, Durel Reid, W.Q.
Verner and Mayor Charles
Marshal said the topic was
definitely on the agenda for
Monday night's commis-
sioner’s meeting.
