Running back Brad Eblen 
gave the Wranglers a big 
plus in the rushing depart-
ment, finishing the game 
with 62 yards on 11 carries 
and scored the first CJC

games. 

Of course, in the final 
analysis, it didn't really help 
as CJC quarterback Bill 
Bayless came in and cooly 
guided the Wranglers to a 
final touchdown and a 47-46 
victory. 

It was almost unbelievable 
to watch, as the Wranglers 
had built a 41-16 lead with 
7:45 left in the third quarter, 
but that's where Clifton went 
to work. 

The TCU signal caller, 
who was called upon to play 
the position after the TCU 
varsity quarterback was in-
jured and the JV quarter-
back was called up to run the 
"big leagues," completed 12 
of 22 passes for 175 yards and 
four touchdowns from that 
point to give the Wogs a 46-41

CJC placekicker Ricky 
Nunn then booted a 30-yard 
field goal and TCU kicker, 
Jacot, answered with a 
44-yard, three pointer, and 
the CJC halftime lead was 
29-16. 
Two more CJC 

touchdowns as the third 
quarter got underway seem-
ed to again shout "rout" as 
Farris hit Douglas for the 
first of his two touchdowns of 
the day and then Farris went 
five yards himself for a 41-16 
CJC lead with 7:45 left in the 
third quarter. 

It was at that point that 
Clifton went to work. He hit 
Arterberry for TDs of three 
and six yards and 011ie Nor-
ris for TDs that covered 30 
and 25 yards and suddenly, 
TCU was ahead for the se-
cond time in the game. 

But, Bayless and the 
Wranglers were not to be 
denied their fifth win of the 
season and the CJC eleven 
started on the 10-play, 
65-yard drive and the 47-46 
lead. 

Clifton wasn't through, 
however, as he immediately 
went to the air again on the 
first play after the kickoff, 
hitting Arterberry for 14 
yards and a first down at the 
TCU 44. On the next play, 
Dwaine Guyton sailed under 
Clifton's 40th passing at-
tempt and picked it off to 
give the Wranglers a chance 
to run out the clock. 

CJC now goes after its 
sixth win as it faces the 
North Texas JV in a 7:30 
p.m. game at Fouts Field 
next Monday, October 20, in 
Denton.

When Lou Jane looks back 
on the bittersweet ex-
periences connected with 
her Degree from Tarlton, 
she appreciates this prize 
even more. For she enrolled 
in school there twenty years, 
one marrige, three children 
and various jobs after her 
graduation from Cisco 
Junior College in 1957. It took 
her four summers of classes 
to finish the two Academic 
years she lacked, and these 
were interposed between her 
work as a Teacher's Aide 
during regular school terms. 

"It is much harder to 
finish school after you 
marry," she declares. "I tell 
the kids they must get at 
least that Four Year Degree 
before they think of anything 
like that. 

'Now the 1950's seem 
several light years away." 
Lou Jane shakes her head, 
her bright blue eyes sudden-
ly thoughtful. "I grew up on 
a farm near Romney, part of 
the Gill and Violet Walker 

family. My parents urged 
me to get more education. 
But I don't think society in 
general stressed the need so 
much then. 

- But the world is so dif-
ferent now, and we have all 
changed. I think we're in 
some kind of Future Shock! 
These are especially hard 
times on marriages. Only 
the really sound ones are go-
ing to survive. People expect 
so much more from life now. 

'For one thing, I didn't 
even know what I wanted to 
do when I entered C.J.C. I 
had some romantic idea I 
wanted to be a nurse. I was 
always a big reader, and I 
got that from novels." She 
laughs. • •Now I know I have 
few of the qualities needed 
by a nurse, yet I took 
Chemistry, Biology, and all 
those things. I'm glad some 
great teachers like Mrs. 
Camfield, Mrs. Hazelwood, 
and Olga Faye Parker tried 
to steer me to my real field -
English Literature and 
teaching. 

