Each year young people
throughout the world travel
to other countries offering
the best opportunities in
their professions.

Persons educated in the
Health Care field have found
a number of jobs in the
United States, sometimes In
hospitals such as the one in
Eastland.

At the present time eleven
Registered Nurses from the
Phillipine Islands--nine
young women and two young
men-are giving dedicated
service in Eastland
Memorial Hospital.

They are: Christina
Briones, Victoria Montinola,
Annette Abueva, Divinia
Carroles, Oliver Vargas,
Consuelo Fernandez, Marilu
Baylon, Belen Mariano,
Brenda Carrasco, Teresa
Lazaro, and Francisco
Felix.

They are attractive peo-
ple, dark-eyed and varied in
appearance, and generally
smaller in size than the
average American of nor-
thern European descent.

Some also had work ex-
perience in various hospitals
before coming here. After
their arrival in Eastland
they all have passed Texas
State Board Exams, qualify-
ing them for work as
Registered Nurses in Texas
and many parts of the United
States.

. Mrs. Mary Lee, Director
of Nurses at.the 85 bed
Eastland Hospital, works
closely with the Filipino
nurses and the 35 other
nurses employed at the
facility.

‘We have eighteen
Registered Nurses in all, so
our Filipino Nurses are an
important part of the group,’
states Mrs. Lee. ‘These
young people are hard
workers, loyal, and well
trained. Patients in the
hospital appreciate how
courteous and respectful
they are. And they all speak
English-no problem there.
Filipinos learn both Spanish
and English in schools, plus
some native dialects they
use in their homes.’

‘We are very pleased with
the quality of care these peo-
ple give,’ agrees Mrs. Helga
Tiner, Hospital Ad-
ministrator. ‘They are ex-
perienced 'with the very

1976, after unsuccessful at-
tempts to hire enough
Registered Nurses to staff
the facility properly. The
United States was short of
nurses, with rural Texas
having particular difficulty
in competing with big city
hospitals. The situation in
Texas appeared to be due in
part to a lack of Nurses’
Training Schools.
‘Applicants were being
turned away from the
schools, due to lack of
facilities. Yet there was a
shortage of eight or nine
thousand nurses in Texas
alone,’ states Mrs. Tiner.
‘The critical situation was
recognized by the Govern-
ment, which made it
possible-through the Im-
migration Department-for

After the decision was
made to use Filipino nurses
at Eastland Memorial
Hospital, the local group
contacted a Recruiting Ser-
vice in New York. All ap-
plicants were screened, with
only those considered most
suitable chosen.

These came over on the HI
(working) Visa, which is
good only for one year-but
renewable as long as the
need for Registered Nurses
is recognized.

Two of the nurses who
came to Eastland with the
first group have remained
here. Two indicate they
would like to stay here a
‘Long, long time-but of
course be buried back
home.’

Those who have returned

home or gone elsewhere to

work have been replaced by
new recruits. Only a few of

. these are married, and none
. have traveled outside their

country until this ex-

: perience. Many of them had

contact with Americans,

. however, for a number of

Americans are still living in

. the Phillipines.

The Filipinos have come
from a culture which is
basically Spanish, yet a
melting pot between the
Orient and the West. Before
Magallan ‘discovered the
Phillipnes in the 1500's, and
claimed the Islands for

Spain, it was a place .where.

travelers from China,
Japan and the Islands of the
-

1980

Pacific traded and mingled
customs. After Spain claim-
ed the territory, Spainish
concepts, customs, and the
Catholic Church became the
dominant influences. The
native people were baptised
with Spainish names, and
sometimes married Spainish
people.

After the war with Spain,
in 1898, America claimed
this territory, and the
Filipino people were
generally friendly to their
‘protectors’. Bataan and
Corregedor sealed this
friendship in blood, and then
came the Japanese in-
fluence. After the Islands
were recaptured the
Phillipines were given their
independence in 1946 and
they began to chart their
own course in the world.

And what is life like in
Eastland for the Nurses who
have come so far? It consists
of a great deal of work on
various shifts at the hospital,
with trips day and night to
the modernistic complex.
There are familiar cor-
ridors, with individual
dramas in every room. For
nursing has a certain univer-
sality, whether it be in
Eastland or Manila.

Most nurses admit to
times of homesickness-of
longing for their families.
Part of their life consists of
sleeping at unusual hours in
apartments, and trips to the
grocery stores to look at
many unfamiliar goods on
the shelves. There they are

everything in America, but
glad that one American
dollar will exchange for
eight Filipino Pesos back
home.

There is not too much
social contact with the rest
of Eastland, and a little

more difficulty in attending |,

the Catholic Church more
regularly than at home. But
there are opportunities to

travel to other parts of the &

country, sometimes to visit &

relatives who are working
elsewhere.

