Texans looked with faint hope to 

prospective thundershower for relief 
today from an oppressive heat wave 
vyhich has taken a toll of 11 lives in 
the state.

Five convicts on Texas prison 
farms have died of sunstroke in two 
days. Another is in critical condition.

Two men have been heat fatalities 
in Dallas, one near Sherman, and 
three at Texarkana.

Lexie Jones, 42, San Antonio, who 
died today at the South Texas coast­
al area, was the fifth convict in 
Texas to succumb to the heat in a 
week. One white man died Tuesday 
and three negro prisoners the same 
day. A sixth convict, Clarence Sim­
mon of Oklahoma, was in critical 
condition from sunstroke in the 
prison hospital at Eastham farm.

CLAIMS HOT WEATHER 
JUST STATE OF MIND

DALLAS, July 11 —It’s all in the 
state of mind and you are hot only 
if you think you are, Dr. J. IT.

Death of Five Prisoners From Heat

HOUSTON, July 11. — A forthcoming report by Lee Simmons, man­

ager oTuITe Texas prison system, concerning the death of five convicts of 
sunstroke, was indicated today by W. A. Paddock, chairman of the prison 
board.

Simmons, it was believed, will make a tour of the prison farms and 
inspect, working conditions and$ 
treatment of the prisoners in the 
field.

Deaths of the five prisoners rais- 
the total of fatalities from sun­
stroke on the farms to 20 since 1930.

Paddock said Simmons “probably 
will get behind this.”

The prison board has taken no 
action to check up on convict 
treatment.

SIMMONS SURPRISED 
AT CHECKUP REPORT

AUSTIN, July 11 — Lee Simmons, 
state prison manager, here today to 
consult with highway department 
officials on automobile number 
plates, expressed surprise that 
Prison Board Chairman Paddock is 
expecting to hear from him.

“He knows I am in Austn. I call­
ed him yesterday and reported the 
deaths, giving the farms and the 
manager. I do not expect to make a 
personal check up until I return,”  
he said.

Simmons said no new orders for 
care of prisoners in the heat have 
been issued.

“That’s not necessary We have 
orders already in effect to take par­
ticular care in hot weather. Ail the 
managers are experienced men and 
know the rules. The men are given 
two hours off at noon during hot 
weather. They also have been told 
if they have become too hot or feel 
ill to report and they will be moved 
into the shade,” he said.

Total Eclipse Of 
Moon Is July 15-16

WASHINGTON, July 11 —  R o­
mance will have to do without the 
moon on the night of July 15-10, 
when that body is scheduled to dis­
appear in a total eclipse.

Both North and South America, 
except the extreme northern part 
Of North America, will be in the best 
position for observation of the 
“celestial show,” described as “ one 
of the finest astronomical events of 
the year.’’

The eclipse will start at 9:15 p, m. 
(E. S. T.) and will last about five 
hours. By 11:09 p. m. all of the 
moon’.s surface will have passed into 
the shadow ow the earth and the 
total phase of the eclipse will start 
It will last one hour and 40 minutes 
or within four minutes of the max­
imum possible duration of a total 
eclipse of the moon.

Near 12:50 a. m., July 16, the total 
phase will end and the moon grad­
ually will emerge from the earth’s 
shadow.

‘MISGIVINGS’
WASHINGTON, July 11. — The 

United States has informed Italy 
that this country would view with 
extreme misgivings any steps taken 
by Italy with reference to Abyssinia 
which would bring about actual 
war, It was learned at the state de­
partment today.

Secretary of State Cordell Hull 
orally expressed this government’s 
views to the Italian ambassador, 
Augusto Rosso, when the latter 
called at the state department to 
inform the secretary of his plan to 
return to Rome for a brief visit.

It was understood Hull also re­
peated to Rosso practically the 
same sentiment expressed in the 
Hull’s recent note to the Abyssin­
ian Emperor Haile Selassie.

These were to the effect that the 
two countries should refer the dis­
pute again to the League of Nations 
Council, and expressed this gov­
ernment’s hope that Italy and 
Abyssinia would not meet in armed, 
conflict.

HUNTSVILLE, July 11 — Lewis 
Cernoch, powerfully built Czecho­
slovakian, gave /up hope today of 
escaping the electric chair shortly 
after midnight and prepared to died 
for murdering two Williamson coun­
ty officers.

BRITAIN ANNOUNCES 
NEW FOREIGN POLICY

LONDON, July 11. — In the most 
momentous speech since he assum­
ed control of the British foreign 
office, Sir Samuel Hoae rtoday dis­
closed a sudden change in policy 
toward the Ethiopian war crisis, 
admitted justification for certain 
Italian claims against Abyssinia, 
but promised “every .effort” to 
avert war.

