AUSTIN, Oct. 25.—Texas is go-
ing to produce much more oil in
November, but is not going to fol-

vice to produce all the oil possible
without physical waste.

Thompson’s recommendation at
the statewide oil hearing of the
state railroad commission lacks a
majority vote in the commission.
Thompson, as commission chair-
man, has only equal voting power
with each of his colleagues.

Commissioner Jerry Sadler, who
has been acting chairman during
Thompson’s absence on military
duty, said frankly that he disa-
greed with Thompson’s recom-
mendation. Sadler said the gov-
ernment had made no request of
him for all-out production and he
knew no demand for such produc-
tion as Thompson sought.

Commissioner Olin Culber-
son feared that the commis-
sion’s proration program might
get into another turmoil if
each field were permitted to
produce up to its ability with-
out waste. He announced he
will stand by the present
yvardstick, which classifies
types of oil and distributes
the demand for it among
fields that produce the type
of oil needed.

The meeting brought an open
assertion that the federal bureau
of mines does not use the same
system in forecasting market de-
mand for Texas oil and for OKla-
homa. Paul McDermott of Ft.
Worth made the assertion. He
based it on an explanation given
by the Bureau of Mines for al-
lotting more oil to Oklahoma than
it is able to produce. The expla-
nation was that an allowance was
made for production of oil to off-
set the amount that had been
withdrawn from storage. If that
allowance was made for Texas,
McDermott said, the Federal Bu-
reau of Mines estimate of demand
for Texas oil would be more than
1,500,000 barrels daily. The fed-
eral bureau has recommended 34,-
600" barrels daily increase for
Texas | for next month. Latest
Texas production was reported as
1,494,000 barrels a day.

Thompson declared that no pa-
friotic oil man would retard un-
wasteful production for the pur-
pose of creating a shortage that
would raise prices.

It was recalled that when he
returned from the meeting of the
oil states compact commission at
Ft. Worth, Gov. Coke R. Steven-
son went out of his way to say
that big-wigs in the oil industry
sought to convince him that oil
ought to be advanced to $1.25 a
barrel, with a resultant $5,000,000
a year addition to the state’s oil
tax.

Stevenson remarked they failed
to convince him—so the governor
and the commission chairman ap-
pear to be harmonious on that
topic.

A rotating exhibit has been fur-
nished to the Texas Memorial mu-
seum on what is known as a per-
manent loan basis. Such a loan
gives the museum uninterrupted
display of the exhibit with title
remaining with the loaner. The
rotating exhibit is a collection of
lustreware gathered by Mrs. D. F.

Thirteen
airport buildings have been erect-
ed, 364 modernized and 640 boun-
dary lights installed .

A recent report that Alameda
county, Calfiornia, will deny the
voting franchise to all persons liv-
ing on federal property—military
bases, veterans’ hospitals and the
like—recalled that Texas national
guardsmen and the organized re-
serves retain their voting privil-
ege, according to an opinion by
Atty. Gen. Gerald C. Mann last
spring. Selectees, regular army,
navy and marine men cannot vote
in Texas elections. But members
of the citizens’ militia can do so
if they pay their poll tax. The
national guardsmen number only
about 13,000 men; but Gov. W. Lee
O'Daniel was elected to the U. S.
senate over Lyndon Johnson by a
smaller plurality in the state’s
most recent election.

The Texas national guard’s year
of service will be over in Novem-
ber, but the war departmeut has
been authorized to extend all
terms of service for 18 months,
which ‘will cover the 1942 elec-
tions. There is little prospect that
the whole national guard will get
home any time soon. The 45th di-
vision—composed of national
guardsmen from Oklahoma, Arizo-
na, New Mexico and Colorado—
finished its first year on Sept. 15
and still is in training at Camp
Barkely.

Numerous individuals, however,
are being released from the 36th
division, which is made up of
Texas national guardsmen. The
36th recently has been releasing
men over 28 years of age, as pre-
scribed by congress, at a rate of
nearly 75 a day. A smaller num-
ber is going home because the

bread-winner's military service
werks an  undue hardship upon
dependents.

