Wiley Post, Round-the-World Flier, Crashes inWinnie Mae

PLANE LODGES
 IN TREE WHEN
MOTOR KILLS

QUINCY, Ill., Sept. 21. — Wily
Post, round-the-world flier, crashed
shortly after he took off here today
for Davenport, Ia.

His plane, the Winnie Mae, fell in
a tree. Post was found sitting in
the plane, blood streaming down his
face. He was taken to a hospital
where it was said his injuries were
not, serious.

The crash occurred after Post
reached a height of several hundred
feet. His motor went dead and the
plane crashed into the tree where
it was lodged.

Post was expected to be able to
leave the hospital in a few days.
The plane was badly damaged.

Minor Role Stressed
By Oakley Defense

SULPHUR SPRINGS, Sept. 21.—
The defense of Coy Oakley, self-
styled healer on trial for murder in
connection with the slaying of Ber-
nice Clayton, 3-year-old . afflicted
child, today continued to stress his
minor role in the religious rituals
which brought death to the little
girl.

The child's mother, Mrs. Sherman
Clayton,'a cousin of the defendant
and his brother, Paul, now under
sentence of 50 years for the child’s
death, testified that she and her
husband adhered to Paul's religious
beliefs and participated in the cere-
monies.

When she saw her little daughter
lying motionless after the “healing”
service, she said, she thought the
child was “under the power.” Later
she felt Bernice, found her cold and
knew she was dead.

TELLS JUDGE
VISIT MADE
DURING NIGHT

OKLAHOMA CITY, Sept. 21. —
The terrified uncle of Katherine
Kelly, fugitive defendant in the
Urschel kidnaping case, told U. S.
Judge Edgar S. Vaught today that
George (Machine Gun) Kelly
threatened the lives of his entire
family on their farm near Stratford,
Okla., last night.

This revelation came at noon to-
day as the climax of a dramatic
scene in the heavily guarded court
room where Harvey Bailey and 11
others are on trial, accused of con-
spiracy in the kidnaping of Charles
Urschel, Oklahoma, City oil million-
) aire. ' : \

Fred Coleman, 40, confided the
death threat to Judge Vaught after
he was arrested following his volun-
tary appearance in the court room
with his 72-year-old father to de-
mand five minutes speaking time.

Two hours later, after Coleman
had refused to tell federal agents
anything, the judge gave him a pri-
vate interview during a recess.

“He Was Scared.”

“He was scared,” Judge Vaught
said, ‘and said George (Machine
Gun) Kelly had threatened his life
and the lives of his family.

Kelly, indicted ~with Albert Bates,
of Denver, as one of the actual ab-
ductors, is a widely sought fugitive.
He had been reported in the Okla-
homa City vicinity and threat notes
had been received by Urschel and
officials.

It was learned Coleman said to
one official:

“Kelly came to my house last
night and scratched on the window
and threatened to kill the whole
family if anything was said about
this case.”

Coleman’s father,yand his son,
Gay, both had testified Kelly, Mrs.
Kelly and Bates plotted the kidnap-
ing and stopped at the Coleman
home near Stratford on their way
to North Texas with Urschel.

GOVERNOR REVEALS
KIDNAP PLOT.

TOPEKA, Sept. 21—Gov. Alf Lon-
don today revealed a plot to kidnap
his pretty 16-year-old daughter,
Peggy Ann.

The governor said he had received
reliable information that members
of the Bailey-Underhill gang of
desperadoes, had planned to kidnap
the girl in an effort to effect the
release of several life termers in the
Kansas penitentiary.

Harvey Bailey now is on trial at
Oklahoma City in the Charles
Urschel kidnaping. Wilbur Under-
hill, with Bailey and nine other con-
victs, escaped from the Kansas pris-
on last Memorial day.

Peggy Ann was to have been kid-
naped from the executive mansion
here, and held until the governor
issued 10-day paroles to six con-
victs, Landon said. One report by
the governor was that the girl was
to have been kidnaped as she re-
turned from school last Thursday,
but nothing occurred.

CUBAN GOV'T
PREPARES FOR
NEW OUTBREAK

HAVANA, Sept. 21.—Cavalrymen
patrolled the streets today and sol-
diers sat behind machine guns at
the presidential palace in anticipa-
tion of a revolt against the San
Martin goyernment.

The situation at Havana was
matched by that in the eastern
provinces. New revolts and new
strikes were reported. A condition
approaching anarchy was apparent
at many places. Danger to Ameri-
can lives was feared at some points.

