Letter Winners
Must Be Passing
In Three Courses

A resolution passed by the Cis-
co school board lays down the
requirement that all football play-
ers, eligible to receive letters for
their work on the team, must have
passed three out of four subjects
during the first semester of the
school year before qualifying for
these awards.

In the event that a player fails
1o do so the first semester, he will

be given opportunity to qualify’

for the letter at the end of the
second semester by passing in
three out of four subjects, it was
arnounced.

This ruling has a double mean-
ing, Supt. R. N. Cluck said, signi-
fying that the player has not only
.won athletic distinction but that
he has met all scholastic require-
ments of the school. Primary
emphasis is thus pldced upon
scholastic work.

Ruling Extended

The ruling has been extended
to cover all organizational work
of the schools, the superintendent
said. Students who are members
of organizations in the schools
will be required to be passing in
at least three out of four courses
tc be eligible to participate in any
program to be given by that or-
ganization or to be eligible for any
awards that may be iven.

They may remain in the club
organizations for the benefit to
be derived, but will not be per-
mitted to represent the club or
school in any public program, it
was explained.

No student will be given ‘a
“permanent” pass out of study
hall to work in town, in the school
library, offices or to take music
either in the school or some pri-
vate studio who is not similarly
passing in his or her studies, the
superintendent announced.

Five More
Pools for

Fish Farm

One of the most ambitious
FERA projects undertaken in the
county since the beginning of the
goverriment’s re-employment pro-
gram is under way at the state
fish hatchery here where from 30
to 45 men are employed at con-
struction that will occupy the en-
tire winter, calling for a prcb-
ably total expenditure of $15,000
relief funds.” In addition the
state will spend about $1,200 in
laying new water lines and pur-
chase of material.

The program is under the di-
rection of Fish Hatchery Supt. S.
B. Wright and Cecil Prickett,
timekeeper for the county relief
administration.

It consists of the cutting of one
of the large, unused ponds into
six pools. The new ponds are be-
ing constructed scientifically, so
arranged that the fish are trapped
quickly and economically. Clay
bottoms are being laid where nat-
ural clay does not exist. In the
spawning pools, the levees broad-
en into shoulders before dipping
into the center of the ponds, and
upon these shoulders gravel is
piled for the nests in which the
bass spawn.

Precise Lines

In contrast to the haste and the
irregularity with which the origi-
nal ponds were built, the present
construction is proceeding on
precise, geometrical lines. Thous-
ands of cubic yards of earth are
being moved and molded into
levees that are true to the level of
the surveyor; rock drains are be-
ing built through which the wa-
ter, as it leaves the ponds through
the traps, will flow into Little
Sandy creek.

The construction will give the
hatchery 20 useful pools and in-
crease its capacity at least one-
third, said Supt. Wright. The
pond that is being rebuilt was
much too large for the purpose,
causing waste of water and great
loss of fish. It has not been used
for a long time.

Mr. Wright estimates that more
than a million bass can be spawn-
ed in the new ponds. Their small-
ness, and the character of their
construction will save a great per-
centage of these fish, he said.

The work is being done in units,
about $2.000 being appropriatod
by the relief administration at a
time.

AUSTIN — The estimated re-
lief load for the month of Decem-
ber stands at a new all-time high
as state relief officials prepare to
defend the state’s destitute against
. winter’s siege.

Early cold snaps were believed
largely responsible for increasing
the rolls to 270,593 cases as report-
..ed by county adminisirators in
their applications for funds, but
eud of the cotton picking season
also contributed t» the uner~ploy-
ment problem. In November, the
relief rolls carried 253,873 cases.

Federal authoarities last week
notified State administrator Adam
R. Johnson that Texas will re-
ceive $4,304,395 from the national
government for carrying on vari-

sient relief, $186,000; rural rehab-
ilitation, $178,000; cattle program,
$750,000; emergency education,
$127,300; student aid, $63,195.

Seeking to ascertain the essen-
tial needs of clients for the winter
months, E. A. Baugh, assistant
director of the Texas Relief com-
mission, last week asked county
administrators to submit esti-
mates of the requirements of each
county for bedding and clothing.

“Please indicate your estimated
needs for the months of Decem-
ber, January and February, show-
ing separately the amounts re-
quired for shoes, clothing, bedding
and fuel,” Baugh said.

Estimates are to be submitted
on a dollar basis after making al-
lowances for issuance of comfort-
ers and mattresses from the com-

a whole gave the meas-

ure. These results point to two observations.
One is that limitation of cotton production
is irksome when applied to regions of sparse
cultivation of the crop. The other is that the
limitation has brought cash returns to the
growers which, in heavy cultivation territo-
influence the
growers against the traditional farmer inde-
pendence. It cannot be denied that there
has been an increase in cotton prices, an in-

. crease sufficient, had there been enough vol-

zme with it, to give the grower a chance to
profit. But whether or not that increase has
been due to the operation of the Bankhead
act may be questioned, since the actual pro-
duction was limited by natural environment
10 a figure below that fixed as satisfactory to
the operation of the act. Had there been no
Bankhead act, the price conceivably would
have been the same. Where the act has ope-
rated with probable beneficial results as to
the whole was in providing an even distri-
bution of the benefits resulting from the
short crop. By prorating the tax-free por-
tion of the crop among the growers on the
basis of their base production an even distri-
bution of the returns was provided. Those
who grew less cotton than allowed were priv-
ileged to sell their exemption certificates
through the administration to growers who
grew more than their exempt production,
thus giving them a character of insurance
against crop failure.

THE first instance of compulsory regula-
4 tion of the crop seems to have convinced

the cotton grower that the administra-
tion is honestly endeavoring to go along with
him in the solution of his problems. Witness
the vote in favor of continuing the plan an-:
other year.

