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DR. BROOKS TO BE BURIED FRIDAY
New Outlets for Farm Products Urged by WTCC Head
WANTS BOARD 

TO ABANDON 
SPECULATION

LUBBOCK, May 14. — Fewer 
pleas for acreage reduction and 
more efforts to provide new outlets 
for farm and ranch products were 
urged upon the federal farm board 
today by Charles E. Coombes, Stam­
ford, in the annual president’s ad­
dress to the West Texas Chamber 
of Commerce in convention here. »

Coombes declared a greater ser­
vice to the farmer would be rendered 
if the farm board ceased specula­
tion and sought the expansion of co­
operative marketing organizations 
instead.

Correction of “unfair, misleading 
and inaccurate statements” in geo­
graphy textbooks Coombes pointed 
cut as the most outstanding piece 
of work accomlpished by the W'TCC 
during the past year.

Publishers of the two chief geo­
graphies are making reprint editions 
of their texts, giving west Texas 
due credit for its cattle, cotton, cit­
rus fruits, grain sorghums, sheep 
and goats, wheat, winter vegetables 
end other resources, .Coombes re­
ported.

The WTCC c'aimed partial credit 
for federal loans whioh provided 
13.500 west Texas farmers with 
nearly $2,000,000 with which to con­
tinue farm operation on about 3,- 
000.000 acres of crop land.

The West Texas Chamber elected 
113 directors today among whom 
were Claude Thompson, Brecken- 
lidgc; John M. Mouser, Eastland; 
Allen H. Quinn. Mineral Wells and 
J. E. Meroney. Ranger.

STERLING ASKS 
EXTENSION OF 

LEGISLATURE
AUSTIN. May 15. — Extension of 

the present session of the Texas leg­
islature for another week after. May 
22 will be asked by Gov. Ross Ster­
ling it became known today.

Gov. Sterling already has confid­
ed the plan to certain members of 
the legislature. It is intended to 
provide time for passage of certain 
measures the governor deems im- 
poitant without calling a special ses­
sion.

Rep. E. H. Lassister, of Henderson, 
said the governor told him that such 
a course is likely. It will first be 
necessary to have the house recall 
from the governor’s desk the sine 
die resolution which both the senate 
and house hnve already adepted 
calling for adjournment on May 22. 
A new resolution with a later date 
then can be substituted. Whether 
the plan can be considered legally is 
now being investigated.

EASTLAND, May 14. — One of 
the bi-motored bombing planes of 
the 7th bombardment group of the 
United States Army Air squadron 
en route from Rockwell Field, Cali­
fornia, to Dayton, Ohio, to take 
part in the operation of the First 
Provisional Division of the Air Corp 
to test present methods and seek 
improvements in operations of an 
organization of 670 planes of the 
pursuit, bombardment, attack, ob­
servation, photographic and cargo 
type, was forced down because of a 
crippled motor on the American 
Legion airport in Eastland late 
Tuesday afternoon. The huge plane 
was landed without mishap, al­
though the crew had adjusted their 
paiachutes and made ready to jump 
from the ship in case it became 
necessary.

The engine developed trouble just 
out of Abilene. They were flying 
at an altitude of around 10,000 feet 
when the crippled motor gave way 
and it became apparent that an 
emergency landing would have to 
be made. Sighting the Eastland 
field, the pilot so,on brought the 
ship down to a perfect landing. A 
new motor to take the place of the 
crippled one, was being sent by air­
plane from Dayton, Ohio, and is 
expected in Eastland sometime to­
day, it was stated. Meanwhile the 
crew and mechanics sent out from 
army headquarters, are engaged ii: 
lifting the damaged motor.

Seeing the huge ship, with one of 
its motors sputtering and making 
an unusual noise, citizens of East­
land, who were watching the army 
iliers passing over the city, rushed 
to the airport thinking that the 
plane had failed to make the port 
before coming down and thinking 
members of the crew might be in­
jured.

PRESIDENT OF 
BAYLOR DIES 
EARLY TODAY

WACC, May 14. — The body of 
Dr. Samuel Palmer Brooks, one of 
Jhe foremost educators of the south, 
will lie in state in the foyer of Waco 
hall for three hours preceding fun­
eral services Friday afternoon at 3 
o’clock, it was announced today.

Pat M. Neff, former governor of 
Texas and college chum of Dr. 
Brooks, who stood at his bedside last 
night as the president of Baylor 
university passed into eternity, 
will preside at lire ceremony.

WACO, May 14. — The stillness 
of death settled today on the camp­
us cf Baylor university as tragedy 
was written into the colorful his­
tory cf the oldest institution of 
higher learning in Texas.

Despite forewarnings, the death 
of Dr. Samuel Palmer Brooks, who 
took the school when it was little 
more than an academy and built 
it into one of the leading universities, 
of the south, fell like a heavy blow 
that shattered university routine.

Under its campus oaks no stu­
dents met to plan graduation festi­
vities. Halls of its ivy-covered builcl- 
mgs were quiet. At day break come 
the clatter of chains against an iron 
mast as the United States flag rose 
then dipped to half-mast. Under­
neath it a few men and women stu­
dents stood with bowed heads.