'I worked a short while for 
The Cisco Press when Jerry 
Sitton was Editor. I loved 
every minute of it - going 
after stories and writing 
them in the correct format. I 
learned I would rather work 
with people than things, and 
that's what teaching is all 
about." 

Not long after her gradua-
tion from C.J.C., Lou Jane 
married. Like the ending of 
all movies of that era, she 
expected to live happily ever 
after. 

I was twenty years old," 
she remarks, "and con-
sidered mature. Actually -
none of us were really 
prepared to face the life we 
stepped into." 

The first hard reality 
came when her husband was 
laid off from his job with an 
Oil Company in Winters, 
simply because they were 
cutting back and he had less 
seniority than others. 

The young couple returned 
to Cisco, where they worked 
at various things. Lou Jane 
alternated outside employ 
ment with three babies and 
baby-sitting for other people. 
Her father died in 1967, the 
year Patrick was born. 

The family, bright and 
energetic, had an anchor in 
the Methodist Church. Lou 
Jane always sang in the 
Choir, and when the children 
were old enough they joined 
her there. 

Lou Jane's return to Col-
lege in the summer of 1977 
was a cumulation of a 

number of things, including 
her growing desire to teach. 
At age forty she had the feel-
ing of unused capabilities. 

I had to make a wild try 
for something better than 
most routine jobs I had 
done," she comments. 

'It was hard, especially the 
working out of family 
responsibilities. I, who en-
joyed activities in the even-
ing, had to get up at 5:30 
a.m. and drive to Stephen-
ville for 8:00 a.m. classes. 

'The family had to help on 
housework• and sometimes 
prepare their own meals. 
Sometimes I felt guilty for 
leaving them. 

'My first English test .-ns 
the worst part. I almost 
paniced - threw everything 
away. I stared at the ques-
tions, and my mind was 
blank. Then I thought: What 
am I doing here with these 
young people, when I can't 
possibly do this kind of 
work? 

'But I pulled myself 
together, did the Essay part 
first, and managed to finish. 
The teacher took ages to 
grade that test. I had to go to 
class for two weeks before 
she gave back my paper -
afraid to open my mouth, 
certain she had graded it and 
knew how dumb I was. 

'But when the grades 
came in, I found that mine 
was high! After that first 
hurdle, I was never so 
scared again." 

Lou Jine mentions that 
the Professors at Tarlton 
were generally understan-
ding and helpful. In 1977 
there were few Adult 
students in school, but when 
she graduated there were 
many more - indicating that 
the trend is moving toward 
more education for persons 
of all ages. 

"During my studies at 
Tarlton, the business people 
and other friends of Cisco 
were wonderfully supportive 
of my family and project," 
Lou Jane says. "Without 
them, I simply couldn't have 
made it." 

But in spite of all her plan-
ning, Lou Jane had a number 
of crisises erupt during the 
Tarlton years. She lists them 
calmly now. 

"Greg was in a car acci-
dent, and my car was always 
breaking down. My Mother 
became ill and died, and 
there was a divorce." She 
looks away for a moment. 
"My kids have had to face 
problems. But that's what 
life is about - problems. By 
facing reality now, they will 
know how to deal with it 

later. lvtayoe they will even 
learn how to avoid some pro-
blems." 

And what does this family 
plan for the future? More 
education for the young peo-
ple, 'with teaching for Lou 
Jane. 

"I hope to always live in 
Cisco, where people have 
been so kind and friendly. 
Teaching is creative 
something new every day. 

'I know I gained a feeling 
of accomplishment from my 
further education - and a 
self-confidence I never had 
before. And, of course, more 
skills and higher pay for the 
work I love. 

'I want to remodel our 
comfortable, roomy, 1920's 
house." Then her eyes 
sparkle. "And Sharla, Greg, 
Patrick and I are going to

Grand Jury To Get Report On Friday Incident In Eastland 
An Eastland policeman is 

hospitalized at Eastland 
Memorial Hospital where 
three other Eastland people 
were treated and released 
following an unfortunate in-
cident in Eastland Friday 
night following the Eastland-
Dublin football game. 