One Nurse, when asked
what was different about
Eastland and her home,
smiled and said:

‘First of all, we want to
thank the people of Eastland
for being so kind to us-for let-
ting us come and work in this
town. We do like what
everyone has done for us.

‘But the difference?
Everything is different! The
temperature-the heat, and
then the cold. In the
Phillipines it is never under
about 70, or over 85, the year
‘round. The snow-it was very
strange to us-we have never
seen it before!

‘We are amazed at all the
space in this country where
there is nothing! In the
Phillipines, all land is used
In some way.

‘Our food is different too.
Many Phillipine Island
meals are based on fresh
fish, rice, and vegetables,
which are not cooked to
death! We have many
coconuts and tropical fruit-
but we like your apples and
pecans. We do miss the
ocean, and the warm rains.

‘The most difference, I
think, is in the families. Over
there, the family is the most
important unit around. The
old people-the grandparents
and even great-

So maybe we are more
like you than we think!’

Coming as it does at the end of tie fasting month of Rhamadan.
during the entire twenty eight days of which the devout of the faithful
take no nourishment of any nature whatsoever. even water. from
sunrise to sunset; Eid al Fiter's being something of a holiday of
feasting and merrymaking can be understood. In most Moslem coun-
tries, the 'Eid’ is a mandatory four-day holiday. Labourers may not be
penalised for having taken an additional three days. So; one week of
holiday

It i1s a holiday of gift-giving, debt-paying. feasting and dancing
Children are without exception dressed in brand-new clothes. and the
head of the household s expected to slaughter a ram for the center-
piece of a feast for all the kinsmen

And the project on Das Island. eighty miles offshore the coast of
Abu Dhabi had reached a point of teeming activity. We d managed to
weather 1t out through Rhamadan by simply curtailing the heavy
labour actiity during the daylight hours. Of course. this imposed
something of a burden on the night crews. but everyone fell to in the
spint of observing the commandment of fasting as handed down from
the Prophet

But with a lobour force which was more than ninety percent
Moslem. and the majonty of those in the lower echelon being from
Abu Dhabi, a week of holiday would, while not amounting to disaster,
slow the general progress of the project. We canvassed the labour
force, offering double pay for the entire week. The majority accepted
our propostion

As the Eid approached. one Khalifa bin Hamad, a very hard-working,
somewhat meek Arab came to me one day. ‘Bill, Sahib, | have agreed
to stay on during the holiday. And | am a man of my word. But, Bill.
Sahib, | have stayed with the work for more than seven months. | do
not need the money. | have worked, and | have saved my wages ($2.25
per day). | am a wealthy man, you know. And just before | came on
this job | married another wife. | hardly knew her, but she is living in
my home with my first wife. She 1s a fine girl, | am sure.

Now, Bill Sahib, | should like to be released from my promise to
stay on during the holidays. And | shall be pleased if you will go with
me to my home to observe the Feast of the Sacrifice. You will be as
my father in my home. And you may have my new wife.’

| realeased Khalifa bin Hamad from his promise, but somehow had
so many other things to do.....things of infidel nature, you unders-
tand.. that | simply could not accept his invitation. His generosity was
appreciated, of course.

The work on the project slowed somewhat, but the completion delay
was not appreciably noticed. And Khalifa bin Hamad returned at the
end of the Eid...a very happy, loyal and hard-working man. He did in-
form me that he had found his new wife to be a very pretty girl.

Be particularly wary of
claims by unknown sellers
that they have achieved a
‘“*scientific discovery'' that
somehow eluded the big
companies or established
professionals. Read adver-
tising claims for what they
actually say rather than
what you might hope they of-
fer.

2. Do not rely solely on a pic-
ture of the item. Note the
description, size, weight, col-
or and contents. Be sure to
completely describe the arti-
cle or service you are pur-
chasing in the order.

3. Give explicit instructions.

4. When ordering holiday
gifts by mail be sure to do so
well in advance to avoid
heavy seasonal mail volume.
If the company offers such a
service, be sure to specify
whether or not the gift
should be sent directly to the
recipient. Clearly indicate
recipient’'s name and ad-
dress and how the gift card
should be signed.

5. Look for a company policy
on returns. If the policy is
not stated, ask for it.

6. If a substitute IS accep-
table, indicate it.

7. Be sure to enclose shipp-
ing, handling, or tax charges
with the order.

8. Do not send cash with the
order. Pay only by check,
money order, or, if accep-
table, credit card.

9. Keep a record of the order,
including the name and ad-
dress of the company with
which you are dealing.

10. If there are any doubts
about a company, check it
before placing an order. You

pany’s reliability by in-
quiries to the Better
Business Bureau and
Chamber of Commerce in
the area of the company, or
you can consult your state or
local consumer protection
office.

Perspective
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LOOKING TO THE EAST ...