Sir Samuel also announced a 
secret move to end the war threat 
was under way.

Hoare’s veiled reference to the 
peace plan was regarded as con­
firmation that Britain, France and 
Italy are preparing for a conference 
to avert the outbreak of hostili­
ties as outlined by Joseph Avenol, 
secretary of the League of Nations.

The high points of the British 
foreign policy, as outlined by the 
foreign secretary were:

Points of Policy
1 — Great Britain admits Italy’s 

need for expansion and supports 
Mussolini in some of his criticisms 
against Abyssinia.

2— Britain will not maintaiti an 
isolated policy in dealing with the 
situation, but will accept any mode 
or means offered, whether under 
tieaties or by League of Nations, to 
avert war.

3— Britain has no ̂ aspirations in 
Africa and is not concerned from art 
imperialistic standpoint in Ehst 
Africa

4— Britain has not asked and has 
no intention of asking France to join 
her in any blockade of Italy and all 
such rumors are without foundation.

WAY STILL, OPEN 
FOR ARBITRATION

GENEVA, July 11 — The drtor is 
still open to resumption of arbitra­
tion in the Italian-Abyssinian quar­
rel, according to a memorandum 
published today by the League.

In the memorandum the Italian 
representatives at the lately dead­
locked and adjourned Scheveningen 
conference declared they were will­
ing to meet once more on July 20, 
and expressed the desire to give both 
parties to the dispute an opportunity 
to present their views.

MUSSOLINI TO PUT ON 
BIG WARFARE SHOW
(Copyright 1935 by United Press)

ROME, July 11—Army maneuvers 
by 500.000 men—three times as many 
as are in the whole American army 
—will be Benito Mussolini’s reply to 
the report that his Abyssinian cam­
paign may weaken Italy’s position 
in Europe.

Mussolini, it was learned, will 
concentrate regulars and fascist 
militia at selected points to dem­
onstrate his army is not limited to 
special zones or special fighting, but 
is a body ready for rapid mobiliza­
tion and efficient action in all sec­
tions.

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The Not-So-Jolly Millers

Dictators Still Await Crucial Test
The lost liberties of the world have been lost only for a 

while, and not for keeps. So says Dr. Ellis Paxon Oberholtz- 
er, Philadelphia historian, in an address before the Univer­
sity of Virginia Institute of Public Affairs.

1 It is Dr. Oberholtzer’s notion that we are now progress­
ing through a painful cycle in human affairs in which, dis­
tressed by the fix into which we have not ourselves, we are 
looking for miracles. Being unable to accomplish any mir­
acles of our own volition, he continues, we tend to turn to 
dictators who promise that they can do what we cannot do.

We get, therefore, in one country after another, dicta­
torship.

Italy puts its fate in the hands of Mussolini, Germany 
follows Hitler, Russia clings to Stalin, and other nations find 
themselves turning toward similar men. And out of it all has 
grown a feeling that the democratic idea has been worked 
out, that people are not and cannot be capable, of solving 
their own problems in a complex modern world, and that a 
regime in which there is a relentless driving power applied 
to the attainment of some simply and clearly defined goal is 
the only regime that offers mankind any hope.

It is precisely in this connection that Dr. Oberholtzer is 
worth listening to; for he insists that this is only a passing 
phase, and not a new, long-time trend in human affairs.

Eventually, he predicts, the dictators will demonstrate 
that they no more possess the magic password to a better 
world than the people en massee possess it; and when that 
day comes, humanity will shake itself vigorously and the 
dictators will go flying off like drops of water from the coat 
of an energetic spaniel.

“The new tyrant,” he says, “will go the way of the old 
and take in the history of man’s movements on this earth.”

Perhaps the greatest danger we run nowadays is the 
danger of growing discouraged by the progressive failure, in 
one country after another, of parliamentary institutions and 
democratic processes. By growing discouraged we prepare 
the way for the destruction of such institutions and pro­
cesses in our own country.

When we take the long view, and reflect that this re­
version to dictatorship in the modern world is still approach­
ing its crucial test, that in the long run it will stand or fall 
by the amount of plain human happiness it is able to bring 
to the ordinary citizen— when we do that, we are able to see 
that our own democracy is by no means discredited or out­
worn.

WASHINGTON.—Among the rea- 
’ ’ sons NRA will be continued is 

the combined code authority budget 
of $41,000,000.