Texas' new home defense guard
already has climbed past the num-
ber that was in the national guard
when the latter went into federal
service. At the last accountnig,
the home defense troops had 997
officers and 13,800 men. The war
department has issued enough
rifles, bayonets and first-aid kits
to furnish one for each two men.
The state furnishes a small
amount of equipment, but the men
buy their own uniforms and drill
at least one and one-half hours
week1iy.

DEPARTMENT OF
HEALTH GIVES
VALUABLE AID

AUSTIN, Oct. 25. — Detailing
some of the ways the state depart-
ment of health is aiding each
county in the prevention and con-
trol of communicable 'disease, Dr.
Geo. W. Cox, state health officer,
revealed that the number of speci-
mens examined and the amount
of vaccines distributed free to
Eastland county in 1940 by the
state hygienic laboratory would
have ! cost $4,078 if purchased
through private laboratories.

“The service rendered to this
county is but one of twelve or-
ganized services set up to help
you,” Dr. Cox added.

The other services maintained
by the State Department of Health
include vital statistics, food and
drug inspection, venereal disease
control, public health education,
tuberculosis control, sanitary en-
gineering, maternal and child
health, nursing service, local
health service and administration.

“The -assistance rendered this
one county in this one division of
service will convey to you some
idea of the scope of Texas’ health
program,” Dr. Cox stated. “The
state department of health oper-

ates on a state appropriation of]

four cents per person, which
amounts to $1,213.80 for this
county. When compared to the

return from only one of the twelve
divisions in the state department
of health, it is readily seen that

Texans are getting much more
health protection than they are
paying for.”

COUNTY JRILER,
SELF-INFLICTED

DEAD FROM A
PISTOL WOUND

Funeral services for J. Ross
Crossley, 64 years and 11 months
old, Eastland county jailer, will
be held at the Hamner funeral

home chapel, Eastland, at 3
o’clock this afternoon, with burial
in the Eastland cemetery. The
services will be conducted by Rev.
W, E. Moore, pastor of the Sweet-
water Church of Christ, assisted
by Rev. A. F. Thurman, Church
of Christ pastor at Eastland.

Death came to Mr. Crossley at
6 o’clock Friday evening, while
alone in the office of the county
Jail.

Justice E. E. Wood, who held an
inquest on the body, announced
the following: 3

“J. Ross Crossley came to
his death from a gunshot
wound, self-inflicted.”

Commenting on the testimony:
at the inquest, Justice Wood said
evidence of suicide was conclu-
sive, and was caused by despond-
ency resulting from ill health; that
deceased had been suffering for
some time and had recently sub-
mitted to major surgery. The
justice also stated that one of the
county prisoners testified he had
talked with deceased =~ a  short
while before his death; that he
told him “he felt very bad, and
would go to bed—that he would
rather be dead.”

Mrs, Crossley stated at the in-
quest that she heard a shot and
went immediately to the jail of-
fice, where she found her husband
across a bed, shot through the
head. She at once called Drs.
Isbell and Payne, but Crossley
breathed his last soon after their
arrival.

A bullet from a .38 caliber
Smith & Wesson pistol, owned by
Crossley, entered the right side
of the head, emerged on the left
side and lodged in the jail wall.

Mr. Crossley was appointed
jailer of Eastland county follow-
ing the first election of Loss
Woods as sheriff, and would have
served in that capacity five years
had bg lived until Jan, 1, 1942.

Deceased was an uncle of Rep-
resentative P. Lewis Crossley,

Immediate survivors are his
I widow and four children, two
{sons and two daughters—Lester
Crossley, Ranger; Mrs. Jimmie
King, Palacious; Winifred Cross-
ley; Roscoe, and Mrs. Fay Vaw-
ter Gilmer.

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LABOR’S LIBERTIES.