Four revolts of minor proportions
were known to be in progress. The
government claimed it had halted a
fifth pending negotiations.

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THE KATY’S ADVERTISING.

M. H. Cahill, president of the Missouri-Kansas-Texas
railroad, reporting increases in traffic on his company’s lines
during August and the first half of September, credits a
newspaper advertising campaign which the Katy is con-
ducting. That campaign, with a base motif of aggressiveness
that is a surprising, but agreeable, departure from the usual
formality of railroad advertisements, embodies some rad-
ical features from the traditional viewpoint, but the big fact
for consideration by all concerned is that the campaign is
proving a success. Mr. Cahill and the Katy are thereby jus-
tifying the newspaper argument that advertising is the best
economy for a business, depression or no depression. Proving
that doctrine to the satisfaction of its advocates, we trust
that the Katy is also proving it to the conviction of its com-
petitors and the business world in general. A competitive
advertising campaign at this stage of the American game of
recovery will do more to spur the lagging steps of the return
than any other single thing, we believe.

It is encouraging to note the portion of Mr. Cahill’s re-
port to his board which says:

“Business generally is showing a healthier tone, and all
through the Katy-served territory there are evidences of
marked improvement.”

EASIER TAXPAYING.

If Gov. Ferguson submits the subject to this legislature, |
Sen, John W. Hornsby has ready for introduction a bill that
will take a lot of the slack out of delinquent tax collection,
and make taxpaying easier by extending the installment pay-
ing feature.
' Sen. Hornsby’s bill will require, instead of graciously
permit, the county attorney to file delinquent tax suits. It
will give the county commissioners court discretion to extend
the time for payment on good cause in individual cases.

The bill will offer a 2 per cent discount to taxpayers who
pay their entire state and county taxes in advance of the
due date, Dec. 1 of each year. It will abolish the heavy pen-!
alties, all accumulating at once, and provide for installment |
paying, without interest; but if started after Jan. 31, with
1 per cent penalty, after Feb. 28, two per cent, and so on, up
to & per cent after August 1. Where installment payments

are started within time, no penalties will be charged, as long |
1

as the installments are kept up.

Another phase of the law is that the state and county
will not longer be required to pay the county tax collector
six per cent as a redemption fee on taxes paid, even uander |
remission of interest and penalties, after the taxes become |
delinquent. Counties now are being taxed that six per cent
as fees on delinquent taxes paid under the present remission
law. |

BREAD BONDS.

The title of “bread bonds,” coined in support of the $20,-
000,000 state bond issue, has come back for attention as the
channel for spending the bond proceeds is to be selected.

The Houston Post has protested editorially that taking
all the bond proceeds and applying it to highway work, and |
employment of labor on the highways, would fall short of
the objectives for which the bonds were approved by voters
Aug. 26. The Post pointed out the bonds were for relief of
the destitute, and not alone for paying such limited few
heads of families as might find work on highways.

Besides, it was pointed out, money already has been as-
signed to highway work in every county, leaving the state
1bond proceeds free for other forms of employment and re-

ief,

There will be demands that the relief money be held in
readiness to save Texas women and children, Texas families,
from hunger and want this winter, to provide medical atten-
tion and housing, where necessary. Arbitrary assignment of
the money only to those picked out by some bureau for high-
way work would fail to meet the whole responsibility.

Another shortcoming was indicated in the Panhandle
highway program, where the relief agencies, picking out the
most needy workers, limited these jobless heads of destitute
families to about three days’ work a week or from $15 to $20
a month at the outside. Men without families, if they found
work at all, would get about $8 a month of employment.

That would do nothing to lift such famalies out of utter
dependency and want.

THE WAGE-EARNER WOULD PAY.

The argument for cheapening the American dollar to
inerease purchasing power cannot evade the fact that there
must be what, for want of a readier term, we shall call a
“big push” to set the prosperity wheel to turning, and that
some portion of the cycle must bear the drudgery of this
“big push.” The question of getting circulation to flowing,
which means purchasing power in action, is a question of
starting from an inert standstill. The question is, will recov-
ery be the quicker if this “big push” is distributed over a
period of gradually rising costs or will it come sooner to im-
mediately inflate currency to a desired point and let the situ-
ation work itself out as best it can?