But what worked one year under con-
ditions that naturally produce beneficial
price results, may not work another year. It
is true that the problem before the adminis-
tration is one of preventing the prospect of
higher returns from causing another over-
production of the crop, but that problem is
one that will have to be faced under any nor-
mal regime of high prices, and if it is to be
permanently solved, some permanent form
of government intervention in the cotton
producing situation must be effected.

Whatever the direct domestic results of
the plan, the Citizen-Free Press continues
of the opinion that the Bankhead act will
work eventual injury to the cotton produc-
ing industry of the South. It is a means of
retiring from the dominant position in the
cotton producing industry that this nation
has held and upon which its foreign trade
and, in result, its great domestic market has
been largely based. We have choked our-
selves off from this source because of a
national blindness to the influence of cotton,
by neglecting to carry the cotton farmer
along with the standard of living that has
been erected upon his production. Some
means, not of controlling price by controlling
supply, but by bringing the cost of the things
he buys nearer the returns he gets, must be
devised if a healthful balance is restored.
Revision of tariffs to bring world prices
nearer harmony with our own is essential.

HILE compulsory production seems now
#¥ to gain this result by aaisias prices, actu-

the greater part of the cotton area income
was obtained. Other world producing areas
are taking advantage of the slackening sup-
ply from the United States to develop their
own crops and when this is done, the South
has small prospect of getting back its lost
prestige.

UT this can be said for the government’s
program. From being an isolated and
misunderstood factor in the national

economic scheme of things, the farmer has
been brought to the fore and a specific rec-
ognition of his importance to the national
welfare has been embodied in measures for
his benefit. Formerly, he was suspicious,
deaf to appeals for a cooperation such as has
been pyt into effect by the present adminis-
tration, proceeding his own way, convinced
that he was being a victim of government
rather than its beneficiary. Today his con-
fidence has been won and he is ready for
further cooperation. That is something of
great worth gained..

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INLAND . has declared its intention of
paying -its war debt installment to the
United States because “it is the only

honest thing to do.” How France will view
that statement, with a series of defaulted
payments bringing up
the rear of that self-
centered nation, is of
little concern because
the Frenchman, or the
greater part of him at any rate, will care lit-
tle what Finland does or says or how the
United States feels. France was perfectly
willing to call upon the United States when
its national self was in danger, and the Unit-
ed States, responding with the blood and
lives of its soldiers and its great resources in
food and money and war materials, asked no
recompense for that contribution. The bill
presented France was a bill for sundry bil-
lions of dollars that were loaned by the
American people in excess of the money and
resources spent by the United States her-
self in sending over 2,000,000 soldiers and
helping to save the French from the power
of the Kaiser. It must be true that the more
one does for another the less appreciative the
recipient is.

ALE of half a million bales of American
cotton to Germany through the export
bank of the United States, a transaction

now awaiting final approval of the state de-
partment, may mean a step in restoration of
the profitable rela-
tionship that existed
between Germany and
the United  States
prior to the World
War. Germany agrees to pay for the cotton

partially in credits. Rehabilitation of Ger-
man industry is important to the restoration
of the world economic balance. Before the
war, Germany bought heavily of Southern
cotton, paying for it with credits secured in
the United States and selling a large percent-
age of the.processed products back to Amer-
ica. That interchange of goods and services
produced a profitable relationship which
helped largely in the creation of the Ameri-
can standard of living. When the relation-
ship was broken by the war and an impover-
ished Germany was unable to buy from us
because of paying reparations to France and
other European nations who wouldn’t pay
their debts to the United States, Good Sa-
maritan Uncle Sam lost his shirt. He is just
now beginning to locate that article, it seems.
Hitler or no Hitler—and Hitlers exist
only for so long—the rehabilitation of Ger-
many is vital to American trade and indus-
try.

RACING CLEAN

The efforts of race official of
Epsom Downs, Houston’s racing
plant, to keep racing on that turf
clean is salutary. H. B. Edwards,
special agent of the racing com-
mission, has declared war on
bookmakers of Houston. Edwards
declares that bookies are furnish-
ed accurate information up to the
second of every race that is run,
and as a result Houston racing
fans are playing the bookies and
the state is losing a large revenue
it would derive if the play were
being legally made at Epsom
Downs. To check this leak he
proposes to establish a strict cen-
sorship in the press box to see
that this leak is stopped, and pro-
poses that no information shall be
wired out until at least five min-
utes after the race is run.

Texas has legalized horse rac-
ing, from which a considerable
revenue is derived for the state,
and if the play is kept within le-
gal bounds the law may remain
as it is. But illegal playing of the
races, and crooked bookmaking,
if not stopped, racing may be
short-lived in Texas. The irre-
sponsible gamblers once caused
the state to outlaw this sport, and
only strict compliance with the
law will prevent horse racing be-
ing outlawed again.

Child’s Eye-Health
Subject of Bulletin

AUSTIN — “Eye - Health of
Texas School Children,” the first
of a series of publications on

health conditions of Texas school
children, has just been published
by the University of Texas bureau
of nutrition and health education.
This bureau has undertaken. as
one of its projects to collect in-
formation on health conditions of
school children, particularly data
that can be used as a basis for
developing the school health pro-
gram of instruction. This is the
first bulletin of the series to be
published.

Collaborating with Miss Jeanie
M. Pinckney, chief of the bureau,
on the study were F. M. Hemp-
hill, field instructor in health ed-
ucation for the University Divis-
ion of Extension, Dr. Guy Jones,
practicing ophthalmologist of Dal-
las, and Texas representatives of
the National Society for the Pre-
vention of Blindness. The study
included the examination of some
six thousand school children rep-
resenting all grade levels from
one to eleven. It also included
measuregments of light intensity of
the 203 rooms in which these
children worked.