"Prexy” was dead.
Final Tributes

In the office of Dean W. S. Allen 
plans were made for final tributes 
to the figure who guided the des­
tinies cf the Baptist school for more 
than a quarter of a century.

Funeral services will be heid for 
Dr. Brooks Friday in Waco ball 
which the president formally dedi­
cated last spring as his last major 
official act for the institution. The 
hour has not been set pending ar­
rival of Dr. George W. Truett from 
Birmingham where he attended the 
southern Baptist convention.

Dr. J. M. Dawson, pastor of the 
First Baptist church of Waco and 
personal friend to the president, 
and Dr. Truett will officiate at the 
services.

Dr. Brocks, who was 67 years old, 
died at the Central Texas Baptists 
sanitarium at 1:15 o’clock this morn­
ing after a 10-day fight to ward off 
death so he could complete the 
singing of diplomas for this year's 
graduating class.

Cover Open Water to Prevent Mosquito
Breeding Health Board Tells Citizens

Supplementing the appeal to re­
move weeds and other rank vege­
tation which offer ideal harboring 
places for mosquitoes the city- 
health board today repeated its re­
quest that citizens guard open wa­
ter as a breeding place for the in­
sects carefully to prevent their in­
crease. Cisterns should be closed 
or kept covered with a thin film cf 
kerosene while fish ponds and other 
bodies of water should contain 
enough small fish to eat all the 
larvae that hatches in these con­
tainers, the board said.

The presence of any m.osquitoes 
should be immediately reported to

-o --------------------
the sanitation department so that 
their source may be traced and pro­
tected. The insects travel no more 
than a block from their origin and 
it is safe to presume that their 
presence in any sp.ct is evidence of 
a breeding place in the immediate 
vicinity, it was said.

It lequires only a short time for 
the insect' situation to’ get out of 
hand and only a little neglect will 
undo all the excellent advantages 

i that Cisco has possessed for the 
j past several years. Immediate 
I steps t.o keep mosquitoes and flies 
j down will accomplish much with 
little effort now.

Sterling and all the ex-governors in the land of the living- 
have given their indorsement to the movement. Style.-mak- 
ers of the east, on the payrolls of the great textile captains 
of industry, are helping the cause along. In the last analy­
sis it is for the men and women of America to drag the old 
Icing out of the ditch.

National Cotton Week is coming. Secretary Lamont 
lias announced that the week beginning June 1 would be ob­
served throughout the country. • At a conference between 
Secretary Lamont, Secretary Arthur J. Hyde of the depart­
ment of agriculture, President C. J. Callaway of the Ameri­
can Cotton Manufacturers association, and Geo. A. Sloan, 
president of the Cotton Textile Institute, it was decided the 
time was ripe for a drive to encourage the use of cotton 
goods.

Cotton fabrics, including prints of all shades and 
quality, are said to have the call in the large centers of popu­
lation and the textile manufacturers are hopeful that a na­
tionwide demand for cotton goods will assist in a large way 
in restoring general prosperity to the American people. Call 
the ancient king hack to his throne.

CLOUDS H A VE THEIR SILVER LINING.
A general increase in agricultural exports during March 

as compared with February has been announced, by the fed­
eral department of agriculture. Large shipments of all com­
modities except animal products, lard and tobacco, raised the 
index figure to 87 per cent of the pre-war level in contrast 
to 71 the previous month and 82 in March 1930. Increased 
cotton exports were said to be the result of larger purchases 
by Japan and Germany. Regardless of this European na­
tions may place an embargo on American staples. The fi­
nancial and industrial leaders as well as their statesmen who 
are planning a program of retaliation.

1914. And thus it was that Miss Jarvis became known as 
the founder of Mothers Day in America. She visited Quan- 
tico, Va., to mark the day with the marines stationed there. 
This is an excerpt from her address:

“They say a million dollars worth of flowers have sold 
for this day. I never thought it would mean that; but even 
stranger than eommercilization by tradesmen is that the 
public has allowed professional welfare workers to exploit its 
sentiment for motherhood in a manner of which I never 
dreamed. 1 am more than amazed. I am dismayed. I de­
plore particularly that committees of prominent men and 
women have commercialized this day in the name of mother. 
There is an organization that sells paper carnations for dis­
abled veterans, and reaps big funds from the sentiment of 
Mothers Day, while sworn statements by disabled veterans 
testify that they get only 18 per cent of the returns.”

Miss Jarvis is reminded that business is business. She 
is reminded that this is a grand old world. Shejs reminded 
that money makes the world go round. She is reminded that 
‘■flowers for the living,” when commercialized, cost money. 
Regardless of this Mothers Day had its beginning centuries 
and centuries ago and Mothers Day will he on the lips of men 
and women while time shall last. Why weep? Why worry? 
Why groan? It is easier to laugh than it is to grunt and it 
is better to he an optimist at alltimes than a saffron-hued 
pessimist most of the time.