An extensive investigation 
is underway, Eastland 
Police Chief Bobby Arriola 
reports, and results will be 
turned over to a 91st District 
Court Grand Jury. 

The incident happened on 
East Main St. and coincided 
with the moving of safe-
deposit boxs to the new 
Eastland National Bank 
facilities, where virtually 
the entire Eastland Police 
Department was assisting 
with security 

gotten out of their autos and 
were converged around the 
bus and joining in the holler-
ing and shouting. 

Sheriff John Morren and I 
put three of the Dublin men 
from the bus and another 
citizen into my patrol car to 
take them to the County Jail. 

Meanwhile Patrolman 
Lindsey was instructing 
another Dublin man to go on, 
but the man refused, and in 
attempting to arrest and 
handcuff the man, who 
refused, Lindsey was thrown 
to the ground and injured. 
However, after a struggle, 
the man was subdued, and 
Lindsey and Sancillo 
brought him to the jail. Lind-
sey went on to the hospital 
from the jail. It took six or 
seven men to subdue the 
man. 

According to Chief Ar-
riola, the police were 
dispersed as follows, prior to 
the end of the ballgame: 
Patrolmen Eugene Lindsey 
and Terry Harbin were at 
the old building on S. 
Seaman St., and Chief Ar-
riola, Patrolman David San-
cillo were at the new 
building. Patrolman Dale 
Seago came on duty about 
the time the ballgame ended 
and traffic began moving on-
to Main St. 

Arriola went to the red 
light at Main and Seaman, 
and Sancillo went to the cor-
ner of Seaman and Com-
merce to assist with the flow 
of traffic following the game. 
The other officers remained 
at the two bank locations to 
help provide security.

Police Dept. officials were 
busy with the investigation 
and did not respond to out-of-
town reporters request for 
statements, and the 
resulting stories and 
headlines were most un-
complimentary of the 
Depiarrdiatne)nt of Eastland. 

Monday mornings 
Reporter carried the first 
near balanced account the 
other side when it quoted 
D.A. Walton in detail.

This senitment was echoed 
by Criminal District At-
torney Emory Walton who 
stated: "If the bus had not 
stopped, there wouldn't have 
been any trouble." 

Only one or two Dublin 
players got off the bus, it was 
noted. 

One Eastland woman had 
an un-asked-for view of the 
entire proceedings. Her 
automobile was between two 
Dublin buses, and she could 
not move in any direction. 
She just locked the doors, 
watched, prayed and hoped 
that it would soon be over. 

There reportedly were 
minor confrontations bet-
ween the man in green and 
D.P.S. troopers on East 
Main, as the visiting buses 
moved out of the parking lot 
and onto the highway. 

Publicity concerning the 
event has mostly come from 
the Abilene Reporter-News 
who quoted a few Dublin 
residents and an attorney 

rally on the square as usual, 
in an effort to prevent other 
incidents. 

At the County Jail, where 
the five were booked, Judge 
David Weise, set bond at $500 
each for four of the men and 
$1000 for the fifth. All were 
released on their personal 
recognizant. 

Chief Arriola Monday had 
collected statements from 
approximately 25 persons, 
all stating that they had 
witnessed some or all of the 
incident, and without excep-
tion, all stated that they had 
not seen any acts of police 
brutality, and that only force 
necessary to subdue the 
resisters were used. The 
statements were from a 
multitude of citizens, in-
cluding bank officials, 
volunteers and others who 
had witnessed the incidents. 

"I will not apologize to 
anyone for my acts or the ac-
tion of my patrolmen," Chief 
Arriola stated, and added 
that he intended to press for 
prosecution under the law 
because of the seriousness of 
the act leading up to the un-
fortunate affair. "Someone 
could very easily have been 
killed," he emphasized.