The timeless city of Baghdad, Iraq, is situated on the River
Tigris. That river is a somewhat muddy, sluggish stream
which passes through the city with not so much as a glance
toward the mixture of splendour and squalor along its banks.
It had been making its way toward the Persian Gulf for
perhaps hundreds of thousands of years before the Hotel
Baghdad was built in 1960.

The climate in Baghdad is somewhat typical of semi-desert
areas the world over. During spring and summer, and into
autumn the temperature drops noticeably with the setting of
the sun. And it was to take advantage of the at least bearable
change from the heat of the day that I was taking a liesurely
stroll aong the bank of the river from the hotel.

A short distance from the hotel, which is modern in every
respect was a cluster of hovels constructed of mud brick and
roofed with thatch from the date palms which grow along the
river. And at the base of a wall of one of these huts there was
what appeared to be a family, preparing its evening meal.

The womnan, clad in the ubiquitous ‘‘aba’’ of black material
was busying herself with a pan or two, while two small
children hunkered alongside a charcoal fire which was glow-
ing in a small pit scooped from the soil. Propped on green
twigs over the coals was a fish, apparently a carp, about
eighteen inches in length. That, obv.iously, was to be the prin-
cipal dish for their evening meal.

Far, far away in Baghdad, the road from the international
airport in Bombay, India winds through some cf the most
squalid scenery of abject poverty one can imagine. The con-
crete pipe, 60 inches in diameter, for a drainage system
which was being planned by the Indian government was
strung alongside the road. People of the ‘‘untouchable’ caste
had taken up residence in the most of the tiles, which were
some ten feet in length. With the ends closed by the use of
cardboard from packing cases, burlap, cement bags...and
palm frond thatch, those concrete pipes were homes to
literally thousands of people. Transitory, at best, but shelter
of a sort. Many of the occupants would live to see bodies of
some of their neighbours carried to the burning ghats from
those places of squatters' residence.

Neither the people of Baghdad nor those of Bombay ever
heard of the quaint (to some of our European kinsmen)
American custom of Thanksgiving. Indeed; far too many of
the residents of both of those cities have only a miserabile life
for which to be thankful.

We Americans are inclined to take the reality of our
Thanksgiving Season for granted. While we celebrate the oc-
casion, and observe the holiday with extravagant feasting
and funmaking, we far too often lose sight of the basic pur-
pose of Thanksgivng Day.

The poor of Baghdad, like the poor of Bombay are typical
of the very, very poor the world over. The sight of such pover-
ty gives one the not too inaccurate estimation that in fact the
majority of the people of the world perhaps go to sleep each
night just a little hungry.

We in America live in a Land of Plenty, indeed. We produce
more food per capita than any other country in the
world...and our consumption of that food is likewise high in
quantity. Our general, overall standards of living are the
highest in the world. Our flag, **and the Republic for which it
stands’’ stands to attract the poor and downtrodden and to
prove inspiration, hope and example to people the world
over.

On this Thanksgiving, let us not causally point to the poor
of Baghdad and Bombay and to their brothers-in-suffering in
so many parts of the world with the pontifical observation
“There, but for the grace of God, go I".

But let us, in a genuine attitude of thankfulness to God for
the blessing of freedom found only under our democratic
system gather together on Wednesday evening and pledge
our thanks in worship of that Great God from whom all bless-
ings flow.

Let us remember the source of all good gifts, and let us at
the same time pledge our support and help for those so much
less fortunate than we.

It only takes an hour of our busy lives...the tick of a clock in
the measurement of the time of the poor and hungry.

“stove pipe and immediate

danger to family and belong-
ings.,

A chimney fire! It usually
results from the build up of a
sooty substance called
creosote inside the chimney.
“When a chimney fire oc-
curs, three actions are
crucial,”” advised Donald
Mann, fire safety engineer
for Aetna Life & Casualty.
“‘Call the fire department.
Close all air inlets and
dampers. And don’t throw
water on a hot stove. That
could crack the stove and
cause a second fire."”

Chimney fires, according
to Mann, are only one of the
risks of using or installing a
wood-burning stove im-
properly. ‘“There are a lot of
mistakes the inexperienced
stove owner can make,"
Mann said. ‘‘Like disposing
of ashes in paper bags, or
other combustible con-
tainers, putting your stove
on an unprotected wood
floor, using a stove pipe
that’s too small or cheaply
constructed — those things
might not cause a fire right
away, but they probably will
eventually. The risk is
serious.”’

Mann emphasized that
stove owners should follow
installation instructions to
the ltter. ‘““Above all, don’t
try to short-cut the manufac-
turer’s directions, don’t
skimp on clearances from
walls and floors, and don’t
count on word of mouth ad-
vice from other stove
owners.”” Covering a wall
with aluminum foil, for ex-
ample, does not make it non-
combustible.