Spread around in salaries, as 
most of it is, this provides incen­
tive for an earnest, hard-working 
lobby. A code authority executive 
secretary on $20,000 a year can 
frequently work up some gorgeous 
superlatives In preparing petitions 
to Washington for NRA’s perpetu­
ation. A dozen men are receiving 
$20,000 or more a year in code au­
thority salaries approved by NRA 
and 397 receive $5000 or more. The 
highest code authority executive 
salaries approved are those of W. 
G. Crichton and W. A. Richards of 
the bituminous coal industry and 
W. H. Ferry of the hat manufac­
turers, each of whom draws $30,000.

Some of the biggest code author­
ity budgets include:

Lumber, $4,055,000; general con­
tractors, $2,760,000; retail lumber. 
5I.S01.000; general retail trade, $1,- 
565,000; plumbing contracting, $1.- 
259,000; commercial relief printing, 
$1,071,000; and baking, $900,000.

The figures given do not cover 
the code authorities supported on 
a voluntary basis, but only those 
where contributions are mandatory 
and NRA has carefully scrutinized 
the budgets in the hope of avoid­
ing racketeering and criticism.

Both the budget and salary fig­
ures would be a lot higher if NRA 
hadn’t slashed away at nearly all 
of them. Some proposed budgets 
have been cut 50 or 75 per cent and 
quite a few gents who were able to 
Bell their industries on $50,000 or 
even $75,000 salaries found they 
couldn't make NRA see the neces­
sity, - —

Anyway, we have the word of 
General Johnson for that. In a 
generally overlooked section of his 
NRA statement to the Senate, he 
took up the case of the two big 
can companies — American Can, 
which sells about 44 per cent of 
the cans packers use and Continen­
tal Can, which does 26 per cent of 
the business—to show that price' 
fixing exists in industries whose 
codes . have no price-fixing provi­
sions whatever.

The tomato pack for 1934 was

“ In other words," the gen­
eral .reported, “ the cans cost 
three times as much as labor 
receives in wages— and about 
75 per cent more than the food 
itself."

“ When an advertiser asks a news­
paper how much circulation he will 
get for his money he wants to know 
how many subscribers the paper 
has, and by subscribers he means 
those who have voluntarily paid a 
fixed subscription price or have 
promised to pay such’ a subscrip­
tion price. Advertisers who know do 
not count free papers. They know- 
circulation whatever. The ABC does 
net count fre papers. They know 
that free papers are not everi. ac­
cepted willingly as a gift. A  free 
paper distribution is only limited 
by the amount , the promoter is will­
ing to print and is not counted 
when we say ‘circulation.’

“A few days ago I  heal'd, the 
publisher of a free paper claim 
complete coverage of the town men­
tioning six thousand. He meant that 
he would print and throw away that 
many papers. He did not have any 
circulation. He called it coverage — 
and one merchant fell for it.

“Any legitimate newspaper in­
vites inspection of books and press 
reedrds. The advertiser knows to a 
single copy what he is buying and 
where it is delivered and the deliv­
ery is positive and direct. The news­
paper carries the news and the ad­
vertising offers into the homes 
where it is invited as a welcome 
guest and does not come into the 
back door as a nuisance.”

55 MILLIONS *  
OF GALLONS OF 

GAS SHIPPED
KILGORE, July 11. —  Shipments 

of refined products from East Tex­
as refineries and casinghead gaso­
line plants during the month of 
June amounted to 55,531,810 gal­
lons, the monthly report of the 
transportation department of the 
Railroad Commission offices here 
show.

This represented an increase of 
6,851,179 gallons above May ship­
ments of 48,680,631 gallons, accord­
ing to the report. June rail ship­
ments amounted to 42,638,242 gallons 
while movements by truck totaled 
12, 893,568 gallons. Of the rail, 
shipments, 5,075 tank cars, 2,400 
cars were shipped interstate, 
1,235 cars intrastate, and 1,440 cars 
billed for coastwise movement. Rail 
shipments topped May movement 
by 4,018,047 gallons and the truck 
shipments were an increase of 2,- 
833,132 over the previous month.

Gasoline shipments increased 3,- 
891,416 gallons to a total of 29,- 
935,006 gallons for June. Rail 
movement of the produc tamount- 
ed to 20,621,384 gallons, an increase 
of 1,810,748 gallons; truck move­
ments totaled 9,313,622 gallons over 
May. Rail shipments went 1,589 
tank cars in interstate commerce, 
380 cars intrastate, and 580 cars 
coastwise, the report indicates.