Some labor minorities late-
ly, by their seeming indiffer-
ence toward national defense,
have brought criticism on la-
bor in general. Walter Lipp-
mann says their apparent lack
of cooperation with the gov-
ernment comes from a lack of
“conviction that labor has
any stake in victory.” That is,
in victory by the democracies.

If any American labor lead-
ers or any considerable num-
ber of therank and file, really
have this attitude, they are
making a tremendous mis-
take.

The extent of their folly
may be seen by taking a
frank look at German labor
and the helplessness in which
it finds itself today. The Nazi
workers are in virtual slavery,
whether they are fighting
Hitler's crazy battles or toil-
ing a dozen hours a day to
provide munitions for those
battles.

Only in democratic coun-
tries and democratic process-
es is there hope of freedom
for labor.

Birds of a feather flock to-
gether. So do predatory na-
tions — those operating on
the good old simple plan,
that “they should take who
have the power and .they
should keep who can.” Thus
the farther Hitler and his lo-
cust-army ‘of Nazis penetrate
into Russia and threaten to
dominate that vast country,
theé more Hitler’s little Asiatic
ally, Japan, prepares for ex-
pansion at her neighbors’ ex-
pense.

The current indications are
that Japan is set for a drive

~ to take the important Russian

seaport of Vladivostok, front-
ing Japan. Also a big chunk
of the North Pacific frontage
and eastern Siberia. The
army is getting ready for that
great adventure and, for the
present, the “Chinese inci-
dent” can wait.

“Now the area threatened is
pretty close to America. It is
a rather small jump across
Behring Strait to Alaska. And
it is far from reassuring to
Uncle Sam to have Japan ad-
venturing in that direction.
Japan is doing it, too, with
full appreciation of our own
attitude. There is a spirit of
reckless daring noticeable now
in Tokyo that has been absent
'in other recent scares.

It isn’t likely that we would
fight on Asiatic soil. The war-
SAnongers now in control of the

Japanese movement might,
 however, push us into a naval
“war. For that we are well

prepared.

SUSPICIOUS FIRES.

There are too many fires in
American defense industries.
It is hard to believe that all
of them, or even most of them,
are accidental.

The manufacturers are us-
ally sporting enough to at-
ibute them to accidental
causes, and it will be readily
admitted that factories hand-
ling explosives are more sub-
ject to fire hazards than oth-
ers. But the wave of disas-
trous conflagrations lately,
with special emphasis on the
big rubber fire in Fall River,
Mass., arouse suspicion and
alarm,

It cannot be forgotten, in
such cases, that war produc-
tion is crippled, valuable ma-
terials are destroyed and the
foreign wreckers of civilzation
are given more time for their
deadly operation. Those 30,-
000 tons of government-own-
ed rubber were more import-
ant, right now, than if they

were made of so much gold.

Factory owners are increas-
ingly careful and local police
and federal authorities are
doubtless concentrating on
this creeping war of sabotage.
Every good citizen must co-
operate, in the factories and
outside.

American financiers say it
will cost $100,000,000,000 to
crush Hitler, and when Adolf
sees these figures it will make
him awful proud.

The best labor mnews for
some time is that organized
labor is now cleaning house.

Maybe it’s worth mobilizing
an army, to get a thorough
check-up on American health.
But the check-up should now
be applied to civilians, too.

It’s reassuring to recall that
the kaiser won every battle
but the last.

Talk about going where the
grass grows taller, it is not neces-
sary to leave Callahan county,
since N. C. Ramsay living about
two miles northwest of Dothan,
one of our subscribers brought in
some Bermuda grass that was 3
feet and four inches tall, that
grew on his farm this year. He
said it was not running; but it ac-
tually grew that tall and was
standing when he pulled it. He
stated there was not any great
amount of this grass; and it was
grown in a place that had - not
suffered for water at any time
during the year.

The ginning from
the seed would leave a balance
of $9.20 which would lack $10.00
paying the ginning and from the
price of the cotton would leave a
net income of about $36.00.