. Laborers and others of fixed pay and the farmers
would bear the brunt of a program of outright inflation. The
NRA labor provisions are designed to do in exactly the re-
verse order what has been the course of recoveries in the past
—in other words it is designed to prevent the working man |
being forced to pay the cost of recovery. Profits first and |
wages afterward has been the rule in the past, neglecting |
the fact that wages create profits. The present cump:lig‘n‘
would switch ends with that process, not—truthfully it may |
be said—with so much emphasis on the essential rightness of |
the social factors involved, as upon the belief that it will |
mean a faster recovery and a more permanent prosperity |
through erystalization of important social reforms. That

readily see what a mess an inflation program, which would
follow a reverse course by practically nullifying the minimum
wage provisions and generally elevating the NRA program
above its restrictive influences, would make of that program.
Unless an inflationary program keeps all things equal
it would be destructive; if it keeps all things equal it wouldn’t
help the situation very much. The critical stage in the re-
covery drive is no place to desert it. The fact that recovery
is taking place is reflected in increasing employment, increas-
ing domestic buying, increasing foreign trade and negotia-
tions for large purchases of American goods. At home we |
may be feeling the grind of the process, but the grind itself!
is evidence that improvement is occurring. Rising prices
reflect growing 'demand and growing demand reflects new
employment and increases in purchasing power. There may
be instances in which these evidences are artificially created,
but they are present and the very fact of their presence is
contributing to spontaneous factors of recovery.

Roosevelt Pays Tribute

Following is an extract from the
address of President Roosevelt as
given on August 23rd, incident to
his visit to the New York Civic Boy
Scout camps:

“This spring, because of my scout
training, I took g leaf out of the
notebook of scouting in order to take
care ,of a lot of boysiwho are a bit

| older than you are—boys who had

graduated from high school and
some of them from college, but who
had not been able to get work for a
year or two or three years.

“And we started in this country,
modeling it to a large extent after
scouting, a civilian conservation
corps, and today there are two or
three hundred thousand older boys
in various parts of this country in
these civilian conservation camps,
taking care of forests, preventing
fires, stopping soil erosion and doing

a thousand other tasks that the
country needs.
“And I am told that in these

camps— of course, when you get a
camp of 200,000 boys together some
cof them naturally develop into lead-
ers— and I'm told that the boys who
have had scout training are coming
forward more rapidly than any oth-
ers and are becoming the leaders of
a great many of these civilian con-
servation camps.

“It is a pretty fine tribute to what
scouting has done throughout the
country.

“I am glad, to see that you have

adopted the NRA insignia. We are,

going to number about 130,000,000
people before we get through.

“And when you come right down
to it, the NRA is based on the same
fundamentals that scouting is based
on. In other words, trying to do
something for the other fellow and
not trying to do somebody.

“It is based on cooperation — you
know what that means. It is based
on the spirit of service, and it is go-
ing to work just as scouting is work-
ing.”

Failure to
qualify, they feel, will involve loss of
deposits to insured banks. On the
other hand, large banks are greatly
worried for fear many weak banks
awill be insured which will eventually
involve them in heavy insurance
losses. It is quite likely that qual-
ification requirements will be made
sufficiently lenient to permit prac-
tically all banks to come in the fold,
thus realizing the fears of the larger
hanks,

Buying Securities

“During the past month, the re-
serve banks have been purchasing
gecurities in the onen market at the
rate of some $35.000,000 per week.
Thus far, this buying has not induc-
ed any expansion of member bank
credit, but it has helped to pile up
excess reserve halances which have
now reached the huge total of more
than $50,000,000. As might be ex-
pected, short term money rates in
the New York market are at absurd-
ly low levels.

“The condition of the
member banks in the eleventh dis-
trict changed but little during the
month. Total deposits declined
slightly and total loans increased
somewhat. A material gain in lig-
uidity was recorded, thereporting
banks having paid off all indebeted-
ness to the reserve bank and in-
creased their holdings of govern-
ment securities by $14.000,000.”

~ School Are Strict

WALLA WALLA, Wash., Sept. 21.
—With the opening of Walla Walla
college for the 1933-34 school year,
college students about to enter for-
eign missionary fields for the Ad-
ventist church, come under the same

discipline as those in the high
school and grade departments.
The union educational hoard

adopted the following rules govern-
ing the church schools:

Pupils above the fourth
shall not wear rolled stockings.

Sleeves shall cover the upper arm
and reach at least to the elbow.

The boyish bob should be discour-
aged by church officers, teachers
and parents.

The free use of cosmetics destroys
the simple beauty of girlhood and
the use of lipsticks and rouge will
not be permitted upon the school
grounds.

Use of tobacco by students cannot
be tolerated. Swearing will not be
tolerated on the school grounds.

The privileges of the church
school shall not be granted to those
who attend movies, dances, or other
questionable places of amusement.