The Dublin coach was 
quoted in a Monday 
Reporter-News article as 
stating that the Lions moved 
the ball in the final seconds 
to the three yard line, and 
that the Lion quarterback 
took the snap on about the 
ten, and that he was not 
across the line of scrimmage 
when he passed to a man in 
the end zone. 

Officials ruled that he was 
across the line of scrimmage 
and nullified the T.D. 

A member of the chain 
crew who worked all evening 
on the Dublin side, and who 
was lined up with the down 
marker squarely on the 
scrimmage line, said Mon-
day, that the play originated 
on the four yard line, and 
that the quarterback was 
somewhere around the two-
and-a-half or three yard line 
when he tossed the pass. 

Of the "pass interference" 
penalty called against 
Eastland, the down-marker 
man said that the Eastland 
man was in front, reaching 
for the ball, and perhaps the 
officials had ruled because 
the Eastland man might 
have brushed the intended 
pass receiver with his hips, 
which would have been an in-
terference.

During the incident, law 
enforcement officers came 
from Cisco, Ranger, Gor-
man and Rising Star, to 
assist as well as The 
Sheriff's Dept., Department 
of Public Safety troopers as 
well as Volunteer Firemen 
and others, the chief said. 
Patrolman Jack Petree of 
Cisco suffered what was first 
thought to be a broken leg, 
but was treated and released 
at the local hospital. 

D.P.S. Sgt. Jerry Mathews 
and others circled the square 
instructing citizens and 
visitors to clear the area, 
and announcing that there 
would not be a victory pep 

location, said he first heard

COLLEGE STATION --
Marketing costs, led by 
labor, continue to boost food 
prices, which may be up 10 to 
12 percent by late 1980 com-
pared to a year ago. 

"Labor's share of the 
retail food dollar will be 
inure than that of the farmer 
in 1980," points out Dr. 
Richard A. Edwards, 
economist in marketing and 
food distribution with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, Texas AMA 
University System. "Our 
estimates show that 32 cents 
of every dollar spent for food 
items this year will go to 
labor costs while only 30 
cents will go to the farmer, 
the producer of those 
items." 

Labor makes up a big part 
of the marketing bill or food 
price spread—the difference 
between the retail price and 
the farm value of the com-
modity, notes Edwards. 
Other items contributing to 
the marketing bill are 
packaging, transportation, 
pretax profits and costs such 
as taxes, depreciation, rent, 
energy and interest. 
'- About 9 cents of every 

food dollar goes for packag-
ing, a nickel goes for 
transportation, almost 
another nickel goes for 
pretax profits, and 20 cents 
covers other costs," says the 
economist. 

While the farmer's share 
of the food dollar in 1980 will 
be below that of a year ago 
and pretax profits are also 
excpected to drop slightly, 
other parts of the marketing 
bill should show sharp gains. 
Edwards estimates that 
labor costs will be up 10 to 12 
percent. packaging costs up 
12 to 14 percent, transpora-
tion up another 14 percent. 
and other costs up about 20 
percent. due mainly to 
skyrocketing utility costs. 

"A major reason that the 
marketing share of the food 
dollar continues to increase 
is the increasing popularity 
of convenience foods.'' 
points out Edwards. -The 
time and work involved in 
manufacturing these pro-
ducts is shifted to the 
manufacturer from the con-
sumer, a service which 
means higher prices." 

What does the food picture 
look like in the months 
ahead? 

"Generally, supplies of 
most food producers will be 
tighter through the re-
mainder of the year due to 
drouth conditions which 
have lowered production," 
notes the economist. "This 
means that such products as 
poultry and eggs, beef, pork, 
milk and vegetables will cost 
consumers more. However, 
beef may be the exception 
for a short while due to in-
creased marketings caused 
by the drouth, which could 
build supplies. In the long 
run, though, beef supplies 
will be tight due to reduced 
cattle feeding and low cattle 
numbers."