Making the Stove Pipe a
Good Connection

Stove owners should follow
detailed instructions,
available from the manufac-
turer or retailer, to be sure
that stove pipe dimensions
and materials are adequate.
Ordinarily, Mann explained,
the pipe should not pass
through a wall or ceiling. “If
you must go through a com-
bustible wall, you’ll have to
allow an 18 inch clearance
all around the pipe. Or, you
can use a section of approv-
ed factory-built chimney.”

As for hooking the stove
pipe to masonry chimney,
you’ll need to extend the con-
nector through the masonry
wall of the chimney to the in-
ner face of the flue liner (not
beyond), and cement it to the
masonry. It’'s important to
use high-temperature ce-
ment.

If 'you aré connecting to an
existing fireplace chimney,
you ‘must seal off the
chimney below the stove
pipe’s point of entry to pre-
vent toxic gases from com-
ing into the room. Mann add-
ed that it's dangerous to con-
nect more than one heating
device to a single flue.

As for chimney
maintenance, remember
that cresote residue ac-
cumulates on a relatively
cool chimney lining and,
when ignited, causes an ex-
tremely dangerous fire. To
prevent creosote build-up,
maintain a moderate fire —
hot enough to prevent a cool
flue liner, but no so hot that it
ignites creosote already
formed.

Burn only dry, well-
seasoned hardwood. (Green
wood produces large
amounts of creosote and is
especially dangerous in an
‘‘air-tight’”’ stove; trash is
highly flammable and will
produce a sudden, hot fire.)

Above all, never start a
fire with gasoline, kerosene
or other flammable liquids.
And don’t use artificial logs
in your stove. The gases
generated could cause an ex-
plosion.

To melt small amounts of
creosote on your flue lining,
burn your stove hot once a
day, for about 30 minutes.
Don’t make this your first
fire of the day — the sudden
heat could crack your stove
or ignite the creosote
residue.

However conscientious
you are in day-to-day habits,
it’s still necessary to have

Johnson Farm Celebrates Anniversary

1980 marks the one hun-
dredth anniversary of farm-
ing in Eastland County for
the Johnson family of
Desdemona.

It was 1880 when Jeremiah
(Jerry) Sanford Johnson, his
wife Martha Elizabeth and
ehildren came from Tarrant
County and settled northeast
of Desdemona. The Johnsons
had been farming in Texas
for over 30 years before com-
ing to Eastland County. In
addition to bringing all their
possessions they drove a
herd of steel dust horses to
provide the power for farm-
ing.

Jerry Johnson was born in
Georgia in 1821 and his wife
Martha was born in 1835 in
South Carolina. Their oldest
son, George W., was born in
Alabama in 1845 before com-
ing to Texas. After he family
arrived in Texas five more
children were born — Nany in
1851, Henerietta A. in 1871,
J.S., Jr. in 1873 and the
youngest, Toby Lee in 1875.

The Johnson's began far-

ming by renting land near
Desdemona, and two years
later purchased the 160 acres
of land they had been ren-
ting. This land is still owned
by their grandchildren and
great grandchildren.

There were no grain
threashers so Jerry and his
family dug a trench in the
ground, layed wagon sheets
in the trench and placed
bundles of rain on the sheets.
Horses were walked over the
bundles until the grain
separated from the plants.
On a windy day members of
the family tossed the grain
up permitting the wind to
blow the chaff away and let-
ting the clean grain fall to
the ground.

The wives and children
shared all the hard jobs of
the early days. Martha split
the rails for the first fence
and probably helped build
the four foot rock fence
which is still standing on the
homestead.

Johnson says everyone who
eats 1S involved in
agriculture, but only those
who have actually tilled the
land really know what it is
like to be a farmer, farmer's
wife or farmer's children.

9-Digit ZIP Nears Approval

The Board of Governors of the U.S.
Postal Service is expected to give final
approval Dec. 2 to a plan for nine-
number ZIP codes.

While there is widespread criticism
of tF» plan from Congress and many
big-volume mailers, the service points
out that use of the nine-digit ZIP code
will be voluntary.

Postal Service officials have said that
they are required to seek every pos-
sible means to improve efficiency. They
say failure to adopt the nine-digit ZIP
code would violate that mandate.

Congress has received numerous
letters opposing the change.

As a result, the House and Senate
adopted a resolution declaring that
“the U.S. Postal Service should halt
plans for its ZIP code expansion until
such time as the service and the Con-
gress have fully examined the cost to
the postal service, as well as to mail-
ers, the social consequences and the
technical issues associated with the
. in no case should the
U.S. Postal Service expand the ZIP

code beyond its current five digits
without first fully examining other
means of improving productivity in
the sorting of mail.”

The postal service says that the nine-
digit ZIP code will enable it to use °
machines to sort mail to a greater ex-
tent than is now possible.