Shipments of casinghead gasoline 
also showed an increase over May 
with 6,578,712 gallons being ship­
ped in June in comparison with 
6,080,822 gallons for May. Of the 
casjighead shipments, 725 cars 
moved coastwise, 41 intrastate, and 
three interstate.

One tank car o f gasoline and 33 
tank cars of fuel oil were moved 
under court injunctions while the 
other shipments were on tenders 
or shipping permits, the report 
showed.

Orders From Rail 
Company Show Drop
ST. LOUIS, July 11. — St. Louis 

firms have lost $75,000,000 a year 
in orders to railroad companies 
since the depression started, E. H. 
McReynolds, Missouri Pacific offi­
cial, recently revealed. Payrolls 
have fallen $16,000,000 annually 
over the same period here.

Prior to depression, there were 
53 St. Louis firms which yearly 
sold materials worth $81,000,000 to 
railroads. In the last five years 
their average has been only $5,- 
500,000. Numbers of men employed 
have fallen accordingly.

PARIS, July 11. — The Soviet 
Union’s petition for membership in 
the International Aeronautic Fed­
eration is believed certain to be 
accepted.

Russia has been eager to gain

However, when the question was 
taken up at the 1934 congress in 
Washington, it was decided that 
not enough was known about So­
viet aviation and further documen­
tation was needed.

This has now been received, and 
the request for membership will 
be taken up at the congress of the 
fedeartiom at Dubrovnik, Jugosla­
via, in September.

Canada Increases 
Minting of Silver

OTTAWA, Ont., July 11.—Cana­
da, third greatest silver producing 
country in the world, is increasing 
coinage in an effort to help other 
silver-producing countries to con­
trol the world market.

At the World , Economic confer­

ence in London in 1933, Canada 
agreed to take 1,671,802 ounces of 
silver annually off the market and 
to convert it to monetary purposes. 
This was the portion allotted to 
Canada as part of the agreement 
of the five chief producing coun­
tries to take 35,000,000 ounces off 
the market every year for four 
years.

Canada is living up to that obli­
gation by using its portion of sil­
ver in the reserves of the Bank of 
Canada and by the addition of a 
silver dollar in Canadian currency. 
In the past, Canadian silver cur­
rency has been limited to 5, 10, 25 
and 50 cent pieces. The new silver 
dollar was issued in connection with 
King George’s silver jubilee.

The first issue of the new coins 
totaled only 100,000 and were 
bought by souvenir hunters a few 
hours after being placed .in circu­
lation. Another issue is being 
struck at the Royal Mint at Ot­
tawa.

University to Give 
Vitamins Course

DAYTON, Ohio, July 11. —A bio­
physics course, said to be the first

of its kind ever offered in the Unit­
ed. States, will be given at the Uni­
versity of Dayton next fall.

The course will offer instructions 
in the production of vitamins, the 
induction of artificial fevers, the 
stimulation of radium emanations 
and new technique of the x-ray.

Dr. Robert J. Norris and John R 
Loogbourow, formerly in the Bash 
Research Laboratory of the Uni 
versity of Cincinnati, will be chargi 
of instructions.

VAST BUSINESS 

IN ALUMINUM
MONTGOMERY, Ala., July 11.— 

Plans for founding a gigantic alum! 
lium industry in the Tennessee Val­
ley to give regular employment to 
10,000 men has been laid before the 
Alabama Legislature by Rep. Cliff 
Almon, Morgan county.

An "Alabama Industrial Auth 
crity” 1o promote this and other 
projects is provided in a bill now be­
fore the senate. It was passed by the 
house recently.

The authority, if  created, would 
function as a state agency to coop­
erate with the Tennessee Valley 
Authority and other federal agencies 
in bringing heavy industries into 
the Tennessee Valley to utilize the 
cheap electricity furnished by TVA.

Chicago Concern Interested
Almon said the Standard Alumi­

num & Alloy company of Chicago, 
which owns a vast aluminum ore 
field in Arkansas, is interested in 
building a smelting plant at Deca­
tur, Ala., where it can use cheap 
current, in the manufacturing pro­
cesses and cheap water transporta­
tion in shipping.

He said the aluminum company 
is negotiating a contract with TVA 
for power, and intends to start work 
at once if details can be worked 
out. The company requests that 
the Public Works Administration 
furnish $30,000,000 for construction 
of the plant, this amount to be paid 
back with interest over a period of 
10 years.

Cheaper Prices Seen
Such a plant would enable the 

company to market the aluminum 
at greatly reduced prices and thus 
enter the fields of locomotive, air­
plane and automobile construction.