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Land Rover overturned as he was trying to avoid a road 
block...and everything was at a standstill, with no one on the 
staff daring to leave the camp. 

Word was sent to the labour camp that a discussion of their 
grievances was in order. Suliman the Omani came forward 
as the spokesman and head of their delegation. Again; they 
wanted to talk to Sheik Sayed. They would discuss nothing 
until they'd seen the Crown Prince. Word to that effect was 
passed via short wave radio to Abu Dhabi. Sheik Sayed would 
come, forthwith. 

ANOTHER LABOUR STRIKE 
Mention has been made of the labour "troubles", to use a 

British expression, on Das Island. Much later, early the 
following year, in fact, we moved back to Jebel Dhanna for 
the second phase of the construction of a tanker loading 
facility. Jebel Dhanna was the site where we'd done the 
pioneer work the year before, and where the Arab had been 
caught in the act of bathing in the kitchen water supply...and 
was whipped for his trouble. 

Meanwhile, after doing quite a bit of C.I.D. work we had 
been able to single out the principal character in "the 
troubles". His name was Suliman, and he was from the 
Oman. Known as "Suliman the Omani", he was well trained 
in subversion and was suspected of having been sent by out-
side forces to Abu Dhabi for the express purpose of stirring 
up unrest which would impede the progress of the develop-
ment work there.

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The next day, while sitting inside by "Porta-Kamp" which 
served the dual purpose of accomodation and private office 
there was a loud, rough knock on the door. Without waiting, 
Sultan burst into my quarters and without any preliminaries 
stated..."My Father! You are much wiser than I. You are 
even wiser than my father, the Ruler. You told me this would 
happen. I did not believe you. Sayed is camped in the sand a 
couple of miles down the coast. He wants to talk to you. We 
shall have dinner with him." 

Toward sunset, Sultan and I proceeded in his sand-tired 
Cadillac to Sayed's camp, consisting of two tents erected 
atop a white sand dune overlooking the Gulf. His Cadillac 
was parked alongside one tent, the floor of which consisted of 
Persian carpets spread on the sand. 

Following some conversation consisting largely "of shoes 
and ships and sealing wax...", dinner of kabob and Barbary 
bread was served to us, sitting flat on the carpets. Following 
the dinner, Sayed opened the talk with the comment that 
Sultan had told him that I knew who was responsible for the 
troubles. I agreed that I felt quite certain that Suliman the 
Omani was the culprit. Sayed knew Suliman's background. 

Did I know where the Omani could be found? I did. I knew 
his tent in the labour camp which he shared with three other 
men. "Well, then; we shall go now, take Suliman from his 
tent into the desert and shoot him". Simple as that. A man 
had caused trouble against the State. The sentence was 
death. Swift and certain. 

Not none of me! I argued the matter and won. Leave 
Suliman to me. I'd see that he was removed from the 
camp...now that I had official approval...and would make 
every effort to see that he did not return to the state of Abu 
Dhabi.

Then to the tent of Suliman the Omani. With only a 
flashlight, I entered the tent and located Suliman. Awakening 
him, I turned the flash on my face. He called me by name, 
and I told him that he was to be prepared to leave camp at 
daybreak. He declined, and I debated, giving him the option 
which had been given to me. Bill Sahib; I think you would do 
it. I shall be ready." 

With a feeling of considerable relief I stepped to find a 
member of the police guard standing with his rifle at the 
ready. I was grateful for the backup, although it had not been 
needed. The guard would see that Suliman did not leave his 
tent during the little that was left of the night. 

Major Greene met us at Bahrain airport, took Suliman in 
hand, and later informed me that he had lifted the Omani's 
passport and had shipped him by next charter to Muscat. The 
camp was a beehive of activity when I returned a few hours 
later. The strike was over. Their spokesman and leader lost, 
the labourers couldn't quite remember why they were 
strikng in the first place. 