The plant would employ between 
0,000 and 10,000 men, with an an­
nual payroll of approximately $8,- 
000 ,000 .

The company states that it would 
guarantee complete security to its 
laborers by setting up retirement 
and unemployment insurance, and 
would serve as a “back iog’’ for the 
TVA power system.

Tile Alabama Industrial Authority 
under the Almon bill, will be a “no- 
proit corporation to apply for and 
secure funds from the federal gov­
ernment wit hwhich to develop in­
dustries whose principal activity 
is within the state.”

It could give assistance only to 
those industries which could begin 
construction immediately, and which 
would pay 25 per cent of the loan 
annually in payrolls. It would issue 
bonds for a corporate purpose, but 
ro t against the state.

The authority would be compos­
ed of the governor, attorney-gener­
al and a secretary.

way because you are short on chlo­
rides, according to Dr. J. Shirley 
Sweeney, former chariman of the 
Dallas public health advisory board.

“ When,, these hot days, you. fee! 
like you would rather miss a $10,000 
deal than take your feet off the 
desk it is just nature’s way of 
warning you that your cooling ap­
paratus is not properly adjusted and 
over exercise and excitement will 
be dangerous,” Dr. Sweeney said.

Chlorides, the doctor said are es­
sential for the proper function 'o f  
the blood stream and are gradually 
exhausted through the skin by ex­
cessive perspiration.

Lack of this element in the blood 
causes a similar lack of acid in the 
stomach which often results in sum­
mer complaints.

Some relief from the loss o f  chlo­
rides can be obtained by drinking 
salt, in solution in orange juice, wa­
ter or in some other fashion, ac­
cording to Dr. Sweeney. Salt acts as 
a “pick-up” and is far better for 
you than sugar in warm weather.

But if you are really very sus­
ceptible to hot weather there isn’t 
much you can do.

“Beyond all doubt,” Dr. Sweeney 
said, “ If you are very susceptible to 
heat, the thing to do is to keep vov.r 
feet on your desk, dream of trout 
streams and not upset yourself by 
forced and sporadic efforts.

Panhandle To Plan 
Erosion Fight Part

QUANAH, July l l .  — Northwest 
Texas and the Panhandle are ex 
pected to play a conspicuous part 
in the government's soil erosion 
fight.

The U. S. department of agricul­
ture is seriously thinking of enlist­
ing the aid of buffalo grass — na­
tive to this region — in the struggle 
to keep the midwest’s farms at 
home. This was learned rom H. W. 
Bennett of Oklahoma A. & M. col­
lege, woh stopped here en route to 
the Fanhanale to locate buffalo 
grass areas.

Plans have been proposed for 
resoding the bleak areas in the 
Midwest. Other grasses under con­
sideration. according to Bennett, 
are Blue Stem and Grama grasses.

‘ ‘The midwest will have to resod 
or else continue to suffer damaging 
losses of soil from wind and rain.”  
Bennett said.

“An effort to determine the most 
practical grasses to be used in a 
widespread fight against soil erosion 
is being rnarnde now.”

Mammoth and Dixon 
Caves Same Cavern

HAVANA, July 11. — Frank
Steinhart, Jr., an American citizen 
who has spent most of his life in 
Cuba, and who is vice-president of 
the Havana Electric company, 
which operates the city’s street car 
system, has been named a delegate 
representing the mayor of Havana, 
on the newly reorganized National 
Tourist commission.

A drive has been initiated to 
make a determined bid for increas­
ed tourist traffic from the United 
States. The Cuban government, 
heeding the urgihg o f the commer­
cial and industrial interests vitally 
affected by the tourist trade, vir­
tually has taken the Tourist com­
mission out of politics. It has been 
placed in the hands of businessmen 
representing a diversity of Cuban 
interests.

WASHINGTON, July 11. —Proof 
that Dixon Cave, Ky., is a combi­
nation of Mammoth Cave and not 
a separate formation has been es­
tablished by Dr. E. R. Pohl, Emer­
gency Conservation Work techni­
cian assigned to the Mammoth 
Cave National Park Project.

A theory long had been held that 
the two caves were one. Both 
chambers have been known for al­
most a century and a half.

Dr. Pohl’s work revealed the 
practicability o f opening the clos­
ed end of Dixon Cave, now cut 
across by Mammoth Cave Hollow, 
to permit passage from one cavern 
to the other.

Ages before the formation of the 
valley in which the old entrance to 
Mammoth Cave is located, it was 
pointed out that a subterranean 
gallery continued around the hill 
and met the chamber now known 
as Dixon Cave.