The saga of Suliman thn Omani ended sometime during the 
following year. There had been no further occasion to visit 
Abu Dhabi for the remainder of that year. The next year I oc-
casion again to be in Abu Dhabi. Sheik Shakbut had begun to 
departmentalise his government, and had made Sheik Sayed 
Minister of Labour. I called on him in his mud brick, dirt 
floored office to pay my respects. 

After the ceremonial three cups of cardamon-flavoured 
coffee, Sayed, with a twinkle in his eye asked if I 
remembered the incident of Suliman. I did. Vividly. • 'You did 
a great favour for me, for my father and for my country. 
There has been no labour trouble since that day. But you 
made a mistake, Bill Sahib. You told us that the Omani would 
not return to Abu Dhabi. Well; perhaps it was Suliman who 
made the mistake." Opening a drawer of his metal desk, he 
took out a "Khunjar", the highly decorated curved dagger 
without which no self-respecting Bedouin would leave his 
tent. Pushing it across the desk toward me he ended...' I 
thought perhaps you'd like to have Suliman's khunjar". 

The dagger hangs on the wall of my den, a grim reminder 
of the differences that exist between countries, and peoples. 
There was never a mention throughout the entire incident of 
The Omani of "due process" It never occurred to me to read 
Suliman his right. I could only point out his options. It seems 
to me that his choice was very easy. And his choice certainly 
took me off the hook. It also pointed again to the very clear 
fact...Abu Dhabi is no part of America. 

Incidentally, prior to the midnight visit to the tent of 
Suliman, I had packed my bags. Had he steadfastly refused 
to leave the camp with me, I would have been the only 
passenger aboard the flight. Not yet had I come to regard 
human life with such casual attitude. And most certainly I 
had not been able to see how I could avoid Sheik Sayed's man-
date...without perhaps taking Suliman's place. And I enter-
tained not the faintest notion of being a participant in a 
murder.

"Good. Suliman will be your problem, for one day. If he 
refuses to leave, or if you are unable to remove him and he is 
here when the sun set to-morrow we shall then take him into 
the desert and you will shoot him". I felt a pale queasiness 
creeping over me. I had to see that the Omani left the camp. 

Returnign to camp, I got on the radio to Bahrain 300 miles 
away and the base of the charter airline which served that 
part of the Coast. Yes, they would have a DC-3 on our landing 
strip at daybreak. Only one passenger? No; two. I'd go along. 
And would they please pass the word to Major Greene, Direc-
tor of Immigration to be on hand? They would do. 

Stopping off at Jebel Dhanna for the commencement of the 
work of enlarging the camp, I proceeded the 200 miles down 
the coast to Abu Dhabi for the purpose of paying my respects 
to Sheik Shakbut and discussing the proposed project with 
him. He liked to be kept in the picture. He indulged in a highly 
complimentary observation in the course of our conversation 
when he stated..." Bill, Sahib; we are friends. You always tell 
me what you are going to do, and you do it. You work my peo-
ple. You make them work hard, and you pay them well and 
treat them with fairness. We are men of our word. You are 
my brother, and the father of my sons," I learned that this 
was the highest compliment and expression of faith that can 
be expressed by an Arab. 

Anyway; Suliman the Omani had turned up on the labour 
payroll at Jebel Dhanna. We would keep a close watchful eye 
on him. Following my session with the Ruler, I went to dinner 
in the quarters of his young son, Sultan. Having learned that 
ones does not discuss unpleasant matters with a head of 
state, I told Sheik Sultan of Suliman's being at the Jebel, and 
that he was suspected of being there for the purpose of mak-
ing trouble. "This cannot happen. My father will not allow 
it". Was Sultan's comment. 

Returning to camp the following day, it was discovered 
that the work was going without disruption. Perhaps I was 
wrong. Maybe Suliman had been won over. Not so. Three 
days later a general strike erupted. And quite literally 
erupted. Cars were overturned and burned, the police 
couldn't handle the mob, one Englishman was killed when his
